Rains after Friday 
midnight, Monday afternoon 
and night, and Tuesday 
aftemtHin ranging from a 
quarter inch up to three 
inches total were beneficial 
to most Lynn County crops, 
much of which had begun to 
w ilt and throw off fruit.

Tahoka received .37 inch 
Friday night. 1.21 inches 
Monday ntght, and .20 inch 
to J;I5 Tuesday afternoon, 
to bring the total for August 
to 2.41 inches and for the 
vear to 16.24 inches in 
Tahoka. Tuesday afternoon, 
scattered showers were 
falling over the county and 
more rain w as in prospect.

Up to three inches of rain 
fell six to eight miles north of 
Tahoka and two and a half 
inches five miles southeast 
of Tahoka.

Much of the county- 
received an inch or more.

However, some farming 
areas still need rain, 
including parts of the Draw 
area, the northeast part of 
the county, and parts of the 
northwest section.

Rank and heavily fruited 
cotton had been wilting 
badly in spots and was 
throwing off young bolls.

After six to ten inches of 
rain in July, cotton needed 
one more gixxl rain about

mid-August, but the county 
still is expected to make a 
big crop, barring too much 
cool and wet weather in 
September and October, 
farmers say, this in spite of 
the approximately 35.000 
acres that County Agent Bill 
Griffin estimates were des-

troyed or damaged by hail 
this summer

Additional rain Tuesday 
night in Tahoka measured 
.72 inch, bringing the week's 
total to 2.50 inches and total 
for the vear to 16.95 inches.

“ It was a day that I will 
remember the rest o f my 
life” , said Mrs. Carrie 
Harvick when the sun went 
dow n on August 29, 1976.

She had been the honored 
guest at a birthday party on 
that day in Tahoka's First 
National Bank Party Rixim.

But it was more than the 
ordinary birthday party. It 
was a day when seven 
children were saying to their 
mother, “ We thank you for a 
life of sacrifice.”  It was a 
day when those children told 
their friends that they were 
grateful that they had a 
mother such as she. And it 
was a day o f reminiscing-- 
remembering the good and 
the bad. There had been 
some o f all.

The festivities began at 
noon on Sunday when some 
sixty family members gath­
ered at the Robert Harvick 
home in Tahoka for lunch. At 
three o'clock that afternoon 
in the Bank Party Room, 
more than fifty friends 
joined the family group. A 
special friend. Mrs. Beulah 
(Applewhite) Rutledge en­
tertained guests with her 
rendition o f “ My Get-Up-

And-Go Has Got Up and 
W ent".

Guests registered from 
Fort Worth, Dallas. Throck­
morton, San Angelo. Stam­
ford. Lamesa. Lubbock, 
Gainesville. Monahans. Sag- 
erton, and Dumas.

In September of 1974, 
Mrs. Harvick broke her hip 
and since that time she has 
resided in Colonial Nursing 
Home in Tahoka where she 
continues her handwork and 
spends leisure hours with 
her memories, most impor­
tant of which are her eight 
(seven living) children, 
nineteen grandchildren, fif­
teen great-grandchildren, 
and one great-great grand­
daughter.

Ninety years has been a 
relatively short time to 
Carrie Harvick. in many 
ways, and the span of years 
has not dulled her memory 
in the least. She was bom 
Carrie Rush on August 30. 
1886 in Arkansas and is the 
only survivor in a family of 
three sons and three 
daughters.

She recalls very vividly 
the meager schooling she 
had between the time she

began school as a six-year- 
old and when the Rush 
family moved to Honey- 
Grove in Fannin County. 
Texas when she was seven. 
She remembers the long 
wagon journey to their new 
home and that they stayed 
there only three years before 
moving to near Houston.

Outstanding in her store­
house o f memories is the 
September 8, 1900 Galves­
ton storm which wiped out 
the family's belongings and 
badly injured the parents. 
Fourteen-year-old Carrie 
stayed home from school to 
care for her injured mother 
and when the time was right 
for her to go to school, she 
was ashamed to go because 
of her age. Consequently, 
when she had children of her 
own. their schooling came 
first.

The Rush family moved 
next to Jones County, Texas 
and there Carrie met Bill 
Harvick at church and they 
were married on September 
IS, 1908

Eight children were bora 
to them. Lawrence. Roy, 
Dub, and Robert all live in 
Tahoka; Elmer lives in

atMonahans; and Joe 

Gainesville. Frankie (Mrs. 
Dale Williams) lives in 
Lubbock and another daugh­
ter. Corine Cathcart. passed 
awav in 1963.

The Harvk'ks moved from 
Stonewall County to Level- 
land in 1929 and to the Joe 
Bailey community in Lynn 
County in 1931. Mr. Harvick 
died in 1961,

During World War II. five 
of the Harvick's six sons and 
both sons-in-law served in 
the armed forces, all at the 
same time. For that reason. 
Mrs. Harvick w as speechless : 
one day as she tried to ; 
purchase a scarce article and : 
was asked by the clerk, ] 
“ Don't you know there's a j 
war on?”

Surely the Harvick child­
ren would agree with the 
Biblical wise man. Solomon, 
as he penned the words in 
his book of Proverbs. “ Who 
can find a worthy woman?... 
her price is far above 
rubles"

Late August or early 
September fertilization of 
summer grasse:, esn im­
prove their quality and 
extend the grazing period. 
This can result in a 
substantial reduction in the 
amount of hay and winter 
pasture needed.

What nutrients to include 
in the fertilizer depends on 
current soil levels and 
management planned for 
1977. Phosphorus for next 
year along with some 
nitrogen can be applied this 
fall.

Among the advantages of 
fall fertilization o f summer 
grasses are these:
-increase the amount and 
quality of fall grazing.
-Avoid the spring rush to 
fertilize.
-A llow  the time of applying 
nitrogen in the spring to be 
based on temperature.

Extending the fall grazing 
period through adequate 
fertilization can pay numer­
ous dividends.
