The old city dump was 
closed some four years ago 
by the State Department of 
Health, and residents were 
asked to use the landfill east 
of FM Road 400, north of the 
city.

A city ordinance prohibits 
burning trash in the city 
limits or at the site of the

Health Department and the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency.

Persons are ignoring the 
hourly schedule posted at 
the entrance of the landfill 
and are going around the 
gate, through a field, and 
dumping garbage in unauth­
orized locations.

Any individual who is 
apprehended in the violation 
of the city ordinance will be 
given a citation and will be 
summoned to appear before 
Mayor Mel Leslie, in his 
capacity as City Judge. A 
fine of not more than S2(X)

sanitary landfill. However, will be assessed 
Mason says that people are 
taking partially burned trash 
to the location of the old 
dump and emptying h. still 
burning, on a county road.

He says also that the 
abuse of facilities at the 
newer approved location is 
endangering the c ity 's  
standing with the State

Dumpster Truck Damaged
Mason also said that a 

resident recently put a

Johnson followed this by saying that it an efficient, work­
able insurance program is not ready by 1979, PCG will urge

Cline's testimony for the NCC concurred with Johnson's 
statement that an adequate crop insurance program will 
be desperately needed after 1979. Changes n ^ e d  in cur­
rently available PCIC insurance plans. Cline stated, include 
(1) coverage of a higher percentage of risk. 12) coverage 
based on individual farm yields instead of county averages, 
13) more emphasis on selling as a means to spread risks, 
and (4) extension of coverage availability to counties where 
it is not presently offered.

The legislation offered by Jones calls for replacing FCIC 
with a new Federal Production Protection Corporation 
(FPPCi. FPF*C would be empowered, beginning in 1978, 
to offer a plan or plans of protection against loss from 
virtually all unavoidable causes. Premiums would be paid by 
farmers for FPPC protection against “normal“ losses of 
production. “Catastrophic or disaster" losses, under the 
Jones proposal, would be paid from a disaster relief fund 
established in the treasury, and payment for such losses 
would be excluded from the loss experience used by the 
FPPC Board to set premium rates.

Catastrophic and disaster losses under the Act are defined 
as losses which occur when production "falls below the

normal production level for a given area or county as 
determined by the Board.”

Johnson and Cline commended Jones and others who have 
introduced legislation to improve FCIC coverage, but criti­
cized certain parts of the Jones bill They particularly 
objected to a section which states that in any county 
where FPPC protection ia offered in 1978 and 1979, producers 
would not be eligible to receive disaster payments.

Calling the Committee's attention to the fact that when his 
statement was prepared PCG had not had time to discuss 
the matter with the PCG Legislative Conunittee or Board 
of Directors. Johnson requested the (Committee's permission 
to submit additional views on the subject at a later date

To produce more energy- 
efficient appliances -  that's 
industry's top priority, 
according to Dr. Carolyn 
McKinney, family resource 
management specialist with 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, the Texas 
A4cM University System.

Industry constantly is 
being challenged to produce 
appliances with perform ­
ance, dependability and 
features to meet consumers' 
changing needs. Dr. McKin­
ney says.

The Energy Policy and 
Conservation Act of 1975 
requires that by 1980, 
appliance efficiency be 
improved by 20 percent. The 
Commerce Department pro­
poses that manufacturers 
sharply reduce energy con­
sumption on some appli­
ances.

For example, they ask a 
cutback of energy consump­
tion on freezers, by 25 
percent; on refrigerators by 
30 percent: on room air 
conditioners by 22 percent: 
on gas water heaters by 25 
percent; on black and white 
televisions by 48 percent; 
and on color televisions by 
42 percent.

However, industry's new 
designs in energy savers will 
carry higher price tags, and 
consumers will be wise to 
base decisions on purchase 
price, operating costs, and 
the overall lifetime cost of 
appliances, the specialist 
savs.

Extension Service work in 
Lynn County and steps being 
taken to expand this work 
were reviewed by Stanley 
Young, who succeeded Bill 
Griffin as County Agent on 
September 1st.

Authorized by the 1914 
Smith-Lever Act. this work 
was begun in 1915 in Texas 
under A & M College to help 
increase agricultural in­
come. Since then, the work 
has been expanded to 
develop community resour­
ces and to develop a plan 
program made by a Program 
Building Committee made 
up of farm people of the 
county.

This year, an assistant 
county agent, James Fuller, 
has been added, primarily 
for work with 4-H Clubs.

Emphasis is being placed 
on eight fields of farm work.

New varieties of cotton, 
earlier harvest, fighting the 
spread of nematodes, use of 
modules, and meeting the 
shortage of chemicals are 
some of the areas being 
emphasized.

W eed control in grain 
sorghum and development 
of insect-resistent varieties 
are being looked into.

Livestock management, 
diseases, marketing, and 
development o f higher 
quality feature this field.

Continued control o f soil, 
wind, and water erosion is 
another phase of the work.

Other important fields 
include farm and home 
management, development 
of new community resour­
ces. home economics and 
family life management, and 
expanding the youth pro­
gram. Young said there are 
now eighty projects available 
for youth in 4-H work, not 
just livestock, that should 
meet the interest of almost 
any boy or girl.
