Doctors are warning that
Phencyclidine (PCP), more
commonly known as ,angel
dust, is the most dangerous
drug ever to achieve such
wide-spread acceptance.
PCP causes behavior
disruption; unpredictable,
violent aggression;
paranoia, severe anxiety and
depression. Ninety-three
deaths related to PCP abuse
have been reported since
1974 and authorities believe
that hundreds more have
gone unreported. Useful
only in liquid form and for
veterinary medicine, PCP
has lately found its way into
junior high school am{high
school levels, where it is
exacting a terrible toll.
There are no recognized
medical uses for the powder
and tablet forms and the
Justice Department and the
White House are being
called upon to get going on a
program to diminish further
availability of PCP.

Chicago Board of Trade

Twenty-seven 4-H mem-
bers went behind the scenes
at the Chicago Board of
I'rade recently for a look at
the nation's oldest and
largest commodity exchange
in action. The occasion was
the 27th 4-H Commodity
Marketing Symposium, a
three-day educational pro-
gram sponsored by the
board in cooperation with
National 4-H Council and the
Cooperative Extension Ser-
vice.

Delegates, who were state
winners in their 1977 4-H
commodity marketing pro-
jects, toured the exchange
trading floor with board
members and attended
seminars on pit trading,
futures contracts, hedging,
speculation, and interna-
tional trade.

The annual symposium is
designed to help delegates
understand the basic princi-
ples of commodity marketing
and how these principles
apply to commodities sold in
cash markets and traded in
futures markets of major
commodity exchanges.

4-H'ers and their advisors
met with officials of the
board and heard from floor
traders and marketing repre-
They also attend-
ed a production of *‘You
Can't Take It With You,"”
had dinner in Chicago’s
Greektown, took a sightsee
ing tour of the city, and
lunched with board mem
bers in the Metropolitan
Club on the 66th floor of
Sears Tower

Delegates came from 24
including Texas,
representing nearly every
major agricultural produc-
tion area in the nation. They
selected by the
Cooperative Extension Ser
vice on the basis of their
record of accomplishment in
4-H projects and activities
related to marketing.

A number of the
people had sold crops or
livestock for cash. Others
had studied futures markets,
or traced the flow of grain
from the field to elevators
and from there either to
consumers’ tables or to an
overseas market
