“In Ihe past, we have re­
ceived reports Irom consumers 
who have paid for unneces­
sary or poorly  done 
landscaping serv ices as well as 
for nursery sKKk which failed 
to ihrise.” Brown explained 

In many such incidents, 
consumers who are caught in 
these bad "deals" have been 
approached at their homes by 
traveling "experts," who 
explain that they arc in the 
neighborhood doing other 
work. Brown said. (W  such 
example is the purchase of 
trees Irom door-to-door 
salesmen who oiler "bargain" 
prices lor planting trees which 
they provide

"Consumers who buy such 
services find out. too laic, that 
the trees planted in their yards 
are actually nothing more 
than sawed ofl branches, with 
no root systems, which have 
been stuck in burlap 
wrappings Filled with leaves 
and rocks." Brown noted

Similar experiences base

been reported by homeowners 
who have been approached by 
door-lii-door salesmen who 
sell consumers on unnecessary 
lertih/ing and pesticide work 
Others may purchase "fully 
guaranteed" plants from 
street corner vendors which 
die soon after Iseing brought 
home

"Practically speaking, 
there is very liltle recourse for 
a consumer w ho does business 
with unknown uuor-to-door 
peddlers or street corner 
vendors ol plants and trees." 
Brown said, "since by the time 
the person realizes his 
mistake, the dealer has long 
since moved on "

The convum er's best 
detense against being gypped 
m such deals is to shop around 
when buying such services 
and or products

"Seek out the advice ol 
recognized nurvery and lawn 
care experts betöre taking the 
word of anyone who oHerv 
unsolicited advice on your 
lawn's care." Brown said

He also advised purchasing 
plants from established 
dealers who. by law. are 
inspected and licensed by the

dous contributions agncul- 
ture makes to America's 
economy, a more fitting 
national symbol might be the 
cow, the sow or the hen. 
Agriculture Commissioner 
Reagan V. Brow n has 
suggested.

“Agriculture has always 
been the basic foundation 
upon which our growth and 
prosperity have been built,” 
said Brown. “As world 
demand for U. S. farm goods 
increases, the importance of 
agriculture to our economic 
well-being becomes even 
more dramatic.

“The farmer might well be 
the next great American hero, 
and the national symbol 
should reflect the historical 
and economic importance of 
Agriculture,“ said Brown.

Brown noted that the 
A m erican  a g r ic u l tu r e  
industry is one of the few 
industries to post consistent 
foreign trade surpluses. This 
helps offset this country’s 
huge payments for foreign oil, 
and strengthens the dollar 
overseas. For fiscal 1979, 
record U. S. farm exports out­
stripped imports of farm 
goc^s by $16 billion. The 
agricultural trade surplus has 
not dropped below $ 10 billion 
since 1973, he added

“U. S. farm exports provide 
jobs for more than 1.6 million 
Americans, and generate over 
$63 billion within our 
economy,” said Brown

Brown noted ihat Texas' 
share of U. S. farm exports in 
1979 was over $2.2 billion. 
Cotton, of course, was the 
most valuable export, but 
Brown pointed out that live­
stock exports through Texas 
Department of Agntullure 
facilities exceeded $.30 million 
for the first time last year. 
Soybeans, feedgrains. wheat 
and rice were just a few other 
important Texas agricultural

Texos Feedlot 
Numbers Down

AUSTIN-Slowed move­
ment both into and out of 
cattle fecdlols hat resulted in a 
drop in total numbers 
reported by Texas feeders in 
their facilities in March 
compared to a year ago. 
Agriculture Commissioner 
Reagan V Brown has noted.

“As of the first of March, 
there were 1.68 million head 
of cattle and calses on feed in 
Texas." said Brown “This 
compares with 1.73 million 
head on feed last year at this 
time Placements into feedlots 
were down by about 16 
percent, while marketings of 
fed cattle dropped off some 12 
percent."

An even greater decline in 
feedlot populations was noted

for the nation as a whole, said 
Brown. March I figures from 
the Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service show 7 44 
million head of cattle on feed 
in the seven largest cattle 
feeding states This was down 
9 percent from a year ago. 
Again, both placements and 
marketings were down, as 
tighter feeder calf supplies. 
higlKr gram pnees and rising 
interkst rates worked to limit 
inventories

"Since December, the 
number of cattle on feed has 
declined each month." noted 
Brown.

At issue is the fate of farmers’ loi^ standing and 
much used ability to level tax liabilities from year to 
year through the use of deferred payment sales con­
tracts.

PCG's accounting firm. Main Hurdman and Crans- 
toun, advised PCG recently that IRS is questioning 
the validity of the formal Revenue Ruling 58-162 
which s ta t^  in 1958 that proceeds from a crop sale by 
a farmer using the cash method of accounting could be 
deferred to the year following the year of delivery 
through a bona nde arms-length contract stipulating 
that the payment be made in the subsequent year.

In the first of two PLR's (8001001) the IRS address­
ed the question of a two-year deferment and held that 
formal ruling 58-162 was not applicable. For federal 
tax purposes. IRS said, the contract calling for defer­
red payment at a later date had a fair market value 
when signed and must be considered as income in the 
earlier year.

The second PLR (8004004) came January 30,1980 in 
reply to a request that IRS rule on whether a one-yew 
deferment of pay by a farmer could shift income to the 
followiM year for tax purposes.

The IRS answered that the , .  request present« anrequest
issue that is currently under study. When the study 
has been completed it is anticipated the results will be 
published in a revenue ruling. ‘

In the opinion of Main Hurdman and Cranstoun, "If 
the forthcoming published revenue ruling follows the 
IRS position in PLR 8001001 it will Uke the position 
tliat even a one-year deferral is not allowable.

If this happens, Johnson says, the tax burden on cot­
ton producers and other farmers will be significantly 
magnified. And, he points out, unless there are some 
transitional rules to phase in the burden of the niUiw 
over a period of several years, hundreds of farmers will 
be faced with the prospect of paying taxes on two 
years’ production in a single year.

Main Hurdman and Cranstoun noted in its report to 
PCG that PLR 8001001 cited a court decision in the 
Warren Jones case to support its position. The Jones 
case, however, was not related in any way to 
agriculture. It involved the sale of an apartment house
and does not obviate the recognized necessity of 
farmers to level the wide differences in income from 
year to year caused by weather and extreme market 
fluctuations.
