An ounce of prevention is better th in 
a pound of cure. This old law will pe 
exemplified some day in Texas, whqn, 
owing to the absence of supervisil 
of imported stock, some infectious 
ease, such as the foot and mouth, s«ts 
in amongst opr cattle and from t le 
vast extent of Texas and other caui es 
it will be found almost impossible Ito 
get rid of it.

See how difficult it is to* stamp oht 
the foot and mouth from districts u 
England, despite the most elaborate 
precautions. A state inspector havii ig 
deputies under him, could, while-ad­
ministering an efficient scab law, al 10 
look after cattle importation. T le 
governor should be invested with ft 11 
powers to stop importations iron  
the states infected and take all nece j- 
sary precautions.

Railroad cars are frequently ti e 
means of spreading disease. They a(e 
easily disinfected by lime and carbol 
acid.

I  copied the following .prescription 
from a stock journal, said to be a ce 
tain cure in cases of acclimating fevel:

Half pint of castor oil, 15 drops cr<- 
ton oil, 3 ounces of sweet spirits of tur­
pentine.

Repeat in ten or twelve hours if th|e 
animal be not much better.
\ I  have seen many fine animals in • 
ported into Jamaica from the Unite i 
States end from England, die of thib 
fever within a short time after the! \ 
arrival. I t  seemed as if the bloo< 
thickened and the heart, spleen am 
kidney were unable to perform thel 
functions properly and the anima 
dies. We tried purgative, bleeding 
etc., but to no avail. I t  struck me a; 
the time that had tbe animals been ii 
(a less high condition that they wbul< 
have stood a better chance.

Has it ever occurred to you, Mr. Kdi 
tor, that the disease that attacks Texai 
cattle, when driven to other states fron 
here, may be very probably what ii 
known as splenic apoplexy? But i
Muzzles me how it can be infectious 

n splenic apoplexy, If an animal sur 
vives the attack for some 18 hours oi 
so, the blood undergoes a change by 
wnich it has the same effect on animah 
eating of it as prussic acid.

Has any of your readers ever known 
a case of black-leg, or as it is Borne- 
times’ termed black-quarter, having 
been cured? I  have always thought 
it fatal, and 1 have seen very many 
cases of it.

A manager of a large cattle ranch told 
me he had cured it and could always do 
so if he saw the case in time. I am afraid 
I did not believe him. I t  is strange 
tha* the hide merchants have not long 
since made some effort to restrict th 
size and number of brands put upon 
Texas^cattle. I  know that a few years 
since tbe Liverpool merchants made
Such representations to the government 

f a large cattle producing country and 
that tbe government took immediate 
action and passed alaw obliging every 
cattleman (and the horse breeders, 
too,) to obtain , a model of his brand 
from a government office. The Liver­
pool merchant said that hides were 
materially damaged by the system of 
branding them, in value.

What a gigantic failure the manage­
ment of the lands of Texas has been, 
and one can only characterize the ac­
tion of the legislature as simply suici­
dal. If Texas had been a conquered 
country and its affairs managed uy her 
conquerors with the idea of retarding 
her future prosperity as much as possi­
ble by preventing the country from be­
ing settled by immigrants, things could 
not have been better arranged or have 
been more effectual towards that end 
than the actions and enactments of the 
Texas legislature so far.

This was brought home most forci­
bly to my mind by a conversation I 
had with the worthy parish priest of 
Corpus C h ris ti.H e*  was descanting 
upon the ruinous effect of permitting 
corporations and individuals to mo­
nopolize most tracts of land to the ex­
clusion of the settler. To illustrate 
his argument he pointed out to 
me the fact that the Nueces 
country had now less population 
than ft had ten or fifteen years 
ago. He said the settlers had been 
driven out by the mighty pasture 
kings, forever to go. Are you not 
doing here in Texas what has helped 
to dej>opui&te Ireland ? HaviDg cattle 
and sheep grazing where cotton and 
corn should be growing. How much

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A WYOMING EDITOR IN TEXAS.
Capt. Mercer, editor of Northwestern 

Lire Stock Journal of Cheyenne, 
Wyoming, thus writes of a recent visit 
to Texas, to his home paper:

Our recent visit to the Lone Star 
state gave opportunities for general
observation_Never before, in recent
yea», at least, has there been such an 
abundant growth of grass in -all the 
northern half of the state. Cattle hre
looking sleek and fat and in a few days 
beef shipments from the herds will be 
cut out and sent forward. There are 
now many steere in the section border­
ing the UpperYross Timbers that are 
good beef. “ Fortunately for cattlemen 
the grass has come on more rapidly in 
some places than in othe», and the 
beef will not be all ripe at the same 
time. This will tend to distribute 

'shipments and prevent a heavy run of 
grass steere early in the season, as fre­
quently happens. Prices are now good 
and if the usual stampede to get iu 
early is partially overcome they are 
likely to eontinue fair until the fall run 
is put on the market.' In  fact, there is 
no apparent cause why prices should 
uot remain good through the season.

There has been a go^d deal of ner­
vousness among Texas cattlemen since 
the New York panic of last month, 
caused by the fact thrt the “borrow­
ing and indorsing” system, or practice
Prevails s^ largely among the boys.

Tappily no one has as yet been hurt 
ana the days of trepidation seem to be 
about over. The effect will, in the 
end, be beneficial, for it will have a 
tendency to discourage debt-making, 
either on their own or their neighbors’ 
account. _

One of the healthiest signs of the 
times among Texas, cattlemen is the 
disposition to sell a portion of their 
cattle in order to pay their debts at 
the banks and 'clean up generally. 
The custom has been to carry too 
many cattle for the amount of capi­
tal; and the binks have been un­
reservedly called upon. Seeing the 
folly of mowing too wide a swath, 
an unusual number of cattle have been 
thrown upon the market, which fact 
has been the leading cause of the very 
large drive this summer. With the 
proceeds of these sales, and the beef 
money coming in during the later 
months, the bank indebtedness will be 
wiped out and a much more solid status 
secured. Hence we may look for a 
much smaller,drive next year than 
this. After the present season closes 
there will be very few Texas stockmen 
not in a position to hold all they have 
and get the benefit of growth and in­
crease. Consequently, the drive of 
1856 with ..be mostly made up of the 
plus from the small pastures nod 
ao ocsisional large holder whose 
range has been ¡cut off by purchase 
or lease.

Trie Sanborn Ranch.
Through the kindness of Prof. Euler 

B. Smith, principal of the Wbitesboro 
Normal and Commercial College I 
was enabled to visit this vast and just­
ly celebrated estate. Iri order to fully 
appreciate this property in all its va­
rious details the reader needs to know 
something of the man who owns it. 
Mr. H. B. Sanborn, the owner is a 
native ot New York state. Quite a 
number of years ago he came to Texais 
and engaged in the barbed wire busi­
ness, in fact he was, it I  am rightly 
informed, the first man to introduce 
the Glidden wire in Texas. While en­
gaged in this business his attention 
was repeatedly called to the fact that 
although Texas was orie of the finest 
states in the union for raising stock, 
and fortunes were being amassed by it. 
yet everything about the business was 
conducted in a crude way, no attempt 
being made to improve the breed 6f 
cattle or horses. In  fact nature had 
in the way of food and climate done so 
much that men of ordinary ability 
amassed fortunes rapidly without the 
aid of scientific methods or ideas. 
After the first outlay everything con­
nected with the business yielded large 
profits. Mr. Sanborn made up his 
mind that this state of things could not 
always last, and having acquired a 
handsome fortune in the wire business 
he invested a part of bis resources in 
12,000 acres of land four miles east of 
Whitesboro in Grayson county, Texas, 
immediately begaB the consumma­
tion of plans he bad been formulating 
in his practical business mind for sev­
eral years.

He lias divided this great body of 
land into a large mmjberof convenient 
fields for purposes of classification. 
Three hundred acres or more are Un­
der cultivation and yield supplies for 
winter use. Quite a number of these 
enclosed fields are kept free from stock 
and the native grass allowed to grow 
to the fullest extent for hay. Two im­
mense barns are built where they are 
most convenient to the grass, and fine 
bodies of timber with which the ranch 
is well supplied, affoVd the best of 
shelter for the stock during inclement 
weather. These barns are each 22x14 
feet and 22 feet high to the top of the 
plates. Their combined capacity is 
803 tons. Two immense side doors 
opposite each other in the 'center of 
each gives a passage way through 
which the teams loaded with hay 
pass. Horse forks are employed for 
mowing away the hay. A loDg, hori­
zontal bar is fastened to the rafters 
near the peak of the rqof, and upon 
this the wheel and pully controlling 
the hay fork roll from one end of the 
bacn to the other, dropping the hay 
just where it is wanted. The hay thus 
sheltered from sun and rain keeps 
much sweeter, brighter, and is more 
nutritious ; hesides there is no waste, 
and Mr. Sanborn informed your cor­
respondent that the saving in hay had 
already paid for the barns. At the 
headquarters numerous small yards 
have been surrounded by high sub­
stantial board feuces with connecting 
gates. In  the main yard stands the 
horse barn, flauked on two sides with 
v^li-built sheds for stock, adapted in 
their construction to young and old. 
The main building is a model of con­
venience and neatness, is strongly 
built, having been boarded with rough 
boards first at an aDgle of 
45° and then sided over, every 
shingle • was pointed by hand 
before laying and then the roof painted 
again when laid, the sills and all 
heavy timber are of the wood known 
as bois d’arc or oeage orange, as are all 
the gate and fence posts throughout 
all the entire premises.

Each opening of the main barn is 
furnished with two doors, one an ordi­
nary heavy door, and the other made 
by bolting crosj bare oa to uprights, 
the bars and uprights being placed 
about four inches apart, leaving the 
door full of holes for ventilation. The 
barn is furnished with hay, mow, 
grain rooms, numerous capacious 
stables, a harness and carriage room, 
and a large drive way for passing 
through. The whole is built and fln- 
nished better than many pretentious 
residences. Aside from the barn9 Mr. 
Banboru has erected a fine residence 
on >be place and laid off grounds with 
reference to future ornamentation. 
The house is well furnished through­
out and I know of no better time than 
now to state that your correspondent 
was sumptuously feasted by Mr. and 
Mrs. Sanborn, during my short stay 
with them. Among the* noteworthy 
improvements on the ranch, iaone for 
the preservation of vegetables aud for 
keeping butter and milk cool. This 
struetdre is set in the ground about 
four feet aud stands about five feet 
above ground. I t is built entirely of 
brick and water lime cement; the 
walls are two feet thick, and the roof is 
a solid arch of brick. Inside and out 
the walls are covered with a heavy 
<x>at ot cement, making it waterproof. 
It is about 12x16 and nine feet high at 
the base of the arch, and cost $800. The 
roofs of all the buildings are furnished 
with gutters which catch the rainfall 
and discharge it into pipes leading to 
an immense tank in the main barn, 
and from thence into the troughs. Dis­
tributed , throughout the mauy en­
closures are artificial ponds or small 
lakes, abounding in fish and furnish­
ing plenty of water for the stock. The 
cattle on the ranch numbering over 
500 head, also a large number of Short­
horn bulls are all blooded stock, aud 
in excellent trim. Three of the largest 
arid finest jacks I ever saw are owned 
by Mr. Sanborn for breeding purposes. 
They emanate from the celebrated 
Black Hawk stock, and the largest one 
is fifteen hands high, eight years old, 
of etroDg symmetrical proportions, and 
was awarded the blue ribbon, Jo out of 
50 times at different state and county 
fairs. Mr. Sanborn takes his greatest 
pleasure and pride in his magnificent 
stock of horses; arid well he m ay as 
the country affords few finer ones. The 
following is the pedigree cf some of his 
best.

M. Byrd 
of Texas, for Alleged C attle 

Stealing.

The Ford County GIoIm of Dodge 
City .Kansas, says: Ttfe trial of Wil­
liam M. Byra has been occupying the 
courts for the past eight days and has 
resulted in his acquittal, the jury re­
turning a verdict at 10 o’clock last 
night of “not guilty.”

For the benefit of those who do not 
know we append a brief sketch of the 
history of the case: In  September, 1883, 
Wi liam Byrd came to tbis city with 
one hundred and sixty head of steers 
for the market. Inspector Taylor ex­
amined tbe cattle white here and 
found two head that he cut out. Byrd 
immediately shipped the ba'anc* to 
Kansas City. The suspicions of Tay­
lor were aroused, however, partly on 
account < f the actions of Byrd at the 
time ami partly by the looks of the 
cattle, and he telegraphed the inspect­
ors at Kansas City to be on their 
guard. ( pon the arrival of t|ie cattle 
there, the inspectors examined them 
closely, and succeeded iu cutting 
out about fifteen head that hadli 
their brands altered in some way or; 
other, among which was one belong­
ing to Geo. Anderson, whose brand 
was A—one belonging to D. W. Bar­
ton, DL brand, and one to dpencer & 
Drew. These gentlemen caused the 
arrest of Byrd, who was brought to 
Dodge City, and placed under 84004» 
bonds to appear at the next term of 
court. Upon the arrival of the time 
set for his trial, Byrd did not appear 
and could not be found anywhere in 
the country, although there was $1500 
offered fur his apprehension. After 
keeping out of the clutches of the law 
for about nine months, Byrd was 
heard from and offered to come back 
of his own free will if they would give 
him a ‘fair trial,’ as he called it. But 
having put considerable cash into the 
hands ot his bondsmen, it is natural to 
suppose that to save that cash was the 
reason for his return. Byrd brought 
with him, as hik attorneys, Judge 
Sterry of Emporia; and The». F. West 
of JaCksboro, Texas, two very good 
lawyers\and well ■ known throughout 
this section of tbe Country.

Several witnesses were examined for 
the state, the most important ones of 
wilieh were D. \y. Barton, Gao. An­
derson and E. W. Bpencer, of Spen­
cer & Dretl, all olj whom testified to 
the finding oi" some of their cattle in 
Byrd’s stock, with the brands on 
them “burned” or changed over. The 
defendant brought three witnesses 
with him from Texas who were neigh­
bors of his, and claimed to be cattle­
men (?) but not known, and these 
witnesses stated in a few words to at 
they knew Byrd and had sold some 
cattle to him, all of which did not 
amount to much.

Below we give the important part of 
the cross-examination of Mr. Byrd:

Q Where did you start from, Mr. 
Byrd? what part,of the country ?

On last Monday, in this city, in front 
‘of the Texas investment company’s 
office, was sold tojthe highest and best 
bidder four leagues of county school 
laud, the property of Brazos jeounty. 
It sold by oirder pf the comuy3* 
siouer's court of said county, through 
Messrs. Stoddard & Henderson, agents. 
This land is reported as very fine graz­
ing land and well adapted for a cittle 
ranch. The purchaser was the Wich­
ita Laud and Cattjle company, through 
its representative, Mr. LukeF. Wilson 
of Ksnsas City. The price and terms 
of sale were as follows: $70,843, or $4 
per acre. Of this sum $5000 was paid 
down, and the remainder to be paid in 
ten years, the purchasers -paying Six 
l>er cent, interest annually in advance.

The Durham, 
Hereford, Polled Angus and Jerseys 
were not established as breeds from 
using grades. These races, notably the 
Durham, had its origin in breeding 
full blooded cattle of the county of 
Durham, and reserving for brood pur­
poses the best formed calves from this 
blood and adding on to this other 
tribes of cattle until a new breed was 
formed with a distinct Type. Seven 
generations of pure blood upon any 
scrub stock will establish a type 
and less than that number is liable to 
run back to the scrub stock, and un­
safe i ndeed is it for our raDgemen to 
use any improved bulls unless in their 
blood more of the improved than of 
the scrub element prevails. A half 
blood animal is an impotent and unre­
liable factor in the great work of im­
provement. We grant that at times 
such bulls have inherited prepotency 
from the sire and transmitted these 
qualities to their offspring, but past 
experience, sound judgment and prac­
tical reasoning clearly evinces the folly 
of usiDg a bull that has as much of the 
scrub as the improved blood element 
in him to improve cattle, when for the 
same«r but little more money he can 
get a bull that has seven parts of good 
blood to one of scrub. We admit a 
half loaf is better than no bread—but a 
crumb will not satisfy hunger nor bene­
fit the starving man. No, our mistake, 
if aDy has been in not emphasizing 
more fully the folly of using bulls that 
neutralize the good in them by haviDg 
equally as much scrub blood.

A MISTAKE CORRECTED.
Capt. Mercer, editor of the North- 

ivcstern Live Stock Journal of Chey­
enne, Wyoming, in his valuable paper 
of the 20th takes issue with an editorial 
iu the J ournal  w here we deprecate 
the use of a bull haltf scrub and half 
improved blood, and claims that we 
are in error yrhen fwe say that the 
issue of this bull wP.ii a* Texas cow is 
more liable ko bring progeny inherit- 
ing«the qualities of dam than sire. 
Now we only need refer to the experi­
ence of the cattle raisers east of the 
Mississippi for proof of our assertion. 
Nd where can any jmarked improver 
ment be found in the native cattle of 
Illinois, Kentucky, Virginia or Ten­
nessee, where half , bred bulls have 
been used.! I t  is a w ell settled law' of 
breeding that the cojnmingling of two 
separate ra<xs, wh«re equal propor­
tions of blood ia transmitted to the 
offspring that the mate descendant 
generally inherits trie characteristics 
of the mother, while the female takes 
after the father. Hdnce when a bull 
produced from a Texas cow is used as 
a sire on Texas 00ws he is far more lia­
ble to transzriit the Spanish blood than 
that of his sire. Were this so called 
mistake of ours given heed to by cattle­
men stocking western ranches tbe re­
sult would add many dollars to their 
pockets and increase the1 demand for 
high grade balls. No certain improve­
ment can be reached in grading up 
western range cattle until bulls haying 
more good than scrib blood In their 
veins is used. ,

Pure blood can only be reached by 
breeding up, as Capt. Mercer says, but 
there is no breeding up When a bull 
from a scrub cow is used. Could any 
assurance be bad that improvement, 
would result from the use of a half 
blood we would frvrir it.

N ew  Y o r k , June 26.—The Spirit of 

the Times, June 28, will contain the 
following answer to the challenge 
match of J*y-Eye-Ses against Maud S. 
After Maud S. trotted in 2:13? on the 
x20th inst., J. I. Case w e d  a chal­
lenge to match Jay-Eye-Bee for a race
or exhibition heat against any horse 
for $10 Ooo a sid^ half forfeit, the de­
cision of the ground to be either at 
Hartford, Providence or Chicago. The 
challenge wa*v specially intended 
either t o  Maud 8> or Clingstone; the 
latter is showing his beet form this 
season. Mr. ¿Case further ssys: “ If
neither of tbe'trocks named is satisfac­
tory to Mr. Vanderbilt or Mr. Gordon, 
I will allow tbe choice to bo deter­
mined by lot.” Meeting Mr. \  aader- 
bilt when the above seemingly boi<l 
challenge was given publicity we in­
troduced the subject. With 
much earnestness he expressed 
himself as follows: “I  have heard of 
the challenge,” said he, “signed by 
the owner of Jay-Eye-Bee. Why 
he or anybody else should have im­
pudence enough to allude to me or 
my mare as the challenged party, 
knowing as everyone knows I  
have invariably ref need to al­
low her to trot In a 
race or match, is pa»t my compre­
hension. I  keep Maud for my own 
amusement, and am satisfied in my 
own mind she is the fastest piece of 
trotting horseflesh in tbe world. If  she 
is not the fastest, ahe is a t least tbe

handsomest and most perfect. When 
anyone else gets ana drives on 
the road & finer looking 
animal, independent of speedy I will 
probably dispose of Maud B. I  have 
said on previous occasions there are 
some horses, if they could trot a mile 
in a minute, I  would not have them 
as a gift for my private use.

Continuing the conversation in gen­
eral, Mr. Vanderbilt remarked: “ I t  
seems to me that the financial dis­
turbances now prevalent should affect 
adversely the interest and attendance 
at the racing and trotting meetings.”

The Spirit replied: “Quite the
contrary; there has never been 
so great a public support given 
to the racing meetings as 
at those recently held in the West and 
South, aDd the ones now in progress at 
Coney Island and Chioago, indicating 
that people seek relief from their 
troubles in the excitement furnished 
by the turf contests and outdoor amuse­
ments.”

To this Vanderbilt answered:

W . B arradall Killed by  C har­
lie Herrin.

About 9 o’clock p. m. Tuesday the 
report of a pistol was heard near the 
corner of First and Main streets, and a 
few seconds later a man was seen run­
ning down West First street at full 
speed. That man was Charlie Herrin, 
and i t  was he who fired the pistol 
shot. Just inside the rear door of the 
Fort Worth Pharmacy company, 
fronting on First, lav the dead body of 
Dr. C. W. Barradall shot through the 
heart. In  a few minutes the corner 
was throDged with hundreds of people 
anxious to learn the particulars of the 
killing, which is best tpld in the 
language of those who know most 
about it. '

DR. JO H N  CRAVENS, 
manager of the Fort Worth Pharmacy, 
says that a few minutes before 9 o’clock 
Charlie Herrin came into the store 
and walked up to him as he wasstand- 
ing near the telephone; that there 
were only three persons in the store 
at the time besides himself—Herrin,
Barradall and Dr. H. W. Moore; that 
Moore and Barradall were seated hear 
the rear entrance when Herrin put 
his arm on his (Cravens’) shoulder, 
which he removed with some pleasant 
rejnark; that he bad left the store on 
an errand, and had nearly reached the 
corner of Main and Second streets 
w hen he heard a pistol shot, but did 
not at once return to the store; that 
seeing the people rushing in the di­
rection of the store, he retraced his 
steps to find that Dr. Barradall had 
been killed.

DR. H. W. MOORE
says that he and. Dr. Barradall were 
sitting in the rear of the pharmacy 
when a man entered the store aud said 
something to Dr. Cravens, w7ho was 
just leavinw the frtore; that alter Cravens 
had left tbe man came back to whore 
they were sitting and applied an in- !

Herrin, a saddler by trade; about five 
feet ten inches in height and rather 
heavy set; he has very dark eyes and 
hair, and the latter is slightly wavy;

which is almost like a stammer, and at 
the time of the shooting bad been on < 
a protracted spree. He is well known 
in this city and was never thought to 
be a dangerous man, though it has been 
said that he had killed a man some 
years ago in California.

Receipts of Texas cattle for the past 
week were 3316 car-loads or more than 
7000 head, ' the largest number re­
ceived thus far this year.

During the past three weeks of June 
there were received here 8800 car-lcads 
of Texas cattle, or over 18,0GQ head. 
Everybody will remember that the 
early part of this season was to fall 
short of last. Very well. Receipts 
during the same time last year were 
614 cars or 13,COO head.’

Darlington Bros. & Co. of Taylor, 
Texas, sent to market 7 ears of 
«ittle, 6 of which sold at $4 15 and one 
at $4.25.

Winfield Scott of Colorado City, re­
cently sent a shipment of cattle to 
Gregory, Cooley and Co. Iji thé lot 
was a car cf Ï0 calves, which averaged 
here 175 pounds, and sold to a Chicago 
butcher at $5 per 100 poiinds^ Deduct- 
iug freight and' charges these calves 
net about $7 per head. They were 
taken from old cows which it was de­
sirous to fatten for market.

Thus far,, the cattle sent in from 
Texas have, with a single exception, 
been sent only in the names of proper 
owners, and the brand inspector, Mr. 
Moughon, has bad his workA for 
nothing. But it may ba that the brand 
iuspe&ion service will prove to be the 
ounce of prevention that is better than 
the pound of cure; because shippers 
will be much more careful about mar­
keting other people’s stock than they 
would if there was no one here to 
watch every conaignment of stock and 
see that no stray brands go to the 
credit of wrong persons. The large 
number of cattle which the inspector 
caught when first stationed here proves 
the necessity of inspection, and if he 
does not find so many now as at first it 
will only go to prove that the knowl­
edge of his presence to look over every 
load at market, has a salutary effect 
upon those who have heretofore 

’shipped other people’s cattle by mis­
take or intention.

Receipts of cattle last week were 27,- 
676 head, and of hogs 126,337 head.

Several weeks afterward Vicksburg 
surrendered and the Confederates 
were paroled and returned to their 
houses. A young soldier, a friend of 
the other soldier, came home and 
brought the nows of his death, and 
every incident connected with his tak­
ing off, the situation of the works, t he 
manner in which he was shot, the cir 
cuinstances of his interment to the 
minutest detail corresponded to the 
vision of his wife as recorded by her 
father.

Land Legislation.

Regular Correspondence of the Texas Live 
¡stock Jo u rn a l. - -

Colorado, June 25,1884.
I had a conversation with a promi­

nent stockman this morning in which 
he said theri was but little prospect 
of improvement in prices of cattle this 
fail. The drive from Texas this year 
has been unpreoedently heavy so that 
grazers and feeders will have to make 
extra exertions to get money to take 
the supply offered. The market for 
beeves he says holds out very fair in­
ducements to shippers, but is liable to 
drop at any time. Here at home the 
difficulty is to get purchasers to invest 
so long as the land policy of the state 
remains in so unsettled a condition as 
it is at present. If things can be re­
stored to the status of a few years ago, 
in this end of the Btate, capital would 
come in and seek investments. Now 
they are almost at a complete Stand­
still. All things considered, the indi­
cations point to inactivity until after 
the fall elections. In  the meantime 
grass is growiog, calves being branded, 
cattle taking on fat aDd beeves shaped 
up for sending to market. I t  seems 
impossible for stockmen to work up 
trades even among themselves. They 
live in hopes of a better time coming. 
Have no shipments of stock to report 
for the past week.

There are lots of dattlemen in town 
but they seem to be taking life easy. 
They know ail the shady places where 
at any hour of the day it would be a 
light task to round-up a score of them. 
They load wagons with supplies for 
their ranches and outfits, discuss state 
and national politics, read the papers, 
take in the traveling shows and brag 
about their crop of calves. As a class 
they are a jolly set when the working 
season is over; sociable in disposition, 
liberal with their meaus, and averse to 
borrowing trouble from any quarter. 
Still, when you ask them for informa­
tion as to their business or wants as 
citizens of this great state, they loom 
up as good talkers. They have closely 
studied their busiaess, understand all 
the details, know’ how to make figures 
and keep posted in all matters pertain­
ing to their interests. Hence the won­
derful success they have eDjoyed. As 
most of them read the Stock J our­
n a l , the defender of their rights and 
fountain head for cattle lore, one can 
readily see that they cannot help being 
posted. *

essays on butter making, the es9a\ s 
not to exceed 254» words each. Compe­
tition was active, and many valuable 
little treaties were the results. The 
first prize was won by D. W. Curtis, 
whose paper may be commended to all 
writers of essays as a model of brevity. 
I t  reads as follows: j

Select cows rich in butter making 

qualities.
FEED.

Pastures should be dry, free from 
slousrh holes, well seeded with differ­
ent kinds of tame grasses, so that good 
feed is assured. If  timothy or clover, 
cut early and cure properly. Feed 
corn, stalks, pumpkins, ensilage, and 
plenty of ensilage in winter.

g r a i n .
Corn and oats, corn and bran-oil 

meal in small quantities.
WATER.

Let cows drink only 9uch water as 
you would yourself.

CARE OF COWS.
Gentleness and cleanliness. 

m i l k i n g .
Brush the udder to free it from im­

purities. Milk in a cleau barn, well 
ventilated, quickly, cheerfully, with 
clean hands and pail. Seldom change 
milkers.

CARE OF ^IILK .
Strain while warm; submerge in 

water lorty-eight degrees. Gpen set­
ting sixty degrees.

SKIMMING.
Skim at twelve hours; at twenty- 

four hours.
CARE OF CREAM.

Care must be exercised to ripen 
cream by frequent stirings, keeping at 
sixty degrees until slightly sour.

UTENSILS.
Better have one cow less than be 

without a thermometer. Churns with­
out inside fixtures. Lever butter- 
worker. Keep sweet and clean.

CHURNING.
Stir the cream thoroughly; temper 

to sixty degrees; warm or cool with 
water. Churn immediately when 
properly soured, slowly at first, with 
regular motion, in forty to sixty 
minutes. When butter is formed in 
granules the size of wheat kernels, 
draw off’ the buttermilk; wash writk 
cold water and brine until no trace of 
milk is left. ~ \

WORKING AND SALTING.
Let the water drain out; weigh the 

butter; salt, one ounce to the pound; 
sift salt on tbe butter and work with 
lever-worker. Set away two to four 
hours,»lightly re-work and pack.

Prof. Sheldon says: The period of 
milking may be classed in three parts. 
For the first six or seven weeks after 
calving the largest quantity of milk is 
produced. After this the yield falls 
oft* pretty considerably, but then re­
mains at the sajne figure for two cr 
three months, when a steady yield sets 
in until the cow is perfectly dry. By 
careful feeding the best parts of tbe 
milking periods may be prolonged, and 
this ought to be the aim cf all milk 
producers. If  green fodder and other 
food which stimulates milk secretion, 
can be used at the right time, a con­
siderable extra quantity of milk may 
be produced._____________

•sleepers, seldom reverts in thought to 
the time when the stage coach and 
packet were the only means of com­
munication between distant points. 
I t  Is rare that one of the real old-time 
stage drivers is met with now-a-dajs 
and when the writer recently ran 
across Fayltff Haskell, of Lockport, 
N. Y., he fely like a bibliographer over 
the discovery of some rare volume of 
“forgotten lore.” Mr. Haskell,although 
one of the pioneeis in stage driving (he 
formerly ran from Lewiston to Niagara 
FaWs and Buffalo), is hale and hearty 
and bids fair to live for many yeais 
The strange stories of his early adven­
tures would fill a volume. At one 
time when going down a moun­
tain near Lewiston with no less 
a personage than general Scott 
as a passenger, tbe brakes gave 
way and the coach came on the heels 
of the wheel horses. The only rem­
edy was to whip tbe leaders <o a gal­
lop. Gaining additional momentum 
with each revolution of the wheels the 
coach swayed and pitched down the 
mount in side and into the streets of 
Lewistoq. Straight ahead at the foot 
of the stoep hill flowed the Niagara 
river, toward which the four horses 
dashed, apparently to sudden death. 
Yet the firm hand never relaxed its 
bold nor the clear brain its conception 
of what must be dono in the emer­
gency. On dashed the horses until 
the narrow dock was reached on the 
river bank, when by a masterly exhi­
bition of nerve and daring, the coach 
was turned in scarce its own length 
and the horses brought to a standstill 
before the pale lookers-on could real­
ize what had occurred. A purse was 
raised by General iáoott and presented 
to Mr. Haskell with high complements 
for his skill and bravery.

Notwithstanding all ,hts strength 
and his robust constitution the strain 
of continuous work and exuosure 
proved too much for Mr. Haskell’s 
constitution. The constant jolting of 
the coach and the necessarily cramped 
position in which be was obliged to 
sit, contributed to this end, and at 
times he was obliged to abandon driv­
ing altogether.

Speaking of this period he said :
“ I found it almost impossible to 

sleep at night; my appetite Jeft me en­
tirely and I  had attired feeling which 
I  never knew before and could not ac­
count for.”

“Did you give up driving entirely?”
“No. I tried to keep up but it was 

only with the greatest effort. This 
state of things continued for nearly 
twenty years until last October when 
I went p.11 to pieces.”

“In  wfiat way?”
“Oh, I; doubled all up; could not 

walk without a cane and was incapa­
ble of any effort or exertion. I had a 
constant;desire to urinate both day 
and night, and although I felt like 
passiug & gallon every ten minutes 
only’ a few drops could f^cape and they 
thick with sediment. Finally if ceased 
to flow entirely aud I thought death 
was very near.” I »

The Rail and Not the Trail.
The Colorado Lire Stock Record says 

the three hundred thousand cattle that 
have come marching up from Texas 
this year wi.ll be the last that will tra­
verse tbe great trail for many years to 
come. I t  is estimated that at least 
25 per cent, of all the bovints that have 
left the Lone Btar state the present 
year have come by rail, and it has 
b£en demonstrated that it is cheaper 
to ride than to walk. The three 
months’ journey has been reduced to 
less than a dozen days. The young 
Broadhorn that had been rounded up 
iu the Panhandle of Texas on a Mon­
day morning was cropping the grass of 
Colorado on the Saturday following. 
With tbe oompletion of the Denver and 
New Orleaus road the journey from 
Fort Worth will be reduced to three 
days. But whether completed or not 
the cattle in the future will travel by 
rail. 8aid Mr. Littlefield, a geutle- 

rinan who in the past ten years has 
‘thriven vast herds out of Texas into 
the Northwest. “ I am tired of the 
trail. ^This year will be my last. In 
the future I will ship by rail. The 
annoyaifCe of crossing the Indian 
reservation and getting through the 
settled up portions of the country with 
our cattle is enotagh to drive a man 
crazy. A couple of years ago while 
coming through -the Indian nation 
those cursed aborginee surrounded my 
herd and demanded a large number as 
bounty. My men resisted them for 
awhile, but on the representation of 
the army officer in command of the 
district that he would see me paid by 
the government, I allowed them to 
drive away a few thoosaud dollars 
worth of animals. But tbe govern­
ment has never paid me. I snail' be 
but too happy to tabs to the rail in the 
future. r  *
