A Grand Range of Prices—Texas Cattle
Selling at Good Figures.

Horse Market Over—Advice to flnippers—
Hog Values.

Special Correspondence Texas Live Stock
Journal.

8t. Lovuis, Mo., Sept. 30, 1884.

Sellers experienced bnt little diffi-
culty in affecting transfers, and gener-
ally obtained satistactory prices for
theirstock. - True, the offerings were
not very largé, yet I doubt if even the
supply had been doubled values would
not have been affected. The demand
for fair to good Texas steers was very
large and came from all classes of buy-
ers. KEastern shippers had to curtail
their operations greatly each day for
want of sufficient offerings. At times,
.interior shippers had to limit their
wants to the number of cattle on sale.
I must admit that we are not getting
as much stock as we ought to. Of
course, the falling oft in the receipts
in Chicago for the past two months
compared with the same period of
time last year is marked, still’Chicago
is getting a fair number of cattle. We
arenot. The Missouri Republican of
this city is saying some"unpleasant
truths about eattle receipts, and blames
the commission salesmen and the yard
company for this rather unfortunate
state of affairs, The criticisme of that
paper are a little too harsh.’ I" think
that it is more to be accounted for on
the:seore of a combination of circum-
stancessover which commission sales-
men and:the yard company had but
little control.

Well, to revert back to the market
of the past week. Business w:os fair-
ly active to the full extent of the sup-
ply. Common and medium mixed
grades sold well, and brought decent
figures. The range paid in extremes
was from $2.75@4.50 per 100 pounds,
the bulk of sales going at $3 25(«3.75
per 100 pounds. Common to good
Texas bulls, $250@3 25; common to
good Texas cows, $2.60(@3 40; ccmmon
to good mixed Texas, $3.00(@3 85; com-
mon to good Texas ‘steers, $3.25(w4.25;
prime, $435@4.50. Indian cattle
brough .

Native and Southwest cattle were
scarce, and the quality of the offerings,
with few exceptions, were mainly of
light to fair steers. Good and fancy
native steers were in liberal demand,
and the few bunches. offered each day
sold readily, and brovrght from $6.25(
6.75 per 100 ‘pounds. Light to fair
native steers brought from $4 75(5.75.
Heavy natives were scarce. There are
plenty being fed, so th;f}gyut Christ-
mas there will be plénTy fat native
steers on the market. Southwest,
Arkansas and Mississippi cattle were
in moderate supply and altogether of
common quality, and had to be eold
at very low figures.

To-day we had light receipts, only
one hundred car loads, and not of the
best quality.

N\ Among the large shippers in to-day,
were W. H. Dodge,of Paine, Tex.,with
seventeen car loads of Texas steers.

Then, two, white frost is near at hand
in New York and Pennsylvania, and
Texas horse shippers know what this
means. It means the total suspension
of business urtil next gpring. The
season in general has not been as sat-
isfactory as iast year. - However, ship-
pers can not complain greatly, &s they
came out far better than the cat$lemen
and sheepmen. It would|not béout of
place to warn shippers to be very care-
ful of the coming season and mind
their p'sand q's. Here is/some advice
from an experienced ‘‘pony man’’
about the yards, and isi well worth
remembering : First of all, ship or
bring none but the best. Give Mexican
brands the go-by. Yearlings and two-
year-olds do not stand shipment well
and hurt the sale of the matured stock.
Eastern buyers show preference for
good horses from 5 to 9 yearsold. Such
brands as Talboot, Mcl.ean & Noonan
in the South and North Texas stock,
find ready sale when bought right,
but stock to suit the average KEastern
market must retail in the neighbor-
hood of $60 per head. Now, while
Texas horsemen argue that such stock
csn not be laid down in| the East at
such prices;—~facts claim otherwise.
This, then, is the basis to go by. The
demand for mares is greater than Ior
horses. ares also stand better ship-
ment.

Possibilities for Texas Horses.

The time is coming very soon when
Texas horsemen will run their stocks
entirely under fence, with the purpose
of producing marketable stock very

" nuch more valuabie than the animals

usually sold from the average range
stock of the eeantry. The priuncipal
reason Yor this s the increased demand
for tire better animals and the decrease
This
difference is sufficient to pay the in-
creased expenditures of fencing, feed-
ing durisg winter, use of stallions,
and incressed expense for lebor, §hen
teaving a handsome margin for profit.

The argument used by breeders who |

take Texas wrares to the northern
'States is that the colts are as good from
‘any high priced animals, provided the
stallions are superior and ‘the colts are:
well cared for. They pay freight om/
mares, feed them and keep them for
breeding purposes on high priced land.
and on feed no cheaper fhan in Texas.
They stand the expense on a few,
whereas Texas stockmen ! can raise
large numbers at a nominal cost for
nine months of the year.

Here the necessityfor feeding young
stock over the winter is yet to be fully
established ia the minds’ of horsemen.
They must learn the ‘necessity of
young stock growiny as well as living.
Must handle them as they grow and
train them to gentleness, so that tke
education must begin before the rope
is thrown to catch the gelding to be
broke to ride.

The future of Texasis largely wound
up in the herse business on account of
the natural -advantages the state has
in climate soil and grasses, wide ranges

" and abundance of breeding stock-avail-

able. 'Dhere remains but the improve-
ment to be made by intelligent appli-
cation of better methods, selections,
_good stallions and care. The possibili-
ties are for the -state to turn out large-
tramed, clean-limbed -horses which
will carry the honers for all that goes
to make a serviceable horse of all work,
graded from light draft to gentlemen's

GEXTLEMAN—Thisking the result
of acclimating Norman horses might
interest some of your many readers we
will give you eur experience:

Last Nevember we shipped eight
Norman fillys from the pastures of
McLane Co,, Illinois, to this poeint.
They were put om mesquite grass and
fed nothing but two quarts of oats to
the animal per day until the 20th of
February, wintering strong. From
that time to the present they have had
only grass and they are all in as good
order as they were in Illinois last year,
eating grass that grew on land worth
$80 per acre. 'Three of them aretwo
years old and five are three years old
last spring, and four out of the five

| aging 200 pounds to the sack.

three-year -0lds are raising fine colts.
Part of these mares are imported from
France and the others bred in Illinois.
Our esperience prompts us to say this
is as good a country to raise mares in
as we know of. The heat of July and
August does not affect them any meore
than in Illinois, and there are less fiies
and mosquitoes to bother them than
in the North.

The stallirms we furned into the
pastures with Texas mares have done
as well as Texas horses, taken out of
stables as they were. From this ex-
perience we are led to think that the
value of the best Texas grazing lands
will be much greater in the future
when stocked with good blooded cattle
and horses than most men are now
willing to admit.

fix Thousand Acres Under Fence and Deot-
ted by White-Faced Herefords,

HEREFORD RANCH, Sept. 22,
Editor Texas Live Stock Journal.

About an hour’s run on thke Fort
Worth and Denver railway from Fort
Worth, brings you to a little station
house on which is a sign telling all
travelers that it is ‘‘Hereford Ranch.”
It is in Wise county, seven miles from
the county seat, Decatur. The town can
be plainly seen at this distance; and
lies away on the prairie like a fleet at
sea.

To one enamored of solitude, whose !
companions and friends are the stars,
and all beautiful things—one of these
cattle homes is invitingand charming.
Here is the ‘“tall grass thin and

brown,”’
“Asleep bemeath a sky of white and blue.”

I own that I am susceptible to all
the beauty of sight and sound and
form and color. The world and na-
ture is full of enobling influenees. Ev-
ery one is holier after drinking in the |
music of insect wing or wind-tossed
trees, or ripple of waters. Al are no-
bler after a beautiful dav. There is
something in the communior. with na-
ture that is as inspiring and as up-
1ifting as communion with God. There
are some who affect a hard, practieal,
cold, business-like way, and shut eye
and ear and draw in all-senses, to out-
ward things. A doliar is larger to
them than a full moon,and more beau-
tiful than that orb when sheis enrich-
ing all hearts and all nature with the
wonderful witchery of ker light. That
word “business!’”’ If I were the future
lexicographer I should make it synon-
.imous with brute, brutal. How much
of meanness is hid behind it. Many a
brutal nature makes it a ‘bulwark.

I have seen Texas; I have seen the
finest and loveliest views and land-$
scapes of which she can boast, but I |
have seen nothing surpassing the
view presented here.

more per head than was paid for the
same two months ago. Evervthing
cousidered the cattle market has been
fair in Dodge City this season.

Mr. J. M. Choate returned last Tues-
day from the range of the Cheyenne
and Arrapahoe Cattle Co., in the In-
dian Territory. He accompanied
thither the Choate & Borum cattle,
which are to be wintered on that range.
Choate says that the €. & A. Cattle
company have got an enviably soft
thing. They have a splendid range,
an abundance of water and everything
needed for the growth of cattle. The
company own about 25000 head of
cattle and are holding several thousand
head for other parties. The land of
the range is leased at an annual rental
of two cents per acre.

About ten thousand head of cattle
have been branded this season at the
Crawford corral, on the south side of
the river, ia the Parker machine. Tae
capacity of this machine is about four
hundred head of ecattle daily. The
price for branding is froni seven to ten
cents a head. This week one thousand
head of Mathers cattle have been
branded there. The machine is about
twenty feet long and will hold from
four to six head of cattle at a time. It
is just wide enough for the passage of
a full grown animal. - When the cattle
enter the machine they find on the
bottom a wooden frame crossed by iron
rods about six inches apart. When
the machine is full the frame is eleva-
ted by pulleys operated by a horse.
The legs of the animal are between the
rods and presently the rods strike
their abdomens and lift them from the
ground, their bodies resting on the
rods, with their legs swingicg under-
neath. While in this helpless condi-
tion the brandipng irons are applied.
It requires five mren to work the ma-
chine.

Milk and Butter or Milk Alome.

A Maryland farmer writing to an
Eastern paper asked a pertinent ques
tion on dairy matters whieh was found
to be difficult to answer, yet some
would take it for granted that there
wss hardly room fer a question at all.
The subject of the inquiry was as to
the profit-in the milk, whether to
churn and sell butter at 35 cemts per
pound, and feed skim milk and butter-
milk to pigs, or eend the milk te city
dairies at 22} cents per gallon with a
deduction for express charges. The
answer was that either method would
be profitable with a leaning in favor of
the buttermilk and butter business.
Here such figuring weuld all'depend
upon the location of the farmer. If in
a short distance of market he can ob-
tain 30 cents per quart for sweet milk
on the average, acd the profits depend
entirely upon lhe amount of business
done, for the expense of wagons, men
and milkers and feed will be very

 mueh the same on a quantity that

would pet pay a profit as on a greater
quantity that would, the business be-
img very safe and remunerative as a
rule when in the hands of careful and
metheodieal parties who can hold trade
when onee obtained, but the change
takes place where & few miles inter-
vene between the farm and town, and
distanee prevents morning aad even-
ing deliveries. ‘

The man, whe, from circumstances
and distance from town, is forced to
become a butter maker, always envies

i his more fortunate neighbor who daily

peddles out his milk and seldom stops

‘to think of his own advantages; of his
freedom:

from responsibility as to
quantity, the smaller proportion of ex-

‘pense, nor does he know absolutely
‘that there is more money in milk de-

livered in tewn, tham from nice butter
and tbhe money derived from feeding

‘the skim milk to stoek. The question

being raised by men who have had ex-
perience is sure proof that the gilt
edge is not altogetber on the one side.

The Fort Werth dairymen have been
shaken up a little by a numberof them
being arrested for the old time prac-

'tiee of putting water in che milk be-

fore selling it, and the brunt of the
battle fell upon one J. A. Ferris, the
manager of the Ferris Model Dairy,
whe denied the impeachment in toto,
averring that his milk was absolutely
pure angd that the eity physician, the
officers and the whole town combined,
could not prove otherwise. It seems
the eity eouneil ordered a lactometer
to test the milk, and according to the
test as applied, there was a deficiency
in milk and a surplus of water in sev-

' eral samples which were purchased

from the milk wagons. On the case
coming up before the recorder, the ar-
gument pat up by Ferris was that
the lactometer was defective, and
that he would easily prove'to the sat-
isfaction of any reasonable man that
he could make the instrument say
skim milk was ' pure milk, and that
pure milk had water in it; that he
could make the lactometer tell any
story he chose, and that it was no test
whetever in regard to milk. On this
the recorder ordered the city marshal
to attend Mr. Ferris at his dairy on
Monday afternoon and report the re-
sult, and on Tuesday the marshal
reported pretty much as Mr. Ferris
had said. In addition to this the em-
ployes of the Ferris dairy were put on
the stand and testified that the milk
was absolutely pure. Although the
burden of proof was upon the officials,
the recorder acquitted the defendant
on the grounds that his men and him-
self had proven the milk to be pure,
not on the ground that there was no
case made out against him.

A careful 1eview of the markets for
the past six months would go to show
that a remarkable steadiness has pre-
vailed 1n demand and prices, and tbat
average values throughout were a trifle
higher than during any previous year.
The grass cattle market had no open-
ing, as the mingling of corn-fed,

continued longer than usual that no
one can tell when the run of grass cat-
tle began, because they were not moved
in numbers until a month later than
usual. The early offerings were light
and not in the best condition, but
prices were maintained ‘between four
and s-half and five cents until cr nsid-
erable numbers had been marketed.

With good and com-
fortable houses the employes of this
company have many facilities for liv-
ing decently—a thing, which, under
the old manner of operating a ranch
in ‘“dug-outs’’ was quite out of the
question. There is a good prospect
soon for the cattle interests of thestate
as a whole, to be put upon a more neat
and business-like basis. Foremost
among those inaugurating this condi-
tion of progress and reform are those
coming from the state of -Kentucky,
the citizens ot which state’understand
as well if not bettef, the business of
stock raising than those of any other
section of the Unpion.

Feeding Cattle. 3

The time is approaching when those
who ‘contemplate feeding cattle the
coming winter should be making their
arrangements in selecting a place, buy-
ing corn, cattle, &c. Success in this
branch of business depends_to a ‘great
extent upon the care and judgment
exercised iu selecting a suitable place
for protection from the cold northers,
and also from the black mud, which
during a very wet season would make
it not only disagreeable to the feeder,
but very ipnjurious to the cattle. If
cattle are required to stand in a pen
often knee deep in mud, exposed to
the cold wind, and no suitable place
for lying down to rest, they will not
thrive and fatten as they wculd if pro-
vided with good protection and free
from mud. A great many feeders
in Texsas seem to think there is no
necessity in providing for the, cattle
except to build a few  troughs “and to
pour the corn into them every mora-
ing and evening, regurdless of the con-
sequences, as to its effect upon the cat-
tle, and often having fed through one
winter and receiving no profits, are
ready to pronounce the business of
feeding cattle without remuneration,
as compared with the care, trouble,
risk and the capital invested.

The demand, and prices paid for
corn-fed cattle for the last few years,
have been sufficient to convince any
one familiar with the business, that it
will pay if properly conducted.

After providing a suitable place and
all conveniences necessary for con-
ducting the business, the utmost care
should be exercised |in selecting the
cattle to be fed. In many instances
too little care is taken into consider-
ation in selecting such cattle as will
pay best. In some instances the
highest priced cattle have paid the
best. It is frequently the case that an
entire herd of beef cattle are bought,
and all put upon feed, when it would
pay best to select out the best cattle to
feed, and either rough or pasture the
poorer ones through the winter; a
poor steer, one that is badly  shaped,
ean never be made’ a good steer, no
matter how much corn may be used in
feeding him.

The price of corn at present in Texas,
is sufficiently low to imsure good
profits in .feeding cattle. The strin-
gency of the money market will, no
doubt, prevent many from feeding,
that would otherwise engage in the
business. There will, no doubt, be a
home demand for most of the cartle
that are fed in Texas, and feeders can
rely confidently on obtainirg the very
highest price for their beef. Corn in
the Chicago market, at this time, is
higher than certain grades of wheat.
This is the first instance of the kind
that hasever oceurred in Chicago; if
the price of corn in that section should
c¢ontinue to rule as high even as it is
now, it will prevent most of the feed-
rs, who have heretofore engaged in
the business, from doing so this winter.

Our advice to the readers of the
JOURNAL jg, if you intend feeding any
cattle, to make your arrangements
as early as possible, and to exercise
the greatest care and judgment, in the
selection of the cattle you intend to
feed. Cull out the poor steers and sell
or dispose of them at a low price rather

production, to surmount ' these ob-
stacles. Facile transportation, the
protection of the righta of property
by law, the introductien of improved
and gradéd stock, the protection of the
turf and grass by means of fences, and
the systematic methods of conducting
pastoral culture are doing for this great
order of industry what the invention
of the cotton gin and spinning wheel,
and the construction of railroads did
for the cultureof cotton. The increase
scope of country in which this indus-
try may be carried on with profit, is a
tair index to the magnitude which it
will have assumed when it has reached
its highest stage of - development.
Within this great pastoral garden of
the world, Texas, perhaps, occupies the
most favorable position for the pros-
perous growth of this industry. Its
mild climate, its abundance of nutri-
tious grasses and generally well dis-
tributed water render it possible to at-
tain a high position in pastoral cul-
ture.

In going westward after leaving the
arable portion of the state, where the
stock interests have given way in a
great degree, to agriculture, one comes
upon a prairie region. This region ex-
tends to the ‘‘Great Plains,’”” where
the line between the two regiors is
quite distinctly marked in many
places by a rugged declivity from the
“plains’”’ downward to the prairie
Jands. To the geologist it is evident
that at some time in the past, the
‘“plains’’ and this prairie belt were on
the same general plane, gently sloping
from the west tothe east. But there
baving been greater rain falls upon
the section now known as the prairie
region, rivers and their sffluents were
formed, and thus by the process of
erosion this belt was worn to a lower
plane.

The more recent work of this power-
ful geological agent is plainly discer-
nible on the extreme western border
of this section. Here it is that several
of our rivers find their sources in the
innumerable small streams draining a
common basin ; and here it is that we
may reasonably expect to see in the
near future a high order of pastoral
agriculture, if one is justified in found-
ing expectations upon the natural ad-
vantages of a country. My wuttention
was especially attracted to this longi-
tudinal belt of prairie lands bordéring
upon the ‘‘plains’’ on account of its
decided adaptability toranch purposes
The strip of country embracing the
counties of Crosby, Garza, Borden and
the eastern portions of Howard and
Tom Green is of the same general na-
ture, and is included in the belt to
which I refer.

The character of these lands, and the
progress that is being made in unfold-
ing this order of production, and the
stage of development which it is possi-
ble to reach cannot be better explained
and illustrated than by instancing an
example which in an eminent degree
represents the natural advantages of
this section, and the progressive ideas
‘relative to the great branch of indus-
try. : : '

Hogs are selling well ata range of
$400@600. Just now Texas- hogs
might not sell'well; they would preba-
bly have to sell about the inside price,
though that would be'as good as Tex-
as cattle are doing, but when our
heavy runs of grass hogs have stopped,
there is likely to be.a very good de-
mand for just such stock as Texas
bogs will make. If corn-fed they
would sell now at $5.00 or there-
abouts.

The outlook is that fat hogs cannot
be brought to market in anything
like heavy numbers, before about the
first of the year, if then. There are
plenty of young hogs in  the eountry,
but matured stock or hogs with large
| frames are scarce, Prices for good, fat
hogs are almcs’ certain to be very good
for a long time ahead, as the demand

seems to grow more rapidly than the
supply. ; ;

A friend has just bought a large tract
of land in the southwest, and after
looking over the whole situation, has
concludea to turn his attention largely
io raising mules. He tried raising
borses with common southwest mares
and a Kentucky road stallion of no
particular merit, but has made up his
mind that the best thing he can do is
to raise either mules or heavy draft

horses.

Of late the draft horse business has
been attracting a good deal of atten-
tion, and it may be that the large
number of breeders embarking in it
will have the |effect of lessening the
profits by increasing the supply. Still,
there is a wonderfully strong and
steady demand all over the world for
large, compact draft teams, and the
business of breeding such stock is.in
no danger of being overdone.

The mule business, however, is one
of the best for the southwestern stock
raisers to engage in. As a writer re-
cently said, do not ship Texas mares
to Northern jacks Reverse it and
take the jacks to Texas.

The mule market is, never, glut-
ted with good stock. ¥
