! here, for the simple reason that ti e 
market up there was badly glutted 
and tellers were completely at the 
mercy of buyers, and they spared 
them not.

I t  was a sorrj' state of affairs, never- 
the less, and prov^  mighty rough on 
western shipptra and ranchmen. 
They all lost money -in [short order. 
Ranchmen and shippers thought the 
track was clear and just sent .in big 
consignments. Well, this is wbat all 
thought; hence, tbe liberal influx r f 
T<-xas and rough cattle. Another 
thing that happened at the time, was, 
the diminished demand for grass 
cattle. Consumers were tired e f plain 
feteaksand.wanted heavy roasts; such 
£8 only can be attained from heavy 
northern steers. Heavy beeves were 
scarce, and choice one>4 went up from 
25 to 50 cents per .100 pounds. The 
demand caused won’t be met. I  am 
oftbeepinion that this week tbe in­
quiry for long horns w ill be greater 
than last week, and the supply will 
Dpt prove excetsive; still it w ill not 
do to prophesy that this w ill be the 
ease. I t  may not be, although sellers 
look for an improvement in values.

East can have but little conception of 
the magnitude of tbe movement among 
cattlemen, which is to culminate in 
tbe great convention to be held No­
vember 17 next. In  St. Louis those 
who af̂ B etpecially interested in pie- 
paring for the event necersarily under­
stand the vastness of the tnurprite, 
and they have discovered that it is to 
be great beyond precedent and beyond 
all expectation, but the general puL lie 
have nbt even a faint conception of the 
probable attendance, of the wealth In­
volved or of the magnitude of the in­
terests and importance of tbe (question 
to be discussed. The country is fill­
ing up with a rapidity .that outruns 
calculation. The centre of | opulation 
has been drawn westwardly till now . 
it is in the immediate vicinity of Cov­
ington, Kentcky, but it cannot be long 
till St. IjOuís w ill be the center, not 
only of population , but tbe metropolis 
of the Missisbippl Valley, and will k>e 
tbe most influential commeraial city 
iu the Union. The encroachments of
this'westward move of civilizaticn » -
upon the cattle lauds of the cbuutry, 
make it necessary to halt and consider 
this industry, aud provide for its i ic- 
tection and its nurture, Iu France 
and parts of Gfermany even now horses 
are eaten by the working people and 
as high as 18 cents a pound is paid for 
horse-steak. '' In England working 
men have meat but two or tnree times 
in the week, and even that allowance 
is growing shorter. In our own coun­
try the meat supply of the gnat East­
ern citii.s is secured in the West. It is 
common, an every day occurreute, for 
Cincinnati, Cleveland. Columbus, Buf­
falo and even Indianopolis to bu their 
butcher beeves at St. Louis and Chi­
cago, and these markets get the cattle 
from the plains of Colorado, Texas, 
Nebraska and Montana, but when we 
have seveuty-iive or ninety millions of 
people the demand will be greater thau 
can be supplied and we shall have to 
go upon short allowance unless means 
are devised for protection and further­
ance of the cattle iuteaests. I  find all 
this deeply impressed on the minds of 
ranchmen everywhere and they are 
making elaborate preparations for the 
carnival at St. Louis. Colorado will 
be represented in great force and iu 
good style. Her delegates are numer­
ous and of large intelligence and ex­
ceedingly earnest. There is in the 
state about $37,000,(XK) invested in the 
ranch business and every day the 
properfy grows more valuable, The 
cattle growers’ association of the state 
numbered seventy-one members in 
1883, whea the membersbip cost $1 ; 
nofritíéré^are 233 members and the 
fe<e is $10 There have been assess­
ments made beside, so the cempauy 
has a full treasury and owes no man a 
dollar. The association has been ac- 
ti\e in the poeecutiou of all (-atlle 
thieving in the state, wbethar'froai 
members of tbe company or not, aud 
the result is that herds of cattle have 
gotten to be safer investmt nts than the 
bonds that timid holders put Into 
their strong boxes. Tbe trail I  find is 
a mattec^of tbe utmost Importance and 
I  heard a very ingenious plan dis- 
cutsed, v iz : to have a tract of land set 
apart, varying ficm two to ten miles 
wide, running from Texas into Mon­
tana, through Kansas, Nebraska, 
Wyoming, up into Montana, tbe laud 
to be condeixiiied, paid for and set 
apart as in the case of a railroad.

An.intimate acquaintance with 
the horses raised*by the farmers of old 
F.rie county,'Brother Webster, prompts 
us to further remaVk on this subject 
that a better brood mare for your coun­
try than the Texas mare can not be- 
found. She is the direct lineal in and 
in bred descendant of the Barb. She 
is hot blooded, of which her courage,

'  clean limbs and hard, fine-grained 
liones arfe of themselves convincing
proofs. Bred to such sires as Western1
Xew York is blessed with,, the progeny 
would be a speedy, courageous, all day 
lot of horses that would go the road 
and stony streets free from spavins, 
splint or curbs. I f  such sires were 
used here we could raise just such 
horses at a total cost at five years old 
of the pitiful fcum of tw’enty-five dol­
lars. The same horses raised in Erie 
county. New York, would have cost 
from one hundred and fifty to two hun­
dred dollarr. Here we can raise them 
l>y the hundreds 6n laud which can be 
bought for from; three to five dollars 
per acre. Thfs land furnishes rich pas- 

, tttres June and January without, plow' 
or sickle. Keep the branding iron off 
them and these horses will sell side by 
side with Misi-ouri and Illinois horses 
lor the same money in the Buffalo 

'market.

From theSan Angelo Stan «iard.
To the weary toiler in thickly set­

tled neighborhoods where every 
avenue of life is crowded, where every 
foot of laud is occupied, and where the 
difference between the price paid for 
land and the market value of its pro­
ducts do nc^ compare favorably, we 
address this article. Whatever we say 
comes from conviction, not from self- 
interest. W e shall endeavor to curb 
our enthusiasm (however excusable it 
may be) and in the following descrip­
tion ^of our county confine ourselves 
.to facts, puref’̂ and unadulterated ,

I t  is a very diflScult matter to give a 
complete idea of this county, its ap­
pearance, advantages and disadvanta­
ges. Its immense area, untried re­
sources, vast and unoccupied solitudes, 
leave much to be discovered and util­
ized that w ill form the data of future 
journalism. The natural adaptation 
of the country for agriculture, es­
pecially for that class of citizens who 
combine the raising of farm crops and 
feed with a limited number of cattle 
and live stock, is doubtless tbe feature 
of greatest importance to the greatest 
number of home-seekers.

FARMING.
As yet farming is carried on only in 

the most inviting localities, where par­
ticularly rich valley land and facilities 
for irrigating render the returns abso­
lutely certain and very prolific, and of 
such valley and iirigable land there 
are locations for thousands of home-« 
steads. W e confidently • invite com­
parison between the magnificent val­
leys of the Concho.«. Spring creek, 
Dove creek and many others, and any 
farming lands in Texas, for delightful 
homes and prolific yield of potatoes, 
corn, melons feed and grain of every 
sort, with a ready market and higher 
prices for produce than anywhere else 
we know ot while young orchards of 
apple, peach, near, and other fruit trees 
give a most encouraging yield. The 
apple trees at L i pan Springs and 
peaches at Fort Concho and San An­
gelo are splendid. '

Fanning on the dry uplands is but 
an experiment, as tbe valleys seem 
most inviting, but it is the unanimous 
conviction and declaration of all in­
telligent examiners, that the level 
prairies clothed with a thick carpet of 
grass would make as fine wheat lands 
as are in tbe state. The experiments 
of Messrs. Jonathan Miles, L. B Har­
ris and others on' dry' uplands have 
given encouraging yields of wheat, 
(see list of farmers and produce in an­
other column) while it stands to rea­
son that tbe land which untilled and 
uncared for produces such abundance 
of grass, would return much mofé it 
cultivated and devoted to crops for 
which-they are peculiarly adopted.

W e are well satisfied that the preju­
dice entertained by some of our citi­
zens against the cultivation of the 
land w ill rapidly vanish before the 
demonstration that the feed produced 
on a few acres of plowed land would 
save hundreds of poor cattle that for 
want of a little care at critical times 
die unnecessarily every' winter.

Every ranch should have a farm se­
lected from tbe richest and best adapt­
ed spots, and there are many such 
spots in every sect inn of the county. 
Men only accustomed to cattle aud un­
used to farming, are ant to disparage 
the latter; but men of small means, 
with abundred or two head o f cattle, 
will do well to combine with stock the 
labors of the farm, and a garden well 
tilled will jirove as great a success, 
comparatively, aa anywhere else, as 
witness the gardens of Frank Lercb 
and others in San Angelo.

IiAND.'
Whatever difference of opinion may 

exist about Tmu Grren being a farm­
ing country, there are none regarding 
the succiss of stock raising Her bound­
less rolling prairies, covered with 
grasses that rival and surpass the best 
blue grass of Ken’ucky or Indiana, are 
justly famous. Here it is where all 
kindsof stock graze from year to year 
without being fed at any time, and 
where the natural increase of stock is 
ssid to be more rapid than any other 
portion of the West.

Notwithstanding' that Tom Green 
county embraces an area of 12,579 
square m il^ , the majority of that vast 
domain—larger than the Kingdom of 
Denmark—has been taken up by rail­
roads and individuals. River lands 
are v»>ry difficult to obtain and when 
sold bring $3 to 15 per acre. Now, how­
ever, when it has been proven that 
water can be reacheíl within 30 to 
lOQ feet all over the plains, settlers 
can find large numbers of vacant 
sections ef school, uni ■ er?ity and asy­
lum lauds which can he had at per 
acre, payable in thirty years. Tbe 
Texas and Pacific reservation which 
has reverted to the state, c/>vers an 
area of nearly 1 000,000 acres in Tom 
Green is now open to settlers under 
the homestead lav. which glv<»H i(K) 
acres to every bona tide settler. Within 
this reservation, lying 60 miles west 
of San Angelo, sre some of the 
choicest lands in the west on which 
raesquite and gramma grasses grow 
knee high.

Besides these lands there are al­
ways large and small bedies of land 
on tbe market which can be bad at 
moderate fisrures; from $1 to $3:50 
per acre teing the average. While it 
is true that lauds are rapidly increas­
ing in price, they have not reached 
anything like their actual value. The 
day of low-priced lands in Texas has 
passed awav, and now that there is 
no more “ West”  to go to, we may ex­
pect land in future to rise in price at 
even a greater rate than it has in the 
past. I ,

Complaint is often made about the 
large quantitiee of land that is held by 
compani«>s and individuals. This we 
do not consider an unmixed evil. 
While tbe owners and (be state ncan- 
age to fence or lease a few strategic 
points and sections, the great bodies 
of land owned by non-residents come 
nearer furnishing free range to tlie 
small st<M:kmen than anything else we 
know of. W e believe that a little 
farm well tilled or a little ranch well 
tended, can produce twice as much per, 
sere as wholesale farming and ranch­
ing. and.'therefore, the individuat can 
afl'jrd to pay a higher price for his land 
than tbe corporation. Tbe majority 
of the large land owners in Tom Green 
have bought the land for speculative 
purposes, and as soon as land has 
reached anything like its actual value 
they w ill he very eager to cut up their 
possessions and dJspoae of them to the 
beat advantage. Indeed, several of tbe 
large land owners have authorized us 
to ma^e the above msaertion.

CATTLE RAISING.
The principia industry in the county 

is cattle raisinf^ The assessment rolls

for this year show that there are 259,- 
625 head of cattle within tbe county, 
the total value of which is asseesed at 
$3,341,102. During the last ten years 
this business has teen very profitable; 
partly because of a gradual upward 
tendenoy of prices, hut chiefly b ^ u se  
ot the fitness of this section for the 
business. Considerable improvement 
has been made in the stock within the 
past three or four yters by the impor­
tation of fine cattle. Inrtead of tbe 
long-horned, bony Texas cow, that 
Stftings paints so admirably, one sees 
every now a ^  then in a ride over tbe 
prairie, aninaals with all the character­
istic points of the Durham. Among 
the finest imported stock in the county 
are the forty-five head of registered 
Durham cattle owned by C. D. Foote, 
of Ben Fickiin. They are beauties, 
and we trust it w ill not be long until 
such animals will be found on every 
ranch in the county. Tbe modus op 
erandi of raising cattle is very simple : 
A  bunch of cattle are bought in the 
'ower cr untry where figures rule lower 
and are driven to a favorable spot, 
where the cattleman may not own 
more than one section, and are there 
“ located ;”  that Is, they are kept with­
in a given boundary for two or three 
months by simply te iog  rounded up 
when necessary until they show 
DO disposition to wander. After 
they are once located the cat­
tle are left to their own sweet 
will; and are only disturbed twice a 
year, viz : in the spring and fall when 
calves are branded and steers cut out 
to sell. Tbe only things to disturb tbe 
happy cowman, are the cold north 
winds that sweep over the prairies in 
winter. Then it becomes his duty to 
mount bis mustang and, joining bis 
neighbors, a line of horsemen is form­
ed across the country to drive tbe cat­
tle back and keep them from drifting 
southward. This is still tbe mode of 
procedure to a great extent, although 
pastures are being fenced in by the

secret of tbe wonderfulsucoess of sheep 
raisiog in Western Texan. Below we 
give some figures which are authentic 
and may be relied upon. Wool bas 
depreciated a little since this was mar­
k e d ,  hut there is plenty o f room for 
tbe figures to drop and tbe business 
still be more than remunerative.

Where ordinary prudence 
and foresight is displayed we have 
never heard of failure. The western 
cowman has the advantage of bis 
northern competitors, in having win­
ter range, a mild climate in which 
diseases do not originate and are sel­
dom imported. As an example we 
submit tbe following statement which 
has been given to u.« by one of Tom 
Green’s cowmen who has been no 
more fortunate than bis neighbors. 
Indeed, we know of very many who 
have exceeded these figures

Of course this is on a large scale, but 
the business w ill pay just as well if 
not better on a small one. W e know 
of no industry that would give better 
returns tliaii the taking up and 
fencing of two dry sections, digging a 
well, putting up a xvind mill and 
stocking the pasture with cattle, 
horses or sheep. The profits could be 
augmented by planting a field in al­
falfa, or some of the other forage 
grasses that grow well in this section.
.Alfalfa yields from 4 to 8 tons to the 
acre per year^and sells readily at San 
Angelo for $20 per ton. Truck farming 
or dairying could also be run in con­
nection, and where energy and discre- ! hearty welcome from tbe old settlers, 
tiou is display’ed there can be no doubt | and every day he will regret that he

confine themselves to this busiu*ss ex 
clusively, but these who do are adding 
to their wealth as rapidly aa those'en- 
gaged iu other pursuits. Horses are 
rising in price every year, and now 
that the days of Indian raids aud rus- 
'tlers’ visits are over, there is no reason 
why Northwest Texas should not be­
come as noted for her horses as she 
now is for her cattle. The amount of 
traveling that the Lardy Texas pony 
cau do, who is fed on nothing but 
mesquite grass, proves how suitable 
this country is for horse raising. We 
predict that this section w ill yet be a 
rival ( f  old Kentucky.

GOATS
Angora goats are another class of 

stock that are coming into notice. 
The fact that mohair is worth 40 cents 
per p>ouDd in tbe San Antonio maiket 
accounts for the increased intere.-t 
being taken in them. Mr. Deloug,on 
South Concho, who owns a buncU of 
thoroughbreds says that they will 
thrive well, aud he also says that if 
the price of their wool keeps at its 
present figures there is big money iu 
them. Common goats are to be found 
on meat of the sheep ranches in the 
couutj-. They take care of themselves, 
increase at a tremendous rate, and 
come in handy at shearing time when 
the hungry shearer s appetite has to 
be attended to.

THE PEOPLE
I f  the Eiistern emigrant come? here 

with the idea that our population is 
largely composed of the rustic element 
he will discover that he is very much 
mistaken. The settlers of Tom 
Green countv hail irom nearly every 
state in tbe Union and country on the 
globe, and the majority of them have 
been through both tbe rough and 
smooth walks of life. They aie mostly 
people ot experience, who have paid 
for all they know. In many of the 
ranches, away out on the verge of civ­
ilization, the observer may often see a 
volume of Shakespeare with a well 
worn cover, and after talking with 
some of the boys he may be surprised 
to learn they ‘have graduated from 
some of tbe leading colleges and came 
out to the frontier where there is more 
opportunities and elbo* '̂ room. 
Schools are established on all livers 
where the population justifies, and 
the preac'^ers of Bau Angelo hold ser­
vices in every corner of the county. 
The intelligent settler, of whatever

Sheep raising and wool growing is 

I he second industry of Impoi lance 
conducted in the county. The num­
ber of sheep are given at 254,419, val­
ued at $591 864. Ever since David 
herded his fiocks and sang on the bills 
of Israel, sheep raising has been oue 
of the most prominent of man’s avo­
cations. 'To many, the easy, tranquil 
life of the flockmastef possesses a cer­
tain fascluatiou that is not shaken by 
discouragement and disappolntmeuts. 
The life bas charms that canuot be 
denied, and seems to afford better op- 
poitunities for intellectual culture 
than many of the other avenues of 
life, /'The cattle interest bad assumed 
large proportions before sheep were 
introduced Into this section, and most 
of the cattlemen, rneeting tbtir intro­
duction with disfavor, did all iu their 
power to diSiXHirage the sheep intrr- 
est. It  is generally believed that cattle 
wouldn’ t graze where sheep frequen­
ted, and it took long years to p ’ ove 
that tue reverse was the case. Ac- 
other disadvantage that the sheepman 
labored under, was: that having to 
herd bis sheep he was compel!^ to 
own or lease the land he used. Had 
he been able, like tbe lucky cattleman, 
to turn his fiocks loose to graze at will 
upon bis own or his neighbor» range, 
bis profits would have been enormous. 
And yet be can congratulate himself 
on the fact that be was compelled to 
buy when range was cheap. He can 
look around him today and see pros­
perous cattlemen who, thinking that 
free range would last forever, neglected 
to purchase when lands were chean 
aud who ate finding that they will 
have to sell half their stock to pur­
chase lands, or move. Notwithstand­
ing these disadvantages the sheep fals­
ing industry made rapid progress and 
the wealthiest of Tom Green’s citizens 
to-day w ill be; found amongst her 
sheepmen. The high elevation of the 
western prairies, the mildness of the 
winter, and tbe permanent grasses 
which cover our bills and dales all 
combine to mske is the test country 
for sheep raiding In the world. Meat 
of the flocks in the county originated 
from the native Mexican bre^d, crossed 
with tbe purest and best strains of Me­
rino blood. The animal produced by 
tbe cross is remarkably healthy and 
vigorous, with a Idng open fleece that 
gets closer and longer with each suc­
cessive cross. Large ImportAtions of 
California sheep have been made witfc- 
iu the past three or four years and they 
have lu every instance turned out a 
profitable inveetment. Some few 
sheepmen keep their flocks within pai- 
tures, but the primitive style of rang­
ing them under herd generally pre­
vails.

*Work o f  thi* D etective and Pre- 
tec tive  Association.

This committee is oompoeedTof some 
twelve or thirteen of the leading cat­
tlemen of Northwest Texas, appoUded 
or selected at the last annual meetfng 
of the association of which they are all 
active members. The committee have 
regular meetings every month or so, 
and in the meantime have ome of their 
number actively employed who gives 
the businees of the committee his en­
tire time and attention. The object 
and work of the committee is by a sys- 
.tematic and united effort to protect 
the property of all the members of 
the association from theft and to fer­
ret out, detect and bring to justice all 
parties guilty of illegally handling 
any property belonging to any mem­
ber of the association. The Cattle 
Raisers’ association of Northwest 
Texas has, since its first organization 
early In 1880, done much good in the 
way of systematizing * the work and 
protecting the stock of Its members, 
bat this move is doubtless the most 
beneficial one ever yet taken. The 
committee, though working in a very 
quiet way, have already done much 
good. They; now have some seven or 
eight regularly employed detectives 
in the field. These gentlemen are the 
best that could be employed, and are 
constantly reporting the capture of 
cattle in all parts of the country. A  
Mr. Green represents the interests of 
the association at the stock yards at 
St. Louis while a Mr. Mouehou 
closely iospects all cattle coming to 
the Union stock yards at Chicago, 
while that interest is equally well 
guarded at Kansas City by the untir­
ing efforts of Mr. Woods. Other 
equally efficient gentlemen are sta­
tioned at the piincipalshipping points 
in both Texas and Kansas. By this 
systematic mode of work it is made 
almost impossible for anyone to ille­
gally handle any stock belonging to 
any of the members. These detectives 
not only save sufficient stock to more 
than pay their expenses, but the fact 
of their being thus employed, and the 
warning thus given to would-be cattle 
trieves, deters them from stealing 
many cattle that would otherwise be 
taken off* and lost to their owners. 
By thus rendering escape almost im­
possible and detection almost sure, a 
great deal of that is prevented, ^ o w  
that cattle are more valuable than ever 
before,and money immeasurably scarce 
there is more than at any other time in 
the past, a temptation to meU not 
blessed with an over supply of honesty 
to appreciate the fat steers oT their 
neighbors, and that such is not the 
case is due in a great measure to the 
wisdom and untiring efforts of this 
committee and their efficient assist­
ants. '____________

W aste  in Texas.
With an acreage of one hundred and 

seventy-two and a half millions, Texas 
is supporting in round numbers six 
and a half million cattle and about 
nine million sheep, which would only 
occupy eighty-three million acres, if 
ten acres be allowed for each head of 
cattle and two acres for each sheep. 
Then tei^ million acres can be added 
for a million horses, and there will 
still remaiu seventy-nine millions and 
a half acres not occupied by live stock 
This is taking the state as a whole, 
presuming that each ten ¿cres through­
out would support a cow, and every 
two acres would support a sheep, a 
suppositiou we have no doubt is with­
in reason.

Of course, there are plains counties 
carjying no stock at all to speak of, 
such as Parmer, Castro, (icchran, Yoa­
kum, Andrews, &c , “ as until the 
present ranges are more overstocked, 
these apparently dry and level coun­
ties, with several others, will remain 
as they are, furnishing little or no pas­
turage, but the day will come when ! 
each of thise counties will become 
known as grazing lands, although the 
well-borer may have to go in advance 
of the stocks. Parts of Tom Green, 
Crockett, Piccs, Presidio and El Paso 
counties have yet to receive many 
bead of stock before the state carries 
the full number it can readily carry 
on the open range system, while, by 
the assistance of sgricultnre, wells and 
tanks, these immense ranges can be 
made to carry' a seemingly incredible 
number ot money-making herds and' 
flocks. “

In  the changes 
but briefly outlined there are none 
which are new to the older states 
which have passed the great changes 
begun in Texas. The only diflfeience 
is, however, tha't grazing countries 
have become forming countries, the 
stock raising taking the position as 
the assistant to agriculture, while here 
the change will only go so for as to 
make agriculture the great assistant to 
stock raising.

I  note in yonr Lasne of September 20, 

an article od the Anient goat; the con­
clusion 8 you have drairn from obeerv- 
ing the courae of development I  am 
happy to confirm with evidence moat 
oonclasi ve. For the last 27 years I  have 
taken an interest in the Angora goat, 
t«ing  in Cape Town, South Africa 
where Messrs. Mesenthal A  Bros, in­
troduced the first goats from Angora; 
previous to this Capt. Shaw of the 
East Indian service, had imported two 
buck’s from India, but thjsy proved 
sterile, a red hot copper 'w ire having 
been run through the testicles by the 
natives before leaving India, jealous 
lest they should be useful elsewhere ; 
the bucks imported to the Cape in 1857 
fetched some $4(K1 cash. The first 
export of Mohair took place three 
years latter.

From 385 pounds in 1860 (he export 
*rade increased to 403,158 pounds in 
1870, while last year as many as 4,000,- 
000 pounds were sent from South 
Africa. What is wanted is an im­
provement in the quality c f the mohair 
exported.

The introduction of the Angora 
goat into the Cape Colony has been 
successful beyond all anticipation, but 
the success, it appears, has caused the 
ruin of the Asiatic provincs of Turkey 
from wheiice the animals were import­
ed. Cape competition is fast killing 
the Mohair trade of Angora. Ten 
years ago the greater part o f this trade 
was in the bauds of Christian natives 
of Angora, but almost the entire trade 
is now in the hands of the EnglUh. 
In its present state, however, it offers 
no profit, but rather entails a loss upon 
all who engage in it. The Cape farmer 
pays DO tax for his mohair, whereas 
the tax on Angora mohair is six pias­
tres per oke. And when to this tax is 
added the difference in the cost of 
farming, and in the expense of transit, 
the Angora exporter, when prices are 
regulated by Cape competition, gains 
next to nothing. V’ îcc-Consul Barn- 
harm refers to this matter in bis re­
port on the Commerce of Angora, and 
says that it has greatly affected the 
import trade of the province. “ The 
Angora mohair merchant purchased 
mohair at the spring clip, and if he 
succeeded in disposing of it at a large 
profit, would at once invest those pro­
fits in Manchester goods or Scotch 
woollen stutf, for which he always 
found a large demand both in the 
towns and outlying villages. Poverty 
has, however, laid such a bold upon 
the people here, that there is not one- 
third of the demand for these goods 
which existed five or six years ago. 
The apathy which characterises trade 
throughout the province is painful to 
witness. Merchants remain idle iu 
their shops from morning to night 
without receiving a single customer.”  
Seeing the great depression which now 
exists in Angora, the question arises 
whether it would not pay those engag­
ed in the rearing of goats in the Cape 
Colony to buy up some of the first 
class stock of the Turkish farmers 
The chief complaint amongst the trade 
here last year was that the qualify of 
the Cape mohair bad not improved, 
and, as a consequence, the prices of 
first quality ranged only from Is ")jd 
to Is. 6jd. per pound net. wherea.s 
Turkish.fair average realised Is. 7d. to 
Is. 8Jd. per pound, less 5 per cent. 
But, ^  we have said, it is the tax and 
the great expense of transit that ruins 
the Angora exporter. The Cape 
farmers, it would seem, are likely to 
have the trade pretty much in their 
own bands in Ibe future, and it be­
hoves them to lose no time in improv­
ing the value of their herds. They 
have done well in the past, but there 
is no reason why they should nbt do 
better in the future.

My friend Mr. J. B. Evans of the 
Zwaart Ruggens,Cape Colony, has one 
of the first and most Fuccessful Ango­
ra goat breeders. Satisfied with bis 
venture he enlarged his operations— 
till at length ho formed a 
Stock farming company having 
large capital to work with ; he 
visited -Asia Minor and selected 
a flock of the choicest AngorAS 
he would meet with. From this effort 
of Mr. Evans may be traced the pres­
ent commercial prosperity of the en­
terprise. My travels in South Africa 
and nine years’ residence at Natal 
and the Cape Colony, enable me to 
form an opinion as to the suitability 
of Texas and adjoining countries for 
breeding Angoras. When visiting the 
states in 1875 I  journeyed frpm St. 
liouis by the then Atlantic and P-cific 
railroad to Neboso, the extent of the 
line, and then noted in my diary the 
suitability of the entire country along 
the Ozark mountain range covered 
with the black jack or scrub oak, the 
natural food of the goat. The whole 
of this region can to profitably util­
ized by the introdoetion of the An­
gora goat. My, friend I. W . Jennings, 
of New York writes me that he bas 
purchased a vast tract of country in 
Edwards county, Texas, for the pur­
pose o f -forming a goat ranch, and he 
calls this region the goat’s heaven; 
soffleient that my esteemed corres­
pondent Mr. W . Landrum of Uvalde, 
writee in regard to Edwards county 
lands. They are rough and rocky, but 
excellent for goats and abounding 
witb scrub or live oak brush. Crocket 
county, I  am tefid, is the same. I  
have found this (Texas) a better coun­
t y  than Oalifomia or Oregon; in fact, 
the best in America, and I  have trav­

eled «11 over Uie Western States and 
seen nothing In New Mexico or Col­
orado or elsewhere to' compare with 
this region. According to the last 
assessment there cannot be less than 
a million goats In Texas at the present 
time.”

‘ The great secret of success in breed­
ing the Ahgora is to start with pure 
blood short haired Nannies and only 
strictly pure bucks, not graded ani-  ̂
male.

Texas fleece sold this clip from 30 
cents to $1 ^  ; the grade clips that av­
eraged last year 15 cents, sold for 30 
cents this. Everything sold well im­
mediately on being ofiered by the 
brokers.”

Now for the confirmation o f t h ^  
statement»: Desiring to popularize 
and educate the American farmers in 
the Angora goat industry, I  have 
been ooilecting samples of Angora 
goat fleece from every quarter of the 
world, so that I  have Mohair from 
Asia Minor, Cape of Gdod Hope, 
Natal, 8. A., (Queensland, Australia, 
Brisbane, N . 8. W ., from California, 
Texas, Oregon, Calcutta, Galway 
Island, N . Z ; hair from the ports of 
India, Persia and Russia, which I  
exhibited at the state fair, Columbus, 
and agricultural fair, Jefferson, last 
week.

To illustrate to what uses mohair 
can be applied: I  received sam­
ples o f mohair lustre fabrics, nmnu- 
factured by the celebrated English 
firm of Sir Titus fealt A  Sons, Brad­
ford. These goods are marvelous for 
beauty and texture, having the ap­
pearance of silk. In sending these 
samples the firm wish God speed to 
American goat farmers. Then I  was 
favored with samples of mohair yarn 
spun at the mills of Chas. Fletcher, 
Eaq., Providence, R. I. Messrs. Gofl 
& Sons sent me samples of plush in a 
variety of colors from the looms of 
their mills at Pawtucket, 11. I., and 
they write: “ We are using b«)th do­
mestic and foreign mohair, but mostly 
foreign. W ithin two years we expect 
to need 2000 pounds per week. I f  
quality, condition and price of the 
domestic are right, there is a demand 
for all that can be produced.’ ’ Messrs. 
W. McNaughtan’s Sons, the eminent 
commission merchants, New York, 
sent me samples of mohair wools 50 to 
60 cents per pound, and wrote that 
they wished for a list of a’ l the own­
ers of mohair fl ;cks known of. “ We 
have no stock on hand. To-day we 
could place at once at full prices about 
25,000 pounds if we could get it.”

Compare this state of the mohair 
with that of the wool market, and the 
facts speak for themselves. The col­
lection I  exhibited at the agricultural 
fair excited much attention. I  bad a 
large lithograph of Angora goats im­
ported by the Hon. R. Peters, A t­
lanta. Photographs of Itahah and 
French goat’s placards giving inform­
ation as to the history of the Angora 
goats, the uses to which the mohf ir is 
applied, quotations of quantities and 
prices. The exhibit took first-class 
premiums at both fairs. ^

I  am iutending a vV^it to Texas 
when T can complete my arrange- 
m*^uts and will bring these simples, 
etc., with me.

I  have numerous letters on the An­
gora which I  shall forward for the 
J o u r n a l  in due lime.

T h e  changes going on in the dairy 
business are worthy of notice even 
I ere, where there are no creameries 
buying milk from farmers, or purchas­
ing the cieam and leaving the milk. 
Now, a visiter of the Fanner'.^ Review 
expresses the belief that the nnnalted 
butler B y will supersede the gath­
er» d cream sj stem in the dairy busi­
ness in Ohio, as the gathered cream 
superseded the whole milk. Under it 
the cream is churned on the farm, the 
butter thoroughly washed, but neither 
salted nor worked, in which state it is 
taken to the creamery, salted, worked 
and packed for market. Tbe cream­
ery men instruct their patrons in uni­
form methods of handling tbe milk, 
churning the cream and washiog tbe 
butter, so that when theproductsof tbe 
different dairies are brought together 
they make a uniform quality of butter. 
Tbe advantages claimed for this sys 
tern are that tbe creamery man pays 
for no more than he actually gets, and 
the dairyman gets pay for all he sells. 
Tbe skim milk and buttermilk are re 
talced on the farm for feeding. There 
is less risk of deterioration or injury 
between tbe dairy and the creamery 
than with cream, and it does not re­
quire the daily gathering as with 
cream, since the well washed butter 
can to safely kept in a cool place for 
two or three days. I t  impoees the ad­
ditional labor of churning upon the 
dairyman, but this is more than saved 
in the buttermilk and the lessened ex­
pense of delivery at the creamery, 
which, however done, is at the ex­
pense of the dairyiuau. He thinks 
that the product under this system is 
of a better quality than that produced 
under the gathered cream system.

Local W ool Markets.»

Business in a general way is not 
looking up, but wool comes in and is 
sold in accordance with prices quoted 
before. It  lakes nice wool of the fall 
d ip  to bring 13 cents, but the growers 
seem to be resigned and when buyers 
say they can’ t pay more, reply “ Well, 
you know best,”  and dump the loads.

Refiorts from Boston and other mar­
kets contain advice to wool growers 
not to clip, but they clip all the same 
The range of prices is from'‘ 9 to 13 
cents, and no amount of imagination 
can make it better than ibis.

• Boston Idea o f Shrinkage.
The dealers of wool in Boston some- 

time<4make evrors. It astonishes the 
people here who^re content to be reg­
ularly informed that they don’t know 
their business, that their wool is not 
grown right, nor put up right. These 
errors cause our ¡leople to think that 
some wool dealers don’ t know clean 
•wool fniBK dirty w’ool, nor buck’s wool 
from ewe’s wool. These remarks are 
«ailed forth by one of the most reliable 
Boston handlers iuformipg the re­
porter of the Commerciai BuKetin that 
fiome of the Texas fall clip is full of 
bUiBi and saud owing to the recent 
heavy drouth, the average shrinkage 
being from to 70 per cent. ■ Now 
this is a gross exaggeration“" and is lia­
ble to bring the opinion of reliable 
Boston handlers o f Texas wools into 
«oetempt, bwause we know, that by 

. fifteen per cent on the average the 
' staiement is out of the way. Our 

fall wools are the medium wools, and 
I o f these fortydive to fifty-five per cent 

shriakage is about the range and it is 
an extraordinary dirfy medium fleece 
that will shrink sixty per cent. I f  we 
are not correct In this we would like 
to be oorreoCed by some reliable Boston 
wool man over his signature.

The dealers here are oKten astonish­
ed too by the difference in adviees re- 
«eived before and after their shipments 
are made, and while they expect fluc­
tuations and chaDgeethey dcn’texpect 

^ the best wools to sell low and the 
t n ^ y  wools to sell high, which is 
claimed to be often the c.sae. W e 
learn from reliable circulars, papers 
etc., at one time that fine wools are 
sought after, but at the same time 
figures and statements prove other­
wise; then again we learn that the 
fall d ip  is'jttdged by a few pounds and 
is given a bad name on the simple 
word o f some one who ought to know 
and don’t.

There is seme au^sfhetion that this 
time the dealers are growling and not 
the wool growers. The former expect 
noiform good treatment, while the

latter expects by shippi’jg  to simply 
stave o ff the day wher, be mu£t give 
vent to his feelings. ^

Boston has a grer.t name as a wool 
market, and has the credit of knowing 
how to sell wool, bat the impreesion 
prevailing here amongst the dealers 
is that Bocton is getting too much 
wool and is getting oareless.

A bou t Purchasing Bucks.
A  gentleman writing us from Run­

nels county, says: “ I  have not yet pur­
chased Docks, but expect to do sosoon. 
W ill you advise me what to get? 
Whether it igj likely to pay better to 
use greasy fellows or those with less 
grease and a longer staple ; o^ should I  
go in for a large carcass without re­
gard to the matter o f wool at all?”  In 
our reply we bad to deal in generalities, 
for the reason that our correspondent 
failed to give us the slfghtest idea 
what class of ewes he has in band. 
What we said to him we give below^ 
since it may be worth something to 
others who, like him, are now in the 
business and are undecided what is the 
beet plan to pursue. W e wrote the 
gentleman as follows; *‘ We are hardly 
in a position to advise you, since you 
give us no Idea of what class of ewes 
you propose breeding this season. 
But on general principles we repeat 
what has often before been said in the 
editorial columns of the T e x a s  W o o l  
G r o x ve r , thnt the time has come in 
Texas when more attention should be 
paid by wool growers to the carcasses 
of their sheep. They should use larger 
rams than formerly, and think 
they will act wisely if  they will .en­
deavor to make their muttons average 
in the future quite 100 pounds. A  fat 
mutton of this weight w ill always sell 
better, in any market, than lighter 
oxes.

W e arr ^ot willing to advise you as 
between the greasy rams and those 
having less grease and longer staple. 
Much necessarily depends in this mat­
ter on the character of your ewes. I f  
they are Mexicans, you can use greasy 
rams to advantage, since, as a rule,, 
they have fine fleeces, and the cross 
will be a good one.’ On theotherhand, 
if your ewes are already well graded, 
we seriously doubt the wisdom of using 
greasy rams, since they are generally 
deficient in size. I f  you can get larger 
animals, all right, but keep in mind 
the importance of breeding for a sub­
stantial carcass^

We repeat to you by letter the advice 
given in the columns of the W o o l  
G r o w e r  nearly two years ago, 
viz : In selecting your rams don’t go 
in for what you fancy is going to be 
needed by the factories. The safer 
is to determine what class of wool you 
can erow to the best advantage, con­
sidering your surroundings. Don’t 
make any calculations as to the proba­
ble destiny of you-r wools, but grow 
such wools as with your land, expe­
rience and the breed of sheep you have, 
or can secure most readily, you find 
'most to your interest to grow.”

G<x>d Law s and Bad Laws.
The best w ay  to make a bad law’ so 

offensive that it w ill be repealed In 
obedience to a popular demand, is to 
see that it is enforced.

On the other band, the only way to 
make a good law successful is to see 
to it that its provisions are enforced.

In this state there are wool growers 
who are prepared to swear that the 
scab law now on our statute books is, 
if not perfect in itself, at least fully up 
to the demands of the shWp business 
jn the state.

I There are others, however, who are 
eciually ready .to swear that it is not 
woith a copper cent and is totally in­
sufficient for the purposes intended to 
be accomplished by and through it.

We apprehend it is'almost needless 
for us to say that the former class are 
those who have had the law enforc*ed 
in their neighborhoods and have prac­
tically realized its good features. While 
the latter class is, in the main, made 
up of those who have never seen the 
law enforced, and have even been ob­
structionists in the way of its propier 
enforcement.

W e don’t mean to say that these are 
rules without exceptions, but we do 
say that they are general rules, and 
that such exceptions ss there may be 
but establish them as rules.

That the law under consideration 
has defects cannot be denied. Indeed, 
to confess so much is but confessing 
that nothing ris absolutely perfect in 
Texas, any more than in the rest of 
creation. But we beg leaveto say that 
it is the best ife  have, to say the least 
of it, and wool growers will act wisely 
who combine to see that it is enforced.* I
To those who are disposed to give it a 
fair chance,* we say, go ahead in your 
work and take no heed of grumblers 
who say “ it ie do good.”  Enforce its 
provisions and it will do much good, 
even if it falls short o f accomplishing 
all you ooald ask. Beside«; you will 
only be able<̂  to pnelically realize its 
defects after you have thoroughly 
tested it. «
‘ To the malcontents and g^rumblers 

we wish to say : I f  the law is defective, 
go to work and prove it. And since 
the only way to prove it is to make an 
honest effort to enforce it« provisions, 
go to work- and make this effort. You 
will find it a sheer waste o f time to^de- 
dare it a tailuie. Prudent men will, 
ask you, “ How do you know it is a 
failure?”  They are not going to defer 
to your theories* on the~subject, but 
they will have a r i ^ t  to call for the 
proof to sustain those theories. And 
3 ou can never furuish thiu proof luitil 
you have given the law a full and .4dr 
teat.

Legislators should be prudent men, 
i f  they are not, and when you ask 
them for a new law, they w ill be apt 
to ask you this pertinent question, viz: 
“ H.xveyoa tested this one thoroughly?”  
Then the answer most corns from l i^  
spectm-s who have failed becaose 
have bean unable to enforos the law.

Mohair.
Mr. C. W . Jenks of Boston, writing 

to the Rural World says: “ That ybu 
may see what is being made in ome 
mill, in tbla country from mohair,. !  
send you samples of plushes of varions 
patterns and qoalitiee made from the 
raw material I  sent yon heretofore. 
These plushes are used for trimming 
furniture, and bangings in upholstery 
work, lor railroad car Beatings, Up 
robes, inside carriage linirgs, etc., 
ttc. There is a domestic consumption 
of one variety alone—of which I  send 
you a patteen—that would require the 
fleece of 500,000 gnats to supply. The 
mohair ĝ oods, o f the varied styles and 
qualities in demand, made up with 
hemp, cotton, flax, wool and silk as 
component parts are sold in the finish­
ed fabric at from 75 cents to $20 the 
yard. Some of the robes made from 
mohair and wool and mohair and silk 
sell readily from $50 to $200 each. 
They constitute one of the most beau­
tiful and durable fabrics in use. As I  
have said, the iittie mill that makes 
the goods as per sample herewith, 
netted $50,000 clear profit last season. 
The goods made in the factory referred 
to, of which I  now send samples that 
have given the best satisfaction 
were made of Amei'b'an grown mohair. 
Y"ou can see by this tangible evidence 
that the growers of mohair need feel 
no solicitude as to a permaneutand 
profitable market i f  they will put a 
good staple into the market. I  know 
from experience that such a fibre can 
be grown at a cost of 15 cents a pound; 
and I  never sold less than 30 <̂ ents 
and some as high $s 75 cents. Bightly 
located and handled, there is no stock 
husbandry that vrill yield better re­
turns. I_________J

The Sheep Business.
The prairies of 'J’exas are full o f men 

who rushed to the state while wool 
was high and the sheep business on a 
boom, expecting tb grow rich on «mall 
investments in a ¡year or two. Borne 
of them seemed |to be apprehensive 
that i f  they didh’t get ^  the state 
quick and get U^eir mtiney invested 
promptly in sheep, the whole country 
would be occupied, and they left in 
the lurch.

Indeed, so intense and so extensive 
was this desire to go into sheep in 
Texas, that extravagant prices were 
a:^ked and given for all classes of 
sheep. W e know of many such cases, 
as we have mentioned and we also 
know bow they have resulted.

Had these impulsive, excited men 
kept up this intense interest on sheep, 
and had they been as earnest in their 
attention to their business as they 
were tc get into it, they would have 
enjoyed a fair measure of success in 
spite of adverse national and slate 
legislation and the general hard times. 
But their ardor cooled as quickly as 
it had arisen, and having purchased 
sheep they seemed to think nothing 
more was necessary to secure to them, 
w’ealth. They had made no calcula­
tions on anything but favorable cir­
cumstances so far as their business 
was concerned, and seemed never to 
have dreamed that there could be any 
bad luck* in connection with sheep 
husbandry in Texas. They left their 
business in the bands of employes, and 
instead of laboring to make it succeed, 
left it to succeed without personal at­
tention. In  view of these facts is it 
strange that the prairies of Texas are 
full of men who are now read3̂ to 
swear there never was any money in 
sheep, and that sheep were only cre­
ated to be “ cussed”  and kicked ?

In  1884 there are not so many young 
men seeking investments in sheep, and 
they are not in such a mad rush to 
purchase.- But there are very many 
who are purchasing, after a careful 
and painstaking investigation of all 
the pros and cods of the business. Of 
these men we confidently predict that 
they will succeed, and that they will 
not be disgusted, disgruntled wool 
growers after one or two or more years. 
Thc3' will succeed, and that, too, with­
out any advice from us. Still, we [ 
wish to sa3’ to them as their friend, 
that they w ill have downs as well as 
vps in the business, but that they can 
make all dotens result in ups, if they 
will only give to their business of 
sheep husbandry the same degree of 
intelligent and thoughtful 'oversight 
and attention that prudent men give 
to other business ventures.

W o o l and Mutton M arkets—Corn 
Feeding Sheep.

Receipts of sheep this week were 16,- 
644 against 18,418 the previous week 
and 15,437 during the corresponding 
week last year. Bbipments for the 
week 4734, against 1948 last week and 
7843 last year.

The number of shipments deducted 
from the number of receipts does not 
give the number left here for local con­
sumption, because the large number 
of sbeep taken by the dressed mutton 
shippers, 2000 head per week, does not 
appear in the shipments.

The Union Btock Y"ard a»d  Transit 
Company now has one of the finest 
accommodations for sbeep to be found 
anywhere. An enclosed viaduct ena­
bles the sbeep to come from the cars 
when it rains without becoming wet. 
The pens are nicely sheltered, there 
are large, roomy “ sorting”  covered 
alleys, and the scale bouse in that part 
of the 3’ards is used exclusively for 
sheep.

To-day a lot of big, coarse, 120-pound 
Nebraska sbeep sold at $3 50.

During the month of September 
there were received 56,184 sheep, being 
a little less than last year. Bbipments, 
however, showed a falling o ff of nearly 
20,000, indicating an increase of nearly 
that man3’|in the dressed mutton busi* 
ness. ■  ̂ j

Bradstreet, New York, says: The 
wool trade situation shows no impor­
tant change. Borne good-sized lines of 
fine cl^hing and delaine fleef*e have 
been taken by manufacturers in the 
Boston and Philadelphia markets, but 
as a general thing the inquiry has been 
limited to the supply of current con­
sumptive requirements, and the trons. 
actions have been in comparatively 
small lots. There is a firm feeling as 
to price at all points, and receivers ,on 
the seaboard are indifferent about real­
izing St any concession from ruling 
quotations, as it is impossible to dnpli- 
cate stocks in primary markets except 
at a relatively high rate. A  number 
of orders for carpet wools bk\’e gone 
abroad this week to be filled at the 
East Ipdia auctions now in progress in 
Liverpool, but the cost of clothing and 
staple wools in Europe is too high for 
profitable importations by American 
dealer or maouiacturers. Combing 
wools are in well-sustained demand 
as worsteds are selling better than any 
other kind of eiothing woolens, and 
the stacks of this description ore geh- 
eroUy Diarketed about as faslaagraded. 
The outlook is favorable for steady, 
moderate trade on the basis of cnirent 
qaototloDs, hot the condition of the 
goods trade and of general basin« as ia 
not siMsb 08 to warrant the expectation 
of any'deeided aetivify or baoyoncy in 
the m ^ket in the near future. ^

Tbe foreign mutton market* glire

no encouragement to our exporters. 
They are overstocked with Australian 
frozen mutton.

There w ill be a great many West­
ern sheep pot on corn os soon as pos­
sible. The crop is more than bouuti- 
fül. Nebraska, Wyoming, Colorado 
and sheepmen of other seotions clearly’ 
see that It w ill not pay to market sheep 
at the present rates—that is, not thin 
sheep, such as they have to ofler.
' Current receipts ore not so large as 

one year ago, but it is altogether prob­
able that there will be a heavy increase 
08 soon as the corn crop can be con­
verted into mutton.- One year ago we 
received several thousand head of 29^ 
30-pound Nebraska sbeep which sold 
at $2.7503 50. But last year the corn 
crop was light, Tbe November mut­
ton market was rather low, at $2 000 
4.65, and there was not much improve­
ment in December, though some 170- 
pound Christmas sheep sold at $6.00.

OUR ST. LOUIS LETTER.

Sheep Markets Demoralized by  E x­
cessive Offerings.

The Texas Pa ll Clip Selling Better 
but G iven  AAvay all the Same.

From Boston to New York, BuflFalo, 
Albany, Pittsburg and through the 
string of cities on tbe w iy  to Chicago 
th«n at Bt. Louis and ending at Kan­
sas City, is a big strip of ground. A l 
the cities along this track of territory 
are great mutton consumers, yet al 
the offerings of sheep now offered can 
not change hands. Prices were very 
low and all sorts of inducements were 
held out to buyers, To no avail, how­
ever, as buyers could not be found in 
any numbers. The sheep market here, 
as well as elsewhere, was dull and 
badly demoralized. One thing is cer­
tain, that New Y'ork and Boston are 
getting muttons very cheap and do not 
seem to appreciate the fact. A ll the 
markets were flooded with sheep and 
nad to get rid of them the best as they’ 
could. Just to think that good and 
prizae Ohio muttons of o\’er 100 pounds 
bringing in York only $4 0004 50 per 
100 pounds. Can that be profitable? 
W e say, no. Plenty of pretty decent 
sbeep sold in Boston and York the 
past week at $3.0003.30 per 100 pounds 
This is what the same kind of sheep 
brought in this city and Chicago. Our 
local demand is fair and home buyers 
cau easily afford to pay these figures. 
Thia explains why shippers in St 
Louis and Chicago are not buying. Of 
course, they make purchases occasion 
ally, bui it is to fill some order or 
where they can place a shipment or 
two to advantage. Our receipts were 
quite fair and of pretty decent quality 
The tops sold without much ditficulty 
at range of $3.2503.55 per 100 pounds 
Common and medium sheep very slow 
at$1.7502 50 per loO pounds, accord­
ing to quality’ .

Texas flock masters wisely took the 
hint given in my last letter and did 
not send any sheep to market, conse­
quently Téxas sheep were scarce. 
Borne Kansas and Colorado sheep we'ie 
offered and were dull of disp’^al at 
range of $2 0003 00 per 100 pounds.

Of course, at the rate tbe markets 
are now going, it is ruinous, but they 
will not remain so all the time; there 
is to be a change soon. The flockmas 
ters of Ohio have lost lots of money’ ; 
notwithstanding this, we do not hear 
them say that they are disgusted with 
wool growing and that they are going 
out of tbe business. True, this has 
been an off year. Such cases hapi>en 
in all branches of agriculture. Hew 
are the wheat raisers? Are they com 
ing out ahead this year? Not much. 
Are they in a better fix? No. How 
do the tradesmen thrive? Badly. Now, 
suppose all those people *‘gbt disgusted”  
with their respective trades and voca­
tions just because they struck a bad 
season and decided to “ quit tbe busi­
ness.”  What occupation would they 
go into? Let the Texas ffockmaster 
conepare notes with bis farmer friend, 
his merchant friend, and then decide 
whether he is worse o ff than anybody 
else. Tbe man who sticks to tbe one 
single object in life, be it raising sbeep, 
planting wheat or tending to tbe coun­
try store, generally succeeds. Stick— 
by all meant, stick !

Tb e  Texas fall clip (wool) is coming 
forward to sòme extent and sold in 
round lots at prices ranging from 150 
17̂  cents per pound. This is not as 
bad aa was expected. Tbe wool mar­
ket is by no means, active, as the de­
mand is moderate and altogether for 
the better grades.

I  am of the opinion that we are to 
have a better market from this on. 
Prices may be quoted firm at tbe fol­
lowing range :

To the Editor of the Live Stock Jonrnal: 
Thinking a few items from this sec­

tion might be of interest, I  subjoin the 
following:

There are several thousand sheep in 
tbis, the south end of Hamilton coun­
ty, and sheep are in most cases in fíne 
condition and will go into the winter 
very fat. W e have had a three months’ 
drouth, which caused water to become 
a little scaaee, but otherwise occa­
sioned no serious result. But little 
scab is met with in this county, and 
what there is will be dipped out imme­
diately. Ouly a few small llockmas- 
ters will shear this fall, thinking a 
warm\cokt for winter Is better than 11 
to 14 cents per pound, which is nearly 
the same as giving it away.

I would like to make a lew remarks 
concerning the tariff question, but as I  
am not very well acquainted with the 
tariff business I  had bet ter‘desist, but 
here are a few questions which I  would 
like some person well acquainted with 
this tariff’ machine would answer. 
Should all the raw wools of Mexico, 
South America and Australia be sold 
in our markets, who and to what ex­
tent would it hurt? Would we have 
to pay a higher price for a suit of woof- 
eu clothes? In a word, would we have 
to pay more or less for everything con­
sumed, if there was free trade in every­
thing? I  am well aware all the writers 
claim that it would be much bette|rfor 
8h«*epmen if the tariff of 1862 should he 
restorid. The government baa to he 
run, to be sure, but if I  am not mis­
taken the money pa d to revenue offi­
cers would do something towards rut- 
ning¡the government. But perhaps I 
am spoiling paper to no eff’ect, and to 
conclude I  will say, all the property I 
have any claim on to amount to any­
thing is sheep, and all that happen to 
read this rambling article can see it is 
the for sake of information alone that 
it was written.

A t a meeting of the wool growers 
and business men of McCulloch county, 
Texas, pursuaut to call, at Brady City, 
Saturday, September 27, at 2 o’clock, 
p.m., Mr. Ben Linton was chosen 
chairman and Mr. E. C. Saunders 
elected secretary.

On motion of Mr. J. P. Sheridan, a 
committee of three was appointed by 
the chairman, consisting of J. C. Saun­
ders, J. P. Sheridan and W . H. Mel­
vin, to prepare and report resolutions 
expressive of the sense of the meeting.

The committee, through its chair­
man reported the following resolutions, 
which were adopted by the meeting, 
Mr. G. L. Beaty voting no :

W h e r e a s , The prosperity of the 
wool growing industry has been se­
riously injured by the late reduction 
of the duty on foreign wools, and as it 
is contemplated by certain men now 
seeking congressional honors to (if pcs. 
sible) came a still further reduction ; 
and

W h e r e a s , W e believe the reduction 
then made has, in a great measure, 
been detrimental to the general inter­
ests of the country, and that a further 
reduction would greatly retard the 
growth of and probably ruin our own 
and other great industries that mate­
rially assist in making this the great 
nation that it is ; and 

W h e r e a s , W e believe the prosper­
ity of the people of this country, up to 
the time of the-recent reduction, was 
unequaled in the history of tbis or any 
other people, and that the demand was 
not made by them, but agitated first 
by disaffected politicians, hopng by 
imposing upon their credulity to thus 
advance their own personal intérêts; 
and ^

W h e r e a s , We, the wool growers 
and business men of McCulloch county 
here assembled, know the late rediue* 
tion of the duty on imports and the 
uncertainty as to the policy that »will 
he pursued by the next congress has 
already seriously injured our business ; 
and

W h e r e a s , We believe the time has 
passed toackuowledge fealty to any po­
litical party for what it has been, but 
should do so ouly when it may agree 
\ïith our views on the main issue* of 
the day, and that we believe it a man’s 
duty to vote for those measures (or the 
men who advocate them) that he be­
lieves w ill nearest advance his own in­
terests and that o f the country, with­
out regard to any political party, and 
that be but asserts bis intelligence in 
(bought, freedom and independence in 
action by so doing ; and 

W h e r e a s , We believe congress, 
cbould not reduce the rates of duty oh 
imports into the United States upon 
articles that are raised or produced 
here, but guarantee rather that no fur­
ther reduction shall be made, that cap­
ital may not fear to invest and that 
manufactories may spring up over the 
land until competition shall be so great 
and the supply so large that tariff laws 
would be without effect, and this might 
thus be done and it would be gradual 
as not to injure any industry ; and 

W h e r e a s , J.-D. Sxyers, a candidate
for congress jn this distiict, „gaj 8 that
had “ I  been in congress I  would have

Having been requested by your trav­

eling agent to give a few items from 
this county (Callahan), will endeavor 
to comply.* I  find that the herds gen­
erally are not in condition to enter the 
winter, and why? In  many cases it is 
bad management and in some force of 
circumstances. My four years’ expe­
rience has taught me that the herder 
and his herding has as much to do 
with the appearance and success of a 
flock as anything else, and now the 
lambs are weaned, extra care and,the 
best grass should be given them, as 
sheep started into the winter fat; gen­
erally come out all right in.the spring. 
The scab is the greatest scourge we 
have, and the law should be amended 
so as to he plain and definite and allow 
no quibbling and misconstructions, es­
pecially the sections beariug on the 
limiting of infected herds.

Lease law and tariff s e ^  to be the 
questions of the day. Well, I  am sat­
isfied with anything that will give the 
she^epmen a raise. There is so much 
said about the morals of the male pres­
idential candidates that I would al 
most advise my fellow sheepmen to 
vote for Belva. I  am sure they would 
at least be in >tober company. Gov. 
Ireland paid our town a visit last 
Monday speech-making and the patri­
otic citizensof the county honored him 
with the “ fatted calf,”  in the shape of 
a barbecue, but I  am unable to say if it 
was all from patriotism. I  think the 
majority oi this county is for the lease 
law, if they know what it is. I  am 
ready to si^n any petition that will 
enable us toilpad a car withtheamount 
of freight 'tnat we are charged. I  
dim’t see why a discrimination should 
be made w ith sheep. W ith any othei 
freight a car is loaded to its capacity. 
A  '22.000 pound capacity car will not 
hold more' than 110 fair muttons, 
weighing here not over 10 000 pounds, 
yet we pay the same as though they 
were loaded,

One more point. W e would like to 
find some way to exterminate w*olves. 
They seem tone inersasing very rap-' 
idl3’ . One of my neighborslostsixteen 
headcf sbeep, I  think it was a night 
or two ago, and at the same time the 
wolves came into our corral, within 
sixty yards of the door, and killed tWo 
fine lambs, also a Vermont buck. I  
was just making an estimate of bow 
much we have lost by wolves in a little 
more than three years and find it 
reaches nearly |4U0. I f  the state would 
offer more bounty for scalps I  think 
more could or would be killed. There 
are two car-loads of bucks on sale at 
Baird; one (^r-load is from Addison 
county*, Vermont, all registered, and 
for sale by Bush & James, of tbis 
county.

FROM PARKER COUNTY.

A n  A ngora  G oat Ranch.

A  brief visit to Mr. T. H . Lewis’ 
Angora goat rao''b in Parker county, 
this week afforded the writer great 
pleasure and much information. Mr. 
Lewis has about 400 Angoras, 250 of 
which came from Mr. C. P. Bailey’s 
ranch in California last fall. They are 
all heavy shearers., He has raised 
150 kids this aeason, which is nearly 
one hundred per cent. The kids ate 
certainly the handsomest things we 
ever saw. They are white as snow, 
with hair hanging in silky little ring­
lets, about four inches in length. They 
are covered all over with hair. Their 
mcks, bellies, inside their legs down 
to and covering their kn^es, seme 
nearly* to the ankle joint. Even their 
foreheads are covered with mohair 
We saw grades nearly so well covered 
with mohair, and pronounced them a 
triumph in the art of breeding. Goats 
tliat will, like these, shear from four to 
seven pounds of mohair, readily sala  ̂
ble at from 40 to 60 cents per pound, 
and'raise 100 per cent increase, are cer­
tainly much more profitable than 
sheep, i f  they were even as liable to 
disease and death, but taking into con­
sideration the fact that that they don^ 
have diseases and only die of old age, 
there ia.no poanble question but that 
percentage o f profit ia largely in their 
favor. W e predict that raiaii)g Angora 
shearing goats w ill be oney'nf the lead­
ing industries of tbis state.

Planter’s Journal.
A short time since, the writer hav­

ing business in New Orleans, took the 
Queen and Crescent route to the 
Southern metropolis, desiring to make 
the trip over the splendid New Or­
leans and Northeastern by daylight. 
In the evidences of thrift, enterprise 
and progress which dotted ever and 
anon the line of road along its whole 
length were seen the fruits of this 
great inter-state thoioughfare. Smooth 
track, elegant coaches and gentle­
manly conductors conduce ty thejust 
popularity of the Queen and Crescent, 
and the ride across the twenty-mile 
trestle, fanned the while by the re­
freshing, soft, sea breeze, is worth half 
the cost of the trip.

The business in New Orleans con­
cluded, a visit made to the Illinois 
Central oflSce, where Major Coleman 
placed us under special obligations for 
favors, we were soon skimming along, 
with the smoothness of a sailing bird, 
over the tracks of the Illinois Central, 
destined for a short stay at Wesson, 
our special object being to illustrate 
the possibilities of the t8euth in the 
manufacturing line by a sketch of the 
Mississippi Mills at. Wesson. The 
comfortable coaches and easy move­
ment of the train made the trip one of 
unalloyed pleasure. The I. C. is not 
equalled by any road in the South, 
perhaps, and has few superiors among 
the railroads of the world.

Arrived at Wesson, the view of the 
splendid pile of buildings composing 
the Mississippi Mills was a genuine 
surprise; while no small affair wa»ex­
pected, it far surpassed any idea form­
ed. The town of W.essou itself is 
made up largely of the eraijloyes of 
the mills, and is located on the Illinois 
Central railroad |n a bigh-and healthy 
pine region in boplah county, having 
a population of about 2000.

The Mississippi Mills in the manu­
facturing department consists of two 
immense buildings—Mill No. 1 and 
Mill No. 2, as they are designated. 
But before proceeding to nolioe the 
buildings and machinery, it will not 
he out of place to trace the history of 
the enterprise—one of the largest 
manufacturing establishments ih the 
South, and than which none more 
complete or successful exists in the 
United States ; this may sound extrav- 
gant, but it is a fact.

The Mississippi Manufacturing Co., 
in 1871 sold the then cotton and woolen 
mill at Wesson to John Hardy & Co., 
of New Orleans, being unable to carry 
on the business pn fitahly. Captain 
W illiam Oliver, a good engraving of 
whom graces our fronthspage this 
month was a member of the firm of 
John T. Hardy & Co., and went to 
Wesson to take charge of the factory. 
A  new corporation was organized and 
chartered as the Mississippi ^lills, 
with John T. Hardy as President and 
William Oliver as secretary* and treas­
urer. Captain Oliver has sole charge 
of the enterprise, giving it bis undi­
vided attention, in every department. 
The Mills succeeded from the first, 
and was making monev rapidly when 
destroyed by fire in 1873. This would 
have disccureged an ordinary man, 
aud did have this effect on Mr. Hardy 
and other stockholders. They were 
unwilling to put the necessary capital 
into a new mill, but Captain Oliver 
never doubted the ul,timate success of 
the euterpiise, and succeeded in en­
listing ( ’ol. Ed. Richardson, the cotton 
king of the Houth in it. As a result, 
the interest of Hardy and others was 
purchased by Ccl. Richardson, who 
then became the owner of considerable 
more than a majority of the stock. 
The capital of the old corporation had 
been $250.000. It was increased to 
$344,000. Col. Richardson being elect­
ed president, and Captain Oliver sec­
retary and treasurer, which position 
be continues to fill with eminentcredit 
to himself and of great profit to the 
mills. Col< Richardson also continues 
to fill the office of president. What is 
now known as M ill No. I  was at once 
built—1873. Tbis mill contained seven 
sets of woolen machinery and about 
4000 cotton spindles. The same suc­
cess which characterized Captain 
Oliver’s management of the former 
company crowned his efforts now, 
only in increased ratio to the greater 
facilities and more ample capital, and 
two years later it  was determined to 
build another factory, to be known as 
Mill No. 2, increasiDg the number of 
cotton spindles to 9000. In  1883 the 
machinery in the aaills was reorgan­
ized and rearranged, thereby gaining 
room without rekuildiug for six addi­
tional sets o f woolen machinery and 
2300 cotton spindles, thus giving the 
MUsissippi Mills at present thirteen 
sets of woolen maebiDerv and 1>,500 
cotton spindlen. A  set of woolen ma­
chinery consists of three large woolen 
cards, one mule for spinniBg of about 
400 spindles, and many other appur­
tenant machines such as pickers, 
grinders, openers, finishers, ete.. nee- 
rseary to turning out the finished 
jeans and eassimeres. FK*e hundred 
looms are required to eonvert the pro­
duct of these 11,500 spindles and thir­
teen^ sets o f woolen machinery ihto 
cloth, besides a number o l maohiBes 
for making rope, twice, ete. AboOt 
23d ot these loom» are runofwnciens 
and the balance of cotton goods, mostly 
oelored.

Of course, the dyeing department is 
extensive and oompiete; and here in 
this department is found one c f the 
secrets of soeeesa of the Mississippi 
Mills. Only the poorest and best ma­
terials are usfd, and the most minute 
pains taken lu using them.

Mill No. 1 is a three story brick, 
347x50 feet, with a two story exten- 
sioiQ 10Qs30 ihet.

M ill N a  2, a main boildiag, is of 
brick, thice storiCa high, 212x50 feet.

I If^per room, three etoriei high, 90x40

feet; tower eight stories-high, from 
which a msgnifioent view is obtained 
of Wesson and the surrounding pie* 
turtsque country.

As becomes a mill o f first-class ap­
pointments in all other respects, ttie 
power of the Mimiesippi Mills is the 
best money oouid procure. Mill No.
1 is driven by a Harris-Corlis engine 
of 200 horse power, while No. 2 is 
driven by the aame nottd make of 
250 horse power. These magnificent 
engines are supplied with steam from 
batteries of four boilers each of 300 
horse power.

Last year water works were built, 
bringing water one and a fourth miles 
from a never-failing freestone spring 
creek to the mills. A  splendid pump 
at the source forces the sparkling water 
through pipes into an immense tank 
and reservoir, overcoming a differ­
ence in altitude of 110 fe*̂ t. From the 
r€servoir, water is forced into tanks 
at the top of towers 120 feet high. 
From these tanks pipes run through­
out all the buildings, and every six 
feet on theee pipes is a fire plug. In 
case of a lire, as soon as the beat 
reaches 120 deg. Farenheit, these plugs 
melt out and streams of water are 
loosed upon the fiamee below. Every 
precaution is taken to prevent the 
spread of the fire and to extinguish 
it in its iscipiency. And it seemed to< 
us that it would Se next to impossible 
for the buildings to burn, as theee au­
tomatic sprinklers run in tripple ro-ws 
through every room.

One of the cardinal principlee of the 
g^overnment of the mills is cleanli­
ness, and it is enforced so zealously 
that a lady could make the rounds of 
the immense establishment from the 
eighth story in the tower to the en­
gine room in the basement without 
fear of soiling her skirts.

In addition to Mill No. 1 and Mill 
No. 2 there is a two-story brick store­
house 64x120 feet, wherein are kept 
manufactured goods, and from which 
shipments are made ; also a brick 
warehouse, 80x180 feet, 26 feet story, 
capable of holding over 5000 bales of 
cotton.

The ipills employ on an average 850 
handn, using 4200 bales of cottou and 
1,000,000 pounds of wool per annum. 
Most of the wool used is fine Merino 
wool, about 500,000 pounds coming 
from TeXa.s, the balance being pur­
chased iu tho neighboring counties 
and adjoining states.

The best and purest materialsi are 
used in every department of mani^fac- 
ture, thus accounting for the superior­
ity of the goods aud their national 
popularity. For the Mississippi mills 
are daily filling orders from every 
state in the Union—from the Lakes to 
the Gulf and from the Atlantic to the 
Pacific. A t the Centennial Exhibi­
tion their goods took the premium 
over those of every other manufac­
turer of the entire world.

When running at night, as is fre­
quently found necessary to catch up 
with orders, the woolen, weaving and 
lapper rooms are lighted by electricity. 
The remainder of both mills is lighted 
throughout with gas.

The average pre^uction of cloth is 
about 460,000 yards a month—150,000 
woolen and 250,000 cotton, besides im­
mense quantities of yarns, rope aud 
sewing tbiead. As indicating the 
amount of the last article enumerated, 
the mills were filling while we were 
there two orders for 20,000 pounds each 
for sewing thread, such as is used iu 
stitching canvass, from San Francisco, 
Cal.

The mills have never stopped ten 
hours at a time in ten years from acci­
dent. As soon as a piece of machinery 
is found to be wearing it is replaced by 
a new one, made in the complete ma­
chine and wood shop and foundry 
which stands hard by the main mill. 
Duplicates of> the parts liable to break 
are usually kept on hand.

The Mississippi mills have as fine 
a corps of trained operatives as can be 
found in any factory of like iu the 
world. They are devoted to the mills 
and are diligent and faithful in their 
work. They have been drawn from 
all parts of the state of Mississippi, and 
many a poor widow with little chil­
dren to suppoi^ has found there an 
asylum and a iraioing place for her 
children to grow up into industrious 
and useful men am! women.

The splendid publie school at Wes­
son, which isopeu nine rnontiis in tlie 
year, is su pporitd'mainly by taxes paid 
by the mills.

Over three hundred and fifty stylos 
of cotton and woolen goods are manu- 
faciured at the Mississippi mills, an«'* 
so complete is the systeuj of saaiple» 
employed that a merebaut iu bis 
counting room in any part of the 
Union can onler goods as intelligently ‘ 
and ►atisfactorily va if at the factory.

Fully $LlKiO,000 is invested in ihi-* 
enterprise in buildings, machinery 
and stock. No new capital bas been 
put in the enterprise since 1873, and 
the present magnificent business rep­
resents only the capital invested and 
reinvested profits.

The merchants and consumers of 
the South aud of the whole world will 
have the opportunity of seeing the 
^oods of the Mississippi mills display­
ed collectively, as they will have a fine 
exhibit at the World’s Industrial aud 
Cotton Centennial )[£x position;

The purpose of this article is to il­
lustrate by a socceesful Boutbern fac­
tory the possibilities of manufacturing 
in the South—to show that, with capi­
tal and pluck and enterprise it is boundi 
to pay. The eonditions at Wesson are 
not superior to or unlike ten thousand] 
other situatioDs in the South. Let 
those who doubt visit the Mississippi, 
miHs and witness the great suocesa 
that awaiila proper effort.

As intimated at the opening of tbis 
article, there has been a master'-hand at 
the beW  there these ten years of un­
precedented success for the Mississippi. 
mUle—a hand directed by aclear head, 
astute >udgmeDt and single hearted 
purpose. “ Peace hath her viotosies 
DO less wenowntd than war,!’ aud be 
who ^veets and carries to suocesa a 
great industrial enterprise is no lesa to 
be honored than the general who 
weiUs an army and plucks violory 
from seeming defeat.

Stcretary aud Txeflsuser and 
General Manager of the Mississippi 
mills, was born in the state of Georgia, 
in Twiggs county, in the year 1839. 
W hile a meralad, he entered a store 
as elerk at a salary ol$5. a month, hla 
father in 18.TS having remi>Ved to Bar­
bour county, Alabama, anif engaged 
in planting near Eslsula. Bo assida- 
ously did the yontbful Oliver a jfily 
himself to busintas and so faitbSuliy 
consult the beat interests o f hU em- 
nloyers, that we soon find him reeeiv- 
Ing about the highest ifagse paid 
clerxa in those days—$50 pier saouti«. 
In  1849, with the savings fruaa his r«l- 
ary and araie assiatance ; from his 
father, we find him engaglmi in busi­
ness cu his own account lii Eufaula. 
The same qualities that ma(le him val­
uable and esteemed as a elerk served 
him likewise in hia owfi boalnas.

of our sketch sold his interests In Eu­
faula in 18&3 and moved to the new*- 
country, opening a merchandise eatab- 
hahment at Mluden, La., Claihorns 
parish, now Webster parish. In  1856, in 
oonaection with Mr. Brafce, he opened 
another store at Trenton, La ,and con­
tinued successfully in businese at both 
points until “ war’s dread alarum”  In 
1861 called the men of the Sooth to the 
defense of their homes and property. 
Capt. Oliver was aseigned to duty in 
the commissary department, with 
rank of captain, his experience and 
success as a business man being deem­
ed of more value in this department 
than his services at th«» front. P e r t ly  
after the close of the war, in 96^^ 
Capt. Oliver went to New Orleans and 
engaged in ihe cotton commission 
business with J^hn T. Hardy A  Co. 
For six years the firm did a sucoeseful 
business in New Orleans, which 
brings us up to the period when they 
bought and began tho operation of the* 
Mississippi mills at Wesson.

District Com t—French Merinoa— 
Sulphur and Salt for Scab— ‘ 

W ill  Organize.

District court is in session here this 
week and I  am here to intehriew 
stockmen who are expected to be in 
attendance. My idea is to ascertain 
their views as to the present condition 
of the stock interests and to get the 
benefit o f suggestions from them that • 
are likely to prove- o f value to stooik- 
men generally. Incidentally I  expect 
to present the claims o f the L iv e  
Stock Jo u r n a l , with the view to ex­
tending its circulation and corres­
pondingly increase its usefulness.

So far, r  have had the pleasure Of 
con\ersiDg with but few wool groveerf. 
Among those I have met, 1 mention 
Mr. J. F. Butler, who with his big 
brother, H. C. Butler, has a shec-jp 
ranch on Cottonwood, in this county, 
about nine miles east) from Anson.
The Butler brothers have 1000 head of « »
French Merino sheep and will use only 
French Merino rams ihe next season, 
provided they can secure them. Their 
idea is to breed for mutton as well an 
wool. They think the French Merj- 
Doe are about what they need. Their 
sheep are in fine condition and their 
range good.

Mr. C. Thorapkins was formerly à 
wool grower in Williamson çcunty, 
near Taylor. He now resides in thin 
county,where he is principally engagedl 
in raising horses. He also has a .herd 
of cattle in Menard county. When h^ 
first moved up here he brought w iili 
him a lot of pure blood Spanish Meri­
no ewes, known as the Bush sheep 
from Cherokee county. He became 
convinced, however, that they were 
too fine and too delicately constituteit 
for range purposes and he sent them 
back to Maj. Bush, who is holding 
them now in Cherokee. In  conversa­
tion to-day with Mr. Thompkins hej 
mentioned to me an interesting expei 
liment he made with iiis flock, which 
I  must repeat for the benefit of wool 
growers generally. He had an idea  ̂
that if he would feed his iloek regular­
ly and constantly with sulphur, mixed 
one part sulphur to three parts o f salt, 
be would be able to laugh a«) scab. He 
tried tbis plan and for nearly a year 
hud no sign of scab in hla flocks, al- ; 
though frequently exposed to it. In 

: the fall of lastyiar Major Bu.<̂ h visited ;
him and advised hijfi to (p4itthe use of 

[the sulphur, his idea lieiug that its*
I tendency to.open the ports of the skin  ̂
would result *iii giving cqjds to the 
sbe*p. In deference to the wishes of 
Major Bush, wbo was interested in*the 
sheep, the sulphur wim discontinued 
fs to all but five ewfs. To them the 
suipbuV was fed on without luterrup- 
tion. In a few weeks the scab devel­
oped badly in the main ilock, but the 
sulphur fed ewes escaped. Mr. Tbomj)- 
kins began to feed sulphur to his main 
flock alter the scab was developed, and 
in a few weeks bad not only checked 
the spread of.tbedisease, but w*hen he 
went to shear in the spring, found all 
the scab cured'up and the wool grow­
ing nicely on the old scab spots.

Hence hiacouclusioB, ¿hat the use 
of sulphur with salt, regularly aud 
o/>ustaiitly, will prevent scab in the 
first place, or will cure it after its de­
velopment, without dipping.
