Theeounty aeatof Y onngoun ty  is 
sitoated in a lovely valley of Salt creek 
of about four by eight niHes in extent, 
three miles north oí the nearest point 
of thd  Brazos rive», «^circled by a de 
tached chain of hills of varied height 
and outline, thei^^ennmits and aides 
adorned with a  Itoreat growth. W ithin 
the valley are the isolated Bine, Geld 
and Twin mountalna. From about the 
base of the la tter ia now the town, on 
high oak and elm forest shaded 
groundf, naturally so smooth that no 
necexity exists for either tu t  or fill, 
andeo gently sloping in every direc­
tion as to g iv e  perfect self drainage. 
To-day the town is handsomely laid 
out, with streets, alleys and lota of 
usual width, with beantifol nsidenoes 
and s'ores, with a population to-day of 
6800,

In  1874. Col. E  S Graham laid out 
tha town. There was at tha t time few 
houses, if any, and all Graham was 
known for was her salt mines. I t  was 
in this year tha t the county was re-or­
ganised and m ^ e , sub.^otantial by .the 
election of covmty' c ffi ;er8. In  this 
same year Donohue Beckman and a 
few others began to build, and to-day 
the work of these men are synonimsof 
sweoeas. One to go back ten years a*;o 
and compare it with Graham of to-day 
could hardly believe it.

-In short, there was 
no reason to suppose a blockade could 
exist. The effect of all this trouble 
will be a loss of - confidence in the 
range cattle business where i t  is not 
backed by aufficient land awnership 
to support the stock running on the 
range.

To-day it is noticeable that many 
of the herds heretofore^grazing on the 
opeUiUnelaimedi landa of (Uncle -Sam 
uel are obliged to .move -on. The 

' man with the hoe goes -^forwaid and 
the free range recedes and .only «those 
can remain who have 4}laced good 
money in dir-t, while thoae who «have 
squandered their profits ,are noW 
hunting «far range.

Let the changes -take iplaoe by a 
gradual .process and no one is h a r t -  
let the (fighting over cattle transit con­
tinue a short time long«:,)aQd thegov 
em inent will have to keep tftie peace 
by caAcelllHg all leases and b y  enact­
ing a herd law that will iceep men 
from shontlBg while off their individ- 
nal claims. There are changes taking 
place not called for on the bill of fare, 
ehanges that men bring upon them ­
selves by iuconsiderate action 
bawd upon the assumption tha t the 
people of ihe United States will submit 
to the blockade of hundreds of thon- 
sands of acres of publig lands that 
some few individuals may raise a steer 
to the hundred and fifty acres for their 
own profit and advantage, all public 
convenience and other considerations 
to be overlooked.

The transfor of cattle to Northern 
pnblio ranges where they were ma­
tured was of benefit to Texas, to the 
purchasers also, and to the public at 
large, beoauee the extra meat so pro­
duced, did fmrm a  great factor in 
making the whefie supply, and its 
stoppage Is going tocnrtail production. 
Heretofore the steer in Montana did 
not have to be accompanied by the 
cow and yearling and two-year old to 
produce a beef, whereas, if the Tezss 
supply Is cut off, the breeding grounds 
of the North will have to carry more 
cattle to produce the same beef sup­
ply. The reeult will be ibore cattle, 
leas land, len  fkt stock; in  ebmrt, the 
ranchmen of the upper country will 
be in mneh the same pceition aa Texas 
is, without ihe land ownership to suiv 
port them. This will be the poeition 
if the ranges will produce calves to> 
th e  number ranchmen claim, or by a 
more gradual proeeee, the calf crop 
failing, tha herds will peter cut by 
shipment. In  any ease Texas will 
m aintain her grip on the  great beef 
prodnetion by accenting the  ncceesity 
to ik’.ten the trail herds W ith the 
crops now being harvested, this ought 
to be> en  esSy task In the  winter cf 
|L885 6,̂  and after this these will be no 
qaesticti of the future.

Fat 9u0 pound cattle have the com­
petition of three buyers where there 
is one for the canning grades. l a t h e  
coarse of a month we shail begin to 
get fiat cattle from the far West, and 
then there will be strong competition 
against even the best r f  Texas stock.

I  wish Texas cattlemen would 
change their methods a good deal 
They m ight make many changes 
withont much trouble, and it is toler­
ably certain tha t some cdianges in 
method will have to be made in order 
to keep abreast of the times. The great 
change which is especiallv pressing 
ia in marketing beef. Now Texas 
maikets ber vast beef crop in a lamp, 
so to speak, in the middle of the sum­
mer. She will never serve her best 
purpose as a beef-raising state nntil 
her stockmen so change their meth­
ods as to be able to send beef to mar­
ket twelve months in the year.. There 
are ways by which this can be brought 
about. Who will solve the problem ? 
Some day, between hay, corn, other 
field feed and grass, Texas will be rep- 
r^ented  every week on the fat eattle 
market. When and how can it b ^ t  
be brought about. I t  mu^it come. Tbe 
only question is, “ How ?”

W o o l  M a r k e t .
The Boston Advertiaer of the 10 h 

inst. contains the following :
“The market has been more active. 

A more general inquiry has been 
made by manufacturers and more in ­
terest showm by them than~for some 
time. There has been an advance in 
unwashed and unmerchantable and 
staple wools of about 1 cent per pound 
over last week, and manufacturers 
have bought these very freely. An­
other feature of the market has bien 
more confidence on the part of deal­
ers, commisiion men and^ buyers of 
wool in the values now prevailing. 
It is evidently thought that for some 
descriptions prices are at bottom. 
The country continues also to point to 
this, and prices there are relatively 
higher than here. Attiacted, no 
doubt, by the low prices for delaine 
wools (pjoted last week, quite a delé 
gallon of Philadelphia worsted spin­
ners have arrived here and aie in the 
market to contract ahead for delaine 
wools at the prices referred to, but it 
cannot be done, for dealers prefer to 
take tbeir chances of the ml^ket.

Dime fashion, they say, fs 
mighty queer in her notions as to 
what high-toned people and their fol­
lowers should do and should not do a t 
Certain seasons of the year. There is 
no accounting for her whims and va- 
garlee, but I can see through her latest 
edict without puzzling my brain in 
the least. The haut ton have no money 
for idleness and extravagance. ' No, 
nor iven for comfort. But few people 
are leaving the city. Yes, times are a 
little hard, aud it the poor, discouraged 
flockmaster of the Lone Star State is 
not drawing any great amount of 
money from his fi..ck, be cm  derive 
some consolation from the fact that 
our business men and property owners 
up here are also having a hard time to 
make both ends meet. Bankruptcies 
and assignments are by no means nu­
merous up here. I t  is only by good 
mansgement and practicing self de­
nials that they succeed in keeping 
their nose above water.' 'ihe East is 
worse cffln  this respe, t than we are, 
and will take longer time to return to 
prosperity than we will.

In  my rambles among woolmen and 
wool dealers I hear a great deal about 
dull times and,Uke future prospects 
that causes one’s thoughts to fl) w nat­
urally in the channel which my Faber 
No 2 has spread above.

That degree of buo;$aucy as charac­
terized the proceedings in the wool 
market 0ft reported in these letters was 
not so marked the past few days as 
ht>retofore, still it must not be inferred 
from this that the wool market ?vas be 

S!;:ipQe dull. I t  baa not. True, the re­
ceipts for the week now ended have 
fallen oil some, but are still large and 
business is quite lively. The boom 
has not subsided and is good for many 
months to come. Prices on desirable 
fleeces were firmer if not higher a id  
we sold all we got.

The supply of Texa« sheep was not 
very large, yet this did not help prices 
in the least. The quality was not 
very good, the bulk consisting of sheep 
in fair flash, while the demand was 
altogether for good fat muttons. Then, 
too, reporta from New York and other 
p lots were highly unfavorable to the 
buying Interest.

D e\r iSSr—There seems to be a gen­

eral diapoaition on the* part of flock- 
masters all over the ooantry to get oot 
of the woo! growing boalness a t almost 
any price. Sheep are off wing for sale 
everywhere at one-fourth of the price 
they would have readily commanded 
bat a very short time ago, and even at 
these figures buyers are not very nn- 
merons.

W hy such exceedingly low prices 
for sheep should obtain in this state, 
or why wool growers should be so 
despsrately anxious to sell out, re­
quires some more plausible explana­
tion than the mere reduction in the 
price of wool. That the reduced price 
of wool should be a matter ef suffi­
cient moment to the Western wool 
grower to induce him to change his 
business seems reasonable enough, 
but ihia vjfgy fact that owing to the 
great reduction'In the price of the 
staple, the Northern sheep raiser on 
bis high-priced land deems it advisa­
ble to market his Ismbs, fatten and 
and dispose of his floclft and then 
turn bis attention to some other, 
and at present more profitable depart­
ment of husbandry, ought to encour­
age the Texas sheep raiser whp has 
sense enough to look a little beyond 
bis nose, to persevere in his business.

This insane desire to get rid of sheep 
at any price is certain to produce one 
result and that is to reduce immensely 
the amount of ' wool grown in the 
country, and as a natural consequence 
as soon as the general depression of 
business is over and the demand for 
manufactured goods begins to in­
crease^ there wiU be a shortage in the 
supply of the raw material, prices will 
advance and the “golden hoof" of 
which we heard so much a few years 
back will regain its popular favor; 
then the flockmaater who had grit 
enough to hold on to his sheep 
through the season of adversity, or 
who had sense enough 4o know that 
the time to buy was when everybody 
was anxious to sell, will reap a rich 
reward.

Probably the real reason why so 
many sheep are for sale, at such low 
figures, is not so much that the busi­
ness does net pay ;* at least a good 
living; and what busine s has done 
muchmore^of late? but that the own­
ers of sheep are very generally suffer­
ing from w h atijc  >mmonly designated 
“financial embarassment." This does 
not at first sight appear to be a very 
encouraging point in connection with 
the business, but before passing Judg­
ment on the long suffering wool bear­
ers, let us see if there may not be some 
extraneous reasou for the impecuniou^ 
condition of the average “pastore " A 
little observation is all that is needed to 
convince anyone that the man with a 
small flock, say 1560 to 2000 head, who 
has his land or part of it fenced, who 
has been in the habit of providing 
winter feed for his flock, and who is 
not in debt, is making a comfortable 
living, and is not advertí ing his sheep 
for sale. On the other hand the man 
(and it is a very sad f.ict that he is 
numerous) <who borrowed money to 
buy six dollar sheep, wbo bought 
large bodies of land on time, and who 
of course has had to do a credit busi­
ness all the way through,fi ads that old 
12 per cent is too much for him, and 
sees that he must liquidate in the best 
way he can.

I t is an “ower true tale" that tco 
many Texas flockmasters beguiled by 
the large profits of a few years ago and 
imagining that these profits were to 
continue always, le l astray too, by the 
facility with which money could be 
borrowed, and too ambitious to be con­
tent with doing a profitable business 
on a small scale, allowed themselves to 
be led into the snare above indicated, 
and now they find tha t although the 
value of their property, and their in­
come has dépréciât sd fifty per cent,their 
interest account looms up in  more 
appalling proportions than ever. The 
condition of their businessis such lha( 
with the heavy payments of interest 
to meet, they are running at a lose, and 
the longer it continues the more they 
lose. They must sell— there is no help 
for it.

This state of affairs is no indication, 
however, that wool growing is not a 
good business in Texas to day . Let a 
man who will buy a range, fence it and 
put part of hia land into cnliivation, 
buy his sheep at the present prices, 
keep out nf debt and try  no short cuts 
to fortune, go into the wool growing 
business in this section and he cannot 
find a more pleasant and more profita­
ble business anywhere.

They have been bere and know 
what the demands of a mutton mar­
ket are; that a sheep, which if killed 
on the ranch at home, would make 
good mutton, it would only be in stock 
condition after riding 1000 to 1500 
miles. I t  is said and with good rea­
son that many Texas sheepmen who 
think a wether is necessarily a mutton, 
should come to market. They would 
learn that what many of them they call 
mutton flocks simply because they 
are wethers, are called stockers here, 
ana could be bought for very much 
less, often, than anybody would take 
fur them on the home range.

A 
case in po in t: Some three days since 
u firm of land agents in this city were 
OD tbe the point of oloeing a deal, in­
volving about 110,(KK> 00 worth of city 
property, but about the time tbe pa­
pers were in readiness for tbe signature 
it was discovered that the owner was 
not anxious to sell, and the transaction 
ftllto  the ground. Owners of large 
Ixidies of grazing lands are of late evin­
cing a strong desire not to sell but to 
form a co-operation, one of the incor­
porators putting in ,cattle  as agaiost 
Und. This but argues that .the faith 
in tbe coming boom for Dallas and 
the state at large is widespread,strong 
and hopeful. When no one cares to 
sell it means that every one (xnects 
better times. The expectation will 
realized; the boom is coming; it is 
almost here.

Kansas Range~Cattle on the Move.
^  Liiobe I.lve Stock Journal.

Ever Since ihe enormous influx of 
immigrati on to Western and South­
western Kansas, range cattle that up 
to this time have held undisputed 
sway in thls-sectionj are gradually 

'  and surely being crowded out of the 
state, as the rapid setllemeut of the 
country makes it so that the larger 
herds can no longer be held here and 
do well. Kauge stock to do well must 
have'free an i unlimited range to trav­
erse over, and lots of it; as tbe settle­
ments have gradually moved west­
ward, herds were compelled to move 
in advance of settlement, and while 
they were doing so, the free range was 
lessened and s ’oek multiplied so much 
so that ail could not subsist on the 
limited territory ’ that was iefb*fsr 
them, so a change of operation must 
of necessity take place, the overstocked 
ranges must be thinned out and cattle 
taken elsewhere. Among this num­
ber of Kansas ranchmen are the 
members of tbe Comanche County 
Pool OÍ Comanche county, who are 
forced to give up aU the range tb^y 
possess in the state on account of the 
rapid settlement of their former range 
The maj or portion of their cattle will be 
taken to Montana, the balance to the 
Indian Territory. J . M. Day, who 
had a good range in southeast Ford, 
will sell eft the greater poition of his 
20,000 stock, and drop the balance 
into the territory. Beverly Broe. will 
drop into the territory; Major Falls, 
holding the Harvey (^ttle, number­
ing upwards of 10,000 head, have gone 
to a Colorado range; R.< M. W right 
will send the bulk of his 5000 head to 
Northwest Colorado; Weeks Bros, 
will move their stock to Nebraska; 
Pierce,^Brown A  Dr., Lenthstrom, 
who ocenpied the Bluff creek range, 
will either sell ail of their fine im ­
proved stock or move to the Nentral 
btrip; Geo. Anderson, H i Kollar and 
a number of others that have bordered 
onto and partially ocodpied Kansas 
range will do so no more, and move to 
the territory or to the Neutral btrip 
Borne of the northeast ranc'rmen, such 
as A. H. B>jd and others on the 
Buckner and Pawnee, are either pre­
paring to mevd out or reduce their 
shocks, and so on uiit it each and every 
stockman has left ns altogether, or so 
reduced hU stock as to compare wi h 
tbe JandsTre actually owns. In  speak­
ing of these changes, it is with regret 
we think of^the forced move of gentle­
men, who in the past have been the 
main stay of the country, and who 
have lent a  hoping hand whenever 
i t  was needed.

Referring to your editorial in isene 
of July 11, which cautalns an intima­
tion tha t I  occupy an antagonistic a t­
titude towards Tex i», I  have to ssy 
that it is certainly a gratuitous pro­
duction of your own-imagini^on, as 
nothing whatever has occurred to 
warrant you or any one else in assum­
ing snch a position. There has been 
no secret conclave; neither has any 
memorial to the commissioner of In  
dian affairs been prepared, except as 
they may relate to the recently all» ged 
Indian troubles at Fort Reno, of the 
Cheyenne and Arapahoe agency. In  
this conuecUon I herewith enoloee for 
your loformation copy of a letter to 
Commissioner Atkins, which you will 
find does not io any way affhrd fooà 
for surprise to Texas stockmen; nor 
does it relate to a subject in which 
Texas is interested, except in a gen­
eral way. I  have always felt a deep 
interest in Texa.=, t ad particularly in 
her cattle industry, and ' my past rec­
ord will prove this. Frequently have 
I employed my time and money in 
her defense and as yet I have had no 
cccasion to "regret it, nor have I  had 
any inclination to depart from the 
course which I  have always pursued 
when considering Texas, or any sub­
ject cf interest to her. I  deny in broad 
terms any insinuation applied to either 
Mr. Fenlon or myself, that might be 
construed in the slightest degree as an 
action against Texas cattlemen. We 
have pastures and are buyers of Texas 
cattle; but net desiring to fully stock 
our ranges, have decided to utilize 
them by pasturing cattle for others. 
In  no sense have we interfered with 
the passage of Texas cattle to the 
North, and we bave taken p^ticuiar 
pains to so build our fences tha t herds 
might pass unmolested and without 
inconvenience.

This is not tbe first time that the 
T e x a s  L i v e s t o c k  J o u r n a l  has been 
mil tik i n in cocsiderirg Ihe subject of 
leases and Itssees, and it is but just 
that it now place right before the peo­
ple of Texas those who have labored 
conticiiaiiy for their interests.

The following is the letter to Com­

missioner A tkins: 
g iR :—We take the liberty of ad^  

dressing jou  on the euljcct cf Indian» 
leases, for ;the'reasrii that recently we 
have noticed many communications 
in the public preí^s making grave 
charges against the cattlemen in the 
Indian Territory, with regard to 
tbeir methods of prccuring leases, 
their treatment of the. Indians, and 
the desire of the Indians to be rid cf 
tbeir leases and lessees. The facts, 
briefly are ^bese Three or four years 
ago the exclusive revenue derived by 
the Indians of the bntire territory for 
the use of tbeir grez'ng lands did not 
exceed $20.0(0,  ̂ though tbeir country 
was then, as now, covered with cattle; 
but then the holders of those cattle 
were responsible to no one for their 
conduct concerning the usp of these 
lands. They being under no contract 
with, or legal liability to, the Indians, 
were mnph more caselees in tbeir 
treatment of them. Now the revenue 
from tbe grazing lands produce an­
nually to these Indians ever $350.000, 
which sum is as promptly and fairly 
paid to them in person, semi-annually 
as is the rental of any realty in any 
portion of the country. I t  is paid in 
the presence*^ of the agents, and 
we may eay that the money so 
paid them is, in the main, beneficially 
used by them. These leases, obtained 
during the last three or four years, 
were, In every instance, as is fully 
shown by the evidence taken before 
tbe Senate Committee on Judian af­
fairs last winter, negotiated and con- 
sumated openly, fairly and with the 
full concurrence of the ludians, after a 
thorough sifting of tbe facts by them 
and a full understanding of the terms 
and|condilions onr which they were 
granted, and at the lime of their exe­
cution the rental paid was the fuH 
market value of the use of the lands, 
as shown by the rentals received in 
Ttxaa and New Mexico for similar 
lands at the time. We further allege 
that the occupancy of these lands by 
the leases has, in a great measure, tend­
ed to eiviifza and teach the Indians to 
be more self reliant, by dealing with 
them and paying to them money 
which they could use as they saw fit ; 
that they are, with very few excep­
tions, still favorably disposed to the 
lessees and desirous of having the 
leases carried out in letter and spirit ; 
that the iatereets of the lessees <x>n- 
strainsthem  to treat the Indians-fairly 
t(Q^event the iHtroduction of spiritu- 
ootf liquors and firearms among them, 
ana to teach them to work, and, above 
all, to educate them up te a belief in 
and practice of the rule enunciated in 
the commandment, 'Thou shalt not 
steal.’ ,

“ We most emphatically deny that 
fraud, (K>rruptionjor crime was used or 
perpetrated in procaring thsss leases, 
or is now in maintaining them. Ws 
further state tha t nnder and by virtue 
of these leases at least $25.000,000 has 
been invested in  cattle in the territtny 
and that the ownws of this property 
are not foreign (»rporations and capi­
ta lly , but Americana and ciUsena of 
the United Statee, numbering many 
thousand neople and living in every 
state and territory.

"W e farther state that the varions 
charges brencdtfc*ialBot theee.leMees 
emanate from penooe aad  oorpora-

the public the territory, and to annnl 
the treaties with the various Indian 
tribes, granting them  this territory 
perpetually. _

**We farther say that when ihe gov­
ernment shall deem it best to throw 
open the territory and take it from 
these Indians, the leeseee will be first 
in obeying promptly and cheerfully 
whatever course the law shall point 
o u t B at till then they say they have 
rights which ought not to be trampled 
nnder foot a t the dictation of those 
who are nnacquainted with the facta.

"The all^;ation8 above made are fol­
ly corroborated by the testimony taken 
last winter by the senate committee, 
and by the same committee in their 
visit to the territory this summer.

" I t  is well known to all ciliz ms of 
the territory and others who have in­
vestigated the facts, that the present 
troubles with the Cheyennes and Ara- 
pahoee do not grow out cf the leasing 
of tbeir lands, cor are tbe cattlemen 
in any way responsible for them. The 
legal validity of these leases was re­
cently upheld by the Uuited States 
Circuit court in the eastern district of 
M isso o fi in tbe case of the United 
States ex reL B judinot vs. Hunter. 
They were made with the foimal con­
sent of tbe Indians, in good faith, and 
with the full knowledge and tacit con­
sent of the government. We therefore, 
pray that no extraordinary action be 
taken by your department until you 
have fully heard both sides. Very 
reepectfully.
