i The number of sheep in the United
. States is now larger than at any time
.since 1895 when, on Jan. 1, a total of
142,294,064, valued at $66,685,767, was
,shcwn. Statistics from the agricultural
department show the number of sheep
in the country Jan. 1, 1900, reached 41.-
1883.065, a gain of 2,768,612 over 1899.
{ The valuation of the flocks increased
[from $107,697,530 cn Jan. 1, 1899, o
1$122,665,913 on Jan. 1, 1900, which is
{the highest valuation since 1893 when a
[ total valuaticn of $125,909,264 was plac-
jed on 47,273,333 sheep. During the
[year 1899 the gain in numbers was
jabout 7 per cent, while the imcrease
lin valuation was 14 per cent. Ncw
Mcxico leads in the list ¢f sheep grow-
ing states, with a total of 3,973,439
isheep. Montana stands second with 3,-
884,179. Texas stands sixth with 2,416,-
721 sheep, valued at $4,448,039. Monta-
na mada the greatest gzin in the num-
ber of sheep during the year.

ANTI-TRUST ACT VALID,

Decision Rendered iu the Smupreme
Court in Staadard 0il Case,

In the United States supreme court
an opinion was handed down Monday
in the case of the Waters-Pierce Qil
| company, involving its right to do bus-

| iness in the state of Texas coutrary to
{ the provisions of the state anti-trust
{ laws of 1889 and 1895. The decision was
{ against- the oil company. ~
It was charged, among other things
that the Waters-Pierce company was
i a member of the Standard Oil trust,
| as organized in 1882, and various other
{ allegations were made, but the court
| did not enter upon a general .i srusion
of trusts, contenting itself wiih a dis-
cussion of the Texas laws as applica-
ble to this case. The opinion sus-
| tained the decisions of the state courts

| was thus opposed to the contentions of
the Oil company, but it did this upon
|the grounds that the state laws im-
yposed a condition which the Oil com-
pany had accepted, and hence was
| without ground of complaint.

The opinion was handed down by
Justice McKenna. Justice Harlan dis-

COWPEAS IN CORN.—The Arkansas
Experiment Station recently made
an experiment to determine the

The station planted
in 1898 five acres in Hickory King corn
cultivating the acreage in the usual
way. In June black cowpeas were
dropped 18 inches apart in the corn.

The corn yielded 253 bushels per acre,

a little less than the average crop.

FINANCIAL BILL PASSED.

Chief Features of the New Cur-
rency Bill Which Is Now a
Law—The Presideut’s

The recent death of
gallant Lieutenant Edgar F. Koehler,
of the Ninth U. S. Infantry, recalls
them one by one.

A rifle exploded six miles north of
Tarlac, in Manila. “Somebody laughed
and fled.” And the men of thé Ninth
infantry “picked. up their subaltern
dead.”

!  Young Lieutenant Koehler was trick-

ed to death in the thickets of Manila,
even as the young subaltern of the
First Shikaris in the jungles of India.

Behind the words “a rifle exploded”
lies the tale of treachery for which
6ur American soldiers have taken re-
venge as terrible as that which marks
the grave on the Pabeng River.

Six miles north of Tarlac, in Manila,
the men of the Ninth Infantry had
been told there were some hidden rifles,
rifles that they needed sorely in their
business of war.

When the idea fo securing the hid-
den rifles uppermost in his mind, Lieu-
tenant Koehler was open to any sug-
gestion ' from"™ any source. It came,
strange enough, from a Filipino, ap-
parently a deserter.

HELD AT FT. WORTH.

The breeder who lives in a
section where the soil is adapted to the
raising of alfalfa, or where, by a syslem
of irrigation, the crop can be grown suc-
cessfully finds that this is preferable Lo
all others for pasturage, while the breed-
er who has wheat, oats or barley obtains
equally good results from these crops. The
discussion of these topies enables 2a
breeder to instruct a customer, no differ-
ence from what section of the country he
comes, as to the best and satfest course to
prrsue in embarking in the swine busi-
ness.

The amount of work that has been done
by us during the past year has been con=-
| siderably heavier than in any previous
year. It has so happened that we have
larger number of
| cases, and that they have, in many cases,
| been of more importance on account of
| the character and stanaing of the defend-
| ants in some instances, and in others on
| acoount of the interest taken in the cases,
{ and in others on account of the complica-
| tions and length of time required. We
| have, as will be observed, had a large
| number of hung juries, and most instances
| of which are to be attsibuted to neighbor-
| hood prejudices, rendering it difficult to
select a jury free from antagonism exist-

| arawn.

|-We have to say that we believe the ef-
| fective work of the assoeiation steadily
| 8rows better and that it has become a

| ixture in the principal part of the terri- |

| tory in which the association operates, 80
| that it is considered in the nature of a
| public necessity. So far as we are able to
| observe ‘there is practically no prejudice
{in the minds of honest people against
prosecutions carried on by tne associa-
| tion.
| We again insist that the members of the
| Cattle Raisers’ Association comply with
{the law with reference te having their
| brands recorded, and inasmuch as the law
| pronibits the use of but one brand in orig-
inally branding cattle amnd makes other
provisions which must be complied with,
we think it wise for the executive comn-
mittee ¢of the association to take steps to
| induce the members of the association to
comply with the mark and brand law.
We think that the cattlemen ought to

take active interest to procure at the next |

meeting of the Legislature a repeal of the
present laws regulating the livestock in-
| dustry and the enactment of 2 new
| statute ypon the supject .covering tne
whole fleld of the livestock industry. The
| present statute is a conglomeration of en-
| actments that have been made and added
| to from time to time, and mapy of which
| are openly violated for the reason that a
| compliance therewith is impossible under
‘ present conditions; in other instances the
| greatest hardship is imposed in the way of
levying contributions for a mere formal
| and use¢less inspection; a great number of
| counties are exempt from certain provis-
ions of the law without any reasons what-
ever existing for the enforcement 'in the
oce county and the exemption in an ad-
| joiring county, and really most of the
i cattlemen would be surprised if they in
| fact knew what the provisicns of the
stock law are. For instance, the m_ark
and brand law is such that it is now held
by the Court of Criminal Appeals that it
i & person happens to have more than one
brand recorded, his brand can not be used
as evidence of ownership, and that if a
brand does not happea to be recorded in
| exact coraplignce with all of these varicus
provisions of the law, it is not admissible
in evidence as proof of ownership, 8o that
{it has often happened, and will coniinue to
| happen, unl!ess the law is changed, that
| the most glaring cases of theft go scol
| free on account of this incongruous con-
| glomeration of the enactménts of a score
| or more of Legislatures since 1846 down to
| the present time, and we therefcre empl'l;x-
size that an entirely new statute covering

| ditions of the livestock industry in. this
state. That this could be accomplished
through an organized effort of this asso-
ciation seems probable to us.

Terminal Charge Case at Chicago—
Briefly stated, the work in this case dur-
| ing the past year was the trial of the case
| upon demurrers, which was tried at Chi-
cago last May, before the United States
| Circuit Court, and the trial of the case
upon the facts last November. The court
overruled the demurrers of the -defend-
ants, but upon final hearing upon the
facts decided the case in favor of the rail-
roads, from which an appeal was taken

of Appeals. The record on appeal has
| just been filed, and is now in the hands of
| the printer to be printed, and as seon as
that is done will be ready for briefing.

In our last report we referred to the fact
of the arrangement whereby the Cattle
| Raisers’ Association, the Chicago Livestock
Exchange and the Interstate Commerce
| Commission were making this a joint
| fight, the object being to enforce the order
| of the Interstate Commerce Commission
| directing the railroads at
| cease and desist from making and collect-
{ ing said $2 terminal charge. That combi-
| nation and agreement was made with the
| object in view of carrying the case to the
| Suypreme Court of the United States, and
| this was based upon the opinion of Judge
| Prouty of the Interstate Commerce Com-
| mission, that the Supreme Court of the
! United States would decide the ecase in
| fayor of the findings of the Interstate
| Commerce Commission. 1n our last report
upon this subject we said: ‘““Mr. Prouty
| expresses the belief that the Circuit Court
» may decide agaist us, but is confident t!
| cn appeal to the Supreme Court of the
{ United States that court will sustain the
| right to recover.” We were
| agreeably surprised when the Circuit
{ Court held upon demurrer that our peti-
| tion setting up the findings of the Inier-
| state Commerce Commission and seeking
to enforce its order stated a cause of ac-
tion which, if proven, entitled us to a de-
cree enforcing that order. In faect, upon
! the hearing it was understoad that the
{ decision upon demurres was a decision of
| the case, but the raiiroads took time to
| file answers in the case and to have a
hearing upon the facts, which was had in
{ November: but at the hearing no evidenece
was introduced contradictory to the find-
ings of the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion, and the law makes those findigs
prima facie evidence, and we were unahle
to see how the court could decide differ-
ently to what it did upon the demurrers,
| nor can we now understand why the court
decided differently upon the final hearing
! to what it decided upon the demurrer, un-
i less the court changed its mind upon the
 law of the case. The decision, however.
| of the Circuit Court was never regarded
| of any controlling effect, except it would
determine who would be compelled to
| prosecute an appeal. The case is now in
| the Circuit Court of Appeals, and if that
i court decides against us we will carry it

&
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if it is decided in our favor the defendants
will carry it to the United States Sunreme
| Court, so that, ultimately, it is the Su-
preme Couft of the United States which
will decide the case. The case is a matter
of the very greatest importance, as a
matter of principle aside from the amount
of dollars and cents involved.

It is contended on our part that thae
| charge of $2 for delivering livestock to the
Union Steck-yvards is unjust and unrea-
sonable, because that service was em-
braced in the through rate of freight, and
the Interstate Commerce Commission held
that it was unreasonable,” because the
T'nion Stork-yvards was the proverty of
the railrcads, and they had no other facijli-
ties for unloading livestock, and that the
through rate included the service to that
point. The law declares all uniust and un-
reasonable rates to he unlawful, and pro-
hibits the same. and empowers the Com-
mission to decide what rates are reason-
able, and to order the railroads to desist
from collecting the same. makip~ their
findings prima facie evidence, ard the case
involves the power of the Commi=cirn to
do this. It has previously been held hy
the courts that (he Commission has no
power to fix rates, or to declare what rate
is reasonahle for the future:; so that the
present case involves the question as to
whether it even has the power to declere
! and to procure the courts to enforce its
declarations that an existing rate is un-
reasonable.

Congress a bill introduced in the House
by Congressman Kleberg of Texas, and
Senator Chilton in the Senate. to amend
the interstate commerce law anrd givn the
Commission the needed authority to fix
maximum and minimum rates, and we
