SEA ISLAND COTTON CROP.—A re­

port from Savannah, Ga., says: 
The sea island cotton growers of 

the South are about as interested in 
the declining tendency of the cotton | 
market at prsent as are the upland \ 
growers. Disturbances similar to those j 
in the upland market exist in the sea 1 
Island market, and during the last few i 
weeks prices in consequence have 
shown material declines. The demand | 
is uncovered only as the market re-1 
cedes, buyers having found that the | 
situation yields under the slightest! 
pressure.

Unfortunately for the growers of sea 
island the consumers of this cotton, 
that is, the trust composing all the bjig 
thread companies and other mills that 
use the finer grade, have it in their 
power largely to influence prices as 
they may choose. As an illustration 
it may be noted that while this ia the 
leading sea Island cotton market in the 
world, the trust has apparently allow­
ed a considerable stock to accumulate 
here, some 24̂ 380 bags, which it was 
thought by factors would be marketed 
in due time. Instead of coming here, 
however, the trust put its agents la the 
interior buying up all the cotton in 
sight, and left holders here with the 
“ bags’’ to hold. The insurance, storage 
and other charges of carrying, in view 
of the steadily declining prices, make 
the outlook anjThing but encouraging 
for the holder.

When the object of the big manipu­
lators became apparent the local trade 
decided to hold on to their cotton until 
the interior stocks were exhausted, 
w'hen they expected buyers to enter 
this market at factor’s prices. The 
contingency, however, was the ex­
hausting of interior stocks, which it 
seems are far larger than expected. 
More and more cotton seems to be de­
veloping weekly, and if this keeps up, 
the crop w ill run away ahead of expec­
tations. It Is already ahead of last 
year’s crop by a great deal. With big 
crop views entertained, and with the 
stock here 24,000, against 9000 last 
year, the lower level of prices may be 
weM understood. Present prices are:

“Betw’een Houston and the Rio 
Grande seems to be the most favored 
portion of the state for bee culture and 
the production of honey, but when 
properly attended to an aviary is a 
very profitable industry in any part of 
the commonwealth. Every month of 
the year produces its bloom from which 
the bee extracts honey, as does every 
rain or shower. Thus, the bee works 
continuously.

“Jennie Atchley, the celebrated ‘bee 
queen’ of the United States, after look­
ing all over the country ;or a scientific 
location for an aviary, located at Bee- I 
ville, where she is to-day engaged in ' 
tbe profitable industry’ of ra;sing choice! 
queen bees for the bee market. Of i 
course, she gives attention to the kin-* 
dred industries, but her main business ) 
is the raising and selling of queen bees 
to other aviaries. ■

IRON IN TEXAS.
A commendable measure pass- 

i d  by the legislature was that 
calling for a thorough test of 
the Iron Industry of the East Tex­
as penitentiary. While the state 
is going wild over oil. It is well to re­
member that Texas baa other great In- 
jflustrlea to be developed. Someof them 
of them may prove just a.s valuable as 
the great oil fields at Beaumont and 
Corsicana with tbelr millions of 
.Wealth.

As was conclusively shown In the In­
vestigation made by the legislative 
committee, althohgh the blast furnace 
kuitt by the state^has been nominally 
In operation for many years and thous­
ands of dollars have been expended 
on the extensive .pipe works, a thor­
ough test of the prolitableness of Iron­
making. under rea.sóna,ble conditions, 
has never been made by the state. 
Iron of excellent grade and first class 
Iron piping have L>en made but the 
enterprise has never been conducted 
on such business principles as would 
be found in any ordinary private en- 
t'Ti'rlse. A thorough test by tlie state 
Is due. If for no other purpose than to 
show what can be done.

Several years ago when Iron
was less in demand than at
the present time two private blast 
furnaces were built ct Rusk near the 
state furnace. But neither w'as kept iu 
operation for any length of tlm& One 

■ of them, a splendidly built and equip­
ped 60-ton furnace was run about two 
weeks, making easily 55 tons of good 
Iron per day. Then it was quietly 
closed down and it has been lying idle 
since. Why either of these furnaces 
.was closed down has never been made 
known to the public. Whether iron 
could not be made at a profit or wheth­
er some outside interests found it de­
sirable to acquire the ownership of the 
plants and throttle them, the people of 
that section never knew. The original 
companies, which were composed of 
capitalists from outside the state, went 
through several changes and reorg^l- 

, cations. The furnaces remained Idle 
and are idle yet.

It is certain that iron exists In that 
' section in almost unlimited quantities. 

It docs not have to bo mined but lies 
on the surface or at a depth varying 
from a few inches to a few feet. Ex­
ports claim that Cherokee county alone 
contains 260,000,000 tons of ore.

WHY THEY DON’T TRADE.
One plain reason why Northwestern

These importations for Febru­
ary were 6103 head, oOO less than in 
January, but six times as large a-s in 
February of last year and nearly three 
times those of February, 1899.

stick to your last,” but In Denmark the 
shoemakers are in a quandary how to 
live up to the proverb, and the cause 
of all the trouble Is a bright, good- 
looking Danish girl, Bertha Olescn, 
who has recently invaded the trade 
and compelled the ancient guild of the 
shoemakers to accept her as a fellow- 
craftsman, and this is how it came 
about: Miss Olesen Is the daughter of 
a respectable shoemaker in Frederiks- 
haven, Denmark. Four years ago she 
surprised the members of the ancient 
shoemakers’ guild by demanding to be 
registered as an apprentice to her fa­
ther. To say that the members were 
flurried does not fully describe the 
situation. Finally one gullelese member 
found a way out of the difficulty. 
“Grant the request,” he said. “ She is 
like all women; she does not know her 
own mind. She will soon tire of her 
fad and we will never hear of her 
again.” The advice was followed, but 
not with the result anticipated.

A few weeks ago Miss Olesen pre­
sented herself before the members of 
the guild In the city of Kolding and 
submitted a pair of shoes made in 
every detail by herself as a proof of her 
skill and knowledge of the trade, ac­
cording to old-established customs, and 
applied for a membership in the guild. 
Her master proof was carefully e.xam- 
ined and found to be perfect in every 
detail and so beautifully finished that 
the examining members not alone 
granted heit a membership, but also 
awarded her the guild medal, which 
only presented on most extraordinary 
occasions, and It was further decided 
to have the’ shoes sent to the Danish 
department of the Paris exposition as 
the first pair of shoes ever made by a 
Donlsh woman, and, as far as kno\vn, 
by any woman In Europe.

CLDTHES DF FISH SKINS.
Several garments made entirely of 

fish skins, and made to be worn, too, 
were recently put on exhibition In the 
museum of natural history In New 
York In a remarkable collection of cu­
rios gathered in eastern Siberia by 
Prof. Berthold Laufe of the Jesup 
North Pacific expedition, 'fhese fish- 
skin clothes are the work of the wo­
men of the remote Gllpak and Gofld 
tribes of the-river Amur, and very odd 
garments they are.

The tribes live entirely fishing and 
hunting. Salmon, which ascend the 
river to spawn, are their staple food, 
andthesalmon skins, after being creat­
ed by the •women who are adepts, pro­
vide material for their clothes.

First the scales are removed so care­
fully that the skin is not broken. Then 
the skin is tanned and dressed to make 
it durable, and finally the women sew It 
into garments.

Salmon skin, when made Into clothes 
by the Amur Indians, Is like kid in ap­
pearance and softness, but it Is tougher 
than kid, in dyed yellow and red and

igo, and some of garmentB Into 
iloh it Is made aie hlglpy ornate, 
riously enough, most of the orna« 

lentatlon is on the hacks.
The gannmts are sewn together ̂ wlth 

fine thread, also made’.of,„.fish. skin. 
Still another use to which flsh skia Is 
putiste decorate the boots of both then 
and women,'; sections of highly-colored 
skin being appllqued on the elk bide of 
which the hoofs are mado

One of the fish-skin garments In the 
collection is a warm weather garment. 
Cor It Is unlined. If It had been made 
inP’arisit would be called a pelisse. las 
front overlaps and it seems to have 
reached the ankles of the wearer.

In ooIot It is a deep manlla yellow, 
and it is highly ornamented. The outer 
edges are bordered with a fish-skin 
band of dark Indigo blue, and heading 
this Is a narrow strip of red. Up the 
side seams blue panels are oppliqued 
in a graceful arabesque design.

The edges of the arabesques are fast­
ened to the body with as minute stitch­
es as If sewed by a machine. Bands of 
similar design ornament the tops of 
the sleeves, and there are blue cuffs de­
corative In outline.

Another gown shows three bands 
about two Inches wide In dark blue, 
yellow and red laid close together.

This garment Is further ornamented 
with appllqued soroil figures In blue, 
each about two Inches long, over thè 
entire surface. Near the neck. In front, 
is a fair Imitation of a rooster, tail 
feathers and all.

THE BLACK CHRIST
CAPTURED IN MANILA.

In the Quiapo church, one of the old­
est places of worship In Manila, Is a 
life-size modeling of the crucifixion. It 
Is of somber coloring and Is known as 
the Black ChrlsL The natives speak 
of it as “Nuestro Señor de Quiapo.” 
Close beside It stands an image of the 
Virgin, of the same size and style. 
Four years ago, in the Filipino insur­
rection against Spain, a prophecy was 
announced that the Black Christ was 
In the flesh and soon would appear to 
counsel and guide the natives in the 
movement to throw off the yoke of the 
oppressor. Then the United States de­
clared war upon Spain, and for a time 
the Black Christ and the prophecy con­
cerning him were forgotten.

Recently the prophecy was recalled, 
for it was anounced that the Black 
Christ was in the flesh in Manila. 
Thousands flocked to see him, and gifts 
were showered upon him. Not only 
was there a Black Christ In the flesh, 
but It solemnly was declared that the 
Virgin Mother was with him, and that 
spirit voices In the air blessed those 
tbat worshiped them and Joined the 
new society of the “ Nazarine Ga’a.”

The statutes in the Quiapa church 
were believed to possess healing pow­
ers, and on certain feast days it was 
the custom of the sick and indigent to 
enter the church and kiss the feet ot 
the Images in order to Invoke these 
powers. The same attributes were 
claimed for the living bodies of the 
alleged Black Christ and the fleshly 
Virgin, and the house occupied by the 
imposters at 58 Calle Concepcion in 
Quiapo was thronged day and night by

i

natives, preBumaMy In search of relief

l^ r  a time’ the American officers in 
Manila looked upon the Black Christ 
and ’’his mother'.LBier^ as fakirs who 
were making a good Imng out (rf the 
credulity of the natives, but they have 
now’discovered that these,two are the 
headland front of a society of insur­
rectos and that the gifts showered up­
on them have been used to procure 
arms, ammunition and supplies ot ail 
sorts for the revolutionists.

As a result of this discovery, the 
Black Christ and the so-called Virgin, 
with half a dozen other members of 
the Nazarine Gala, are now in prison, 
and; the governor of the province is 
wrestling with the problem of how tn 
deal with them—whether to try then\ 
before a civil or a military court. If 
it It decided to charge them with trea­
son, they will go before the military 
court, in which case, if the verdict is 
guilty, as unquestionably it should be, 
the death penalty may be imposed. On 
the other hand, if they are tried in the 
civil court on a charge of conspiracy 
to defraud, they may escape with a 
term of imprisonmenL

This fraud had its origin in the fran­
tic desire of the insurgent leaders to 
keep alive the waning enthusiasm of 
the Filipinos for national government. 
It was at onoe the cheapest, grossest 
and most sacrilegious of all the frauds 
that have been practiced upon this ig­
norant and superstitious people. Its 
settings and accessories were theatric­
al in tlie extreme and the devotion and 
self-sacrifice inspired by it among the 
lower orders of the people were really 
fanatical.

The part of the alleged reincarnation 
of the Messiah was played by a mes­
tizo, or half-breed native, Jose Zadie. 
Another half-breed, Victorine Urlarte, 
impersonated the Virgin, while the 
treasurer and director of the Nazarine 
Gala was a full-blooded Filipino wom­
an, Alejandra de Leon, Zadie, while 
an uneducated man, is a natural ven­
triloquist. He made up for the part 
of the Son of Man as our actors make 
up for stage performances, using wig 
and paint and following the style of 
costume made familiar by Biblical 
prints. He was always seated when 
worshipers were admitted to audience 
with him, and the so-called Virgin sat 
beside him with a babe in her lap. 
Whether this babe was introduced

s  '
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through ignorance or for effect is not 
known; but,it was a borrowed child, 
far the mother claimed it when the 
“Virgin” was taken away to prison.

The “audiences" were held in a 
splendidly furnished, but dimly lighted 
room, and none of the worshipers were 
permited to approach nearer than the 
edge of the dais or blatform upon 
which the Black Christy was seated. 
The usual formula, when freely ren­
dered into English, was seeth in g  like 
this;

“The Black Christ—"Whlit seek you 
here, unhappy man? (or woman, as the 
case might be.)

“ The Penitent—Relief from my suf­
ferings, O. Master.

“The Black Christ—Think less of 
thine own sufferings and more on the 
sufferings of others, and you will en­
joy the relief you seek.

“The Penitent—Where, O Master, are 
there any who suffer as I do, and how 
may I approach them?

“The Black Christ—Let the spirits of 
the upper realm counsel and guide 
thee.”

Then the imposter, by use of his ven­
triloquia! powers, would startle the 
penitent by advising him to think of 
the sufferings of the noble patriots who 
were even then striving against tre­
mendous odds to wrest their country 
from the hands of the invaders and 
risking their lives and liberty in the 
cause of freedom. Other voices from 
the air would command him to con­
tribute to the support of the cause of 
freedom, promising that when he (or 
she) had done so to the extent of his 
(or her) ability the desired relief 
would be granted to the penitent.

All contributions were made person­
ally to the Black Christ and by him 
turned over to the treasurer, Alejan­
dra de Leon, who forwarded them to 
certain places in the hills where the 
insurgents were instructed to look fo r . 
them. I

In this way also word of the move-1 
ments of the .\merican troops was sent | 
to the insurgents, and time and again : 
the Nazarine Gala secured information 
that enabled the insurgent leaders t o ! 
avoid capture. Agents of the Nazarine 
Gala were active in proselytizing 
among the native police and the men 
employed as interpreters for American 
army officers. Four of these inter­
preters joined the society and betrayed 
the Za.die secrets and plans of great 
value to the Insurgents. The treason 
of these men (they all had taken the 
oath of allegiance) was discovered by 
Captain Crane of the Manila native 
force, and the four Interpreters are 
now in prison with the Black Christ. 
All have made confessions as to the 
purpose and practices of the Nazarine 
Gala, and all these confessions agree 
that the sacrilegious fraud of the Black 
Christ was conceived and carried on in 
the interest of the insurgents.

WHERE WATCHES ARE COOKED.
■̂ ’̂hen a man of means in England 

buys an expensive watch one of the 
first things he does is to send It to the 
obiervatory at Kew to be tested. An 
ambitious watch in pursuit of a first- 
class certiflc.ate commences its career 
at Kew by standing upright for five 
days in an ordinary safe, it spends a 
similar period in three other positions 
and is then placed on its back in a re­
frigerator. After five days of that iey 
abode it is removed to an ovcg kept at 
a temperature of SO degrees Fahren­
heit, and is a; last restored to a nor­
mal temperature. All this time the 
watchful eye of the observer has been 
upon it, and the watch’s behavior duly 
noted in books.

Every variation of a second the 
watch makes in the different i>ositions 
and temperatures is carefully entered, 
and certain marks for or against are 
given it. What this means will be the 
better appreciated when it is explained 
that Kew pos.sesses instruments capa­
ble of indicating the 100th part of a 
second.

The highest marks awarded to a 
watch are 100, and if it gains over 
eighty the words “ especially good” are 
written on its certificate when the 
watch leaves the observatory. Last 
year the lowest marks received by a 
watch were 44 and the highest 00.1.
