Compliancee()hecking ;
On Farms of County
Began Sept. 27th

Work of checking compliance for
the 1937 soil conservation program
started Monday, September 27th ac-
cording to a statement from the
County Agent’s office here. Mr. M.
S. Duncan, County Agent, said thal
twenty-one crews aie ‘engaget #n
this work, and that approximalely
1250 farms will be measured and
checked.

Farmers planning to comply with
this program have until December
31st to complete their work. If they
have not completed this work it will
not interfere wilh the check-up,
however, as they can submit proof
of compliance at a later date.

The conipliance supervisor will
send cards to cooperative farmers
advising them they will visit their
farms. It is absolutely necessary
that the farm operator be present
and go over the farm with the su
pervisor at the time it is checked.

Producers are urged lo cooperate
with these supervisors to the fullest
extent in order that this work might
be completed at the earliest possible
date.

A county committee for loans un-
der the Bankhead-Jones Farm Ten-
ant Act will be named in November,
it was reported by Gates B. Mack,
county supervisor for the Farm Se-
curity Administration, who has been
receiving numerous inquiries from
farmers wanting to buy land under,
this new act.

“As only ten million dollars was
appropriated for such loans during
the remainder of 1937 and the first
hatf of 1938, less than one farm
to the county, on the average, will
. be financed during this pericd,” the
| supervisor said. “However, the ap-
' propriation authorized for the sec-
cond year is two and one-half times
i as great, and five times as great for
| the toird year.”

A state ccmmitee will be named
within the next week or two, and
county committees will be named
soon -thereatter, It is expected that
the first.applications can be acted

‘The county committee will bhe
composed of three farmers. Their
duty will be to reccive and pass up-
on applications, and also to pass
upon the value of the farms whicn
the applicants propose to purchase.
