A Sample of Bryan’s Wit.

Bryan was making a speech in
his last presidential campaign
in & community that was strong-
ly pro.McKinley. There was
a disposition during the evening
to make matters uncomfortable
for him., One inebriated Repub-
lican in the gailery was particu-
larly offensive, [Early in the
proceedings he bellowed out:
“Go to h—II!”’

Bryan paid no attention to the
interruption, and in a few minutes
later the same strident voice'was
heard again. Bryan still ignored
the man who kept quiet for ex-
actly four minutes. Then he
broke loose again with:

“Go to h—I1!”

Bryan fixed tke alcoholic one
with a steady gaze. Then he
said: ‘‘Thisis the third invita«
tion I have had. in the past ten
minutes to join the Republican
party.”’

The crowd broke into laughter
and the interrupter was squelch-
ed for the evening.

The Democratic vote of Texas
in 1906 reached 370,434, and the
Democratic majority was 202,914.
Assuming that the growth of the
party has been equal to the in-
crease of population, it is safe to
set down the present vote of the
party in Texas, under the broad

invitation of National Committee,
at something like half million.
Of these fewer than one-fourth
voted for Senator Bailey in the
recent contest. At least 250,000
Democrats failed to vote at all in
the recent contest. It ie pere
fectly safe to asgert that a large
majority of these were opposed to
Senator Bailey, or at least the
thing which he had done. As
arule the Bailey men voted, Hx-
ceptions to this rule can rarely be
found. To the credit of Senator
Bailey’s adherents it must be ad-
mitted that they were generally
zealous and eager to prove their
favor for him at the polls. On the
other hand, many who refused to
indorse his conduct contented
themselves with that sort of in-
difference which kept . them at
home. The grand army of De-
mocrats who failed to vote com-
prises an unknown quanity in the
problem, it is .quite true, but
there will be few io deny or tc
doubt that it was largely against
the practices embodied in the
word Baileyism. This unknown
quanity remains to be reckoned
with in every congressional dis-
trict and county in the State
where the candidates stand oa
either side of the issue which
Senator Bailey has given to ths
party.—Dallas News.

Portions of
this larnd is covered with short grass and mequite
and cat-claw bushes; other portions with sage
grass and shinery, and a great deal of the coun-
ty 1s & mixture of both, with clay foundation. The
country being level, not having sny running
streams or mountains, the land catches and holds
every drop of rain that falls-—-none is wasted.
The grass is splendid grazing for cattle and other
stock, and furnishes a living for thousands of
cattle every year. The land produces fine corn,
kaffir corn, maize, sugar cane, coiton aqusl to
and averages with Central Texas and Oklahoma
per year and per acre, while melons, potsatoes
onfons and vegetables are superior to that o
elther place.
