Its Resources, People, Products Stock, Schools and,
 gathered from Terry county or-

Churches, Land, etc.

Terry county was organized in
1904, and was named for Capt.
Terry, one of the most noted of
our Texas rangers. Upon its
organization, it received $5,000,
from the State and four leagues
of school land situated in Gaines
county for school purvoses, of
which we will speak later. Part
of the $5,000 was used in build-
ing a court house,buying records
furniture, etc. So you see Ter-
ry never has been Tn debt,
has always had the cash
and her checks areas good
government bonds.

Its bounded on the north by
Hockley county, by Lynn on the
Rast, Dawson and Gaines on the
South and Yoakum county on
west. Itisin the very heart of
the South Plains, and it isan un
disputed fact that she has more
good level land than any county
in the state and that is saying
something. There are no creeks |
or rivers, but a few draws cross
the county that are valuable for

THE SOIL
Ranges from one to five feet

THE GRASS

Not so very long since, the
writer found seven distinct na-
tive grasses growing in a space
not over ten feet square.

S. A. Lindsey, chairman of the
sub-committee on Production,
and Marketing of Farm Prod-
ucts, has been conducting an in-
vestigation into high cost of mazr-
keting, on behalf of the welfare
Commission. There have been
shipped out fromthiscitythisyear
1,571 carloads of peaches to out-
of-state points and the last end]
of the crop rotted on the ground
for wantof a market, although
the consumer was anxious for
the fruit.

A great deal of the Texas pro-
duct goes to Colorado and Mr
Lindsey is investigation into

market conditions E}ﬁ Colorado
points shows peaches that the
Texas producer gets sixty cents
per bushel for packed and deliv

ered f. o. b. T'pler at the cost of
seventy seven cents for picking
packing add hauling sell to the
Colorado consumer ot $3.75 per
bushel and when the market
drops to $3.42 per bushel. the
Texas farmer gets nothing for
his peaches. The cost per bushel

This situation exists to a great
er or lesser degree with all per-
ishable farm products, and
many that are not strictly per-
ishable.

The high cost of marketing re-
flects its results upon Texas pro-
ducers in that it lessens the con
sumption of the quanity and re-
duces prices below the cost of
produc tion.
