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THE MINIMUM WAGE SCALE

L. H. Plain left this week for Dall­
as, where he will meet with the com­
mittee that is aiming to put on the 
new law known as the Women and 
Children’s Minimum Wage Scale. It 
seems that they are proposing to 
make the minimum scale $60.00 per 
month for eight hours, and Mr. 
Plains says that this will mean that 
all little exchanges like Plains and 
Seagraves and otther similar small 
towns in sparsely settled countries 
will absolutely have to close, and 
that Brownfield can only have about 
eight hours service, unless he raises 
the rates, and the rates are now just 
about as high as the people will 
stannd.

He says the law is alright in cities 
where each operator is kept busy 
with two hundred drops, but that it 
means ruin if inforced out here. Not 
only will it effect the telephone, but 
every other industry that employs 
female or child labor, and it seems 
to make no difference whether they 
arc efficient in their trade or not.

A case is cited at Lubbock where 
the manager of the telephone ex­
change at that place has his resigna­
tion in for six months as he can get 
$150.00 per month as lineman, where 
as, as a skilled laborer he gets $85.00. 
A manager must not only have some 
executive ability, but he must un­
derstand all the intricacies of the 
business.

Not only will this law effect the 
business man, but the farmer as well, 
for he employs both female and child 
labor.

LAWYER BURTON SHOT AND 
KILLED TUESDAY MORNING

Judge J. W. Burton well known 
practicing lawyer and the first man 
to settle in the present town of Cros- 
byton, was shot by one of his em­
ployees named Sam Gates, at the 
formers home in that city Tuesday 
morning. A shot gun was used, two 
shots being fired, one barely brusing 
the right arm near the shoulder and 
the other taking effect in the left side 
ranging upward. Burton lingered 
consciously until about 4 o'clock 
Tuesday morning.

As the preliminary trial was waiv­
ed by Cates, nothing of actual facts 
is known, although it has been told 
that the shooting occured directly 
after the arrival of Cates and Mrs. 
Burton from this city Monday eve­
ning about 10 o’clock. It is said that 
Mrs. Burton had been in Lubbock re­
ceiving medical treatment in a sani­
tarium and that Monday Judge Bur­
ton requested Cates to drive over 
here and accompany Mrs. Burton 
homje. A quarrel evidently followed 
on their arrival when the shooting 
occurred.

Cates is a young man, probably 22 
or 23 yars of age. It is said that he 
had been formerly implicated in the 
death of another man and it was 
through the efforts of Judge Burton, 
who was his council at the time, that 
he escaped imprisonment, and later 
was hired by Judge Burton.

The remainss of Burtton were pre­
pared by the Rix Furniture and Un- 
dertakng Company Tuesday and the 
body, accompanied by Mrs. Burton 
and Judge Dalton a close friend af 
the deceased, was shipped to Ottum­
wa, Iowa, Wednesday, the place of 
Judge's birth. Burton was born in 
that Slate in September, 1873.—L ub- 
bock Avalanche.

DOCTORS ALARMED AT TOBAC­
CO USE AMONG WOMEN

Chicago, Feb. 24—Madam do you 
hiss your daughter at night to discov 
cr whether she has picked up the 
smoking habit along with kimono 
sleeve blouses, winter oxfords, Robin 
son Crusoe party gowns and other 
Twentieth Century virtues and vices? 
Have you notced an occasional theft 
from your own stock of cigaretts.or 
does she roll her own?

The American Congress on Intern­
al Medicine which assembled here 
yesterday, advised mothers and dau­
ghters to "lay off the coffin nails.” If 
they do not, sooner or later they will 
Le found in the doctors reception 
room with a worried look.

Delegates who have investigated 
the matter thoroughly say the in- 
crcas in the smoking habit among 
women and girls is reaching alarm­
ing proportions. Dr. Granville Ryan, 
President of the Iowa Clinicl Medic­
al Socitey and a nfember of the Des 
Moines School Board, is thoroughly 
aroused over the smoking habit 
among high school girls. He says 
smoking by women deteriorates the 
Wood and is bound to have very 
harmful effects upon the next and 
succeeding generations.

The visiting medics had some joy­
ful tidings to proclaim. They say 
"Old Man Flu” has passed the hey- 
dey of his vicious career and that 
there never will be another epidemic 
in the United States that will take a 
death toll as'heavy as that in 1918-19. 
The battle against the disase has not 
been won alone by medical science. 
Cooperation by an educated public 
has been a big factor, the physicians 
say.

BEST IN WORLD SAYS BENSON

Chicago, Feb. 23.—Speaking here 
last night about the work or the 
United States Navy in the recent war 
Admiral William S. Benson, recently 
retired from the Navy and present 
head of the United States Shipping 
Board, said our future naval policy 
must be one of expansion and in­
creased efficiency.

Dwight, 111., Feb. 28.—Prohibition 
has produced concrete results as far 
as the chief industry of this city is 
concerned. The biggest concern in 
Dwight is the Keclcy Cure establish­
ment, the parent concern, with 
branches all over the country. The 
plant consists of a first class hotel, 
administration buildings, hospitals, a 
library, recreation rooms and in the 
old days of unlimited boose, it was 
operating at capacity. Men and wo­
men drunkards from all parts of the 
country and Europe came here to be 
given the gold cure. Many of these 
patients were wealthy, hence the 
modern hotel, and all other conven­
ience and comfortable surroundings. 
The books would doubtless show the 
names of people who figure in social 
registers in many cities and among 
those treated here have been scions 
of European nobility.

However, prohibition has emptied 
the hotels and there in no business 
for the laboratory. There are no 
patients. Wealthy tourests do not 
choose this city squatting in the cen­
ter of a rich agricultural district as a 
resort, although it was headquarters 
for King Edward, when he was the 
Prince of Wales, and he spent many 
days here about hunting prairie 
chickens.

Now the entire establishment will 
be taken over by the Government 
as a hospital and reclamation station 
for crippled soldiers.

At least the railroad heads have 
had many years of experience in the 
business and though they may be 
swamped by difficulties at first, re­
membering the days of courteous 
treatment and the efficient service in 
the past, we are all looking for bet­
ter things soon.—Panhandle Plains­
man.

The current number of the Ameri­
can Federationist, official organ of 
the American Federation of Labor, 
cantains a long editoral by Samuel 
Campers, President of the organiza­
tion, condemning Bolshevism “com­
pletely, finally, and for all time.”

Mr. Gonrpers declares that he 
doubts whether the propaganda 
•which emanates from the Bolshevik 
organization its self is more effect­
ive than that “conducted by those 
who claim to be entirely detatched 
from Russian influence and Russian 
payrolls,” and he says further that 
he doubts whether publications issu- 
have as great an effect in America 
as those “which like to be known as 
‘journals of opinion,’ such as the Na­
tion, the Dial, and the New York Re­
public.”

In replying to the plea made by 
certain American journals that it is 
unfair for us to form definite conclus 
ions regarding Bolshevism because 
we do not know all the facts about 
conditions in Russia. Mr. Gompers 
says:

We know about Russia. We know 
about Bolshevism. We know the 
peteous story of cruelty and intoler­
ance, and we know the autocratic 
concept that underlies the minority 
dictatorship which is hailed to the 
world by its dupes and advocates as 
the most perfect state of society yet 
advised. We know about it and we 
condihn it completely, finally and for 
all time.

“The most recent plea of these 
liberal publications and individuals 
as for withholding all judgement on 
Russia; as was said in a recent edi- 
toral in one of the leading publicat­
ions of this class, ‘we know nothing 
about Russia,’ It is set forth that our 
information concerning Russian 
affairs and Russian events is so in­
complete as to make the passing of 
judgement unwise.

That since they donot know what is 
going on in Russia it is unfair and 
unwise to pass judgement. There is 
something about a plea of this char­
acter, that to the superficial, sounds 
plausiablc enough. Of course it is 
intended that it should sound plausi- 
able. On the surface it has all the 
earmarks of a plea for caution and 
fair play in the interests of balanced 
appearence. It will be apparent at 
once to a great many that Bolshev­
ism is an issue by its self and the 
merits or demerits of Bolshevism as 
a system of Government may be judg 
ed by Americans without reference 
to the facts as they concern conditi­
ons existing in Prussia at the pres­
ent moment.

“It was not neccessary for Ameri­
cans to know at all times just what 
were the exact conditions in Gej- 
many. It was neccessary to only- 
know the form of government, and 
under what rules it operated. We do 
not have to wait for information 
about the form of government ex­
isting in what is called Soviet Russia 
All the information nessary to the 
passing of judgement on Bolshevism 
as a system of government and as a 
state of society, is at hand from 
sourses that arc authentic.

“The plea of those misguided per­
sons in America who say ‘wait for 
facts before passing judgement,’ is 
nothing more than an excuse which 
it is hoped will gain time for the 
Russian for the Russian experiment 
and enable it to spread to other coun 
tries.

"The plea to withold judgement on 
the ground that we know nothing 
about Russia is a plea based on a 
false assumption and a plea which 
should be denied a hearing for the 
simple reason that we do know about 
Russia in all those essentials which 
are necessary in passing judgement

hold judgement is a last desperate 
attempt to win favor from theAmeri 
can people for a system of govern­
ment which, by the confession of its 
own advocats and defenders, is fore­
ign to every concept of the American 
Republic.”

They 
knew that there would be another 
ration day, but there are few white 
men now - days who are absolutely 
sure of what the 'next'pay day will 
bring forth.

APPELLATE COURT UPHOLDS 
PURE FOOD AND DRUG ACT

Austin, March 11.—The pure food 
and drug act is distinctly upheld by 
the court of criminal appeals in the 
opinion in the case of Joe Cozino, 
convicted in Fannen county of offer­
ing for sale the flesh of a hog which 
died from overheat and was not 
slaughtered.

GROWING RABBITS FOR MEAT

According to a report sent to the 
Extention Service A. and M. College 
of Texas by Miss Ohmie Wilcox, 
Home Demonstration Agent for Will 
barger county, growing rabbits will 
be added to the work for the boys 
and girls who are members of the 
club this year. Miss Dora Barnes, 
District Home Demonstration Agent, 
belives that rabbits offer the most 
satisfactory solution of the meat 
problem. She says that a rabbit can 
become large enough to ca! within 
six weeks that is as large as a chick­
en three or four months old and it 
will eat less than a chicke:., is clean­
er and requires less room. Mrs. 
Barnes says that it will take some 
time to create a market for .he rab­
bits but points out that hares - !u: g-- 
ly w'ild ones—have been shipped in 
car load lots. She belives there is a 
demand for rabbit meat and says 
that many people around Vernon 
have expressed preference for rabbit 
meat.
