There is no 
dispute about the currency'; no dispute 
about Indians, pensions or foreign pol­
icy; happily there is not a single con­
stitutional issue before the country 
since Mr. Haves withdrew the troops 
from the South and adopted the Dem­
ocratic policy of leaving tiie Southern 
States, as well as the Northern States, 
to their own self-government.

Between 4 and 5 o’clock, Mon 

day morning, after lreigbt train No. 
11 had passed Crawfordsville, in 
this county, an accident happened 
resulting in the death of a brake- 
man, named John Sullivan, aged 
about 19 years. On reaching Ce­
dar Grove, the next station west of 
Crawfordsville, Jim  Sullivau, the 
conductor, and brother of the de­
ceased, noticed that his brother did 
not show up on the head of tbe 
train, a* was his usual custom 
on reaching a station, ar.d, on 
making inquiries, be leaned 
that no one bad seen him since tbe 
train pulled away lrom Crawfords- 
ville. Fearing that something had 
gone wrong, he obtained permis­
sion to run tbe train back in search 
of the missing man. On returning 
to within about a mile of Craw- 
fordsville, be discovered his brether 
silting in a ditch at the side ef tbe 
track. He jumped from the cer 
and asked: “John, are you hurl?” 
John replied: “Only both legs 
goro.” Jim  hurried te his side, 
and was horrified to find that bis 
clothes were in sbreds, his face and 
head covered with dirt and blood, 
and both his legs crushed, the right 
foot being nearly severed Tbe 
train was stopped and the unfortu­
nate boy was carefully put aboard 
and, at bis request, taken back to 
Emporia. Dr. Jacobs was called 
in and examined the wounds, and, 
as user as could be judged from 
them, tbe unfoitunato bov muste
havo been stepping from one ear to 
another when ho lost bis footing 
and fell beneath tbe rapidly mov­
ing train, one whool of wbich must 
have passed over bis right leg, 
nearly severing the foot. He must 
then have been dragged a consid­
erable distance, as bis fate and 
bead were frightfully cut and 
bruised, his clothes nearly tern 
from his person, hi* loft leg badly 
crushed, and tho lower part of his 
abdomen frightfully lacerated, un­
til a portion of the bowels protrud­
ed from tbe wound. After making 
a carelul examination, tbe Doctor 
told Li* brother that the boy ceald 
live but a few hours. Ho died at 
11:45 o'clock, the sane morning 
Ho expressed a desire to soe the 
priest, but unfortunately Father 
Meter was out of town. Hie father 
and niothor, who live at Colmes, 
Iowa, were telegraphed to. Ho 
was buried, yestorday morning, in

All 
the talk  about journ.d isin  as a profession is 
modern and new. It was unknown fifty years 
ago. A profession implies preparation. Doc­
tors, 1ha\ vers and preachers, counted as pro­
fessional men, are supposed to have some­
where, somehow, and at some time, qualified 
ihem selves fo r  th eir duties; and here comes 
in the first o f the popular delusion* o f which 
some o f ourselves are simple enough to in­
dulge—that we are actually  pro!essoin—pro­
fessors o! Journalism . I f  so, when did wo 
study? At what school did we qualify our­
selves? When, where and when did we gain 
the ability to  instruct our fellow-citizens?
When were we ordained to the m inistry o f 
public enlightenm ent? Who called us to 
preach in long prim er, brevier and nonpareil?
Kcho answers. ‘ We give it tip ." We are neither 
better nor worse than the average o f t he mass 
o f fairly  intelligent people. We may have 
our opinions like o th ers; but there i> nothing 
in our natural faculties, or acquired learning, 
or experience, to authorize us to pose as ora­
cles, and consequently when a gentlem an 
says, "1 am by profession a jo u rn alis t," it im­
plies no more than if he said he was a profes­
sor o f toe-carpentry, usually called a chiropo­
d ist; or that In* was a poet Premise he wrote 
the advertisem ents o f St. Ja c o b ’s Oil.

m aintain, ututwed by infim lff-e and imhribed 
by gain. We do not see as much o f t his a* 
form erly. The m otto has gone into the hell- 
box, and in its place is suhst Pitted gome casual 
reference to “official pajK'i of the cou n ty ," or 
a passing notice about “ two dollars a year in 
advance.”

A saline proper is a Hat. and it 
may contain a few acres oragreat many, 
ant) is supplied with water from I lie 

1 ocean by the canal already named,
! which can be opened or closed at will. 
The lir-t water h*t in from the ocean 
goes into a large reservoir, which holds 
about half as much as the entire area of 
tiie salinn. Tin* water remains in this 
receptacle some weeks, evaporation 
continually going on by the action of 
the wind and sun. AA’iien it reaches 
sixty degrees or more, as measured by 
a saloincler -alt-water .being between 
ten and twelve degrees -it is lit to be 
turned into the division called pans, 
which i- done either hy hand or water- 
wheels or windmills. At sixty degrees 
all foreign matter held in solution is 
precipitated. The “pans” vary in size, 
lint generally are from one-eighth to 
three-fourths of an acre iu area; are 
laid out so jis to allow watercourses be­
tween each for the purpose of obtaining 
a supply of “ brine" from the main reser­
voir. The divisions are separated .by 
walls made wit h stone or mud. These 
are about two feet high, with a width 
from three to four feet. These “ pans" 
are generally “ raked down,” and the 
debris thrown out once a year. This is 
called “cleaning pans." The brine sel­
dom erystaliz.es into pure salt unless 
there lias been a month's absence of 
rain. It becomes a saturated solution

crystalize at Hit degrees, as measured 
by the salonieler.

A salt pond 
is distinguished from a salinn by having . 
a basin or a spring of salt-water in tin* 
center, and has its pans on a little j 
higher ground. The basin is al* i a I 
reservoir whose water is evaporated and j 
becomes brine sooner or later, accord ng j 
to the stateof the weather. The method* 
of manufacture are about I lie same in 
tin* two classes. Care must be taken to 
have tin* water as pure as possible.—
