stand for tbe submlealon of State­
wide prohibition-

“ In thle are are only asking that 
the peop-e of Texae be permitted to 
pais on the question of a Oanstlta- 
tlonel amendment and eettM It far 
themselves, without In any way com­
mitting the Democratic party on the 
question of prohibition.”

This will no donbt make the 
soheme of the liquor poopla perfectly 
plain, and I do hope yon will assist 
in getting the matter before ths peo­
ple of your p reel not. At
