The secretary of war has been 
In Texas this week Inspecting the 
troops garrisoned at Texas City.

The prohibition election in Wil­
liamson county is to take place next 
Tuesday and there is much interest 
in the outcome.

The special session of the legis­
lature convened at noon Monday and 
was soon organized and at work on 
matters submitted by the governor.

The Baptist encmpmenat at Lam­
pasas springs commenced this week 
and will continue until Aug. 3. The 
attendance is said to be large and rep­
resents all sections of the state.

The Standard Oil Co. compromised 
the penalty suit with the state by 
paying a halt million dollars and 
placing the affairs of the Magnolia 
company in the hands of a trustee. 
The suit was for $102,000,000.

The boiler of a locomotive on the 
Texas and New Orleans railroad ex­
ploded at Fauna. near Houston, last 
Friday, killing the engineer and 
fireman and injuring the mail clerks. 
Low water in the boiler is sup­
posed to have caused the explosion.

Announcement has been made by 
W. A. Hanger, an attorney of Fort 
Worth, that he will be a candidate 
for governor In the next campaign. 
It is too early to speculate as to 
the probable winner in the next gub­
ernatorial campaign as some of the 
avowed candidates of the present 
will run themseh'es down before the 
race starts and there is no telling 
who will be in the race at the 
finish.

A unmber of prohibitionists of 
Hell county met at Belton last Fri­
day and decided to ask for a pro­
hibition election In the precincts Nos. 
1, 3. ;> and 7. of that county and peti­
tions are being circulated to se­
cure the necessary signatures. These 
precincts include Temple. Belton and 
Killeen, the three biggest towns of 
the county. In the Belton meeting 
some one produced statistics show­
ing that In the four precincts in 
the last prohibition election there 
were 149 more pro. votes than anti 
votes, although the Temple precinct 
went “ wet” iit that eleclon.

A 17-year-old delivery driver for 
the express company was arrested at 
Lake Charles, La., this week and 
confessed to having stolen $22,000 
from the company last November. He 
secured a key to the safe and when 
the other employes were busy with 
their duties he extracted a package 
of money consigned to a bank and 
substituted a package of plain paper 
He continued his service with the 
company and gave no indication of 
having possession of the money. He 
led the officers to a chicken house 
at his home where something near 
$7,000 was unearthed. A part of the 
money was found secreted in his 
uncle's garage and. the uncle was al­
so arrested and confessed to having 
received a part of the stolen money. 
About $8,000 is still missing.

As an illustration of the lack of 
faith the American people have in 
the Mexicans, the provisional presi­
dent of that country has appointed 
Felix Diaz a special ambassador to 
Japan to convey to that country 
the thanks of his government for the 
part taken by the Japanese in the 
Mexican centennial celebration, ac­
cording to the statements of the 
Mexican authorities. The press and 
public of this country are now- 
speculating as to the real mission 
o f the former president's nephew. 
Some believe the mission is to offer 
Japan sperial concessions in Mexico, 
others think ft Is to get Diaz out 
of the way as a possible presidential 
candidate or to stir up trouble for 
tlk  United States. Other reasons 
may have been suggested for his 
visit, but nobody believes the claim 
at the ambassador or hi* people.

FINANCING THE COTON CROP.
Fort Worth, Texas, July 19—1 

have just closed a canvass for cheap 
money to finance distress cotton this 
season and I want to publicly thank 
tile many bankers for their liberal re­
sponse. We now have in sight i n ­
sufficient funds to finance Interior 
points and we have provided for un­
limited finances at Houston for cotton 
stored there. We have some 250 
warehouses in the interior, and who’.’' 
local banks do not care for (he busi­
ness application should be made 
through the local union to the he.i I- 
quarters at Fort Worth or the cot ten 
can be sent down to Houston where 
11. P Shropshire, our general sales 
agent, will handle it on a six Per 
cent basis. I estimate that it will 
require approximately $40,000,000 to 
finance distress cotton, and I con 
stder that we have approximately tills 
amount available.

The volume of money required will 
be small, as the farmer will iin 
mediately pay off his debts or spend 
the money he borrows in his home 
town and the most of it returns to 
the bank vault before night.

There Is no reason why a farmer 
in Texas should dispose of a single 
bale of cotton at an unsatisfactory 
price for the purpose of meeting ma­
turing obligations. The facilities are 
afforded for borrowing the money at 
six per cent and the producer can 
hold the cotton as long as he pleases 
on those terms.

Many bankers In Texas have, for 
seieral years, been lending money to 
farmers without compensation, or at 
a very low rate of Interest, to buy 
blooded livestock, build silos, etc..and 
no usurer whatever bowed at the 
shrine of a dollar received as large 
returns on the Investment as those 
bankers who made loans without! in­
terest to uplift productive industry. 
The spirit of the builder whic'h actu­
ated the bankers in these smaller 
transactions 1h now extended into 
the financing of the cotton crop on 
a mammoth scale and the returns will 
he correspondingly Increased.

The work has had its hardships and 
has met with such obstacles as all 
progressive movements Invariably en­
counter. It will have to break 
the shackles o f shiftless habits of 
many farmers, melt the adamant 
heart of many bankers and It has 
become the target of ridicule and 
suspicion of the near-sighted. I want 
to here name a few of God Almighty’ 
noblemen, who have co-operated In 
working out the plans and who have 
given their time, influence and loan­
ed their money under this arrange­
ment to finance warehoused through­
out the entire state: W.H.Eddleman, 
Ben O. Smith, Fort Worth; B. B. 
Crain. D. E. Waggoner, Dallas; Joe 
Hirsch, Corpus Chritsl; I. H. Kemp- 
ner, Galveston; James Garrlty, Cor­
sicana; Edwin Chamberlain, San An­
tonio; W. H. Fugua, Amarillo, and 
hundreds of other bankers who are 
financing cotton in local warehouses. 
The parties whose names I have men­
tioned have loaned money on cotton 
throughout the entire state. ,

It is the custom In Texas and 
other Southern states to market 
slxty-flve per cent of the crop the 
first three months of harvest season, 
which results in weakening and oft- 
times glutting the market. At least 
two- thirds of the cotton farmers are 
tenants,and there is approximately an 
eighty million dollar mortgage against 
their crop each, year due when the cot­
ton Is picked and the farmer Is forced 
to sell to meet his obligations. The 
bankers will now advance him a* 
much as $25 per bale on his cotton 
at six per cent Interest, payable at 
his option, which will take the cot­
ton out of distress and enable the 
farmer to hold It until the price is 
satisfactory and make a glut easily 
avoidable. The consumption o f cot­
ton is distributed evenly throughout 
the year and it should be marketed 
as the spinners demand It. There are 
so many factories that enter into fix­
ing the price that no one influence 
can be satisfactorily segregated and 
reduced to a cash basis, but In ray 
estimation the slow marketing of 
cotton will Increase the farm price at 
least 2 and one-half to 6 cents per 
pound net over the price obtained un­
der present methods, making a mini­
mum net saving to the farmer of 
$50,000,000. It is now up to the farm­
er to take advantage of the facili­
ties offered.

Mrs. Lou Jackson Curtis.

The above named most excellent 
Christian lady died on June 24. 
1913, on the north Llano, at the resi­
de nee of her son,.\lr.T.N. Curtis, with 
whom she had made her home dur­
ing the last fifteen years of her 
life.

She was born January 15. 1836.and 
as Miss Lou Jackson was married 
April 12. 1853, to Mr. Curtis at Ben- 
tonvllle, Ark., whom she outlived IT 
years. They had born to them thir­
teen children, eight of whom she out­
lived; three of the living ones were 
present at her death.

As far back as the oldest living 
children can remember their mother 
was a devout Christian, and she 
died in the fellowship of the Bap­
tist church. For fifteeu years pre­
vious to her death she had been 
sadly afflicted with a trouble for 
which she was successfully operated 
upon just previous to her death,and 
the success of which greatly pleased 
her, for she said, “ I am glad it is 
all over with at last,”—after she had 
recovered from the operation.

She frequently talked of heaven 
and gloryland.und among her last say­
ings was this one: “ I can see the
Holy City and I want you all to 
meet me there."

Her burial took place at the Junc­
tion cemetery, the funeral services 
being conducted by Rev. N.H.Skaggs, 
assisted by the pastor of the Junc­
tion Baptist church. The thought of 
the scripture and of the formal dis­
course was “ The blessedness ot those 
who die in the Lord and who have 
long lived in his service.” A large 
congregation o f her relatives and 
friends attended her burial, and all 
that medical skill and love of child­
ren could do for her while she lived 
was done.

She took her bed her last birthday. 
Jan. 15, 1913, and she “ pillowed her 
head upon her Savior’s breast and 
breathed her life out sweetly there,” 
on the 24th day of June, 1913. She 
had lived in Texas since 1875. She 
lived a good life, she died a glorious 
death. Her hoary head did not 
sink in death beneath a cloud of 
doubt and fear. But as sweetly as a 
child whom never thought disturbs 
nor care encumbers— "Who tired of 
long play at close of summer’s day,” 
lies down and slumbers; so sleeps 
this child of God, 'ter years of use­
ful life; and sleep she will, without 
one disturbing dream, until she is 
awakened on resurrection morn to 
come back again with her Savior in 
the clouds.
“ Asleep in Jesus! Blessed sleep.
