ties.

The missionary has nrran r d 
for four meetings thus fer -mil 
several more to arrange. They 
are as follows: Midway in July; 
Chappcl Hill in August; South 
Bennett in July; Live Oak in Aug­
ust. We have tried to arrange our 
meetings so us not to conflict with 
any other meetings that have al­
ready been set. We are to set the 
meeting for Lake, Merritt next 
Sunday afternoon. The people in 
the Liveouk community said that 
they would build a good arbor for 
the meeting.

ouHbly vltile dry. Dilute the mo­
lasses with the amount of water 
as named Squeeze the lemon 
juice into this diluted molasses, 
then grind the rind of lemons 
with u meat chopper ami add this 
nlso to tin liquid. Now mix the 
liquid thoroughly with the poison 
bran mixture. After an even mix­
ture lias been obtained, add more 
water and mix, until a niasli is ob­
tained so that after beinn squeez­
ed in the hand, it readily falls 
apart.

Grasshoppers feed in the morn­
ing, and as the bait loses its at­
tractiveness when dry, it should 
be applied so as to be as moist 
as possible at this time. It will 
therefore lu- best to put it out 
about sunrise. Provided the 
ground is not so hard and dry as 
to remove the moisture during 
tlie night, it may be put out late in 
the evening in ease the area to be 
treated is too extensive to be 
quickly covered in the early 
morning. The mixture should be 
scattered, as if sowing seed by 
hand, or any type of seeder cap­
able of distributing it.The amount 
given in the formula should cover 
above five acres.

Where the hoppers have become 
distributed over the cultivated 
field, the entire area should be 
«ow n, and the application repeat­
ed in a few days if necessary. If 
the hoppers are found to be ad­
vancing from pasture lands, dis­
tribute the mash in front of their 
line of march for a distance of a 
couple of hundred yards, keeping 
also the margin of the pasture 
land treated daily until the dan­
ger of damage has passed.

The mixture should be made ex­
actly as directed, leaving out no 
part. Where the infestation is 
general, community action is rec­
ommended. Tlie materials should 
be provided in large quantities, 
ami a large amount of mixture 
made up at a central place late in 
the evening, or better, well before 
daylight in the morning. Each 
farmer will then take his portion 
and apply immediately.
