W. E. Miller, Goldthwaite, who
with W. P. Weaver, County
Agent, composes the Mills coun-
Lty committee.

It is not known what plans
the committee will adopt, fur-
ther than to make available
reduced rates on feed to con-
sumers and on cattle shipped to
better ranges. However, the com
mittee will stand ready to act
on other measures if emergen-
cies arise. Reduced rates on feed
and cattle may be secured now
through the county agent.
