all-time record of 35,000 fatali-
ties for the year.

Here is a record that none of
us want. It was within our power
to prevent it last year, exactly as
it is in our power to prevent the
establishment of another grisly
record of automobile deaths in
1932, Safety on streets and high-
ways comes as a result of the
realization of the individual’s
duty to drive his car at all times
i a prudent and intelligent man-
ner. Carelessness, ignorance,
drunkenness at the wheel, an ir-
responsible attitude, lack of or-
dinary courtesy—these things
have caused practically all of the
35,000 deaths. The really. un-
avoidable accident is extremely
rare.

An informed and active public
consciousness can d8 much, as
the National Safety Council has
found out. In nearly one-half
of our cities united action on the
part of public officials, civic or-
ganizations and public spirited
individuals 'held the death rate
in check. But in the remainder
there has been a woeful spirit of
apathy toward a problem that
menaces the lives of us all.

No child normal in mind and
body is ‘“bad” except as a ve-
sult of bad training.

Every fault the child devel-
ops is an indictment of its pa-
rents,

The ancient truth that a mule
trainer’s success depends on his
mule applics as well to the
having more sense than the
business of tyaining children,

The normal child is guided
by intelligenee, It has no inhi-
bitions or standards of morality,
but only desires and appetites.
Its one concern is to get what
it wants, and sound sense
prompts it to adopt the meth-
ods that prove most effective,

If tempey and noise bring it
a vietory today, it has suffi-
cient intelligence to employ the
same strategy tomorrow, That
isn't ““badness.” It is efficiency.
It is a sound policy of using
the most effeetive means to
achieve a desired end.

Unfortunately it is a method
that will not be effective in
later yeavs against opponents
of greater intelligence. And the
child taught by experience to
depend upon temper for all of
its gaing must suffer many a
hard knock before it unlearns
the lessons of childhood.

Spoiling a child—that is, per-|
mitting it to get results by |
methods displeasing to adults
—is merely a postponement of
punishment. Failure to punish,
when punishment is needed, is
to store up other forms of pun-
ishment for the future.

“‘T don’t believe in punish-
ing a child” usually means: ‘I
believe in dodging a disagree-
able duty when 1 can think up
an alibi to fool my conscience.”’

If adults saturated with eth-
ics ean’t be kept in pathg of vir-
tue without threat of punish-
ment, why expeet children to
attain perfection without bene-
fit of the same threat?

Punishment fov violation of
law is nature’s and no
other ean take its place. Jails
still serve as the chief support
of righteousness

What kiad - of - punishment
shall be administered? The an-
swer is simple: effegtive pun-
ishment

If a buvglar can be taught
to mend his ways by heing de-
prived of his supper, well and
good. If not, let him dread a
more bitter dose.
