Sexators Conkling and Platt have re-
rigned their seats as members of the United
States Senate. It was also rumored Mon-
day that Judge Robertson had conditionally
withdrawn his ‘name, The impression is
that both Senators will be re-elected.

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FACIS FOR FARMERS.

The Best Method for the Cultivatiom of
Broom Corn,

The best soil is nearly the same as the
best for common corn, or rich, warm,
mellow and as clear of weeds and ob-~
structions as possible. The best river
bottoms are well adapted to its culture,
As with common cora, different culti-
vators adopt different methods, some
preferring late antumn plowing of sod,

others allowing the sod to remain till
spring, applyivg manure broadcast in
avtumn or winter, to be washed down
into the so1l by the rain and dissolving
snews, In any case the surface should
be finely pulverized before planting. If
manure 18 applied in autumn or winter
fresh will do if nearly clear of straw. 1f
applied in spring 1t should be old and
fine, so as to become well mixed with
the soil by harrowing. Plaster is often
useful, as well as a moderate dressing of
ashes or lime. A slight manuring in
the hill, in addition to the broadeast ap-
plication, will serve to push the young
plants forward, The seed may be sown
in drills or planted in hills, the latter
being usually preferred as a matter of
convenience. The hills may be about
two and a half feet apart, in rows of
three and a half. There should be five
or six good plants to the hill, but it is
often necessary, especially if some of the
seed should prove defective, to plant
enough for twice this number, and after-
ward to thin out as may be necessary.
In planting, the seed should not. be bur«
ied much more than an inch deep, un«
less the soil is light and dry, in which
case greater depth may be given. Two
quarts are enough for anacre. For small
plantations the seed may.be dropped by
bhand. If well cleared of the stems, 1t
may be planted with any garden drill
or other sower which will do the work.
The time for pianting may be about the
usual time for corn planting, or a little
later. The cultivation should be early
and frequent, so that the weeds may not
be permitted to make their appearance,
The work should begin before the weeds
have come to the surface, which will re-
quire a great deal of care, as the young
plants are not comspicuous. The prac-
tice of allowing weeds to grow several
inches injures the crop and more than
quadruples the labor, Farmers who
have learned the economy of killin
weeds vefore they come up, as appli
to corn, will not need to be reminded
of its importance as applied to broom
corn. The most common practice is to
break the tops just as the ripest heads
have passed the milk state, or a little
later—two rows being made to meet each
other for conyeniencein passing through,
about a foot of two stalks being broken.
When fully ripe, the stalks are cut just
above the break, and carried under
shelter, and placed on wide rack shelves
to become thoroughly dry. The seeds
are separated by means of various con=
trivances—as by a hatchel made for the
purpose, or by a revolving cylinder re-
sembling a threshing machine and work-
ed by foot or horse power. The quantity
of brush from a fair crop averages about
500 pounds per acre, often less, and in
rare 1nstances 900 or 1,000 pounds, The
stalks left in the field should be
plowed well under, to rot for the benefit
of future crops.

FROM THE INDIAN TERRI-
TORY.

ATtoka, L. T, May 14, 1881.

To the Editor of the Courant:

Having a leisure hour I thought
I wou'd drop you a line from the
land of the noble red man. This eve-
ning finds me seated on the porch of
Wm. McClure, one of the princi-
yal stock deslers ot this part of the
country. Mr. McClure is a white
man thut is transacting basiness
under a license. Urnder the laws
of this (the Chocktaw) Nation the
whites ure not permitted to hoid
stock bere; bot, novertheless, a
great many whites are here, and
aro both dealing in, and raising
cattlo. They manage to evade the
iaw by various hooks and crooxs,
such us getiing & cilizen to kecp
them on shares, kecping them in a
citiz ns name, &c.  Cattle are
wiatered almost exclusively vn the
range,wih no other feed than wiat
they “grub tor.” 'ho shelter 1o
stock here is excellent, consmsting
of *timber ridges.” 'I'he surtuce ot
the country is about equal parts
pratrie and  umb-r; but, uniike
Kansas, the tiaber is on the hign-
el gronnd,  Grass, st present, 18
Xcellent, about 12 or 14 iuche-

high, and stock are doing well; are
lcoking far  betier than the stock
in Chase  couuty, on un uverage,

here, most of the “full-bloods” do
not farm any. The half-breels
raise some corn and some cotton
There area few good farms, that
are farmed by white men who have
marricd ioto the tribe. By the
way, the Chocktaw tribe centains
about as much blood of the white
race as itdoes of the Indian blood.
I have been around through the
country some, and through several
herds of cattle, and tind much bet
ter caltle than I expected to
sce; but not as many of them.
There is room fer ten titmes &8
wary as are hero now. They have
never been troubled with 'L'exas
fever here, though they occa-
sionaly loose some calves with the
black leg. Good riding ponies are
soarce, this sprin g, and high, worth
from $40 to $100, while unbroke
mare ponies can be bought for
from $10 t0 818. Corn is worth 50
conts per bushel at the railroad.
Atoka,is a town of perhaps 500
inhabitants, including some 200
dogs, 100 negroes, 175 Iudians and
balf-breeds, and 25 whites. It 18
withal, a rather pretty little town,
sitnated on the M., K. & T. (vow
called the Missouri Pacific) R. R,
about 35 miles north ot Dallas,
Texas, among the white ouks. Iu
bas u good hotel, a livory stable,
meat market, barber shop, billiard
saloon and numeorous little shanties.

At the depot at this place our at-
tention was atiracted to a large
amount of sma:l coops made of
Iat s and upon inqury, I va: in
turmed they weore for shipping live
pigvons, which are very abundam
some 40 miles west ol town, nean
Stonewail. There arc mon that
follow the business of catching and
shipping these birds to points east.
sud thousands of them are shipped
each week fiom this place. 1 am
told 1t is & very profituble business
A railroad is being built out from
here, rome 7 miles, to a coal bank
The grade is nearly completed, aud
the truck will. be laia soon.

The Pope’s Pecullarities,
Pall Mall Gazette,

ITis Holiness Pope Lo XIIL appears
to be a decidediy enigmatical perscnage,
if we may trust the account ¢iven of him
hy the Roman correspondent of the

Cologne Gazette, The most striking
fact about him =o far appears to be the
light extent to which Ins character is
known cither by the faithful at large or
by the inmates of the Vatican. Every
one knew how Pius IX, lived; his hours
were all allotted beforchand, and the
same  dntiegalways performed at the
same moment. There is a total want of
this regularity in his sucecessor. Ie
keeps late hours, and hasgometimes heen
found by his servants at his desk in the
early morning, half dazed after writing
throngh the night.  He has all his meals
served 1o ham in the greatest privacy,
is much more sparing of audiences than
was Pius, and even his State Secretary
and tho(urdm.\ls can only see him at
irregular intervals, The grvm innovas
tion he has made has been his  partial
supersession of the above-mentioned
officials, who under Pins IX, practically
administercd the affairs of the Papacy.
He has set on foot a chancellery of his
own, consisting of three private secres
mrios, and conducts hisaflairs with their
aid and quite independent of the State
Seeretary, and often over his head, It
ot unfrequently happens that (mlvru ¢
down to the bighopries from the State

Secrelary, and are canceled 1 a day or
two by different orders trom the Pope,

or that the Secretary brings papers to

his Holiness and tells him that he has
settled a particular matter in such a way,
merely in order to be told that the Pope
himself had already settied it in quite a
different wav., One thing is clear, that
Leo X111, means to be master in his own
house; but the exact aim and tendency
of his policy is by no means equally
evident. But Leo comes from the coun-
try of the Clocari, and it is believed in
Italy that a man from that  district is
commonly rather deep—a notion which
appears also to be strongly entertained
by the correspondent.

The Poison of Human Saliva,
Chicago Times,

A special report on the poisonous ef-
fects of human saliva, when introduced
into the blood of inferior animals, has
been made to the National Board of
Health by Dr. George M. Strenberg,
Surgeon of the United States Army. He
gave resalts of experiments performed
bv himself on rabbits, IHe found that
small doses of his own saliva imjected
into the subeutaneous tissue of a rabbit
infallibly prodnced death within forty-
eight hours, In other experiments he
used saliva from the mouths of other
persons, In the case of a physician
whose saliva showed exceptional viru-
lence, the teeth were sound, the secre-
taoms of the mouth normal in physical
pmpnnlmh and reaction, and the gener-
ai health good. There was no other
noticable peculiarity. The doctor had
been enzaged, however, for two years
previous in studies which brought him
in contact with septic material, Another
rln)muan, whose saliva killed two rab-
its, was pathologist to a large hospital,
and was constantly brought in contact
with septic material.  Two citizens,
whose saliva killed all the rabbits oper-
ated upon, were residents of seaport
towns in Cuba  The doctor adds 1 a
note in relation to this point that the
possibility that this septic condition of
the secretions of the mouth may bear
some relation to the protection which
he and the Cubians enjoy agains yellow
fever, a disease bearing many points of
resemblance to the septicaemi, occurred
to him, and he thought it worthy of fur-
ther experimental ((m&ldomtmn

In answer to the question as to what
constituent of the saliva injected pro-
duced the fatal malady, Dr. Sternberg
said that the phenomcnon detailed re-
sulted from the presence of living organ-
ization found in the saliva, a micrococ-
cus, which multiplies abundautly in the
subcutaneous connective tissue, and also
in the blood shortly before or alter
death, He found that the micrococcus
present in the serum wrom the connect-
ve tissue of a rabbit, which had suc-
cumbed to a subcutaneous injection ot
saliva, could be cultivated in bouillon
made from the flesh ofa healthy rabbit,
or in blood from serum obtained from a
healthy dog, and these fluids thercby
would acquire a virulence which they
did not have before,
