Dr. Haven Emerson, professor
of public health practice, Co-
lumbia University. said in a ra-
dio address some months ago:
“Aleohol is one of the few causes
of illness and death which con-/
tinues to rise in populous parts
of the United States.”

The admission of alcohol pa-
tients into hospitals in New
York was never greater.

Omne of the
great criminal lawyers of the
South said that “of the 600 or
more cases tried involving capi-
tal punishment, fully 95 per cent
involved liquor directly.”

Judge John P. Nedim, Sioux
Falls, Dak., said of the 226 of-
fenders most recently commit-
ted to the penitentiary, 225 had
been drihking before they com-
mitted the crime for which they
were convicted.
