While major légüIaTtorna^ 
ged, the hydrogen bomb and the 
ccal strike claimed the head­
lines In Washington last week. 
Old John L. was at It again. Af­
ter dilly-dallying along with 
slow - downs, walk - outs and 
three-day weeks for several 
months In order that the Na­
tion’s surplus of coal could 
dwindle, Lewis decided the cup­
board was about bare and the 
time ripe for the heavy blow.

Observers say he may have 
had several motives behind his 
strategy. First, his lust for per­
sonal power; second, his hatred 
for President Truman, who put 
him In his place a couple of 
yean age by using the Taft- 
Hartley Act when Lewis defied 
an injemctlon and the soverlgn- 
Ity o ( the Uhlted States gov­
ernment. Thirdly, his pretended 
concern over what he claimed 
In a letter to Mr. Truman was 
Inadequate wages for his min­
en.

The latter Is not believed to 
be of Importance to Lewis, since 
the mine worker Is the highest 
paid o f any major group In the 
country, according to the Bu­
reau of Labor Statistics. The 
average Income of a miner— 
part-time and full-time — wps 
$ST74 two years ago. And there 
has been an Increase since then.

For several months President 
T iuiiian has refused to admit
what was generally known, that 
the fact disappearing coal sup­
plies created a national emer- 
pency. Now he Is faced with a 
dilemma; If Lewis' maneuvering 
has made the Taft-Hartley law 
Ineffective, then the President 
may have to face the politically 
explosive choice of asking Con­

gress for a stronger labor law 
to coupe with the situation.

So, If the strike goes on the 
Nation will pay the price in suf­
fering. If It happens. It should 
cause the President to see the 
light. It may be enough to con­
vince him at last that laws, 
stronger laws, are needed to 
strip from union leaders like 
Mr. Lewis the power to run 
roughshod over the public In­
terest in furtherance of their 
own unjust and reckless alms.

Mr. P. H. Walscr of the Boll 
Conservation Service In Texas 
dropped In to see us the other 
day. He said there are now 18 
sell conservation districts In our 
congressional district. Out of 
a total of 17,465 farms and 
ranches, 4,174 now have active 
conservation plans in operation. 
Most of the others have plans 
pending. Mr. Walser estimates 
that by the end of the next fis­
cal year there will be only sev­
en or eight Texas counties not 
In organized soil conservation 
districts.

Now In charge of an impor­
tant government research pro­
ject at the nearby Federal Agri­
cultural Experiment farm In 
Maryland Is Dr. C. F. Winches­
ter. fminerly of Texas. His wife 
was tbe former Miss Alma 
Tatsch of Fredericksburg. Dr. 
Wlncbeater. holder of several 
degrees, formerly did experi­
ment work and taught at the 
University of Florida.

Of interest to our peanut 
growers is the provision in the 
House -  passed cotton. acreage 
control law which will give Tex­
as additional peanut acreage to 
make up for an Injustice. If pro­
vides that for 1950 no State shall 
have its peanut acreage allot­
ment reduced by a percentage 
larger than the percentage by 
which the 1950 national peanut 
acreage allotment as heretofore 
[iroclaimed Is below the 1949 
national peanut acreage allot- 
menL This applies only to 1950, 
and will add a total of 100.000 
additional acres to the national 
allotment. Texas growers will 
get 43,000 acres of this.

Lots of mall and suggestions

come across the average Con­
gressman’s desk. With President 
Truman’s proposed FEPC get­
ting a lot of limelight of late, a 
card was received by all Con­
gressmen the other day from 
E. M. Biggers of Houston, read­
ing: "The best argument against 
Truman’s FEPC Is his own blast 
at Drew Pearson: ‘‘No S O B Is 
going to tell me who to hire or 
fire."

Speaking of mall and propa­
ganda, most of the organized 
pressure, economic, and politi­
cal groups have their own mag­
azines and news releases. There 
Is a constant stream of them, 
hammering away at their ob­
jectives. An example U the 
weekly CIO NEWS, devoted these 
days more to politics than to 
labor. The other day a political 
Issue came In, featuring a CIO- 
PAC format on the cover. Inside 
Is a headline, reading: “Fair 
Deal Majorities Can Be Elected 
to Congress". "Political years", 
the story says, "is at work In 
the South. In tbe last electloir 
39 Southern reactionaries were 
elected without opposition. But 
this year labor and liberal 
groups are making strenuous 
efforts to get effective opposi­
tion for all Southern reaction­
aries.”

A reactionary in the eyes of 
the CIO, I am told. Is the op­
posite of a liberal. ‘This defini­
tion of the latter came out tbe 
other day: “ A liberal Is a man 
who has his feet firmly based 
. . . in thin air!”

Jack 
Renfro and Ous Schlab In the 
same county reported yields of 
60.5 and 52 bushels per acre re­
spectively. E. M. Carter, Hale 
county with 60 bushels; Ray­
mond Barth, Dallam county 
with 57; Jay Boston and the 
Hunter Brothers In Castro coun­
ty with 56 and W. T. Miller of 
Bailey county with 55 bushels 
per acre were farmers who re­
ported unusually good per acre 
yields on wheat. Miller says 
many other wheat farmers 
made yields of 40 bushels or 
more per acre which is con.Mder- 
ed very good wheat In any state.

PUBLIC SCHOOL 
SYSTEM COSTING 
LITTLE MORE

Austin, Feb 11— Texas* rap­
idly growing public school sys­
tem is costing only one-twelfth 
more of every tax PENNY than 
the total expended ten years 
ago.

The surprisingly small increase 
in apportionment of the total 
tax dollar in the decade start­
ing with the 1939-40 school year 
is due to several factors, Char-

I les H. Tennyson, Dlrectoi of 
* Public Relations of the Tex­
as State Teachers Association, 
pointed out here today.

The total government co.*;! for 
all purposes has Increased tre­
mendously in the decade, Ten­
nyson noted, but said that the 
percentage of total government 
cost for public schools Jumped 
only from 30.31 percent in 1939- 
40 to 30.43 percent for the pres­
ent school year.

Public schools this year will 
cost an estimated total of $153,- 
213,552 In revenue derived from 
state and federal funds. The 
total cost of all governmental 
services including education is

estimated at $510,000,000.
During 1139-40, which was the 

last norm.al year prior to World 
War II, Tt;:as had 1,073,847 
(.hilCrea atteiiding school. This 
jear lhtr> „ i j ,  ...w-nminary re­
ports show, 1,181,103, .̂1 Increase 
of 107,256 pupils. •

"That huge added enrollment, 
plus belter school facilities and 
more capable teachers, account 
for a great part of the added 
cost of operating our schools," 
Tennyson said. “ In addition the 
dollar of today has a 1939 pur­
chasing value of 59 cents.
