Since the demonstrators have been sold and put into op­
eration the Hortons have done more planning and improving 
on their product and have assembled tools and equipment lor 
further production of their saw Their tooling was to a great 
extent designed by them.selves and their small shop has been 
set up for production on a larger and faster scale.

The next time you 
hear the political cry for a higher tax on a business or an In- 
du.stry, you should remember that the latter are like gov­
ernment too, in one respect. They have no money except what 
they take from consumers In payment for pi-oducts or services. 
Their profits are either regulated by law or by competition. 
When additional taxes are levied against them they are forc­
ed to become collection agencies for government. The taxes 
are passed along to their customers.

USE CARE WHEN 
BURNING TRASH

The hot dry weather that we 
have been having this summer 
has aggravated the fire situa­
tion and points up the fact that 
we must all be extra careful 
when burning trash. An esti­
mated 75 per cent of the fires 
In Goldthwalte this summer have 
been caused by burning trash. 
This figure should make us 
realize we should take every 
possible precaution to atop this 
destructive waste. Here are the 
recommendations of the Texas 
Forest Service for safe trash 
burning;

1. Burn trash In an enclosed 
metal container such as an oU 
barrel with a covering of one- 
fourth Inch mesh wire or In 
a permanent trash burner made 
from native stones, bricks, etc. 
<I have plans for these from 
the Extension Service.)

2 Clear an area of at least 10 
feet In diameter around the 
tra.sb burner.

3. Burn In late afternoon when 
'he wind Is low and the air is 
cooler.

4 STAY WITH THE FIRE 
UNTIL IT  IS COMPLETELY 
OUT. One small spark in dry 
grass and your prop>erty and 
even human lives are endang­
ered.

Always use the Iron rest or Iron 
stand. Never rest the> hot Iron 
on the combustible Ironing 
board cover or flammable ma­
terials.

Allow the Iron to cool before 
you store It.

Check the condition of the 
iron cord regularly and make 
nece.ssary repairs to prolong the 
useful life of the cord and to 
prevent accidents. Check to 
see that all connections and 
screws are tight. Never splice 
the Iron cord.

When replacing the cord, se­
lect size sixteen asbestos heat­
er cord which Is rated at f i f ­
teen amperes. This Is large 
enough to carry the electricity 
from the outlet to the iron easi­
ly. And while you are about 
It, select an outlet plug for 
the cord, a plug which has a 
finger grip to make It easy to 
connect or disconnect.

E. C. McFadden Outlines Danger O f 
Accidents In Superhighway Driving

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“ How’s your S.D.Q. — or, to be 
more explicit, your Superhigh­
way Driving Quotient?”

If  you’re planning a motor 
trip In the n e a r  future, that 
question is meant for you. It was 
asked today by E. C. McFadden 
of Dallas. Vice President of Em­
ployers Casualty Company and 
President of Texas Safety As­
sociation, who is an active work­
er In the Share the Road pro­
gram sponsored by the Texas 
Safety Association, the Depart­
ment of Public Safety and the 
National Safety Council. This 
program Is being conducted In 
cooperation with the Slow Down 
and Live program of the Na­
tional Conference of State Safe­
ty Coordinators.

"Share the Road driving Is a 
must on superhighways where 
one f a u l t y  move, one mlnd- 
straylng moment can quickly 
Involve you In a serious acci­
dent,” he said. ’’And If you travel 
any great distance, you’ll un­
doubtedly do some superhighway 
driving.”

McFadden pointed out that 
superhighway driving Is differ­
ent from average driving, the 
main difference being the high­
er speeds permissible on super­
highways. "High speed does two 
things,” he said. " It  gives you 
less time to think and react in 
an emergency situation, and it 
Increases the severity of an ac­
cident U one does occur.”

“For this reason you must 
leave plenty of Worn between 
you and the car ahead," he said. 
"Following too closely can cause 
you to crash Into the rear end 
of the car ahead. If the driver 
stops or slows down suddenly. 
This Is one of the most common 
types of super h i g h w a y  acci­
dents.”

He also warned against lag­
ging behind the- pace of sur­
rounding traffic, because by do­
ing this you Invite a rear end 
collision with the car behind you.

He said another great danger 
la the lulling effect of driving 
for long periods of time on 
straight even pavement with 
little or no cross traffic. He ad­
vised drivers to break the mo­
notony of the trip by stopping 
frequently at the rest areas 
which are provided on most 
superhighways. Here they can 
take a short walk, a brief nap, or 
get some refreshment.

"Quick thinking Is essential on 
superhighways,” McFadden said. 
"You must learn to anticipate 
dangerous situations so you can 
act In time to stay out of trouble, 
look behind for signs of trouble 
Look ahead for signs of trouble, 
(through your rear-view mir­
rors), watch the pavement for 
signs of trouble.”

He also advised motorists to i 
use great caution when entering | 
and leaving superhighways, be- i 
Ing careful to adjust tkelr speeds I 
to the prevailing pace as soon as 
possible. I

"The best way to stay safe on ! 
superhighways is to stay alert | 
at all times and to adopt a coop­
erative share-the-road policy,” 
he said.

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Cool Eggs Mean 
More Profit 
To Poultrymen |

College Station. iSpect—Texas ] 
egg producers who sell on a 
grade basis are finding that on- 
the-farm egg cooling equipment 
when used with frequent de­
liveries to the egg grading sta­
tion Is both economical and prof- 
luble Kermit F. Schlamb, ex­
tension poultry marketing spec­
ialist, says a SO docen case of 
eggs can be cooled for about 10 
cents.

Research done at Texas A R M  
College, he adds, established this 
figure and also showed that pro­
ducer returns could be materlal- 

I ly increased. He cites the record I of a producer who used adequate 
cooling faclllUet and deUvered 
his eggs to the grading station 
five times t^us each week. This 
producer, according to Schlamb.

I received 2 39 centa a docen more 
I than the average producer sell- 
, Ing through the same program. 
That is almost 72 cents more for 
every case of eggs delivered.

The specialist emphasises that 
i during hot weather eggs should 
1 be gathered three or more times 
[each day and then Immediately 
cooled. The temperature of an 

I egg when it Is laid Is above 106 
' degrees and unless it Is cooled 
! quickly, quality goes down. The 
I egg, as designed by nature, con- 
' tain self - destroying enrymes 
I which work rapidly at tempera- 
I tures above 55 degrees. The 
; thick white and yolk membranes 
of the egg are broken down and I  the higher the temperature the 

: faster the action of the encymes.
I

Quality breakdown can be re­
duced to a low level by cooling 
eggs to about 30 degrees but the 
cost becomes too great. There­
fore, says Schlamb. a cooling 
temperature of 55 degrees or low­
er Is recommended. But, he 
warns, quick cooling and proper 
holding temperature are not a 
substitute for frequent delivery 
of the eegs to the grading sta­
tion for age Is also a factory in 
quality.

CITY OF GOLDTHWAITE UTILITIES

The Bill signed by the Presi­
dent extending the World War n  
OI Bill Loan deadline also has 
other Important provisions a f­
fecting many veterans. — Scott 
B Harrington, Manager of the 
Veterans Administration Region­
al Office In Dellas said today.

The new law will permit any 
veteran who s e l l s  residential 
property purchased with a OI 
loan to be relieved from liability 
to the Government under certain 
circumstances, Harrington said

Previously, the veteran who 
sold his property and allowed 
the purchaser to assume his OI 
loan still remained liable to the 
Government In the event of sub­
sequent foreclosure and the pay­
ment of a guaranty claim by the 
VA

Now, Mr. Harrington jwlnted 
out, the veteran may be relieved 
of liability If the purchaser as­
sumes full liability on the loan, 
the VA approves him from a 
credit standpoint, and the loan 
is current.

The new law also permits 
World War II veterans to have 
their OI loan entitlement re­
stored up to January 31, 1956, If

their property was taken by a 
governmental agency for public 
use, was detroyed by a natural 
hasard, or was otherwise, dis­
posed of for compelling reasons 
without fault on the part of the 
veteran.

The law extended the World 
War II OI Loan program ending 
date for one more year to July 

! 25, 1958. Any loan application 
! received by VA up to thgt time 
may be guaranteed by VA if It Is 

I completed by July 25, 1959.
Another provision permits the 

restoration of OI home loan en­
titlement to a veteran In mili­
tary service who disposes of his 
home because of a transfer un­
der military orders.

Veterans will have to certify 
that they Intend to live in the 
home Uiey are buying with the 
assistance of a OI loan at the 
time of application and at the 
time of closing the loan.

The new law also clarifies and 
confirms VA's authority to make 
the final determ 1 n a 11 o n of 
reasonable value of property Ir­
respective of the estimate of 
value made by an Individual 
appraiser.

COLLEGE STATION, (Spec) — 
Surplus agricultural commodi­
ties valued at about $1V̂  billion 
have been sold to foreign coun­
tries In exchange for their own 

I currency since September 19&4. 
i Of this, sale of $759 million worth 
was arranged for in the first 
six months of 1956, says Bxten- 

I slon Economist John O. Mc- 
I Haney.

He reports that the USDA's 
Foreign Agricultural Service has 
had primary responsibility for 

I these agreements for sales of 
surplus commodities. The pro­
gram of foreign surplus sales was 
provided for by Congress under 
Title 1 of Public Law 480. To date 
59 agreements with 27 countries 
have been arranged with 27 of 
the agreements coming during 
the first six months of 1950.

Commodities sold for foreign 
j currencies Include wheat and 
I wheat flour, feed grains, rice, 
cotton, tobacco, dairy products, 
poultry, fats and oils, dry edible 
beans, fruits and vegetables, 
meat products, cotton llnters and 
seeds. In terms o f dollar value, 
wheat flour leads the list of 
commodities exchanged ($520 
million worth), with cotton sec­
ond ($358 million).

The foreign money received Is

being used to buy strategic ma­
terials, for developing agricul­
tural markets abroad, payment 
of U. 8. debts, and loans to 
friendly countries for trade and 
economic development.

Public Law 480 provides other 
ways of disposing of surplus farm 
commodities. These Include ship­
ments for famine relief and oth­
er assistance abroad, donations 
for foreign and domestic relief 
through non-profit voluntary 
agencies and i n t e r -  Govern­
mental organizations and bar­
ter contracts.

Under all t h e s e  programs, 
about $3 billion worth of agri­
cultural commodities have been 
disposed of since the beginning 
of operations under Public Law 
480 In 1954.

of new synthetics which are 
gradually eating their way Into 
all areas of the fabric trade. Last 
year alone, s y n t h e t i c s  took 
three percent of the market from 
cotton, bringing rayon, acetate 
and nylon up to 27.8 percent of 
the total Cotton's take was 65.7 
percent of the market—still No. 
1, but 10 percent below Its stand­
ing a decade ago.

At the June meeting of the 
American Cotton Congress In 
Lubbock, a top economist for 
the Nation Cotton Council .said 
competition Is beating out cot­
ton on three counts: research 
promotion and price.

Total cotton research money 
spent last year by all public and 
private agencies was $14 million 
dollars. Synthetic fiber produ­
cers are spending at least $60 
million a year for research alone.

Similarly, cotton producers, 
through the National Cotton 
Council, spent only a half-mil­
lion for promotion In 1955 com­
pared with $12 million given 
over to promote synthetics. Since 
most sythetlcs are much cheap­
er to produce, many are under­
selling cotton.

This would Indicate that cot­
ton’s problem is largely finan­
cial, since there Is no question 
as to quality and usefulness. 
Some say cotton producers, the 
farmers themselves, should In­
sure cotton’s future to the tune 
of $1 to $1.50 on each bale pro­
duced, spending the total on re- 
.search and promotion.

Everyone concerned a g r e e s  
that money s p e n t  now could 
mean a market saved some time 
In the future.

Much work has already been 
done In the right direction, and 
there’s little doubt the cotton In­
dustry will respond In a big way 
to maintain Its role at the top of 
the fiber market.
