A TIP ON MINNOWS

A fish bilologist has just re-
minded me that most of the
rough fish which we have to
fight in our new impoundments
have been put there from min-
now buckets. There is a tenden-
cy on the part of all of us to
dump Into the lake whatever
minnows we have left when we
are through fishing.

If you use pond raised min-
nows this isn’'t so bad. However
many places sell minnows that
have been seined from distant
rivers, some as far away as

Mexico, Oklahoma or Arkansas

Many of these are carp and gar |
minnows. As a result, we are in-

festing new lakes with rough
fish which later must be cleaned

out.

If you have some minnows
left, give them to someone else
or dump them out on dry land
Or, you might take them home, |
dig a hole in the garden and
pour them in. Then plant a|
squash or watermelon. They'l |
be well fertilized .

to relentless insistence on hold-
ing down cotton allotments in
our country, not enough top
quality cotton will be produced
to meet our own domestic needs
this year.

age of better quality cotton. But
this shortage could be overcome
if our farmers were allowed to
take advantage of promising
soill and weather conditions so
they could have the crop when
it is needed.

We need an immediate 25 per
cent increase in cotton allot-
ments in order to meet our dom-
estic demand. We can produce
the desired gardes this year if
our farmers are given the op-
portunity.

The 1957 cotton story was a
sad one in Texas—and practi-
cally everywhere else in the na-
tion. Ginning of top grades was
off drastically, and our farmers
had to fight continued bad
weather to produce what they
did.

A sad epitaph to that story

would be for “sidelined” farmers
at home to stand idly by while
cherished cotton profits wing
their way abroad.
