Question: I have through the
years managed to acquire three
houses on which I recelve a
total of $255 a month rent. I
plan to retire from my job at an
0il company when I am 65 in
July of this year. Will my in-
come from these houses keep
me from drawing my soclal se-
curity when I retire?

Answer: No. The money you
receive from the houses is con-
sidered income from rents. It
would not be included in the
$1200 a beneficiary under age
12 is allowed to earn in a year
without losing one or more of
his benefit checks.
