A good cover, whether it is
a dead cover or residue or close
growing plants, will reduce the
chance of soll particles being
torn loose and washed away,
Cover also lowers soll tempera-
ture during hot days and de-
creases evaporation

Mechanleal practices such as
terraces, diversions and contour
cultivation, are the tools of
better management. Terraces
are sometimes considered a
necessary evil because they are
hard to work and must be
maintained, but some flelds |
must have terraces If they are
to be cultivated Without ter-
races these fields would produce
less each year

Permanent grasses for pas-
ture is the only alternative for
those flelds that are too steep
to be cultivated without caus-
ing erosion.
