No Conservation 
Reserve Sign-Up 
Here This Fall

There will be no slgn-up this 
fall of additional land or con­
tracts under the Soli Bank Con- 
•servation Reserve. E. L Burkett, 
chairman of the Mills County 
Agricultural SUbIlizatlon and 
Conservation office said Sep­
tember 7, 1960, In response to 
Inquiries from farmers regard­
ing the status of the program

Mr Burkett also said that 
program contracts which expire 
In 1960 or later are no longer 
eligible to be extended for an 
additional period of years.

“Under the Soil Bank Act en­
acted In May of 1956,” Mr. Bur­
kett explained, “ the Secretary 
of Agriculture was authorized 
to enter Into Conservation Re­
serve contracts with producers 
during the five-year period 
1956-60

“The sign-up under the 1960 
program was held last fall, so 
that farmers would know In ad­
vance of the cropping season 
whether their land would be 
accepted Into the Conservation 
Reserve Since the authorization 
to enter Into new contracts ha.s 
not been extended beyond 1960. 
there will be no slgn-up this fall

“Farmers should understand, 
however, that the existing con­
tracts for 1960 and previous 
years will remain In effect and 
payments will continue to be 
made under them for the period 
of the contracts and in accord­
ance with contract terms The 
annual Department of Agricul­
ture appropriation bills provide 
money with which to meet ob­
ligations already on the books,” 
Burkett stated

There are 108 Conservation 
Reserve contracts In effect this 
year In Mills County Involving 
a total acreage of 8024 acres, 
Mr Burkett said Contract per­
iods range from 3 to 10 years, 
and annual rental payments for 
1980 amount to approximately 
J72J91

Nationally, there are more 
than 300,000 Conservation Re- 
•verve contracts In effect In 1960, 
covering a total acreage of ap­
proximately 28.6 million acres 
In 48 States. The average rental 
payment U $1185 per acre, and 
the rental payments for 1960i 
will amount to about $338 mil­
lion.
