SENATE JOINT RESOLU- 

’TION NO. 14 p r o p o s i n g  
Amendments to Section 4, 2  ̂
and 23 o f Article IV o f the 
Constitution of the State of 
Texas, so as to provide a four- 
yemr term of office for the 
Governor, Lieutenant Govern­
or, Attorney General, Comp­
troller o f Public Accounts, 
Treasurer, Commissioner of 
the General Land Office and 
Secretary of State; and cer­
tain statutory state officers; 
providing for the necessary 
election and the form of the 
ballot; and providing for the 
necessai^ proclamation and 
publication.
KKSOIA KIl KY THE LKGIS- 

LATI  RK OK THE STATE 
OK TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 4, 

Article IV of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas be 
amended ao as to hereafter 
read as follows:

“ Section 4. The Governor 
shall be installed on the first 
Tuesday after the organization 
of the I.«gislature, or aa soon 
thereafter as practicable, and 
shall hold his office for the 
term of four years, or until 
his successor shall be duly in­
stalled. He shall be at least 
thirty years of age, a citisen 
of the United States, and shall 
have resided in this state at 
least five years immediately 
preceding his election.”

Sec. 2. That Section 22, A r­
ticle IV of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas be amend­
ed so as to hereafter read aa 
follows:

“ Section 22. The Attorney 
General shall hold office for 
four years and until hia suc­
cessor is duly qualified. He 
shall represent the state in all

BUita and pleas in the Supreme 
Court of the state in which the 
state may be a party, and ahall 
especially inquire into the 
charter rights of all private 
corporations, and from time to 
time, in the name of the state, 
take such action in the courts 
as may be proper and neces­
sary to prevent any private 
corporation from exercising 
any power or demanding or 
collecting any species of taxes, 
.tolls, freight or wharfage not 
authorized by law. He shall, 
whenever sufficient cause ex­

Sec. .3. That Section 23, Ar­
ticle IV of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas be amend­
ed so as to hereafter read as- 
follows:

General Land Office, and any 
statutory state «officer who is 
elected by the electorate of 
Texas at large, unless a term 
of office is otherwise specific­
ally provided In this Constitu­
tion, shall each hold office for 
the term of four years and 
until his successor is qualified; 
receive an annual salary in an 
amount to be fixed by the Leg­
islature; reside at the Capital 
of the state during his contin­
uance in office, and perform 
such duties as are or may be 
required by law. They and the 
Secretary of State shall not

racaive to thair own naa any 
faea, eoata or parquiaitas oc 
offiee. All fees that may ba 
payable hr law for any aeiwiea
performed by any officer ap^ 
cified in this Section or in bis 
office, shall be paid, when ra- 
ceivad, into the State Treas­
ury.”

Se:. 4. The foregoing Cob- 
atitutional Amendments shall

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Hunting And Fishing Licenses

The annual scramble for 
hunting and fishing licenses 
will be eased this fa ll by earlier 
shipment of the permits to the 
approximately 2.500 d e a l e r s  
throughout the state 

Bill Marlts of the Texas Parks 
and W ildlife Department staff, 
said arrangements have been 
advanced to have all licenses 
In the hands o f dealers well be­
fore the new state fiscal year 
begins September 1 

The total consignments will 
comprise 775.00 fishing licenses 
and 736 000 hunting license of 
which 175.000 will be exempt 
hunting licenses.

In the past, efforts to make 
last-minute oellvery to avoid 
conflict with the old license 
routine caused some inconven­
ience among sportsmen and 
also a sizeable problem fur the 
harassed dealers, said Marks 

-W e expect to hare the li­
censes In the mall very shortly,”

But In the 
case o f deer hunting, these 
privileged persons need a spec­
ial exempt license to provide 
the proper tags, which may be 
obtained for an Issuance fee 
of 25f per license

[Increase In Social Security 
Benefits Starts In September

"T h e  Social Security Amend­
ments. signed into law Friday, 
August 6. by President Johnson, 
constitute a major change In 
the social security system.” Jack 
Calvert. dUtrict manager o f the 
Temple Social Security dUtrlct 
office, has announced.

“The provUlons o f the new 
law affect virtually all persons 
In thU area directly or Indirect­
ly,”  he said

"Until further information U 
available, there U nothing the 
socUl security beneficiaries, or 
persona over age 65, or the gen­
eral public need do at thU 
time,” Calvert added. “ Specific 
Information about filing cUlms 
for the different beneflU pro­
vided by the new legUUtlon will 
be releiksed starting within the 
next ten days to two weeks ”

“ September 1965 U the earl­
iest month that most o f the 
changes In the law will take

place. The seven per cent In­
crease in benefits for all so­
cial security beneficiaries will 
be payable back to January 
1965 If the person was otherwise 
eligible. But there U no action 
these beneficiaries need take to 
get the back payments. The In­
crease U automatic for every­
one, and checks for the Increase 
will be issued early In Septem­
ber.”  Calvert said.

“The health Insurance bene­
fits. commonly called •Medi­
care’, will not go Into effect un­
til next year, July 1966 Next 
month Is the earliest we can 
start taking claims on these 
provisions The health Insur­
ance benefits apply only to per­
sons who are 65 years of age 
or over; and with the coopera­
tion o f news media, w e ll get In­
formation to everyone in plenty 
of time for them to u k e  neces­
sary action.”  Calvert concluded.
