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Charley McLean and others I
do not recall. My files have
been lost with time. My log
book shows that I flew over
750 hours while in Goldthwaite
in one and one-half years

In the spring of 1947, Rellis
Worley bet Charley McLean
that he could not learn to fly,
Charley went through all the
legal requirements, physical
examinations, student pilot's
certification, and dual-instruc-
tions on specific manuevers
required to solo - much more
than just practicing take-offs
and landings to get an airplane
safely around the airport. He
completed all this flying in a
few days, and with four hours
instructions made his first solo
He made another solo a few
hours later and invited Rellis
out to collect the bet, I have
never been able to teach anvone
to fly in less than eight hours

before or since this episode

Spot Saylor had many flying
hours to his credit with only
one small accident, One day he
and a friend, Freddie Marshall,
went to College Station to fly
home a rebuilt Taylorcraft
piane just purchased, and when
they were over Gatesville Spot
did a spin. The motor died in
the spin and the boys were
forced to pick out the nearest
clear field. They made a some-
what ‘““mushy’’ landing on very
wet plowed ground. The plane
nosed over - the boys were
unhurt - and $800, the cost of
the plane, went down the drain.

A Vocational Training Pro-
gram was set up for veterans
of World War II in the building
that now houses the City Utili-
ties. The school was in
operation for close to ten years
under the coordination of sev-
eral men, lastly Erie D. Rob-
ertson. Tom Booker also
worked there for a number of
years,

Today several men fly in the
county and a landing field is
kept in good condition on the
north of Goldthwaite beside the
Brownwood Highway

Before the United States
entered the Second World War,
young Bentley Clements, an-
xious to fly, went to Canada
and became a pilot for the
RCAF, He was the first Mills
County boy to lose his life in
World War II, and was reported
missing in action after a raid
over Tripoli. No trace of him
or his plane was ever found,
and it is presumed he went
down at sea.

The last two Mills County
boys to lose their lives at war
were Bobby Letbetter, son of
Mr. and Mrs. Carl Letbetter
of Goldthwaite, and Richard
Heath, son of Mr. and Mrs.
Martin Heath.

Bobby was a paratrooper and
became so proficient with pre-
cision landing that he became
a member of the United States
Precision Paratroop Team
called “The Golden Knights'’,
and performed on many occa-
sions over the world, competing
with teams from other nations.

Both Richard and Bobby lost
their lives somewhere on the
front in Viet Nam, in that long
ind tragic struggle.

AUSTIN-According to
the November Crop and
Livestock Report, the
number of cattle and calves
on feed during October was
up 14 percent from the
pre ‘ious month,

However, the total, at
1,660,000 head, was still six
percent below a year ago,
Agriculture Commissioner
John C. White said.

“Increases in the numbers
of cattle and calves on feed
can be expected this time of
year, historically the period
in which cattlemen place
their animals in feedlots in
greater numbers,” White
explained.

During October, 523,000
head of cattle were placed

into lots, seven percent
below October 1975, but 62
percent above the previous
month,

Some 302,000 head of fat
cattle were marketed during
October, 11 percent above a
year ago but seven percent
below September 1976
marketings,

Other disappearances
during October totaled
21,000 head, compared with
18,000 head in the same
month last year,

For grazing animals,
available forage in the Texas

Sugar for Your Coffee
From Rio Grande Valley

AUSTIN-Sugar is a sweet
subject any way you look at
it, but it's especially sweet to
sugarcane farmers in the
Lower Rio Grande Valley

FT'he modern-day
sugarcane growers haven’t
been in business too long -
the first cane was harvested
in December 1973 But
already, they are optimistic
the crop will be a financially
rewarding one.

The first crop was hurt by
a rare December freeze.
Since then, things have
improved. By the 1975-1976
season, production was
estimated at 1,328,000 tons,
with an average yield per

acre of 37 tons harvested
from 359,000 acres,
according to Agriculture

Commissioner John C.
White.

The crop is not new to
the Valley. The industry got
started in the 1890's. The
first sugarcane plant was
built in 1895 near San Juan
by John Closner. Three years
later, he built a larger mill to
produce a better grade of
sugar.

Others in the Valley
began raising the crop, and
for several years, it was a
major crop. Then the U.S
government removed the
duty on imported sugar. The
domestic market was flooded
with foreign grown sugar,
and its price collapsed.
Valley farmers abandoned
sugarcane for more
profitable crops.

“Valley farmers feel that
the potential for the crop is
excellent,” White said. “And
having one of the largest
sugar refineries in the nation,
near Houston, so close is an
advantage.”

The process by which

sugar is extracted from
sugarcane is a long one
Before the sugarcane can be
mechanically harvested, the
eaves must be burned off
Next, the harvesters go

into the fields. A harvesting
superintendent oversees the
“front,” which includes nine
harvesters per front. “‘Pads”
are located two miles from
each field which is being
harvested.

Containers with a
capacity of 20,000 pounds
are pulled alongside the
harvester. When full, the
containers are towesd to the
pad, where a huge forklift
picks them up and places
them on flatbeds to be
pulled to the mill.

At the mill, the cane 1s
cut into sections. Then a
series of heavy rollers crushes
the cane and extracts the
juice,

The crushed stalks, called
bagasse, are used as fuel to
produce electricity for the
plant. Bagasse can also be
used to make paper, building
boards, plastics, poultry
litter, animal bedding and
horticultural mulch.

The juice is strained and
limed and then heated to
about 215 degrees
Fahrenheit to rid the
impurities.

Clarifying, filtering and
evaporating bring the thick
syrup to vacuum pans.
There, boiling at low
temperatures creates sugar
crystals and a by-product,
molasses.

The sugar, which now is
in the form of brown
crystals, is shipped to the
sugar mill, where it is refined
into the sugar that is found
on grocery store shelves.

During 1975, Texas ranked
fourth in the nation In
production of rice,
harvesting 24,996,000
hundredweight, Agriculture
Commissioner John C. White

noted.

AUSTIN--As vyou probably
know, this office recently
released its formal estimate of
the amount of money that
will be available to the 1977
Texas Legislature for writing
a new two-year budget.

Overall, the projections are
rosy. We anticipate that the
new Legisiature will have
additional $29 billion to
work with, 34 percent more
than was available to its
predecessor in 1975

There have been some
misconceptions about what
this office really means when
it makes revenue estimates, as
required by law. We are
simply estimating how much
money the State will be
bringing in--its’ income---over
a given period and how much
it will spend

You do about the same
thing, but on a much smaller
scale, when you figure the
family budget.

Now, we are not--and |
want to repeat ‘not’--saying
that the 65th Legislature will
have $2.9 billion more to
spend. We are simply saying
that much more money will
be available

What s done with the
money is a Legislative matter
It can be wused for new
programs or to expand
existing ones. Or, as some
leaders are advocating, we
might set aside a little for a
rainy day-a suggestion |
personally like. Some of it
could even be returned to
Texans through tax cuts

We have a number of ideas
about what we think ought to
be done with the money--but
that is not our job. Our job is
to collect money, not spend
it

The fact that our revenue
estimate was released just
before Thanksgiving day was

purely coincidental. But |
think it was appropriate
because it reminds us again
that we have a lot to be
thankful for in Texas. Most
of our sister States have not
been as fortunate

The statistics tell the
story. Sales tax collections
are up a whopping 17 percent
over last year, far above the
national average. Motor
vehicle sales tax collections
are up 33 percent and the
franchise tax is up 28
percent

What it all adds up to is a
sound State economy
Businesses are expanding
lTexans are making more
money and they’re spending
more, demonstrating a
renewed confidence in the
future

| hate to sound a sour note
at this point, but | think it’s
in order. Planning is as
essential for times of
prosperity as it is in times of
crisis. Common sense tells us
that the current revenue
boom can’t last forever

It is essential that the
Legislature keep this in mind
when it convenes in January
as its decisions will have a
profound effect on the
State’s future

I've said it before, and I'll
say it again Unless
precautions are taken this
State will be facing in the
future--perhaps 1979, perhaps
later--the biggest tax bill in
its’ history.

It's as sure as the feathers
