The fire  was in the 
Ceeslin Building, occupied 
by B A H Enterprise, a 
marble fabricating plant It 
was firs t reported to fire 
department officials about 
12 30 p.m.

Firemc a fought the blaze 
all afternoon, with several 
men slaying nearly all mghi 
watching the fire bum itself 
out The construction of the 
building was such that the 
(Ire could not be eitinguish- 
ed. The roof had fallen in 
and semi-smothered the 
rafters, roofing material, 
and combustibles below, 
causing them to smolder, 
and keep the water from 
hoses from getting to the 
Tire.

A total of eight hoses 
were in operation at one 
time during the disaster, as 
Tire department leaders util­
ized two fire plugs and 
four pumping trucks.

The marble wiwks. owned 
by Zeke Becker of Gold- 
ihwaite. uses several kinds 
of resins and highly com­
bustible mixtures in the 
preparation of its products 
At many occasions during 
the course of the Eight, 
explosions could be heard 
all over the dmvntown area 
as containers blew because 
tif the intenv« heat

Two persons were slightly 
injured in the fire. Ji>hnny

Blansiti of Gutdthwaiic sus­
tained a minor head lacera­
tion when a pry bar broke 
and hit him He was treated 
at Childress Clinic and laker 
returned to help further In 
the effort.

Another man was rut by 
glass from the front display 
windows of the building 
following an rsploaion that 
blew the glass out His 
identity IS not known, how 
ever, his in juries were 
described as very migor.

On numerous occasions 
throughout the afternoon, 
firemen were slightly over- 
cooie by the noxious fumes 
(d the fire, and exchanged 
duties on the hoses fre­
quently to avoid serious 
inyury.

R A W  Floor Covering, 
located on the comer, and 
Steen Hardware, located 
just North of the fire site, 
sustained minor smoke da 
mage and some water 
damage, according to fire 
department offk'ers Moat of 
the penshable merchandise 
was taken out of R A W 
soon after the fire was 
discovered

R A W  previously occupi­
ed a building four doors 
down the block, and were 
burned nut at that loratKNi 
on June 14 of this year. 
They suffered complete tons 
id merchandise In that fire. 
The Geeslin Building fire 
was also listed as a total 
loss.
