A Process of Soil W asting.
L. C. Durnett In an address a t the 

U n iversity  of Nebraska, said:
It has been roughly estim ated that 

there Is an aan ual loss of 269 square 
m iles of soil, one foot In depth, from 
the great M ississippi basin, and s 
very large per cent of th is  enorm ous 
loss comes from  the M issouri river 
and its tributaries. T h is loss of 2C9 
miles Includes the whole drainage 
system  of thozo great rivers, but we 
must boar iq r<nd th at large areas, 
such an o';^ cml arid regions, a ll of 
the iowo!- levels and much o f  the 
pnifvit,' lands lose but sm all per cent 
of the whole. Hence this great loss 
must come from our rolling lands, 
and Loiii. snITer more than eastern 
N ebraska and Kansas. To the above 
amount of soil that is lost to the 
(>ulf of M exico, we shotild add a like 
amount th at is transported from  roll­
ing lands to all lower levels. Im ag­
ine, If you cun, a body of soil lUxGU 
miles, m oving like a m ighty ava­
lanche rlverw ard and oceanward, and 
the very  cream  of our broad acres. 
W hile the loss o f th is soli represents 
untold values to  oiir farm s, the gov­
ernm ent and the states bordering the 
lower M ississippi river, are  spending 
m illions of dollars to get rid of our 
soil. Then again, the torrential rush 
of these w aters causes other losses of 
great magnitude.

Some Idea of the vast destruction 
of property due to floods m ay be 
gathered from  the statem eat that the 
floods of 1881-18S2 caused a loss o f not 
less than 15 m illion dollars to the 
property Interest of the Ohio and Mis­
sissippi valleys alone. In 1881 the 
region about C in cin n ati alone suf- 
¡'vrel a lo ss of $16,000.000. W ell may 
Capt E.vdes exclaim : "F orestry  must 
eon.v to the aid of the engineer.”  A 
balf-iittered truth. I claim  that the 
farm ers of this m ighty mid-west must

I land to the am ount of tw o acres per 

quarter section is dammed up. we will 
, have a  w ater su rface o f  259,200 acres.
‘ If com bined, would m ake tw o lakes 

one m ile wide, 202^  m iles long. The 
holding back of th is much flood water 
will be felt along the levees and Jet- 

' ties of the M ississippi. And If our 
sister states should do as well, the 
great problem of takin g care of our 
flood w aters w ill be solved, and Uncle 
Sam can use bis m illions o f dollars 
in building great reservoirs. Our 
semi-orid W est w ill have been re- 

. deemed from our hot winds and for 
generations this m ighty inter-ocean 
w ill continue to be A m erica 's great 
slock  farm  and granary.

. T hes* duplicates, when sent out. It

the anim al sold In dam. T h e dupli­
cates should servo as a copy for the 

: breeder In m aking future pedigrees. 
This is not only true of this m atter 
of pigs sold in dam, but tho duplicates 
are a copy from which pedigrees 
should he made la  all particulars, yet.

of her pigs to  ’C ". N early a lw ays 
"II" will m ake out the pedigree of 
the pig as harin g been bred by " A ” I  and sold to "C ” . T he pedigree should 

j read: "Bred by 'A ', sold In dam to
I f,  and then sold to ’C ."  The name 

; of the parson who sign s a  pedigree 
should, in a ll cases, appear on the top 
of th e pedigree, c ith e r as breeder or 
as the person to whom the pig was 
sold In dam.

The Cow Not a Waste Basket.
A  cow Is not a waste basket as 

some manufactiirera acem to think. 
Farmers, as a rule, are easy money 
for such men, believing all ttie claims 
they make for their by-products. These 
goods ‘arc not what they are cracKod 
up to be. Stick to your own produce 
for the must part for cow feed, 
around oats. I believe to be the best 
single feed, if you have peameal, corn- 
meal or anything else to mix with 
the oats, so much the better. I have 
fed bollcHl rye and got the aame re­
sults as I did from ground oats and 
peas. In spite of the fart that 1 have 
never beard of rye. In any fom , being 
a good feed. Wheat bran, although 
comparatively high in price, la greatly 
over estimated. W e have been un­
able for some years to get satisfactory 
bran. The manufacturers o f Utls one­
time staple cow feed, are getting alto­
gether too greedy and I think dairy- 
meg would do well to paaa It up en­
tirety until the price comes dowa with­
in reason. It Is not the scarcity of tbla 
article that keeps the price above 
Ita real value but simply a manlpula- 
tloB of the market— D. W. Howie.

A Business for Small Capital.
T he first Important factor In favor 

of poultry ra isin g is the fact that 
little  capital la required to  atari the 
business. M any a  flock has been 
started  on 25 cents. A girl or boy 
may thus easily  betum e an Investing 
capitalist. A t  first the ch ief Invest­
ment required is palnstaklug labor. 
T he next Is Intelligent thought. T he 
returns seem  large fur the sm all 
am ount at first invested, but th at is 
not so. T h e  returns nre rather to be 
considered th e  returns for labor and 
thought expended. A s the Investm ent 
increases the returns « ill be more and 
mure duo to Increasing capital and 
not so much as at first to tin- iicrsoiial 
labor and thoiigl t. The Uiyb and 
girls on the farm  have tlie inside 
track In this m atter. T hey can start 
a flock with very  Utile outlay, and 
they can carry  It on and Im rease the 
outlay from y e a r  to year a« tho re­
turns may ju stify  Ini-rtascd Invest, 
ment. T he farm er should s ive  his 
hoys and g ir ls  a  chanct- to try their 
hand at real huslnesa— if there arc 
more than one flock on the farm , so 
much the better, as it Is frequently 
better to h ave  a  number <>l flocks 
than o re  large one, The poultry busi­
ness is III grea t contrast to most other 
enterpri.ses In th at it does not re­
quire e lab orate  preparations for a 
start. T h e sm allness of the in vest­
m ent required for a start In poultry 
raising should forever prevent the 
business drifting Into the hands of 
great com binations. It m a.ies It pos­
sible to u tilize a  good deal of idle 
labor. More than that. It is both 
mental and manual training for the 
young people on the farm . The fact 
that poultry raising retiulres sm all In- 
vestm eut of capita l places within 
roa r ’ll o f tho young people of the farm 
man;, things that would otherw ise not 
be t itainable. It may be desired to 
obta u more education than can b* 
given by the district school. The 
cages are not few where th e well- 
liani :ed flock of poultry has been tbs 
basis o f a college education We 
would su ggest to young, ambitious 
people on the farm s that they look 
around them and see w hat can be 
done in this m atter.

nam e W yandotte was proposed by .Mr. 
H oudletle, a t W orcester, .Mas»., in ' 
1S83. and accep ted  as the future name 
fiV the fowl. A  general d issatisfac­
tion w as shown all over the country at 
this choice as a name, but those who 
made the decision should be praised 
now for th eir fortunate selection. 
T im e has proven It a most appropriate 
name, and no one could wish to have 
It changed. S ince the one original 
W yandotte w as named the m ullipltra- 
llon of varieties has made dislln- 
guishlng titles n ecessary. W e now 
have, as listed  In the Standard, the 
S ilver laiced. Golden Ijice d , W hite, 
Hiift, Hlai-k and G olden-l'enciled or 
I’artrldge varieties. In addition to 
these we h ave  the follow ing new ones 
claim ing adm ission: T h e S l lv e r l ’en- 
clled, the Buff-I.aced and the Colum ­
bian. In England they have, besides 
these, a W yandotte called the Cuckoo 
W yandotte.

W h at Everybody Says.

C ultivation of Spelt in Germany.
T he B ulletin  dee H alles (B aris) 

contains the follow ing statem en t con­
cerning the cultivation  c f  spelt In 
G erm any: T h e  southw est o f  the G er­
man Em pire has its own peculiar 
grain, spelt, while In the north, the 
center, and In B avaria  w heat la the 
special object of cultivation . Spelt 
(Trltlcum  spelta L .) is exten sively 
cultivated especially in W urtem berg. 
in the regions bordering on th e Grand 
Duchy of Baden, in A lsace, In S w itz­
erland, and in B avarian Suabia. In 
W urlem burg especially spelt (speltz. 
dinkel, finkorn) Is used alm ost ex- , 
c lu slvely  In the m aking of bread. 
Spelt is very much like wheat and Its 
Hour Is plarcd in the sam e rank with 
wheat flour. It differs from wheat 
however. In that the operation of 
thrashing falls to rem ove the outer 
covering from the grain.«. Spelt 
must, fh ercfo ie, n ecessarily  bo hulled 
III special m ills before being mar 
keted. It Is a rather curious and In- 
ti-rostlng fact that In France, as In 
the other Latin countries, and In 
England, wheat oeriipleg first place 
among eeroals u-iefl for hreadm akliig, 
but that the cultivation ol spelt as 
the predom inant - ereal Is confined to 
the clearly  limited region specified 
above.

Picking Small Fruits.
In the first place he sure you have 

everything In readiness before the 
picking tim e arri\> s. Your crates and 
boxes should be all made up, and bo 
sure to have them made prope-rly; do 
not use any dirty, ill-shaped piece of 
m aterial In them. The appearance of 
the package has much to do with the 
sale  of the article N ever use crates 
or boxes more than once. The neat, i 
clean packages, as a rule, sell flrsL ' 
even if the fruit is Inferior. Yoiir pick- 
era should lie Bupplled w ith a stand to 
hold not more than six  quarts, and 
these should be covered, especially If i 
picking atraw berries, so th at the sun j 
win not shine upon the fruit. In 
cane fruit these can be rem oved and 
the p ickers’ stands be le ft In the | 
shade. Engage your pickers early  and 
be careful in the selection. H ave them 
understand Just w hat you expect of I 
them nnd how much they a re  to re- , 
c s ir e  for their services and in w h a t! 
manner.— J. 1-. Herbst. I
