"One of the niuat notloeabla faatnrea 
of (he taata of the AmL-rloan public for 
aaiiiameota baa been the Increasing in- 
teresis shown In recant yean  In ih t 
axhibltluns of trained animals, especi­
ally of animals by nature sava(e and 
fanicioua,’' observed a man who i.ad 
been in the show business for many 
yean.

"Yet. despite the hundreds of ex­
hibitions of this sort which have been 
Kiven, there is one point that the s'gbt- 
seeing public has entirely failed to 
comprehend. They think the lions, tlg- 
sn. bears and other sharp-toothed nnd 
long-clawed creatures which perform 
so (naay difficult tricks with such ap- 
partner willingness, have been tamed 
Net one has, or, in my opinion, e\cr 
will be. They have been traîne*, an 
entirely dlSarent proposition. This 
natural mistake on the part of the 
spectators is not a matter of much 
moment. But if the animal trainer 
should make the same mistake his ca­
reer would be short.

"A  lion or a tiger may be taught to 
do all sorts of tricks and apparently to 
yield ready obedience to his trainer, 
but underneath his superficial 'rain 
ing is the real, inherited wild beast na­
ture, which sooner or later is almost 
certain to crop out.

"Animals, especially the larger apd 
stronger ones are not bright. A lion 
does not need to trouble bim.-iclf 
about strategy in order to overcome 
his prey or to protect himself. His 
giant musclea and wonderful agility 
settle tboae problems for him. Ktir 
this reason the animal mind Is better 
developed in weaker creatures, who 
csnnot trust to their unaided physical 
(jiialiflcationt to attain their prey or 
prevent themselves from being '^e 
prey of othera

"T o  the lion, tiger or Jaguar the 
trainer is a mysterious being. He 
knos's that man is a creature of 
strrnge and wonderful powers, and the 
unknown inspires a feeling o f aw » in 
^im. exactly as it does in savage jr  
halfclvllixed men. To this unknown 
power the lion yields tbedience, but 
always grudging obedience.

('rmbined with the feeling that man 
Is a creature o f mysterious powers 
Igues an ignorance o f the animal's owu 
etrength. A  tiger could crush his 
trainer's skull with one blow o f hu 
paw, but the tiger does not appreciate 
'his fact. It is the lack of appreciation 
not any affection for his traîne-, that 
makes the beast seem so apparontlv 
trao'ahle and obedient

"Once let a tiger or a Hon appreci­
ate that his trainer is helpless agalast 
him. and that aaimai's value as a 
perform« r is gone forever Ho not on­
ly will not go through his accustomed 
tricks, but if any effort is made to 
force him, he almost certain ;o turn 
on his trainer. Any man who expects 
to make a success of training wild ani­
mals must devote hie whole tim* to 
studying the peculiarities of his Indi­
vidual chargee. He thus gradually ac 
quire an insight In their charact<--x 
and dlspoaitlans which may enable 
blm to tell the moment when one of 
them bee suddenly awakened to a teal- 
izatlon o f bis own strength.

"But animals are running, and some 
times a trainer does not realize that 
this perception of their prowess nas 
come to them until it is too late. Then 
there Is another tragedy.

"This ignorance of their physical 
strength, as compared with the' ef 
man. is one of the reasons why ani­
mals captured in their native w ills  are 
more likely to make good performer.t 
than those bom in captivity. A 11 <n 
bem In clvllazatlon associates with 
men from the moment he opens bis 
eyes as a furry, playful cub. Mar. U 
not the strange, awe-inspiring crea*- 
nre to him that he is to the lion when 
caught half or fully grown. This fe< l- 
ing-of familiarity tends to make the 
cage bora animal a bad subject for 
training.

"There Is another ana even more Im­
portant reason why animals t>ora In 
captivity are dangerous pupils . They 
are almost certain to realize their own 
strength and ability to take rare of 
themselves^ A cub, for Instance, s 
pettted until it attains a fair Hl.;e 
Then comes a day when. In trying to 
escape from some one who is hoi.ling 
it the young Hon uses its claws Thev 
are by tbls time sharp and long enough 
to Inflict unpleasant scratches The 
cub Unde blmself free in an Instant 
And In that Instant he has learae I 'he 
first lesson which tends to make hi n 
useless as a trained animal—that he 
has claws and teeth, and that 'be use 
of them will enable blm to escsi>e 
from disagreeable surroundiogs. As 
he grows larger and stronger this les­
son is more and more Impressed on hls 
mind. When be has attained hli f'lli 
strength the only place for him will be 
^h tnd  the bars of a strong cage. The 
¡instances of cage-bora animals of ‘ lie 
cat tribe that have been successfully 
trained are few.
■ "One of the mistakes o f the gen»ral 
'public which does not recognize 'hat 
Animals are trained, not tamed, ir s 
Itislief that arlld beasts in many cc.ses 
nave an affection for their keepe»* 
land trainers. A Hon will often purr 
and rub himself against the bars of
bis cage at the aeoroacb of hla tralrer
'This is because be has become sc- 
customed to associate the trainer wi.'u 
¡(he good things of life. The trainer 
feeds him, he strokes the fur and rubs 
'the becir s f the big eat. and does many 
other thiags which th# anlBal naes. 
Therefore, the a a lM l la glad to see 
blax

while going through the performtTira 
with hla animals that same Hon will ba 
on him In a ascnml This is even more 
true of tigers, leopards and jaguars, 
which are more treacherous and far 
quicker to anger thsn a lion

"Imitation, endless patience and do­
ing the same thing over and over are 
the secrets of successful training of 
animals The first thing, vf co'irte. ie 
to get a wild animal accustometi to the 
presence of bis keeper Then fri'm 
the simplest of tricks the lessens pnv 
ceed to the more complicated ->nea

“ For this reason the trainer ia care 
ful never to vary In the slightest de­
gree the programme which he goes 
through at each performsnro. as the 
least difference would be apt to con­
fuse his sat age stupid pupils. I f the 
trainer Is In the habit of carrying a 
small whip in his hand, and for «o;- 
reason should carry a stick Instead, 
there would be grave danger of upset 
ting the whole act Even such a dght 
change of carrying his whip la the left 
hand Instead of the right might hare a 
serious effect. The animals are ac­
customed to certain, particular things, 
which arc associated in their minds 
with their tricks When they do not 
s<>e just these surroundings they do 
nut understand. Anything they do not 
understand Inspires either confusion, 
or fear or rage.

"Lions, tigers and other savage an­
imals are not generally ranked at 
temperam-e advocates yet it is a fact 
that a trainer who hopes to manage 
them successfully must be a man of 
good habits. This Is not entirely be­
cause a man under the influence of H- 
llquor It likely to make some careless 
mistake which may have a tragic ic- 
sult. although that alone would be a 
sufflclent reason for temii. ranee on 
the part of the trainer. But anliraU 
seem to recognize the fact that a nian 
is even slllghtly un ier the Influence of 
liquor, and when they once perceive it 
all the awe they naturally feel for tl.at 
mysterious creature ti ms to vanish 
They will stare at him in wonderment 
and will refuse obedience, ns if they 
realized that the being who shoubi be 
their superior had descended below 
tholr level.

"Not the least curious part of this 
phenomenon Is that they seem to re­
member such an occurrence with that 
strange tenacity of memory which snl- 
mais have fer anything which has 
been strongly Impressed upon them. In 
almost every case where animals have 
seen tholr trainer In the least degree 
intoxicated bis Influence over them is 
gone forever

“ The story Is told af s man who useu 
to attend every performance of a 
show where tbs trainer placed bis head 
in a lion's mouth When asked why 
he took surh au interest in the per­
formance. he replied he was certaig 
that aometime the Hon would bits oil 
the man's head and that he wanted td 
be on band when It bappenad. in ■ 
certain degree he showed an apprecia­
tion of wild animal nature. Sooner o f 
later the animal in question was cer­
tain to 'go i-ad.' as It is called by show­
men. The safety of the trainer lay in th# 
fart that he would recognize the dawn- ' 
Ing symptôme of this change of die- ' 
position in time to cut out his act aa 
far as that particular Hun was concern- ; 
ed.

"In time almost every trained ani ' 
mal 'goes bad.' and the only thing to 
do Is to withdraw blm from the arena 
and keep him behind the bars of a 
strong cage But ev* n before thl« act­
ual change of disposition comes there 
Is always danger that sometime the In- { 
herent savagu nature uf the aniniili 
will break through the superflciul 
training implante] |iy man The floree j 
ness of nature, the blind rage, ani thej 
Instant use of claw- or tooth are Inher 
Ited from thousands ■ f generations of 
saiage ancest. rs. and are to deeply; 
Implanted to be pradlcate-l by a few! 
years of training" I
