March 8.—The full 
text of an Imperial manifesto and

The government carefully retains 
the power lo promulgate ‘ teinporury 
laws during recesses of the parliament 
and us the parliami-nt Is sulijra-t to 
dissolution liy imperial ukase, the gov­
ernment Is thus In a position In time 
of -alress lo rid Itself of an obnoxious 

I legislature and proclaim such laws as
