In the meantime, however, I have 
been able to accumulate some data 
from all over the dry states, and I find 
that the percentage of successful i 
planting after July Is only about 25. . 
while that of early planting—about 
April and May—is about "5 or 80. 
and with deep plowing probably 100 
per cent.; In fact, I have no record of 
any failure to obtain a stand where 
th » plowing was eight Inches or more 
and the alfalfa sowed before June.

The best average date (or the plant­
ing of this legume seems to center 
around the 20lh of April, and when tbs 
ground Is wet down to a depth of two 
feet or more and plowed deep, there Ij 
little or no risk of failure. Alfalfa I» 
peculiar In this respect; It requlren 
plenty of moisture at the start, buC 
once establUbed. no drought can kill 
It out. The top may dry. but It will 
bud again from the root

If the ground Is plowed deeply 
enough, the roots go down very quick­
ly. snd as soon as It has acquired a ' 
ten-inch root, it is practically out of 
danger.

When planted In the fall on siimme- 
fallowed land. It will sometimes suc­
ceed If the season Is right, but It Is ■ 
very easily exterminated by cold and 
drought when young and not tboi- 
ougbly eatablished. A stand of alfal­
fa secured by shallow plowing and a 
wet aeaton (or some reason or other 
often peters out after a year or two.

The young plants In tbs seed leaf 
will stand a temperature of about i )  
Eahrenbelt If they are covered wItA 
snow. Without anow, the danger 
point Is about 26 degrees. Tha lower 
tha altitude tha more cold they will 
stand, and since we find that lack ct 
air pressure Increases the bursting 
power of froten sap. tbli rule appilea 
not only to alfalfa, but to all vegetn-, 
tIOD. I

As far as the different varieties ( f  i 
alfalfa are concerned. It Is a good Ides 
to try them all. On my ranch I find , 
the ordinary variety does as well as 
any, and usually coats less.

Rome farmers are afraid to plart 
alfalfa because they think their soil 
Is not right, but there is absolutely no 
way of testing this, except to try It.

It can, with the help of a little ma­
nure. be raised even on a sand bar, 
and will ultimately convert It Int i 
good soil. For this reason, we nee<l 
never have any abandoned (arms In 
the west. If we plant them to alfalfa , 
before It Is too late.

In fertilising weak or sandy land 
for this crop, the manure should be 
harrowed In on the surface, aftei 
plowing and before planting. This 
darkens the color of the surface and 
diminishes the glare from the sun, 
which will sometimes dry up the young 
plants on very light colored soli by 
scalding the leave*, even when there 
ts plenty of moisture down below.

Alfalfa will often do better in rich 
hill soil than on a weak sandy bot- ' 
tom. It will aometlmes reach water 
at 20 feet In three or four years, and 
then, of course, will yield as much 
per acre aa Irrigated alfalfa.

.Miss Throckmorton, who Uvea at 121 
C street, southeast, was In court as a 
witness in the case against .Miss Lillie 
Hinkle of 119 (' street, southeast, 
charged with' permitting her bulldog 
to run at large without a muzzle, and 
In another rase against Edward Wells, 
Miss Hinkle's brutber-ln-law, also liv­
ing at 119 r  street, northwest, for 
cruelty to animals. In that be per­
mitted the dug to kill the kitten.

According to evidence, Miss Throck­
morton. accompanied by Miss Annie 
l.,aurle Tally, who lives with her, walk­
ed from the rear of her premises Int* 
Kiimsey's alley just as Wells opened 
the gate of the Hinkles' yard and 
started out with the bulldog.

I There was a small kitten In the al 
ley, and .Miss Throckmorton and the 
bulldog saw the kitten at about tbe 
same time, It is stated. .Mlsj Throck­
morton calltd to Wells to hold buck 
the dog. and ran toward the helpless 
little kitten. Hut Wells, it Is said, did 
not hold the dog. so Miss Throckmor­
ton. who loves hut does not fear 
beasts, she stated, seized the bulldog 
by the neck.

Miss Throckmorton's strength was 
not an equal match for the dog. and 
Weils, It was said, did not help her. 
but only cried out wanilngly that the 
dog would hurt her.

Finally the hulldug got away from 
Miss Throckmorton, anil with one 
crunch of his powerful jaws, and one 
shake of his massive head, ended all 
and every, singly, separately and in­
dividually, nine lives of tbe kitten.

Then Miss Throckmorton swore the 
warrant against Wells and Miss Hin­
kle. She said she did not think that 
persons ought to be allowed to per­
mit such dangerous animals as the 
bulldog to be al large without being 
muzzled.

Judge Pugh, who tried the ras*. 
fined VVells 620 for cruelty to animals, 
and fined Mist Hinkle 65 for allowing 
the dog to be at large unmuzzled and 
without a leash.

Banks May Adopt the Finger Print System

FINORR p r in t s  aa a means of Iden­
tifying depositors who cannot write 

their names may be adopted by Wash­
ington Banka. Among tbe patrons of 
the banks, especially of those which 
do a savings business, the proportion 
of Illiterates la considerable, it waa 
said by bankers the other day, and 
tbe fart that some of the Brooklyn 
banka have adopted tbe system of 
finger print signatures for their Illit­
erate customers has auggeated to lo­
cal bankers that the plan might be 
feasible for meeting conditions hero.

C. U Bowman, cashier of tbe Union 
Savings bank, said be believed tbe fin­
ger print system of signatures wss 
practicable, but be did not know It it 
was needed In Washington.

Tbe finger print system has proved 
not only popular with tbe ofilcera of 
Brooklyn savings Institutions, but also 
has proved an unfailing method of es­
tablishing th* Identity of tbe Illiter­
ates.

The chance of making a mistake on 
a finger print Is said to b* very re­
mote. In the first place, the marks on 
u person's fingers or hand never 
change during life, and in the second 
place, there is only one chance In six- 
tv-two Mlllons, it has been estimated, 
where two persons would develop the 
same linger prints. Heretofore, tbe
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finger print method has been used 
almost exclusively by the police. As 
a part of the Bertillon system It has 
been used to trace criminals. Tbe po­
lice are accustomed to taking Impres 
slons of the thumbs and the fingers ol 
both hands, but tbe savings banks do 
not go that far.

They take prints of the first three 
fingers on the right hand, omitting tbs 
thumb. These prints are made with in 
dcbble ink on a card which Is filed 
away along with tbe depositor's name 
and |>edlgree. When he presenta hit 
bank book to draw out his account he 
Is questioned as to bis pedigree 
Should his questions prove unsatisfac­
tory he Is then asked to make a du 
tUicate finger print for the purpose oi 
comparison. This Is done by simply 
sprinkling black powder on the moist­
ure left by the fingers on a bank 
card. When the powder Is blown off 
tbe print remains and the comparisui 
can then be made.

The favorite place of the plaque, tha 
front portion of the brain, la alao tha 
pert of the brain which becomaa dla- 
aaaed, in caaea of paralyaia, ao that 
aome biological analogy exlata be­
tween dUBeulty of movement and 
epeech and Impoaaibillty of movement 
end apeecb.

The "plaquea”  are found chiefly in 
the rind of the brain. Very rarely 
they attack the aptnal column, if 
preaent In minute numberi. the per­
son attacked showa only the milder 
aymptonia of old age. alowneaa of 
movement, fatigue, Inability to under 
stand quickly. If preianted in large 
numbers senile dementia, one of the 
most horrible conditions Into wblcb 
the human body lapse, occurs.

They attack tbe Intellectual and tha 
dull-witted people alike in old age. 
for some of tbe brigbtaet minds be. 
come afflicted with dullnesa and ap­
parent stupidity, even to senile de­
mentia In some Inetancea. Un tbe 
otber band, people who have alwaya 
been dull-witted, even tllUerate, are 
aOllcted in a Ilka manner, so It can 
not be claimed the aflllctlon la due tO 
an overworked brain.
