Rrooka, President of Boylor Unt> 
rorsitj, who is a close student of 
economic affairs in Texas, recently 
made a report to the Texai Welfare 
Cointnission in which he .bowed in 
a startling and convincing manner 
that while Texas has the largest 
permanent fund for education of 
any state in the ITuiou, we actually 
spend less per capita and less per 
student than all other states. Dr. 
Brooks was chairman of the Com­
mittee on Education appointed by 
the Commission to investigate oar 
educational system and bis report it 
a result of close and searching in* 
veatigatiou into affairs «ducatiounl.

In a table submitted by Dr. 
Brooks, it is shown that the per cent 
school (K>pulation enrolled in school 
in Texas is Co.40 |>er cent as com* 
pared with an average in other 
states of 72 per egut. Comparing 
Texas and California, which is one 
of the most advanced states in the 
Union in the matter of edneation,' 
he abows that our expenditure per 
capita of average attendauco is 
|18..75, while that of California is 
$59.Ü1. The exi>enditure per capi* 
to of entire population in Texas is 
•2.71, compared with I7.0Ô  in Cal* 
iforuia.

Dr. Brooka sounds a note of 
warning to the people against polit­
ical control of our institutions of 
learning and pleads for a more lib­
eral support of all our schools and 
colleges.

wise Prevision of Nature That It One 
of ths Curiositiss ef the 

Region.

One of the curiosities in natural Us- 
tory tn the colony of Queensland in 
the provision by nature of a supply of 
water in the roots of certain trees. 
On these roots the aborigines fo^ne^ 
ly depende«) for their water for sev­
eral months of the year.

There are several kinds of trass in 
Queensland from which water enn 
be obtained, including three spselse 
of eucalyptus, and the hurrajong. The 
eucalypti consists of a gum, whlA is 
the largest of the bach country trssa, 
a box and mallee. Thn first nnand Is 
the most preferre«!, as yielding the 

' grestest «juantlty. This tree ro e s »  
hies the re«l gum In appeeranee, ths 

' leaves being a little narrower end Od 
a silvery color. It grows ohiofiy ea  
sandy or light loamy soil aad thrsws 
out numerous Isteral roots at a  depth 
of about Bias Inchah from the sur­
face of the ground. The peattlea tH 
these roots was ascsrtalnod hy ths 
blacks by repestedly lahbtag ths 
points of a spear or sharposod Btlsk 
In the soft earth at a dlataaoo of about 
six or eight feet from the trunk m 
the tree. The soil was then removed 
with a wooden shovel for some N 
feet or more and the root ont oC at 
either end. This was then cut UP 
Into lengths of about I I  Inched, thd 
bark knocked oR and the Isagtha stood 
on end In some receptacle to coatala 
water. In many cases the bUehanood 
s bag made of the entire skin ot the 
male wallaby. As toon ea aU thane 
pieces were placed on end the opsrn 
tor, lieginnlng with the first pinsed.
