Much Oapanda Prim arily Upon Natura
• f  Soil Tillad and Mannar in 

W hich W ork la Dona.

(By J'RoK, HOMKll It. IiEKIl.>
T he lu rceaa or failure of Ihe dry­

land farm ing depends prim arily upon 
the nature o f the soil be la tillin g: 
and secondly, and none the less Im- 
portanL upon the manner in which be 
tllla It. 'P ie  most desirable land for 
thla purpose la a deep, sandy loam. 
Such a soil Is easy  to plow deep and 
cu ltivate  th ereafter, and readily cons- 
bines with organic m atter, m aking a 
lieh. deep seed bed * which absorbs 
m oisture rapidly and retains It for a 
longer perlc^ than most other aolls. 
If made com pact It will draw up na­
ture's supply of m oisture in the sub­
soil p erfectly through the action of 
capillarity.

In this kind of soil roots of plants 
penetrate freely  to a conalderagle 
depth, which Is not the case In clay, 
on account of the burdneis o f  the lu b  
soil. Owing to the com pactness o f  the 
latter. «-aKT percolates through It 
very slow ly and. when heavy rains 
cotiw much of it Is lost by being shed 
from th'» surface into watercoursea 
and stream s. The capillary action of 
w ater being drawn up through clay 
Is not rapid enough, even If plenty la 
stored In the subsoil, to supply plants 
■ luring extrem e hot w eather, when thq 
demands are greatest, and there la 
little  rainfall during that season.

On the other hand, land which has 
a thin layer o f su rface  soil underlaid 
by a aubsoil o f sand or gravel Is even 
more undesirable; tor to attem pt to 
raise a  crop on such land In aeml-arid 
regions Is worse than folly, only 
am ounting to tim e, labor and seed 
losL unless sum m er rains have been 
unusually frequent and copious, as dur­
ing the past season. A gravelly  or 
coarse, sandy subaoll will readily ab­
sorb much water, but unlike the lamp 
wTck in the oil. It w ill not draw it up 
to the surface again. T h is accounts 
for the fact that there la a much 
greater quantity o f w ater flowing In 
underground channels than In stream s 
upon the su rface o f the land In 
seeking for new farm ing lands It Is 
bred Into the hearts o f many of us to 
look for a c lay  subsoil; hut bew are to 
teat the soil aeveral feet deep, and 
rem em ber that four or five fe**t o f 
sandy or silt loam la Ideal for the so- 
called dry-land farm er.

VALUABLE WAX FROM PLANT
Arid Oesart S pecially  Adapted to Cub 

tura of Candellla Waad— By- 
Products Poaaiola.

V egetable wax appears to be a prod­
uct for which the arid desert Is speci­
a lly  adapted. A s a protection against 
excessive  evaporation, the plants ex­
posed to dry heat develop a waxy cov­
ering. and a  Itrltlsh consular note 
atates that In the w estern part of 
N uevo I-rfHm and Coahulla, In M exico, 
the candellla weed yle.lda tw o per cent 
o f wax, allhough In well w atered re­
gions It contains little  or none. The 
extraction  of this wax Is becoming 
a considerable Industry. Several ex­
tractin g eitab liah m en ti have been re­
cen tly  started and one o f them — now 
being enlarged— has a cap acity  of 
twenty-five tons of wax per month. 
T here are certain  possible by-prod­
ucts. such as tannin, to which little  
attention has lw*en so far given. The 
wax product Is exported to the ITnited 
States, the Itrltlsh Isles and Germ any, 
aud bi 111 deinand for many purposes, 
such as shoe polishes, floor waxes, 
phonograph records and electrical In­
sulation.

Ilallas, Texas.— Vlie Texas Wel­
fare Conimiseioii in its investigatioi 
of bvislation in relation to the or 
giini/ation of private rorporatiom 
developed some rery ancient statute!
» Iiicli have been covered by the de 
bris of a half century of cust.rni. Oiu , 
of theM* statute* which has beet 
»atiT-logged by custom and has e*. i 
cajieil the. notice of many corfiora 
tiuns that dejieiid largely upon Ik>uu 
issiii *1 for financing their project« 
was brought to the attention of thr 
t'omiiiisiiion by If. t ’. I)uff, chair* 
mull. The statub- m (juesti.m wai 
adiifiteil in 1874 and prohibits pri­
vat*- (‘iir]Hiratiuns from incurring ai 
indchtwliies» gnmter than the amuunl ' 
of their capital stock.

Many private corporations ignor­
ant of or indifferent to this la» 
ha\o freijueutly violatetl it and b> 
ci.mmon custom have long igmreo 
it, hut corporations that place tlieii 
»IS urities upon tlie market whert 
they are examined by skillful la» , 
Vers find their bonds rejected on ai 
count of this statute. The provisiorj 
wa.s incorporatwl in our law upon tin 
erroneous theory commonly accejited 
at that time that a  corporatioi j 
should not incur a debt greater thar 
the amount of the capital stock. Tin 
Commission finds the statute a men­
ace to creditors in good faith and 
asks that it be rejs'alcd.

The watering of stock of private 
corporations alto came in for se­
vere censure at the bauds of the 
Commission and they made a plea 
for higher standards of busineg» 
morality in legislation for the pro­
motion and organization of private 
corfMiratious. Tlie report of Uie 
Commission of this subject in part, 
IS as follows:

"\Vh<*n the disposition of tlie stati 
Concerning railroad securities it re 
menilK'ied, it is remarkable that pub- 
lice sentiment has not heretofort 
driyen our legislatures to throw more 
safeguards around the organization 
of private corporation!, whose atock 
is intended to lie sold to the people 
of Texas. .Some rational legislation 
that will insure some reasonable re­
levancy betwc*en the valde of the 
property owned or to be owned by 
the corpviration and the securitie* tr 
be issued by the same should be 
adopted.”
