‘ Combining beauty, grandeur and tuefulneas and represent- 
ing the patriotic devotion o f loyal »Texane to the memory o f 
the pioneers who fought for and won liberty, the Alamo He-1 
roes Monument, to be erected in San Antonio on ground lial- j 
lowed by the blood o f the defendera o f the fortreae who prefer­
red death to surrender, w ill be one o f the greatost works ever; 
undertaken in Texas. Its graceful lines that emphasize rather 
than eonceal the rugged strength o f the structure will mark it 
as a work o f art; its great height and massive character of base 
its colnmns and statnary within and without will give it gran­
deur, and its usefulness to the people o f the whole state will be 
realized in its galleries, its anditorium, its museums, its art gal­
lery, its balls for state and national patric>tic societies or associ­
ations and ita individual room« for each county in Te.vas for the 
maintenance o f art or historical events.

The Alamo Heroes Monument w ill rise to height o f 802 feet, 
the higheet structure in the world. It has been designed along 
modern linea to poaseae strength and stability such as would not 
have bean possible when the tower ofHabel was built, for mod­
em engineering has made possible feats that were impossible 
then or, for that matter, were impoaeible only a generation ago 
yet with a ll the advance the science o f engineering has niaile,t 
this monument will be one o f its greatest accomplishments. It^ 
will contain fonr spaciour anditoriums, a museum, an art gal-, 
lery and statuary hall and a separate room for every county in 
Texas to be devoted by each to tlie encouragement o f art and 
history by the maintenance o f exhibits along these lines associ- 
ateii with that county. Near the top balconies w ill be provided 
for visitors that wish to take a look into the neighboring couuv' 
ties through the large telescopes to be provided for that pur-

The base of the monument will be o f solid granite rising to 
a height o f 50 ft.

Ky.—More than TS people 
are reported killed and hundreda were 
injured, eonie mortally, by a xtorm or 
tornado intenxlty which rased over 
central, wextern, southern and part 
of eastern states Friday. Properly 
damage will run well Into the mil­
lions.

Deflnite advices have been receiv­
ed accountinc for at least seventy 
peopi dead, with reports from points 
temporarily cut off from wire com­
munication by the storm addins hour­
ly to the list

Ueponx from Alabama show the 
loss of life was heaviest in that state, 
the number of dead there belns al­
ready definitely placed at 27, with 
additional fatalities reported, but not 
contlrmed. Lower Peach Tree waa 
practically wiped out  ̂ two dead In 
Indiana, three in Tennessee, two in 
Ohio, two In New York, one in .Ulch- 
Isan. two in l-oulsiana. live In Missis­
sippi and one In Texas.

Accompanying the death Hats the 
estimates of the Injured, totaling more 
than 200. with additions coming In at 
brief intervalt. Coming up out of the 
Southwest early Friday morning, just 
as spring was ushered in, the storm 
swept with startling suddenness diag- 
unally acrooa the country from nortb- 
cm Texas to western Pennsylvania 
and New York, by sectioning the Mis­
sissippi valley and mowing northeast­
ward across the Ohio, into the Uiwat 
Ijtke regioa.

Shifting winds of great violence, ac­
companied in various section by snow, 
sleet and hail, characterised the 
storm, easily the moat destructive of 
the year, and rarely equalled In the 
extent of Its sweep and dsmoga. BuUd- 
Infs toppled before the blow In near­
ly a doxen a ta t« and death lay all 
along In its wake.

The property lou  was b « r y  all 
along the storm's track. B e tid « de­
molishing or unroofing buildings and 
felling tre « , the high winds, rains, 
ball and sleet did aertous damags to 
« r i y  crops, according to raporta from 
some of the affected sections. Kstl- 
amua of tba property loan« from In­
diana and Mtebton alone aggregate 
|2.0b0,000, about avenly divided ba- 
tw «n  tha two atotoo. Early reporu 
of lo ss « ranging from 26.000 to t60,- 
•00 or more from aections of tho storm 
region indicated that the total would 
reach large Hguiws.

Not In 
many y « r s  has there been such pros­
tration of telephone and telegraph ser­
vice. Chicago was cut off for hours 
from communication with points east. 
Only by devious routes was connection 
Anally established. It will be several 
days before normal service Is restor 
ed. Railroad traffic waa seriously de­
layed In many Oiatrlets where wire 
communication was crippled and wash­
outs occurred.

The wind, which wiped out so much 
property and CMt ao many lives ab 
ulned record velocity at some points. 
Figures given by the weather bureau 
at Watbington, showed tbat at De­
troit It r«ebod  elghty-olght m i l «  an 
hour, a new high record In that city; 
olgkty-four m il«  at Toledo, eigbty- 
olght m il«  an hour at Buffalo and 
Memphis sixty-four m il«.

Surgeon Telle Criphle Story.
Dr. Ray B. Harris, a pollea turgton 

of Dayton. Ohio, and ona of tho chief 
workers among the Injured Immedl- 
ately after the cyclone, told n graphic 
•tory of tha tuffaiiagt of tha hun­
dreds who were hurt.

"When we began to collect the bod 
lee wo realltod for tho flret time tha 
fearful sute of affairs." aald the phy­
sician. "It waa aa grawtome a Uik 
at I aver worked a t Some of the 
bodioa ware twisted Into frightful 
shapes and aome had pieces of 
wrackage—wood and Iron—driven 
through their bodies. Domos ware 
emothered to death, tome ware 
burned, etlll others were crushed and 
beaten to death by tba flying timbers.

"Every physician In tha city, and 
aven the medical atudenU, wort at 
work Sunday night and all day Mon­
day. I Impraoaed two dentista myaelf. 
although I didn't want any teeth 
drawn. They worked Ilka Trojans, 
too.

"Soma of tha taxicab driven thought 
It waa a golden opportunity to reap a 
harvest, and demanded huge sums for 
carrying tho injured to the boepitale. 
The doctors wouldn't itaod for any­
thing like that, and I pertonally 
thrashed two drivers who preaumed 
to haggle."

Another husky young doctor had an 
argument with a chauffeur, who de­
manded IS apiece for conveying two 
Injured women to a hoapital. When 
he would not yield the physician 
aelted a piece of hoard and kimcked 
the man aenaeleet with It. Then he 
took the chauffeur to the bosplul with 
the women end ministered to him.

It Is such Incidents as this that evi­
dence tho fearful night of terror and 
panic and tha day of sorrow that fol­
lowed.

Hang to Roof Thirty Hours.
After hanging to the roof of their 

home for thirty boure. with a strong 
wind blowing and a heavy snow fall 
Ing. August Schmidt, wife and two 
children were rescued. None of them 
could move e muscle, being chilled 
through. They were removed to Van 
Cleve School, whore bundri-de of other 
reecned were taken

‘ Td have fallen Into the water If It 
hadn't been for daddy," exclaimed the 
little girt, who was first of the four to 
recover sufficiently to talk.

“ When the water came Into the 
house we bed to climb on the roof 
Daddy held me and mamma held 
brother. Oh, It was cold. I thought 
I «as  going to die, but daddy kept 
bold of me."

A little boy. who, during the night 
eluBV'In full eight of the resruere, 
was rescued. He probably will die. 
The little fellow was discovered after 
tha flood had risen so high be could 
not wegtber the waters.

Heroic Rsocuet Common.
Prom all parte of Dayton come eto- 

riee of heroic rescues. The stolid 
volunteers pay no attention to them. 
All of them for three days have con­
stantly offered their Uvea to save 
others. Several of these men have 
given their lives on rescue work. 
Their names ere unknown. Watchers 
on the banks saw them trying to 
reach persons In floating bouaes, aaw 
their boata upset and the men go 
down.

lAte In the day a large frame house 
floated down the river. Pour women 
were In the windows. As they neared 
the .Mein street bridge they waved at 
the crowd on the banks and the build­
ing struck the pieces. There was a 
awirl In the murky waters and a lit­
tle farther down stream tho debrii 
appeared, but none of the women.

Victims Are Cheerful.
One of tha remarkable features waa 

the cheerful aplrlt with which flood 
rlctlme viewed their plight. Thla waa 
Dayton's flret great flood In many 
years Much of the submerged area 
bad been considered safe from high 
water, but aa the majority of resi­
dents of these sections looked out on 
all aides upon a great sweep of muddy, 
swiftly moving water, they teemed an- 
dlitnrbed.

In some ef the poorer sections the 
attitude of the marooned was not so 
cheerful. As a motor boat paaaed be­
fore the second floor of one partly 
submerged bouse a man leaned out 
and threatened to ehoot unless they 
took off hie wife and a baby that bad 
just been born. The woman, almost 
dying, was let down from the window 
by a ropa and taken to a placa of 
refuge.

Further on. membera of a motor 
boat party were startled by ahoto In 
the eeeond floor ef a house about 
which flve feet of water twirled. The 
boat waa stopped and a man peered 
from the window of the houM.

"Why are you ahooting?" ha waa 
asked.

"Oh. jnet amusing myself shooting 
at rats that coma apstalra. When are 
you going to Uke bm out of berer' 
he replied.

The hodlee of a woman aad a baby 
ware aeea floating down Jefferaen 
street, one of Dayton's main tborough- 
taiet. It waa thought they came from 
the dietrtot north of tha rtvor.

Oe Iweaae, May Familles 
Thara weya storloa ef insanity eaas- 

ed by tha flood at Daytoo. A tothor

The suffurtng of tha aarvivora hud­
dled together In tha marooned huUd- 
Inge was awful. Pood and water 
could not be taken to theih.

Porelgnere killed their country­
men and eren membera of their teop 
illet In their desperate efforts to ob­
tain food, according to John Volbrecht 
of Tukawa street. In North Dayton, 
who waa taken from the one rcmala* 
Ing abutments of the Herman atraet 
bridge. Volbrecht said ho was at hla 
home with his family whan tha flood 
struck North Dayton. Ths house was 
picked up by the current and car­
ried against the Herman alreat hridca. 
Volbrecht said he clung to the bridffa 
and didn't know what kaaams of hla 
family.

One woman with n ton-dBy-old baby 
climbed over the roofs of thrso hoaaea 
to reach the rescuart.

Many Raseuad by a Cabla.
Many thrilling atorlea were told by 

tho Dayton refngeea who had boon 
trapped In their attics and on tboir 
roofa In tba very heart of the flood. 
A. J. Bard of Belmont aronue, who 
was penned In the City NaUoaal 
Hank building on Third street, near 
Main, Tuesday, was rsaeued.

“One hundred and Afty of na worn 
caught In ths building," said Mr. 
Bard. "We remained there natll tho 
Ore started, then we began to plan aa 
escape."

"Wo cut the elevator cable aad ob­
tained n ball of twine and some small 
wire from one of the offleea. Ws atr 
tracted a boatman, who riskad hla Ufa 
to come to ut. We gave the boatmaa 
one end of the twine and he rowed to 
the old courthouse. He then pulled 
the wire over and after that tha heavy 
cable.

"One end of the cable was made 
fast la the bank building and the 
other In the old courthoaao. Thea, 
with only the light of the burning 
structure, the 160 persons In the bank 
building made their way, hand over 
hand, along the cable over the ewlrl- 
Ing torrent to the courtbouee. I bo- 
lleve every one, men and women 
made the trip In safety. During our 
Imprisonment I bad two crackers and 
a alien of chipped beef to eat.'*

Only Oeeter a Drug Pland.
Terrible scenes were reported from 

West Indlanapolla. Conditiona In the 
flooded district were made worse by 
the fact that the only physician who 
was there to attend sufferera was a 
victim of the morphine habit. In the 
Methodist church a woman rescued 
from the bottoma gave premature 
birth to twtni. The physician, what 
with the horror of his duty and hla In­
ability to obtain more of the drug, 
went Ineene, and after making three 
unsuccessful attempts to jump from 
a window, was placed In a straight- 
jacket

Forty Dead at Bridge.
Richard Lee, an engineer on the 

reunsylvania, who brought In the last 
train over that line from Logannport 
reported a terrible condition at the 
Pennsylvania bridge over the Wabaafa 
on the outskirts of Logansport.

"This bridge la braced acroaa an 
Island and Is as near Indestructible aa 
a bridge cau be made," aald Mr. Lae. 
“ It Is eighteen miles down etream 
from Peru end has caught all the 
debris from that town.

“1 think we saw tha remalna of 
more than 100 houses stacked up 
against this bridgs, with the current 
tugging and pulling at them. We 
could make out thirty or forty dead 
bodies In the crushed lumber, and It 
teemed aa If some section of Peru 
must have been overwhelmed sudden­
ly and swept down stream to dattruc- 
llon."

Robber Priceo of Boatmen.
Boatmen In Peru, Ind., reaped for­

tunes by carrying flood sufferers 
from the danger tone at exorbitant 
prioea, according to M. S. Scott, a 
traveling salesman of New Tork, who 
arrived from Peru with two other 
traveling men.

"The condition at Peru," said Mr. 
Scott, "cannot be told. I was at a 
hotel across the atreet from the court 
house and last night six babies were 
bom to women who lay on the bare 
floor of the building. When we learned 
of this we had them rowed ecroee the 
street and gave them our rooms. The 
boatmen charged $6 each to row three 
womea acroM the street We paid 
$16 to ho hauled three miles, aad 
were lucky to got off that chaaply."

All Told.

South Dayton, Ohio.—Eight hun­
dred dead la the average estimate of 
seven-eighths of Dayton'a under­
takers, called together for a confer­
ence. They reported 82 bodies had 
been recovered and now are at vari­
ous places in the city. Individual es- 
tirnatea of the undertakere were from 
6«<) to 1,000, but the consensus of 
opinion was that 800 would be a con­
servative flgure.

Ehcpioration of several recesses )f 
the city by newspaper men hardly 
w<(uld justify such an estimate.

Orders had been iasued for all bodies 
to be taken to a general morgue, es­
tablished In a garage. This had nut 
been done, however, as less than half 
the number of bodies found, accord­
ing to the undertakers, bad been 
taken there.

There haa been keen competition 
between undertakers (or possession 
of unidenttfled bodies, and many 
bodies have been taken to undertak- 
l ie  establlahmenta not under water.

A general call for all undertakers 
to meet waa sent out by John H. Pat­
terson, in charge of relief work, in 
an effort to have the task of recover­
ing hedies organized. Thirty under­
takers were present, and said they 
based their estimates of the dead to 
a general survey of the situation.

Flood waters receded sufficiently to 
show that the number of peraons 
drowned In all the affected cities in 
Ohio and Indiana may not exceed 300. 
While many persons are still missing 
to friends and relative!. Investiga­
tions made to date Indicate that many 
were safe who had been thought lost.

In Dayton careful estimates placed 
the number of deaths at 200 or fewer, 
although a meeting of undertakers as­
serted that the total might be 800. 
The relief work went on rapidly in 
Dayton, and all parts of the city were 
reached. Columbus will have the 
next to the largest loss of life, 60 
bodies already having been found In 
the inundated portion of West Co­
lumbus.

Unverified figures for Mlamlsburg, 
O., gave SO dead, but In all other 
flooded cities the figures fell off rap­
idly as relief expeditions covered the 
ground.

Hamilton. O., which had reported as 
many as 230 dead, did not put forth 
any figures.

Mount Vernon did not confirm Us 
previous report of 50 dead, and no 
confirmation waa had of 33 reported 
drowned at Venice. O.

The property loss probably will ex- 
coed $60,000,000. This Includes dam- 
sEe to real estate, public works, au­
tomobile stores and personal property, 
much of which was owned by the 
more prosperous residents; to manu­
facturing. mercantile and jewelers' 
stocks which were swept away; pub­
lic utility planta and equipment; and 
It Includes also the cost of rebuild­
ing miles of asphalt streets and walks 
which were ripped from their beds.

The loss of life is confined almost 
entirely to North Dayton, inhabited 
by foreigners and laborers. In West 
Oaytoa, which comprises districts of 
a more substantial character, and !n 
RIverdale, Dayton View and other res­
idence districU. there was almost no 
loss of life. Several lives are known 
to have been lost In the business dis­
trict, but none of the rumors that 
human beings had perished In the fire 
which swept two city blocks would 
stand the test of searching Investlga-
tlOB.

Say Nona Burned to Death.
In facL a score of cool-headcd men 

who were in one of the buildings and 
others who watched the (Ire from 
across the street aesort that every 
occupant of the burned buildings es­
caped.

The flood assumed dangerous as­
pects early Tuesday morning before 
most people had started to work. 
Conaoquontly the loss of life in River- 
dale, North Dayton and West Day- 
ton was occasioned when dwellings. 
moaOy of light construction, were 
swept away and shattered by the 
ewiftly moving current leaving the 
oocnpants who had fled to safety In 
the aecond stories to fight for their 
lives In the water.

There are not more than 80 each 
houses In RIverdale. and possibly 75 
In North aad West Dayton. Many 
honaas were moved from their (onn- 
datloaa, hot remained upright and 
kept thair oocnpants safely nntU they 
wero rescued.

No bodies have been found In West 
Indlanapolla. where aa many as 200 
deaths were at one time reported.

WHh the aituatlon alleviated tn the 
flood-swept diatiict of Ohio and In­
diana, a new menace threatened In 
the rise of rivers In the southern val­
leys of both states. At Cincinnati 
the Ohio, swollen by Its tributaries 
north and south, caused alarm and al­
though the situation had not reached 
an acute stage, reports from neigh­
boring Kentucky towns Indicated that 
warning had been Issued to the tn- 
habltants to seek points of safety 
from the rising water.

Alarm was felt In the valleys of the 
Ohio, Wabash and White rivers, but 
ample warning served In a measure 
to reduce the panic.

While no loss of life haa occurred 
In the newly threatened diatricts. In­
dications from Cincinnati are that 
conditions are becoming worse. At 
Covington, Ky., more than 500 houses 
are under water.

In Bouthem Indiana fear of a new 
flood was felt especially at New Al­
bany. Evansville. Terre Haute and 
Vincennes. Ample warning, however, 
has been issued to those living in 
the threatened aectlona.

In Illinoii, Governor Dunne haa been 
asked for troops to protect the levee 
at Shawneetown. The levee haa 
broken near Petersburg, but there has 
been no loss of life.

rainfall la gulte limitad, though tba 
aoll la of a desirable character (or 
agricultural purpoaes, a aystom ol 
tttlaga known as "dry farming " has 
been put In práctica Such a ayatem 
In not entirely applicable to rogtoas 
of heavier rainfall, but the principles 
upon which H Is hosed are of prime 
oooaldeiatlon In any region where oc­
casionai periods of drought are known. 
The practice of diaking Imraedialely 
followlng harvest to lit the soil to ah- 
aorb possible rainfall and to check 
•''•rotation. Is a desirable one In any 
locality; and tbo principles that un­
derlie subsurface packing and surface 
cultivation are applicable, in a meas­
ure. to every locality.

The dry-land farmer must keep In 
mind that bis gravest danger Ilea In 
an Insufliciant amount of molature to 
mature hit crops. Ho must save and 
atora in the soil as much at possible 
of the moisture that falls, and care­
fully conserve It until It la needed by 
the growing crop. Wherever a sea­
son's rainfall Is not sulllrlent to ma­
tura a crop, or the amount la very un­
certain. It la poaaible. with proper till- 
Bge, to carry over a greater portion of 
one aeason'a rainfall to the following 
aeason, and thns strengthen the aatur- 
ance of a profltable crop.

I'nder such a tysUm of Ullage 
crops are not grown every year, and 
In extreme ossea the plan contem­
plates a crop only every alternate 
year. Tbe Important consideration 
In all dry farming, no matter bow 
frequently the land la cropped. It a 
careful conservation of all moiatnr«. 
and tbe ayatem of alternate cropping 
win terra to Illustrale the general 
principle. After a crop has been ba^ 
retted the land la either plowed or 
disked This puts tbe surface In a 
loosened condition, m hicb readily ab­
sorba any rainfall that may coma. In­
stead of allowing It to waate by run­
ning off. With tbe disking method, a 
portioa of the grain stubble la chopped 
up and mixed with the surface soil, 
which establisbea a bettor connection 
between the furrow slice and the aub- 
aoll below, whenever tbe land la 
plowed Where the land It disked In 
tba fall it la usually disked again In 
the spring, and then plowed In tbe 
aarly summer. Subsurface packing 
usually follows spring plowing, and la 
naed for the purpose of Arming tbo 
lower part of the furrow alleo and to 
unit# It with the aubsoll below.

Tbo land la givon frequent surface 
cultivation during tbs summer, hav­
ing in mind two affoctiva modea of 
eonaervlng toll molature, namely, tba 
keeping down of all weed growth, 
and the praoarvatton of an oartb- 
mnleb to check loos by evaporation.

FIND CAUSE OF FLAX WILT

tapoHmseta Mode by taport at 
Nertb OakoU Callage Leads to «a- 

Maf Dlsaaaa Attaeka WhaaL

Prof. Holley of the North DakoU 
Agricultural College baa for a num 
her of years been experimenting to 
determine the cause of flax-wilt, and 
to find a remedy for It. Tbo result 
has been the production of flax seed 
aurpriaingly resisunt to disease. Pnr- 
ther Investigation has led him to be­
lieve that diseaaea similar to flax-wilt 
stuck wheat, and may be controlled 
largely by the methods he suggeeU 
for the treatment of flax.

Prof. Bolley'a experlmenU lead to 
the oonvicüon that tbe flax disease 
brings about Immunity to tta own at 
Uck, and that extremely reeiaUnt 
seed can he ohUlned by tbe careful 
eelectlon of seed which each year 
mataraa on “ flax-elck" eoll. Seed to­
ken from a dleeaaad erop and run In 
tba uaual way tbnmgh tba farm (u  
ning mill, until all llghbwaisht aaada 
are blown out. bas bean tound by 
Prof. Bollay's axparimanU to ba de­
cidedly more rasietont to wdlt than 
the eeed ordinarily aown. The fcdap 
tlon of this prooedura for savami aea 
eona on (lax-tleh eoll baa developed 
■ueh Immunity to dlsaaso aS to make 
It seem probable that a oonUatiaaae 
of the proceaa. year after year, wtll 
enable the farmer to sacure aaUsfa,:- 
tory yieldi.

Thia procaee, however, abould not 
Interfere with a proper rotation of 
crops, eapaclalty when the farmer 
uoea hla own home-grown eeed. Re- 
■latant eeed tbua obtained from any 
of the etandaid sorU. however, will 
loee Ite power of reeistonoe to die 
eace upon failure to follow the plan 
ontllned. The Importance of perels- 
tence In euch toUowtng year after 
year la shown In the fact that In moat 
CMM raolatant saad will develop 
soma weak plants each year, which 
prodnea light-weight saeda; and tbaoa 
meat be dislodged each eeaeon by the 
fanning mill. Otherwise the power 
of roeletonea gained In the original 
effort will be loet. The eiperienae of 
tba Mtnneeoto experiment station 
•bows that homa-brad aaada of all 
grains are more likely to prodnea 
kattar rosoiu than aaada brought 
from a distanoo or from ragloM wbara 
elimatlo aoll and conditions nra dlf- 
forant

Lawa dealing with tubercu­
losis have been passed in 45 states, 
and ordinances on this subject have 
b<><-n adopted in over 200 cities and 
towns An active Held campaign of 
education against tuberculosis has 
been carried on In 40 states and ter­
ritories by means of lectures, exhibits, 
the press, and the distribution of over 
100,000,000 pamphlets on this disease.

Througbout the entire exjio.ltlon 

I he illumination will be such as to 
bring out the colors of the courts 

con* *" their proper tone., to nharpen and 
Intensify the color effects. The 11- 
lumlnation of the colonnades will be 
accomplished through purple lights; 
iie windows of the exposition palaces 

will diffuse a golden rty. Giant bat- 
b>'rics of colored searchlights will bs 
anchored in the harbor before the 
«ite and will play against huge Jets of 
■team and smoke that will be liberat­
'd high In the heavens. Searchlights 
■'»0 or 600 yards out in the water and 
before the main axis of the exposition 
will direct batteries of light over the 
xpoeition palaces, going through 

more than three hundred evolutions 
in colors.

Of the three main groups the on» 
tin the east will be comprised in the 
irncesslons or amusement center.
■ hlch will occupy slxty-flve acres, and 
.ill be the first of all parts of tbs 
xpoeitlon to be reached by those

■ ho come from the downtown po^ 
tion of San Francisco. Its entrance 
will be by way of a great plaza at 
vhlch the concessions district will 
.pen out upon Tsn Ness avenue. 
Through the concessions area will run 
1  broad avenue which will mark an 
Irregular course east and west, but

ill describe many right angles. At 
;t(h turn as you pass along the street 

nf concessions you will find some Im- 
lioslng concessions structure. Every 
'omer will be marked by b greBt 
building. The street of concessions 
will be more than s mile In length. 
The domes of the buildings will bs 
illuminated at night and startling elfc- 
trical cflecls will contribute to tbs 
night life of the exposition Bt ths

whose sides will bo adorned wito 
mural decorations and screened by 
classic colonnades. Huge pools of 
water will reflect the outlines of tlM 
lofty buildings. The walkways will 
be In pavements of gold. Groat 
banks of flowers and potted palms 
will lend color and imagery to the 
vista.

If this visitor passes to the east or 
Festive Court he will behold a vision 
surpassing the richest dreams of the 
Orient. The Festive Court is dedicat­
ed to music, dancing and acting; It 
Is designed for pageantry surpassing 
the luxurious Durbar and will 
stitute the proper setting for Oriental 
or modern drama upon a colosaal 
°cale. Here will assemble many of the 
fascinating pageants that will come 
from the concessions center to draw 
visitor! to the amusement features of 
'-he BxposlUon. The architecture of 
'his great court will partake of the 
Oriental phase of the Spanish-Moorish 
architecture and yet It will have that 
refinement which is characteristic of 
the architecture of th^ Spanish 
Renaissance. The main tower of the 
■ourt will contain a huge pipe organ 
with echo organs In the smaller tow­
ers. Electric scintillators will play 
upon fountains at night; reflected col­
ored lights will east a spell through­
out the court. Tb« walls of the clois­
ter will be decorated with mural 
paintings; exotic flowera. trees and 
vines, orange trees in fruit and lit 
blossom, will contrast with the stat­
uary and the huge colonnades and 
staircases.

Court of Four Seasons.
From the Court of Sun and Stars 

the visitor In passing to the west will 
come to the superb Court of Four 
Seasons, of which Mr. Henry Bacon, 
creator of the Lincoln Memorial, la 
the architect. In its theme this court 
will typify the conquest of nature by 
mankind. In the center of the court 
will be a great grouping of statuary 
in which Ceres. Goddess of Agricul­
ture. will be shown dispensing the 
bounties of nature. In each of tbo 
four comers of this court will be cut 
great niches Into the encircling ax- 
bibit palaces. In each of the four 
niches will be four great mural patuL.^” 
Ings suggesting the seasons, spring, 
summer, autumn and winter; lofty 
colonnades will screen the niches.

The ornamentation upon the water 
front will be upon a colossal scale. 
The Court of the Four Seasons, open­
ing upon the harbor, will be entered 
through a .lupendous gaieKa^. >'»v 
Gate of Columbus. The visitor will 
pass through the gateway beneath a 
great tower to the esplanade upon 
San Francisco bay. Directly before 
the tower will be seen a colossal fig­
ure of Columbus, facing the water. 
Ornamenting the tower In reccises 
will be figures representing the great 
voyagers of the world.

nefore the entrance to the grand 
Court of Sun and Stars upon the bay 
will be a colossal column whose spiral 
will depict man's climb toward suc­
cess and at the summit of the column 
will be a figure representing achieve­
ment. On the left and before the 
Court of Four Seasons will be the 
gates of Balboa, before which will be 
a colossal statue of the discoverer of 
the Pacific ocean.

Elach of the threa main north and 
couth courts win open out upon the 
esplanade on the shores of San Pthii* 
cisco bay upon the north and upon 
the great tropical garden upon tha 
couth. Vast beds of flowers in bloom 
win be set in the south garden; the 
plants win be replaced by others when 
their flowering season Is passed.

The fourteen great buildings to be 
constructed by the exposition com­
pany, and to be devoted to general ex­
hibits exemplifying the advance of the 
world In the arts, sciences and indue- 
'ries. win.be the loftiest exposition 
structures ever erected. In addition 
’here will be the huge series of pal- 
ces and pavilions to be erected by 

;he states and foreign nations.
To the east of the center group will 

1)0 Machinery Hall, the largest single 
structure of the exposition. Just 
south of Machinery Hall Is Automo­
bile Hall. In the south garden at the 
east end and near the concessions 
center will be located Festival Hall, 
sod near the west end the Pataca of 
Horticulture, a huge structure of 
wood and glass. Flanking the great 
rectangle on the west will be the Pal- 
ice of Fine Arts, a classic and beau­
tiful structure embodying the spirit of 
Italian Renaissance and facing upon a 
great pool from which its outlines 
will be reflected.

The following are the approximate 
timensions of the buildings: Macida-

1 ,.C’  western group will Indude tha 
area occupied by the pavilions of ths 
foreign nations, by the building to be 
erected by the United States govern­
ment and by the states' buildings. 
The pavilions of the foreign nations, 
furthest from the bay, will rise tier 
aiK>n tier In terraces as they advance 
up the gradual slope of the Presidio 
military reservation. Nearer at hand 
and closer to the water will be the 
buildings of the various states. Each 
structure In this part of the exposi­
tion grounds will be surrounded by 
ample lawns adorned with shrubs and 
flowers. In Us entirety the western 
wing will present upon a magnified 
TCale the effect of a superb residence 
district

Qrsst Drill Grounds.
Still further to the west of the 

states and foreign district will be a 
great drill grounds, capsbie of sccom- 
naodating at one time ten thousand 
troops In drill. Foreign nations will 
MDd their crack cavalry and Infantry 
to participate In the maneuvers and 
trials of skill.

Encircling the drill grounds will be 
a race track where International 
■peed and harness races will be held. 
Dne racing association alone has guap 
anteed a purse of $25,000 for a two- 
year-old trotting race.

Marking the extreme western limit 
of the exposition structures will be 

jibe stock pavilions and the buildings 
i leTOted to live stock, poultry, domes- 
j 'Ic pets and other displays. The gov- 
|Srnment life saving service display 
will also be located here.

Applications for exhibit space have 
been received from all parts of the 
world. More than eight hundred 
leading exhibitors have applied for ex­
tensive space In the great exhibit 
balls and many of the exhibits range 
'n value from $200,000 to $300.000. 
The number of applications for con- 
:essIons is unprecedented at so ad- 
raneed a pre-expositlon period. Dl- 
■ector of Concessions Burt has recelv- 
ad more than two thousand applica­
tions for concessions, many of which 
rill be exceedingly original and strik- 
Dg. Appropriately enough, among ths 
concessions will be a $250,000 replica 
>f the Panama canal. It will take 
twenty minutes to make the trip. An- 
>ther will depict the roaring days of 
tortj-nine; the visitor In 1916 will be 
.net at the ferry building by a stage 
coach typical of the gold days. Tha 
Santa Fe will expend $250,000 on a 
^Durama of tha Grand Canyon.
