“MINUTE MEN” ARE SCARCE

W ireless Telegraphy 1« Practiced 
Very Extensively by B ritish  

P1*B Waggere.

How many readers of Answers 
knows what a "minute man" Is?

lie la an army signaler who Is so 
skilled at his work that, with the ordi­
nary slgnalicg flaĝ  b« "send" the 
seventy two letters, signs and figures 
which the .Morse code contains In slx- 
t̂ y seconds. As some of the letters 
have to be expressed by four move­
ments of the Hag. you can guess that 
he has to be pretty sm art As a mat­
ter of fact, he has to jerk his llag to 
and fro at an average rate of five 
times a second.

There Is a tremendous amount of 
competition for the distinction," said 
a minute man to a London Answers 
represetnatlve the other day, "but It 
Is a dlatinction so hard to obtain that 
minute men are very scarce.

"The regiment which has more than 
one or two of them in its body of sig­
nalers Is lucky Indeed.

As a matter of fact," he went on, 
Though people know so little about 
them, signalers are of the greatest Im­
portance to an army In times of war.

Telegraph wires are rarely avail­
able and held telegraphs are much too 
clumsy for use when a large stretch 
of country has to be covered by mo­
bile forces.

"In war the signaler has a hot time. 
He has to choose rising ground for his 
work. He cannot take advantage of 
cover as other troops can. The flash 
of hit hello or the waving of hla flag 
makes a fine target and the enemy 
know that it Is good policy to shoot 
signalers.

"One signaler I know who was at­
tached to a mounted Infantry corps 
had three hello glasses broken by bul­
lets while he was sending messages 
In South Africa.

"Another man had hls flag shot from 
his band on two different occasions.

Then, too in many regi­
ments, the signalers have a room to 
themselves, and only those who have 
lived in big barracks know what a 
comfort that is.

Then conies 
the pioneers, then the signalers, then 
the band, followed by the rest, and 
soldiers think a lot of little points of 
precedence like that."

Fewer Strong Men Found Among Recruits of Today
RE C R l'lT S  In the army are deterior­

ating In physical standards since 
the days of the Civil war. according 
to Captain Harold W Jones and oth­
er officers of the army medical corps 
During a recent Investigation meas­
urements of 500 recruits were examin 
ed and it was found that the per­
centage of strong men enlisted Is by 
far the lowest at the present day. only 
32 per cent., as against 57 per cent 
in D75

The men considered w-eak at the 
present time are 43 per cent, as 
against 10 per cent, in 1875 At­
tention is called to the fact that the 
percentage of foreign-born recruits 
has fallen from more than 60 per cent, 
to about nine per cent. It Is suggest­
ed that many of the recruits obtained 
years ago were hardy German and 
Irish emigrants of stocky build, 
which may account for the great dif­
ference in the percentage of strong 
men.

"We must take the figures cautious­
ly." says that officer ‘ As I have said. 
1 think there is no doubt that we are 
getting a different type of man in 
the service today from what we got 
years ago. he may be Just as good 
and be may have more brains, but

he does not seem to have as much 
brawn.

■ Whether the present-day recruit 
would last as well under the old con­
ditions of hard frontier service with 
sanitary conditions far lnfe«ior to 
those of the present time is hard 
to say, but 1 think It doubtful If he 
would

"The high percentage of strong men 
in 1876 to 1879 may be due to the 
fact that the recruiting, at least in 
this part of the country, was not 
very active then and the army could 
pick its men. accepting only the hard 
lest and best. Finally, 1 believe fur­
ther investigation along the lines sug­
gested in this paper In other parts 
of the country might tell us whether 
our standard is really deteriorating or 
not.”

Although we deplore the steadily 
advancing prices of building material 
and labor we are often reminded of 
the truth of the old adage that there 
is no great loss without some gain. 
In endeavoring to present houses that 
all could afford, even at present 
prices, we have learned to economize 
in ways that otherwise would not 
have been thought of. Particularly 
is this true In regard to space that 
heretofore has been wasted in angles 
and irregularly shaped rooms. We 
are learning that by making the rooms 
compact we can arroroplish as much 
in a moderately proportioned house 
as we previously did in houses much 
larger. We gain much by throwing 
the small rooms together with wide 
openings, thus getting the effect of 
large, airy apartments.

In these days of flats and apart­
ment houses small families are not 
accustomed to living In a great big 
bouse with a parlor and sitting room 
and one or two chambers Conse­
quently the story and a half cottage 
is becoming very popular, and the 
bungalow even more so. having all its 
rooms on one floor One large liv­
able room is a splendid substitute for 
the parlor and sitting room. The 
small kitchen Is very popular among 
the modern housewives, especially 
among those who are accustomed to 
the small kitchenette of the flat. Th-“ 
small house diminishes the fuel bill 
and Is much more easy to care for 
Many home builders are of the opin­
ion that pantry is a waste of space. 
The cupboards can be s.uch more 
conveniently arranged about the 
kitchen where they are In easy reach.

There is an independence about 
owning one's home that is not felt 
when a rented flat Is occupied. And 
there is a pleasure about caring for 
the lawn and garden, keeping the 
place in order, that one who pays rent 
does not have. Every time you go 
out into the yard your chest expands 
Just a little as you contemplate the 
fact that you are treading your own

ested in. You go into the house into 
a wide hall that extends well back, 
tnding In the staircase that leads to 
the floor above. On either side are 
the sitting, or living room, and Hie 
dining room. In front of the win­
dows of each of these rooms Is a 
seat. The dining room has a cheerful 
fireplace and past this you go into 
the pantry, and thence into the kitch­
en The kitchen is of ample size and 
well arranged.

A wide hall, two chambers and a 
bathroom are provided on the second 
floor. A balcony over the front porch 
is provided either for comet gazing 
or for a breath of air on a hot sum­
mer night.

Depth of Soil, Amount of Precipitation
and Evaporation Are Conditions

That Go Far for Success 
or for Fallura.

(By NOllMAN E. HOLDEN.1
In speaking of dry farming from a 

practical standpoint. It would seem 
that the conditions which go to make 
dry farming possible should he of first 
consideration. There are three easen- 
tiaU for the dry farmer to consider be­
fore attempting to dry farm. They are, 
depth of soil, amount of precipitation, 
and evaporation.

One attempting to dry (arm with 
less than four feet of soil Is handi­
capped to commence with. There are 
many places in the weal where there 
Is from 18 to 20 Inches of soil on top 
of a bed of gravel. Some of the most 
beautiful laying land that 1 have ever 
seen has thla condition, and the worst 
feature of It la that It has been filed 
on by prospective homeseekers, be­
cause It means utter failure (or those 
and also a black eye to others.

Take, for practical results, this sea­
son on my own farm In Dillon, Mont. 
Everything has done well, the farm has 
paid, despite the fact that It has been 
dry A crop has been raised with one 
and one-half Inches rainfall from the 
time it was planted until harvested. 
There was no rain during the main 
growing season; we have had hot 
winds continuously. The results are 
most encouraging. Why was this pos­
sible?

With a soli averaging 10 feet ever» 
drop of moisture it was possible to 
store was stored. When the crop was 
taken off this land in the (all of 1908 
a disk harrow was used Immediately. 
In 1909 the first treatm ent It had was 
an early double disking. Then the 
common spike-toothed harrow was con­
tinuously used until freezing weather 
In the fall. The spring of 1910 It was 
seeded to different crops, consisting 
chiefly of Durlen wheat (Kubach), al­
though there were other crops, among 
them Red Turkey winter wheat, seed­
ed the middle of August, 1909, which 
has given most excellent results. 
There was flax, corn, potatoes and al­
most every kind of garden produce.

And right here the success of garden 
tnick on dry land should be mention­
ed. I have either read or heard some 
speaker say that one should have a lit­
tle spot that Is susceptible of Irriga­
tion to supply the table with garden 
delicacies. This is not necessary. If 
I were asked what one line of dry 
farming I considered the most success­
ful, the answer would be gardening 
The most splendid results can be ob­
tained from the dry-land garden. It 
is a general belief that lettuce, rad­
ishes, young onions and the like are 
not up to quality In the dry land gar­
den. This Is not true, as the very 
highest quality of this stuff can be 
produced on the dry-land garden.

The past season, while It has becL 
the driest we have any record of, we 
have had lettuce, onions, radishes, 
eauliflower, tomatoes, cabbage, car­
rots, parsnips, garden peas, kohl rabi, 
turnips, and In fact everything that 
can be grown In our altitude, which 
Is 5,300 feet. This garden produce 
takes rank right along with that of Ir­
rigation. The tonnage Is not quite as 
large, but the quality more than off­
sets this.

This year we have tried out the 
sugar beet, and while there has been 
no tests as yet for the sugar, the yield 
has been splendid, averaging about 10 
tons per acre, some individual beets 
weighing nine pounds, while garden 
beets went 3A4 pounds, carrots IV4 
pounds and onions one pMnd.

An acre or two thoroughly prepared 
for the garden Is the best Investment 
a dry farm er can have. This land 
should be tilled a whole year In ad­
vance with a view of conserving the 
moisture, and. If possible, fertilized. 
A bunch of 50 chickens will make 
enough fertilizer for a garden of two 
acres. This fertilizer should be 
placed on the land the season before 
It Is cropped and should be thoroughly 
worked into the soli. Two or three 
acres thoroughly prepared and plant­
ed to garden will supply the table, 
keep a cow and raise two or three 
pigs.
