Although water rights 
are absolute in Texas, both 
Mayor Charles Bratcher 
and City Manager Dave 
Marr are concerned with 
the effect these additional 
rights will have on Mule­
shoe.

Mayor Bratcher com­
mented that the use of 
these wells by Lubbock will 
result in an additional 
drain of Muleshoe's water 
resources. “ Lubbock has 
the resources to obtain 
water from just about any­
where." he said, “ but 
where can we go if we have 
no water?"

Dave Marr expressed 
concern over the figures 
quoted in the Lubbock Av­
alanche Journal and ex­
plained his calculations 
from the statistics given 
showed a considerably lar­
ger amount of water ex­
pected to be pumped.

crease will affect us, espe­
cially if Lubbock pumps 
more than a farmer would 
normally use." he said.

The City of Lubbock has 
contracted to purchase ad­
ditional water rights on 
1500 acres of land south of 
Muleshoe adjacent to the 
current Lubbock water 
rights. The contract is with 
the land owners, one of 
which is John Addink of 
Lincoln, Nebraska, accor­
ding to the Lubbock Ava­
lanche Journal.

A. Wayne Wyatt, 
manager of the High Plains 
Underground Water Con- 

' servation District No. 1. 
addressed the Muleshoe 
Rotary Club March 10 on 
the possible impact of the 
Lubbock's water use on the 
ground-water resources in 
the remainder of Bailey 
County.

Wyatt began his address 
by displaying a map out­
lining the water rights area 
owned by the City of Lub­
bock which includes most 
of the sandhills area south 
of the City of Muleshoe. 
The area extends from the 
Lamb County line to the 
Texas-New Mexico border. 
The water rights area is 
approximately five miles 
wide. He told the audience 
that the Water District had 
recently completed a set of 
maps which illustrated the 
elevation of the base of the 
aquifier, the elevation of 
the water table in the 
aquifier. and the saturated 
thickness of the Ogallala 
Formation.

The base of the aquifer 
is commonly known as the 
“ red beds" and foi all 
practical purposes serves 
as the bottom of the bucket 
so to speak for the Ogallala 
aquifer. The red beds are a 
thick mass of shale and 
clay materials which allow 
little or no water move­
ment through them. These 
massive clay beds were 
deposited during the Tri- 
assic age. Wyatt said the 
surface of these older beds

Carrot AcreaaeBoostsVegetable Total
AUSTIN-Recent acreage 

estimates indicate Texas 
cabbage, lettuce and spinach 
are down this winter, but 
carrot acreage is up enough 
for a two percent total 
increase over last January, 
reports Agriculture Commis­
sioner Reagan V. Brown 

Brown said Jan. I estimates 
for the four fresh market 
vegetables was 29,300 planted 
acres, up from 28,700 Jan. I, 
1980.

According to Texas Crop 
and Livetock Reporting

Service figures; 10,600 acres 
of carrots were planted, up 
from 7,200 a year ago. Carrots 
are in good to excellent 
condition, and quality of 
harvest has been good so far.

Cabbage acres are down 12 
percent from 13,300 to 11,700 

Some 3,600 acres of lettuce 
were planted, down 14 
percent from last year but 16 
percent above 1979 acreage.

Spinach acreage is expected 
to total 3,400, down 15 
percent. Harvest is underway 
in some early fields.

W a t e r . , ,  Fiwm Pago I
was very uneven and it il 
wore possible In  lift off the 
Ogallala Formation from 
Bailey County and ovserve 
the ancient landscape from 
where he was standing that 
we would observe some 
red hills back to the south 
and southwest of town. He 
explained that we would in 
fact be standing in an old 
river bottom area.

Wyatt explained that the 
City of Lubbock's water 
rights area was located in 
the area where these sub­
surface hills occurred. He 
said that "the elevation of 
the water table in the City 
of Lubbock’s water rights 
area was approximately 
200 feet above elevation of 
the water table in the City 
of Mulcshoc." He further 
pointed out that the satur­
ated thickness of the for­
mation at that location was 
less than 100 feet, indica­
ting that if the City of 
Lubbock pumped every 
drop of water out of the 
formation at that location, 
that there is no way the 
water from the Muleshoe 
valley could move uphill 
and migrate under the City 
of Lubbock's water rights 
area.

The discussion then 
moved to the site on the 
map two to three miles 
south of the City of Mule- 
shoe and once again illus­
trated that there were red 
bed highs under the City of 
Lubbock's water rights a- 
rea at this location; how­
ever. the subsurface hills 
arc not quite as tall as the 
hills in the western part of 
the county. “ The elevation 
of the water table in this 
area in the City of Lub­
bock's water rights area is 
about 30 feet higher than 
the elevation of the water 
table under the City of 
Mulcshoc’s water rights 
area which adjoins it im­
mediately on the north."

Wyatt said that the slope 
on the top of the water 
table in the City of Lub­
bock's water rights area all 
along the northern boun­
dary starting directly south 
of town then to the west to 
the intersection of the New 
Mexico line is sloping back 
to the north.

He reasoned that the 
water from the City of 
Lubbock's water rights a- 
rca was presently moving 
from the Lubbock water 
rights area to properties 
owned by other Bailey 
County residents. He told 
the audience not to feel 
very good about this be­

cause ‘‘the rate of water 
movement was only about 
150 feet per and that it 
would take about thirty five 
years for the water to move 
one mile under the present 
gradient of ten feet per 
mile so the City of Lubbock 
may be loosing alittle wa­
ter now but it is so small 
an amount that it is in­
significant."

Wyatt also pointed out 
that once the City of Lub­
bock developed its water 
rights fully, that those 
people who owned proper­
ly one mile or more away 
from the City of Lubbock's 
water rights area would 
probably never realize any 
effects of the City of Lub­
bock's pumpage because of 
this slow maovement of 
water in the formation. He 
also said that "the City of 
Lubbock likely would not 
effect the adjoining land- 
owners much because they 
are spacing their new wells 
approximately one-half 
uiilc inside their property 
lines."

During a recent visit 
with some of the Lubbock 
City Council Members and 
with Mayor Bill McAllister, 
they had expressed con­
cern for the citizens of 
Bailey County and Mule- 
shoe and had assured him 
that “ they would use care 
and precaution in develop­
ing their water resources to 
cause as little effect on the 
Bailey County residents as 
possible." he said.

According to Wyatt the 
Water District is printing 
and will distribute in the 
near future a set of maps 
similar to those he used in 
his discussion for Bailey 
County. He encouraged 
those in attendance to ob- 
lain a sel of these maps 
and to study them in de­
tail. Wyatt said he appre­
ciated the concern of the 
Mulcshoc City Council and 
their bringing to his at­
tention and to the City of 
Lubbock's attention the 
concerns of the Bailey 
County residents about the 
use of water by the City of 
Lubbock from its Bailey 
County water rights area.

Wyatt said the Water 
District was trying to initi­
ate an Urban Water Con- 
servalion and education 
program for the cities in 
the High Plains and had 
hoped to use the City of 
Lubbock and the City of 
Muleshoe as the model 
study areas. He reported 
asking for financial support 
from each of the two cities 
and that the Mulcshoc City 
Council had agreed to sup­
port the "study by a con­
tribution of ten cents per 
capita which amounts to 
about 5480 for the Mulc­
shoc contribution. Dave 
Marr. Muleshoe City 
Manager, presented Wyatt 
a check in that amount to 
show the sincerity of the 
Bailey County residents on 
the need for such a study. 

Some of the programs

and activities that the 
Water District is support­
ing in Bailey County were 
also outlined including a 
water conservation educa­
tion program for which the 
Water District has written 
a supplementary textbook 
for use in the earth science 
classes, provided films 
through the educational 
service centers for viewing, 
and provided other public 
education materials.

Wyatt told the audience 
that the District had a 
super cooperative water

•mservalion program with 
ihe Soil Conservation Ser- 
'ice in Bailev County and 
'•'at the District had loca­
ted two mobile field water 
conservation labs in the 
• Hintv lor use by the SCS

*'* conduct on-farm irriga­
tion application efficiency 
icsls and that these mobile 
labs had been ulili/cd fre­
quently during the past 
two years.

The speaker was terribly 
concerned about the cx- 
|Vcted increases in energy 
prices to the irrigator for 
use in pumping water. He 
explained that the Bailey 
County Electric Co-op had 
announced that they ex­
pected its current prices to 
double by the end of 1982 
and that the natural gas 
supplier to the area had 
Ivon increasing its prices 
by two cents per MCF for 
natural gas per month and 
i his trend was expected to 
continue.

Wyatt said the Water 
District had tested a large 
number of pumps in Bailey 
County during the past 
irrigation season and had 
found that the pumps' ef­
ficiency was averaging a- 
boul 40 percent which was 
about one-half of what it 
should be. indicating that 
the irrigator is using about 
iwo times as much fuel as 
would be needed to pump 
ihe water with an efficient 
pump.

Questions were enter- 
lained from the audience 
one of which was "what 
are the Citv of Lubbock's

water rales? And why did 
the City of Lubbock de­
crease its rales per 1.000 
gallons for its larger 
users?" Wyatt (old the 
questioner that he did not 
remember exactly what the

It is his understanding

Wyatt ended his presen 
union by expressing his 
appreciation for the con­
cern about the use of water 
from the Ogallala aquifer. 
He said wc arc mining this 
water -• mining meaning 
that wc arc taking it out 
faster than il is being 
replenished and that wc all 
must do everything that we 
can to preserve and con­
serve our remaining 
supplies.

the quarantine is inflicting to 
the California economy.

In response. Brown said 
(hat Texas growers are going 
to sue for damages if the 
Medflies are allowed into the 
Lone Star State.

He quipped that if he had 
not ordered the quarantine, 
those same growers would 
have tarred and feathered 
him.

The federal government’s 
support of California came 
as no surprise to Texas of 
ficials. The U.S. Dept, of 
Agriculture had supervised 
the California program to 
get rid of the flies and may 
not want to admit the pro­
gram failed, said one official. 
And, too, the home state of 
President Ronald Reagan has 
political clout all the way to 
the White House.

Unemployment Aid Cutback
The Texas House last 

week approved a bill making 
it harder for persons who 
voluntarily quit working or 
who are fired to collect un­
employment benefits.

If the bill becomes law, a 
person cannot receive unem­
ployment compensation until 
he or she has worked for at 
least six weeks in another 
job.

The version by Rep. Bill 
Messer, D-Bclton. was only 
a bit more moderate than 
the Senate-approved version. 
Messer's bill makes allow­
ances for servicemen who do 
not re-enlist and for a person 
who quits a job to move with 
a spouse to another city. The 
toned-down bill goes back to 
the Senate for approval.

Motor Fuels Tax
The Legislature has long 

had a problem seeking ways 
to replace depleting highway 
construction revenues. The 
state’s highway system has 
been funded by a “user’s 
tax", the nickel-per-gallon 
tax on gasoline and diesel.

but Texans have been driv­
ing less in recent years, ap­
parently because of the ris­
ing cost of fuel.

Governor Bill Clements 
and House Speaker Bill 
Clayton have dusted off the 
plan to raise the state’s motor 
fuels tax, currently lowest in 
the nation.

Clayton said last week that 
Clements had predicted gaso­
line prices may be going 
down in four to six months 
because of a glut in supply, 
and that a 2-cents-per-gallon 
increase was supported by 
the pair.

The state would receive 
about $100 million per year 
for every penny it raises the 
tax and Clayton estimated 
that inflated highway con­
struction costs would prob­
ably drain $900 million from 
the general revenue fund in 
1982-83.

Clements Lore
For his part, Clements 

made political friends in 
some areas and enemies in 
others in two non-related in­
cidents last week which add 
more color to the already- 
rich "Clements lore.”

The Governor, archenemy 
to organized labor, refused 
to see (and barred from his 
office) a group of Texas 
Farm Workers Union mem­
bers seeking support for a 
bill givio« them rights to 
unionize, bargain collectively 
and strike. His actions were 
no doubt applauded in the 
business and agriculture sec­
tors. He surely made enemies 
in the Texas Valley, but the 
Governor, still stinging from 
party defeat in a recent state 
senate race on the border, 
probably could not care less.

The Governor also en­
deared himself with oppo­
nents of state spending when 
he apparently coldly rejected 
a black legislator’s plea for 
$20,000 in state aid to help 
find the killer of 19 black

APPLY FOR 
TAX EXEMPTIONS

If you pay properly tax in the State of Texas, 
there is one very important date to remember. 
Depending on your local taxing district, 
either April 1 or April 30 is ordinarily the last 
day to file for exemptions or to render your 
property for each tax year. Several types of 
tax relief measures are available to Texas 
taxpayers, but they do not go into effect 
automatically. Applications must be Hied 
each year.

SCHOOL DISTRICTS offer a residence 
homestead exemption to all homeowners 
and additional exemptions to persons who 
are disabled or 65 or over. Productivity 
valuation is available to qualiHed farmers 
and ranchers.

COUNTIES offer homestead exemptions on 
their farm-to-market road or flood control 
tax rate, and may offer optional exemptions 
to the disabled and elderly.

CITIES and other taxing districts may offer 
optional exemptions for the disabled and 
elderly.

ALL DISTRICTS offer an exemption for 
certain disabled veterans on one designated 
property.

REMEMBER exemptions are not effective 
automatically. Applications must be filed 
each year on or before your local rendition 
deadline. While late applications for 
exemptions may be accepted in some
instances, the burden and expense of proving 
a good reason for filing late rest on the

and fully protect your rights and access to 
remedies as a taxpayer by applying before 
the rendition date deadline.

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Each spring. I get sev­
eral inquiries on what's 
causing bean seedlings to 
die suddenly. This is a 
common problem in all 
areas of the county and is 
brought about by a group 
of soil-borne fungi.

These fungi are present 
in soil throughout the year 
but arc especially damag­
ing during a cool, wet 
spring. Once the condition 
begins to appear, there is 
little that can be done to 
correct the problem. How­
ever. there arc several 
steps that should be taken 
to reduce losses from dam­
ping-off where this disease 
has become a problem.

"Rotation" is one of the 
most important steps to 
preventing losses from this 
disease. Never follow ve­
getables from one group 
with another vegetable 
from the same group. Ve­
getables from (he same 
group have similar disea­
ses which build up in the 
soil and increase losses 
each year. Following is a 
grouping of plants based 
on their soil-borne disea­
ses.

“ Planting on a bed" is a 

method of planting which 
will keep the root zone of 
developing seedlings in a 
drier, more aerified soil 
and thus reduce losses 
from damping-off. Soil sat­

urated with water has a 
greater tendency to have 
damping-off problems than 
soil from which free water 
drains quickly after a rain.

"Know the soil temper­
ature" at which the vege­
table you arc planting 
grows best and do not 
plant before the tempera­
ture is reached. Here arc 
some optimum soil tem­
perature for seed germina­
tion: beans. 86-95 degrees 
F; cucumbers. 86-95 de­
grees F: lettuce. 77-86 de­
grees F; okra. 95 plus 
degrees F: and spinach, 77 
degrees F.

This is a partial list of 
vegetables and temper­
atures at which they ger­
minate best. As a gar­
dener. you should know at 
what temperature ranges 
seed will germinate and 
grow the most rapid. The 
less time spent as seed­
lings. the less plants will 
suffer from seedling di­
sease.

"Seed quality" is im­
portant because high 
quality seeds will grow out 

of the seedling stage faster 
if all other factors favor 
seedling growth.

"Use of Vapam fungi­
cide" will reduce losses 
due to seedling disease, 
but this practice is expen­
sive and recommended on­
ly as a side benefit from 
nematode control. Captan 
is a fungicide that can be 
used on select vegetables. 
When using Captan refer 
to the label for vegetables 
on whish it can be used 
and the rate per 100 feet of 
row.

Damping-off is a serious 
problem in vegetables in 
this area, but losses from it 
can be reduced signitreaiU;W by follow m g ills above
steps.

UIL Announce 

High School 

Transfer Rule
The University Intcr- 

scholastie League has an­
nounced a new transfer 
ruic to be in effect for the 
1981-82 school year.

According to the Univer­
sity Interscholastic League 
member schools voted. 830 
for and 204 against, to 
extend the senior transfer 
option to grades nine. 10 
and II. A student who 
changes schools in a dis­
trict where his parents 
have established a bona 
fide residence may now be 
voted eligible in all sports 
if proper forms are com­
pleted.

The change of schools 
must be approved by the 
receiving district executive 
committee. The parents 
must sign a statement that 
the move was not made for 
athletic purposes, and the 
sending school must con­
cur that no recruitment or 
undue pressures were in­
volved.

UIL Director Dr. Bailey 
Marshall cited some of the 
reasons he felt the transfer 
rule passed:

1. General interst to re­
move the current transfer 
rule.

2. The committees and 
individuals studying the 
problem constructed a rule 
that school people feel can 
be enforced.

3. The new transfer rule 
encompasses all sports. 
\&icreas the old rule reg­
ulated only football and 
basketball. There has been 
concern about recruitment

and transfer problems in 
some of the other athletic 
activities

In the spring of 1980. the 
Legislative Council Ap­
pointed a committee of 
school administrators, ed­
ucational association lea­
ders and stale legislators 
to study rule. During a 
meeting in May the Com­
mittee discussed the pro­
blems and made their .-ec- 
omnicndation to the Legis­
lative Council. The propo­
sal was approved by the 
UIL Legislative Council in 
November and placed on 
the referendum ballot.

In another highly dis­
cussed move, schools voted 
to allow first and second 
place teams from each dis­
trict to qualify in state 
playoffs in football, bas­
ketball. volleyball and 
baseball beginning in 
1982-83.

An extra week will be 
necessary to complete the 
season. This will require a 
one week shorter regular 
season for some of the 
conferences. Therefore, 
many teams will have 10 
weeks in which to play 10 
games. Athletic Director 
Bill Farncy said. “ Some 
schools may have problems 
filling a late open date."

Schools voted to add 
soccer in Conference 
AAAAA only beginning in 
1982-83.

The only teams on the 
ballot that the schools did 
not favor were the addition 
of soccer in Conference 
AAAA. wrestling in Con­
ferences AAAAA and 
AAAA. and gymnastics in 
Conferences AAAAA and 
AAAA. The option of ad-
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ding these three sports was 
voted on by schools in 
Conferences AAAAA and 
AAAA only.

Home Buyers 

Survey Held 
In October

The percentage of home 
buyers entering the 
housing market for the first 
time has declined front 
nearly half the market in 
1977 to less than one-third 
in 1980. reports the Family 
Housing Bureau, a public 
information service of 
Chicago Title Insurance 
Company, in its fifth annu­
al national survey of recent 
home buyers.

In 1980. first-time buy­
ers represented 32.9 per­
cent of the market, com­
pared to 48.1 percent in 
1977. the peak year 
studied. As inflation 
mounted in 1978 the per­
centage of first-time buy­
ers dropped to 36.7 percent 
and held steady at 36.6 
percent in 1979.

Those first-time buyers 
who did enter the housing 
market in 1980 paid signi­
ficantly more for a home 
than their counterparts in 
past years, and obligated 
themselves for substantial­
ly higher mortgage pay­
ments. the survey said.

The median price of a 
home purchased by a first- 
time buyer was $61,450 in 
1980. compared to $50,800 
in 1979. The average 
monthly payment was $558 
up from $421 in 1979.

As part of a trend that 
began in 1979. first-time 
buyers relied more on rel­
atives for help in making 
the down payment on their 
homes. And a greater per­
centage received half or 
more of the down payment 
from this source in 1980.

In 1977, 75.6 percent of 
first-lime buyers came up 
with the down payment 
entirely from their own 
savings and investments. 
By 1980. this total was 
down to 51.1 percent.

The percentage of first- 
lime buyers receiving help 
from relatives in making 
the down payment was 
32.6 percent in both 1979 
and 1980. compared to 14.3 
percent in 1977 and 8.7 
percent in 1978. However, 
in 1980. 26.2 percent of 
first-time buyers received 
half or more of the down 
payment from relatives vs.
15.2 percent in 1979 and 
6.8 percent in 1978.

As a percentage of the 
down payment made by all 
first-lime buyers, relatives 
accounted for 19.5 percent 
of the total in 1980. vs. 
14.4 percent in 1979 and
6.2 percent in 1978.

The Family Housing 
Bureau survey, also noted 
significant changes in the 
way repeal home buyers 
moved up in the housing 
market. Fewer relied on 
the sale of a previous home 
as a source Tor all or most 
or the down payment. As 
the median price of a home 
for repeal buyers moved 
up to $75,750 in 1980 from 
$(>4,600 in 1979, and 
inonthly mortgage pay­

ments rose from $466 to 
$<>60. a greater percentage 
of these buyers made part 
or all of the down payment

In 1980, 39.7 percent of 
repeat buyers received all 
of the down payment from 
the sale of a previous 
home, compared to 55.8 
percent in 1979. And 46.6 
percent of repeat buyers 
received 90 percent from 
this source, down from 
61.1 percent in 1979. 
***Nole*** The annual 
Family Housing Bureau 
survey was a telephone 
survey conducted in Octo­
ber 1980 bv an indepen­
dent outside national re­
search organization. Over 
4(H) interviews were com­
pleted in II representative 
markets across the nation.

Dcar editor:
The big talk in Wash­

ington these days is about 
a lax cut. To me. a tax cut 
is like a forccasc of rain 
during a prolonged 
drouth. I’ll believe it when 
I sec it happening.

If t wo inches show up in 
my rain gauge. I know it's 
happened. Unless some 
joker poured that much in 
overnight to make me feel 
good.

Come to think of it, 
that's about the way most 
tax cuts work out. Cut 
income taxes and raise 
SiK-ial Security taxes and 
the price of gasoline.

But what got me started 
on this was a statement by 
a Washington economist. 
He said a tax cut won't 
stop inflation. “ The people 
won't save their tax cuts.” 
he said, “ they'll just spend 
it and add fuel to the 
inflationary fires.”

If you followed this rea­
soning a little further, it’d 
mean the way to whip 
inflation is to raise taxes so 
high nobody could buy 
much of anything.

On the whole. I believe 
most people could handle a 
tax out about as well as the 
government handles tax 
revenue -  spend it as fast 
as it comes in. Except in 
the government’s case, it 
spends it faster than it 
comes in. This is an opp­
ortunity unavailable to

most of us. While Cong­
ress. seeing it's spending 
more than it has and is 
head over heels in debt, 
can worm out by raising 
the debt ceiling, you try 
that on your banker and 
see what happens.

Just the other day Cong­
ress found itself in that 
shape and automatically. 
Republicans ar.d Demo­
crats alike, voted to raise 
the debt ceiling by 50 
billion dollars, explaining 
that other wise the govern­
ment would be bankrupt. 
There must be lots of 
people in this country who 
could avoid bankruptcy too 
if they could keep borrow­
ing money forever.

I his makes it clear that] 
the was to avoid economic 
collapse is to give every­
body the right to raise his] 
debt ceiling. Where do youl 
apply?

GENERAL HOMESTEAD
*

If you qualify for a residence homestead, you will be 
entitled to a $5,000 exemption off the market value of the 
homestead for school lax purposes. In other words, if your 
homestead has a market value of $20,000. the exemption 
will reduce the market value to $15,000. This is the figure 
against which the assessor will apply the assessment ratio, 
producing the assessed value. The assessed value is the 
figure on which the tax rate is applied to generate the tax 
bill. If the market value of your home is $4,000. the 
exemption will reduce the market value to $0. In this 
situation, your exemption will be $4,000. The amount of an 
exemption which you receive cannot exceed the market 
value of your homestead.

The school homestead exemption is available to the 
general public as long as valid applications are filed with
the school district by April 1. 1981.

ARE YOU OVER 65?
If you arc 65 Jcars of age or older, you are entitled to an 

additional $10,000 exemption off the market value of your 
residence homestead. This exemption applies to school 
taxes only and you must apply for the exemption before 
the end of the rendition period April 1. 1981.

You may not receive both a $10,000 over-65 exemption 
off the market value of your homestead and $10,000 
disability exemption (discussed later). If you are qualified 
for both, you must choose one or the other.

ARE YOU DISABLED?
If you arc disabled and qualify for the residence 

homestead exemption, you arc entitled to receive an 
additional exemption of $10,000 off the market value of 
your residence homestead. This exemption applies to
school taxes only.

"Disabled" for purposes of this exemption means either 
that, because of physical or mental disability, you are 
unable to engage in any substantial gainful work; or that 
you arc 55 years of age or older and blind, and by reason 
of the blindness arc unable to engage in your previous 
work.

If you are receiving disability benefits under the Federal 
Old Age. Survivors, and Disability Insurance Program 
administered by the Social Security Administration, you 
will qualify as long as you apply by April I. 1981.

If you are receiving disability benefits under any other 
program, you will not automatically qualify. You must still 
meet the definition of disability stated above and apply 
before the end of the rendition period.

You may not receive both a $10,000 over-65 exemption 
o(T the market value of your homestead and a $10,000 
disability exemption. You musl choose one or the other.

ARE YOU A DISABLED VETERAN ?
for a disabled veterans or

property taxes. This exemption can be applied to any
property----- not just a homestead-------that is owned on
January I.

Depending on the percentage of your disability, you may 
be entitled to an exemption ranging from $1,500 to $3,000 
of the assessed value of any property you owned on 
January 1 of the year in which you apply.

In order to qualify, you must be a Texas resident and fill 
out an application annually at the tax office.

You must designate only one property to receive this 
exemption, regardless of the number of jurisdictions in 
which you apply.

You are required to present documents stating the 
percentage of a service—connected disability from either 
the Veteran’s Administration or a branch of the armed
services.

Depending on what type of exemption is sought, proof 
of marriage, death or age may also be required.
ARE YOU A FARMER OR RANCHER ?

In addition to the exemption described above, qualified 
farmers and ranchers may enjoy another form of tax relief.

Two amendments to the Texas Constitution permit 
agricultural and open-space land to be taxes generally at 
its productivity value instead of market value. These 
provisions arc effective only if applications are filed with 
the tax office by April 1. 1981,

Foi agricultural land--The land must be currently 
devoted principally to agricultural use to the degree of 
intensity generally accepted in the area.

The land must have been in agricultural or timber use 
for at least five of the last seven years.

Also, for open-space land valuation, a valid application 
must be filed each year during the rendition period on a 
form provided by the tax assessor.

Under open-space land valuation, there is no require­
ment that the land be owned by a natural person.1 Land 
owned by corporations or partnerships may qualify. The
agricultural or timber use need not be the primary 
occupation or source of income of the owner. A sworn 
statement is not required.

Under both provisions -the agricultural use valuation 
and the open-space land valuation-the tax assessor has 
the sole authority to determine whether the applicant 
qualifies.

Summer, fall 
storms boost 
rainfall reading
COLLEGE STATION — 

Allen couldn’t do it. Danielle 
couldn't do it. Even the ram­
page tha t shook Koscoe 
couldn't do it alone. But to­
gether, they succeeded.

On the heels of one of the 
driest summers ever recorded, 
heavy showers have boosted 
July-through-September rain­
fall averages above normal for 
half the state and to near­
normal levels for most of the 
rest, according to the State 
Climatologist's Office at Texas 
A&M University.

The climatologists credited 
heavy rains from Hurricane Al­
len in early August, Tropical 
Storm Danielle in early Sep­
tember and a wet cold front in 
late September for the change, 
but warned against interpret­
ing the rains as a permanent 
end to the dry spell.

Why Does a Dog Bite?
Dogs that bite are called mean, nasty, and wicked. 

But, biting dogs are innocent victims, molded by irre­
sponsible owners and likely to be headed toward death 
at an animal shelter. Most dogs that bite are just un­
trained or spoiled, which, is, alter all, not the dog s fault.

Canine aggression is fre­
quently caused by the ig­
norance of the owner, not 
knowing that challenges of 
aggressive behavior can be 
normal. Growing puppies, 
like growing children, like 
to test those in authority. 
It is just then that the own­
er must take responsibility.

A  growling or biting dog 
needs immediate obedience 
training, and the owner 
must make sure he receives 
it. Through a full under­
standing of the basic obe­
dience commands (heel, 
sit, stay, down, come when 
called, no and okay) the 
owner is able to communi­
cate with the dog.

K now ing th ese  com ­
mands also makes it easier 
for the dog to understand 
right from wrong. But a 
dog should never be trained 
with hitting or with collars 
that use spikes or electric 
shock. Even a dog being 
hit with a rolled up news­
paper could make a good 
case of self defense if he 
bit the attacker.

Dogs that are never cor­

rected for bad behavior 
become spoiled and try to 
take advantage of every 
situation Obedience train­
ing is needed for spoiled 
dogs so they may learn 
they cannot always do as 
they wish.

There are other dogs that 
are aggressive because 
they are frightened of the 
world beyond their home. 
Different environments can 
upset this fearful or shy 
dog, encouraging stronger 
protective and aggressive 
behavior. Also the victims 
of poor ownership, these 
dogs need socialization to 
strange places, people, and 
sounds. The more uncer­
tain or unsure the dog 
feels, the more likely he is 
to bite.

If all owners would live 
up to all their dog owning 
responsibilities, deg pounds 
would become extinct. Af­
ter all, isn’t that an unfit 
ending for an animal that 
has established the sort of 
bond that exists between 
man and dog?
