Eor the more general w-ork, however, 
the full blade single or tandem dUk 
Is most used This tool Is efficient 
for the summer fallow In making a 
go<sl surface mulch It can very prof­
itably be used behind the plow- on 
spring-plowed ground, and especially 
on land which has tn-en fall plowed 
and has tn-en left open during the 
winter, writ»«* L, Alchler In the 
I»ry Farming HuIIetln. lk)uble disk­
ing such land leaves It In most excel­
lent shape for the summer fallow. 
The Pis-ratlon should be followed with 
the drag or some harrow- (depending 
uisjn the kind of soli) In order to 
smooth over the land and fill up all 
open spaces and cover up any small 
patches of ground which the dtek did 
not touct ,

The cu \way disk Is effective on 
land which contains a great deal of 
straw, but Is not as effective In cut­
ting out weeds as Is the full blade. So 
In using these tools It is well to under­
stand their relative merits. In select­
ing the disk It is well to remember 
that the smaller disk turns around 
more times in going a given dlsUnce 
than a large disk, hence It does more 
work and naturally takes a little more 
power. The smaller slxe disk (14 Inch 
to 16 Inch) Is the most effective and 
should be preferred to the larger sized

FIGHT PLAGUE IN THE ORIENT

American Antl-Tubsrculosia Society
Has Bean Active In Movement for 

Health Preservation.

Tuberculosis Is oue of the most se­
rious public health problems of the 
Orient. Active organizations to fight 
this disease have been foruii*d In 
Japan, the Philippines, India and Aus­
tralia. A luoveineut is on foot for a 
national organization lu China and In 
a number of cities local work has been 
started. While no accurate figures 
are available, those who are In po­
sition to know claim that consumption 
takes annually from 5(K).00o to 1,000,- 
llves lu China alone. In India the 
death rate is fully as high, and on ac­
count of caste distinctions and native 
superstitions, the problem of preven­
tion and treatment is peculiarly diffi­
cult. The Japanese government has 
taken a hand officially In the control 
of tuberculosis, and la co-operating 
with two well-organized private asso­
ciations. The death rate, while very 
high, la lowei than In China and In­
dia. I’nder the direction of the L'nlted 
States public health service a move­
ment for the prevention of tuberculo­
sis in the Philippines has also been 
organized.

The National Association for the 
Study and Prevention of Tuberculo­
sis. with headquarters in New York, 
although organized especially for work 
in this country, has been largely In­
strumental Id the establishment of 
anti-tuberculosis movement in most 
of the oriental countries, aa well as in 
Africa and South America.

ANCIENTS KNEW OF GLAZING Í „

Proof That Early Inhabitants of Mex­
ico Used Process In tha Manu­

facture of Pottery.

The discovery by Henry C. Mercer 
of imylestown. Pa., that the ancient 
Inhabitants of Mexico used a glazing 
(irocess in the manufacture of their 
pottery has revolutionized the views 
of ceramic experts at the Crilverslty 
of Pennsylvania, and may lead, says 
American Art News, to the discovery 
of beds of clay suitable for use today.

Mr .Mercer, who Is an expert on til­
ing. and a former curator of the I ’ni- 
verslty museum, during a recent study 
of Mexican potteries at the inuaeum, 
had his attention called to the vari­
ance In workmanship in certain col­
lections He promptly classified the 
potteries as possessing two different 
kinds of clay, and waa surprised to 
find that a distinct glaze waa still ap­
parent.

The ancient Egyptians, says Mr. 
Mercer, did not glaze their works, the 
Chinese adopted this precaution at a 
later date to make their vessels im­
pervious to water. Civilization had 
bfen established by this time, how­
ever. and the use of the glazing art 
by prehistoric .Mexicans may unfold 
Interesting ceramics.

President's Youngest Daughter 
Married in White House.

CEREMONY IN BLUE ROOM

Wedding Cifta Are Many and Hand- 
aomc— Description cf the Bridal 

Gown, Going-Away Dress, and 
Other Costumes.

Washington, V. C., May 8.—The 
wedding of Miss Eleanor Randolph 
Wilson, youngest daughter of Presi­
dent Wilson, and William Gibbs Mc­
Adoo. secretary of the treasury, took 
place Thursday at six o'clock p. m., in 
the blue room of the White House.

The wedding procession proceeded 
from the main stairway into the cor­
ridor, through the north door of the 
blue room, to the platform erected In 
the south bay window of the room.

Miss Bailie McAdoo led the proces­
sion. followed by Mrs. Sayre and Miai 
Margaret Wilson. Mias Nancy Lane 
directly precfded the bride, who was 
escorted by the president. The groom, 
with Dr. Cary Travers Grayson, met 
the wedding party at the altar. Mr. 
McAdoo wore evening clothes and Dr. 
Grayson wore his uniform. Rev. Syl­
vester \V. Beach performed the cere­
mony.

After the ceremony the wedding 
party proceeded ^  the red room, 
where they received congratulations 
and good wishes of the company. The 
Marine band furnished the music. 
Supper was served at small tables In 
the state dining room. The decora­
tions of the blue room were lilies and 
ferna, and the decorations in the din­
ing-room were pink and white rosea.

Handsome Wedding Preeeyite.
In spite of the small list of Invited 

guests the wedding presents were nu­
merous. Prominent among them were 
the beautiful silver tea service, given 
by the members of the house of rep­
resentatives, a piece of jewelry from 
members of the senate, twelve silver 
plates and a platter from the cabinet 
members and their wives, and a hand­
some gift from the Justices of the Su­
preme court. From the diplomatic 
corps, no member of which was in 
vUed, came flowers and good wishes.

The bride's bouquet was of orange 
bloasoms, white orchids and lilina of 
the valley. The flower girls carried 
white chip hats, hung by ribbons, 
filled with flowers.

Miss Margaret Wilson's gown was 
of aoft blue crape with panniers and 
waist of blue tulle. The neck was 
finished with a cream lace ruff and a 
flowered sash completed the coatusne. 
With this costume was worn a blue 
lace hat, trimmed with pink roses and 
touches of black. Mra. Sayre’s cos­
tume was exactly like Miss Wilson’s 
except that the color was pink. The 
gowns of the little flower girls were 
white, with blue and pink ribbons.

Beautiful Wedding Gown.
The wedding gown worn by Mlsa 

Wilson Is made of Ivory-white satin 
and trimmed with real old point lace. 
The bodice Is softly draped with satin, 
which crosses In front and is brought 
to a point below the shonldera, front 
and back. The V-shaped neck is fln- 
Ishsd with folds of aoft tulls. The

The sweeping 
train Is three and a half yards In 
length.

A cap effect bridal wreath, with 
orange blossoms and long draped veil 
was very effective.

The old point lace used on the gown 
Is a masterpiece and a work of art In 
lace making. It Is a part of a world- 
famous collection.

Her GoIng-Away Dreta
The bride's golng-away dress Is a 

three-piece dress made of corbeau-blue 
gabardine. The coat Is made of cor­
beau-blue charmeuse and gabardine 
The front and upper part of back of 
coat is made of charmeuae. The back 
Is gathered at collar. The three-quar­
ter sleeve of gabardine Is topped with 
the blue charmeuae, the edge of the 
sleeve being bound «with a flat black 
silk braid. The soft girdle of gabar­
dine ends In front with an oval 
charmeuse buckle. The bodice Is dark 
blue chiffon over white. It has braided 
straps of gabardine over the shoulders, 
with 12 rows of braid over belt of blue 
gabardine. A white organdie veatee 
and collar are edged with a rose and 
green flowered narrow ribbon, fastened 
in front by three ribbon buttons.

Her place In society 
as the wife of the secretary of the 
treasury will now be next to that of 
Mrs. Bryan.

This Is a new modification of the 
old cottage house idea that is being 
built in some sectiona of the middle 
West The low roof with a wide pro­
jection gives the house a different 
finish, a sort of plain, aristocratic neat­
ness that everybody likes. The house 
may be built of wood, brick, cement 
or stone. It is often built of wood to 
the eaves and the gables plastered 
with cement mortar on metal lath. 
You can get five rooms In a cottage 
of thla style and secure more comfort 
for the Investment than you can get 
from a flve-room, two-story house, and 
It looks well when nicely k^pL

Generally speaking, cottages are 
now being built more than ever be­
fore, not that they are new, but be­
cause they may be cheaply built and 
because they are especially ndapte*! 
to the suburbs and country places 
The women seem to like a cottage 
house after they become accustomed 
to It, partly be<ause It Is easier to 
do the housework where the rooms 
are all on one floor, but at the same 
time, there Is less excuse to neglect 
things. We have all had the experi­
ence of going through a house unex­
pectedly when the downstairs was 
neat and clean enough, but upstairs 
presented a very disorderly appear­
ance. Brofuae apologies usually ac- 
'ompanled such an excursion, but the 
fact Is a woman puts off going up­
stairs to attend to the housework a« 
long as possible.
