Ona of Moat Difficult Problems as Lit­
tle Can Be Done for Coneorva- 

tlon of Moloturo.

The growing of pastures on the dry 
land farm la one of Ita most difficult 
prubleraa. This arises from the fact 
that but little can be done on tbeae 
that will aid In conserving moisture. 
But this will not apply to all of them 
etpially. This does not mean, how­
ever, tbit It la not Imposaible to im­
prove upon the pastures fumlahed by 
nature unaided In the dry country.

Among the pastures that may be 
grown on the arable farm in dry 
areas are winter rye, grains sown for 
pasture, brome grass, sweet clover 
and a mixture of alfalfa and tweet 
clover. When more experience baa 
been obtained In growing theae. It 
win be found that much more food 
can be grown from a given area than 
would be obtained from the same If It 
were native pasture.

'Prominent among the grassea that 
will be grown In providing pasture Is 
winter rye. It may be sown should 
this be desired as early as June. 
^ '̂hen thus sown It will provide much 
graxing during the summer, but on 
the condition that It la kept down by 
graxing. It will thus produce more or 
less graxing from within a few weeka 
of the time of towing until the advent 
of winter. The amount of the graxing 
furnished will, of course, be largely 
dependent upon the amount of the 
precipitation. The following spring 
the rye will furnish much graxing. 
Thix graxing will be two to three 
week! earlier than graxing from any 
other source, and It will continue 
through May. The ground may then 
be aummer-fallowed xbould tbix be de­
sired. One fine thing about this graz­
ing Is, that by the judicious use of 
the barrow on the grazing, the mota- 
ture may be conserved much better 
than would be poxsible under other 
conditions.

In areas of scant rainfall there 
comes a time when tlie native grasses 
cease to grow. This time la usually 
In late July, all of August and a part 
or all of September. Now something 
can be done to meet this condition by 
sowing grain to provide pasture, that 
Is. to provide pasture through the 
months named, or at least through a 
part of them. For such grazing spring 
grains will probably be the most suit­
able, as they will grow more rapidly 
at such a season than winter grains.

This kind of 
pasture like rye has also the advan­
tage of permitting the use of the 
harrow to aid In the conservation of 
moisture. This pasture may be 
plowed up In the fall, and when the 
land Is thus plowed it is left In a good 
condition for growing com the fol­
lowing year.

In Central Tunis Succeasful Crops Are 
Produced on Annual Fall of Lssa 

Than Six Inchea.

One of the greatest and moet tri­
umphant agricultural booms In the 
world is in Africa—the dry land farm­
ing of Central Tunis, where the rain­
fall Is less than ten inches, writes Prof. 
J. Russell Smith In Harper's Magazine. 
The success Is astonishing in the face 
of the uncertainty, dread and failure 
that harass our own aa yet unadjusted 
dry land agriculture. Aa an evidence 
of local failure I would cite the obser­
vations of an agricultural scientist on 
a recent 90-mile journey In the south­
ern part of the great plains, where the 
rainfall averages 20 Inches.

In the 90 miles traversed there waa 
but one surviving settler and not even 
a cattle ranch. The dry farmers had 
pushed out the cattlemen, and the re­
cent droughts bad pushed out the dry 
farmers—all but one—In a strip as 
long aa from New York to Philadel­
phia. Our uncertalntlea arise under a 
rainfall of ten to twenty Inches.

The African's complacency la as­
sured by less than ten Inches. Sub- 
•crlptious have recently been taken up 
here for people living In an average 
rainfall of 16 to 18 Inches. Yet the 
complacent success of Tunis Is In the 
vicinity of Sfax, where In seven con­
secutive years the total rainfall 
amounted to 41, 6 8-10 Inches a year.

IM M ENSE COST OF BAD ROADS

Estimata of I7A00.000 Is Made by
Highway Commissioner of Ohio 

—Cost of Hauling.

Bad roads cost the United States 
87,600,000 per annum Is the itported 
estimate of the highway commissioner 
of Ohio, according to the Engineer­
ing and Mining Journal. He flgures 
that the average cost of hauling one 
ton one mile on a good, hard road 
Is eight cents, while tho present aver­
age cost Is 23 cents, and In some dis­
tricts It Is as high as 64 cents. There 
is no doubt respecting the economy 
of good roads, but such estimating as 
the cominlssloner'B offers no account 
of the capiUI outlay necessary to get 
the roads. If the latter be built un­
der the auspices and In the ways that 
have prevailed In the state of New 
York, there may be a loss of money 
Instead of a saving. The matter Is 
one of great Importance wherein wag 
on transportation la a high charge on 
tho production under present con­
ditions, and where auto trucks can 
offer but lltUa help until the roade arv 
Improved.

"They have a great device here In 
the shape of a street-flushing machine 
with a revolving squeegee In the rear 
The squeegee causes the pavement to 
dry Immediately, thus preventing skid­
ding. There are 3.&(M) motor buses 
and !*,000 taxicabs on the streets of 
London, not to mention many varie­
ties of other vehicles mechanlcallv 
driven, yet accidents are Infrequent In 
view of the vastness of the metro 
pollg. The motor buses at the Derby 
formed one of the finest features of 
the spectacle.”

A novel device for electrocuting rata

sbtp at all ranges.

Again, the French rifle la heavier 
than the German, increasing to that 
eatent tbe streaa upon tbe man who \ 
baa to carry It on long marches. Tha 
soldiers of both nations carry tbe 
same number of cartridges, 120. But 
tbe saving in weight In the German 
musket le offset by other weights he 
baa to carry. Fully equipped the 
French toot soldier has a total bur­
den of 64.58 pounds, while the Ger 
man Infantryman has to bear 58.76 
pounds. As a broad proposition the 
average German la a sturdier man 
than his French rival, and thla greater 
tax la wisely laid upon him.

French Equipment.
In the French army each company 

of infantry has the following portable 
tools: Eight shovels, tour pickaxes
(double beaded), three axes, one fold­
ing saw and a pair of wire nippers. 
The German foot soldier on the other 
hand does not get off so easily, be­
cause each company has to carry 100 
small spades, ten pickaxes and five 
hatcheta. Now what does this mean? 
Simply that the kaiser's Infantrymen 
are able to entrench themselves quick­
er than their French rivals, and for 
that reason could hold an advanced po­
sition more securely and guard tbem- 
aelvea against attack while there bet­
ter than tha aoldlera of the tricolor.

Now let us see what Russia repre- 
Bsnta as a foes to Germany on the Fa­
therland's northern border. Unques­
tionably the exar's army ia superior to 
the kslser'a In mere point of num­
bers In peace. In war and In tha total 
available reserves, and so far as per­
sonal bravery goesHhe Russian soldier 
Is unsurpassed. But battles are not 
won these days by Just numbers; 
training and handling of the men are 
of supreme Importance.

Broadly speaking. It la doubtful If 
the Russian forces are any better 
trained than they were when they 
meaaured strength with the Japanese 
In 1904-06. The Infantry are armed 
with magstslne rifles of 7.62 millime­
ter caliber, and as marksmen they are 
nothing like the equals of the Ger­
mans.

How They Compare.
Russia Is measurably superior to 

Germany in the matter of Infantry, 
cavalry and artillery in the form of 
Held guns, and Germany, In turn, leads 
France In the vital feature of artillery. 
Artillery has played a prime part In 
all great wars, and tbe popular Idea 
Is that it Is upon these guns that the 
tide of battle turns. In a meanure this 
is BO, for the field pieces have to pro­
tect, or support the Infantry; but with 
this done, the decisive outcome of an 
action depends upon the conduct and 
gallantry of the foot soldier, for he 
constitutes the backbone of any mili­
tary force.

As a matter of history, the French 
have led In field ordnance ever since 
the Franco-Prusslan war. The French 
were the first to adopt the long recoil 
which made it possible to use higher 
propulsion charges and to secure bat­
ter practice against the target, and 
to them, too, Is owed the Introduction 
of the spade upon the trail by which 
the recoil of the carriage could be 
checked, thus making It poaslble for 
the gun pointer to hold his imslUon 
and to fire deliberately and rapIdly.-To 
the French, alee, the world le Indebted 
for the higher development of the 
shrapnel shall with tU withering blnat 
of iMkden bttUaU.
