EXPERIMENT IN TEXAS

Valuable Light Thrown on Ques­
tion of Fallowing.

No Larger  Yields of Corn or Cottea
From Biennially Cropped Land 

Than From Annually Cropped 
Land— O ats  Show Increate.

Sigulflrant experim enta in the |irat- 
l ice  of fallowing land have recently 
been conducted by the L'nited States 
department of agriculture at San 
.\iitoiilu, Tex, T h e se  exiierlinents, ac­
cording to the scientists  In char|«, 
demonstrate that  the practice under { 
such conditions as  prevail through- 
out a large part of Texas  U not ad- 
visable. In no case  did the liiveitl-j 
gators obtain larger  crops of -’orn or 
cotton from biennially rropped laud. 
On the other  hand, biennially cropped { 
w inter oats  did show a slight it cresie.

T his  increase ,  however. Is probs- 
bly not sufficient to offset certain 
other economic disadvantages insepa­
rable to fallowed land. While tbs ei- 
perlnients are  not conclusive, siUI 
it is believed that they tlirnw- val­
uable light upon the whole queitloi 
of fallowing fur the purpose uf itor-1 
Ing In the soil an additional supply ol | 
moisture.

T he  p raetlre  of fallow ing varies I 
widely tn different regions. At i»a»l 
Antonio the fallowing period vsrtsdl 
from sixteen to nineteen nionihs Ao| 
cording to a widespread belief landj 
cultivated for this period but hear-f 
ing no crop would retain so much I 
moisture that  any crop raised on it I 
the following year  would benefit ma-l 
terially Som e persons have gone io| 
far as to assert  that the quantity ofl 
moisture would be practlrslly diinbl*l 
that In land cropped annually Ifl 
this theory could be substantiated itil 
importance to semlarid  regions la oh-l 
vlous. I ’nfortunafely the resulta ofl 
the recent experim ents which are coa-l 
tallied In bulletin No. 151 of th*l 
l ’nited S ta tes  department of agiir«l-l 
lure, entitled, "Experim ents in <'ropl 
Bnidiiclloii on E'allow loind at San .\i-[ 
lotiio. T ex . . ’’ do not bear out thls| 
contention.

Reducing Illiteracy. j
Only fifteen out of every one thou­

sand children from ten to fourteen 
years of age in the I ’nlU-d S ta tes  are 
unable to read and write.

These figures Just announced by the 
federal bureau of educetlon show a 
striking decrease In child illiteracy 
during the last fourteen years. In 19U0 
the number of ill iterate children be­
tween the ages of ten and fourteen 
was forty-two In every thousand In 
1910 this number was reduced to  twen­
ty-two. Four years have further low­
ered It more than 33 1-3 p«;r cent.

Assuming only the latter  rate of de 
crease, twenty years  more may see 
youthful Ill iteracy in this country al­
most cease  to exist save among newly 
arrived Immigrant families. Nor can 
the present rate of Improvcinent tail 
to [»roduce in the same period a 
marked change in the jiercentage of 
ill iteracy in the entire  population of 
ten years and over - which In 1910 was 
7.” or seventy-five i ll iterates for every 
thousand.
