The present American army is the 
largest armed force the Western 
Hemisphere has ever se^n -unless the 
mound builders were more nu' leru.ts 
than we have any reason to believe 
they wore. If the whole army could 
be gathered together today anil lined 
up in a aolid infantry column, four 
abreat, it would reach acroaa Ohio 
from Cincinnati to Toliedo and on to 
the Michigan line.

A million and a half o f men! It is 
as if the entire population o f the state 
o f South Carolina, or o f the states o f 
Nebraska and Wyoming put together 
—Men, Women and children—were 
suddenly to be converted into young 
men and clad in Olive Drab and organ 
ized into companies and batillions.

When Great Britton entered the 
war it was with a much smaller army. 
The First Expeditionary forces num- 
ucivu Lirc’ y » hundred thousand. 
The Kaiser called it a contemptible 
little army. Yet without its worit, 
at Mons, Paris might have fallen. 
One hundred thousand men, and the 
encouragement they brought to the 
French, were enough to avert defeat 
in the first year of the war.

other new force, ten to twelve times 
as great, will be enough for the 
fourth year of the war to insure vic­
tory.

MARKETING OF BROOD SOWS
Good Animala Sometimes Sacrificed 

When Little Forethought Would 
Cause Retention.

At this time the marketing of a 
sow that can be or has he.-ii bred is 
fairly c.iiniiarable to “ killing the guoMe 
that laid the golden egg.” Although 
the f. undlty of swine Is well appr».- 
clsti-d hy farmers, at times sows are 
siiTlficed when a little forethought 
Would eause them to be retained. 
Krceiling sows multiply five or six 
fltms as rapidly as other meat ani­
mal!-. They have an nverage litter of 
five nr six pigs and may he bred twice 
a y.'iir, although three limes In two 
yeart accords more with current farm 
pnicUce. The litters Increase In size, 
on the average, until sows are five or 
six years old. However, a large pro- 
p-irtli 1 of the SOW'S are sold after pro- 
duciiig one or two litters and before 
th--y have reachtsl the ¡K-rlod of great­
est productivity.

It is 
tiot exiienslve, and they are sanitary 
ami permanent.

Large, sniimth. concrete nmng-'rs for 
feisllng are about tin- best we know of 
tixla.v. Judgment and common sense 
must be exercised in the methods of 
fet-dlng and hsindling cows. Flxt-d 
rules In feetllng are not pnietlcul.

Best Feeding Method*.
Overfis-dlng Is wasteful ; underfeed­

ing 1« unprofitalile. The cows must 
tie well nourlsherl at all times, hut If 
givi-n more than they nissl for rimln- 

I tenance and prmluctlon, they waste It 
. t.s a rule.
* Never stir up dust or foul odors at 
ndlklng time. If you do. a lot of It Is 
sure to get Into the milk.

Whether to fwd the rows Ju«t ht»- 
fnre milking Is a much debated ques­
tion. It Is not at all dangerous to feisl 
them a little grain, provldetl you stir 
up no dust or disagreeable iMlors,

As a rule, the cows will give down 
their milk more freely when they have 
contented minds, and u little of the

right kind of feed goes a long way 
toward hringiug almut this contented 
state of mind. Never clean the stahles 
Just before milking, for it will stir 
up a tenfold odor than any feed the 
cows will eat.

Conserve Soil Fertility.
If there Is any i|uestlon before the 

fanners of this country of more Im- 
lsirtan<-e than that of conserving the 
soil's fertility, 1 am not cognizant of

The most imisirtant business of 
' dairy farmers Is to Increase the quan­
tity of mnnurial substanees and ajiply 
It where It Is most needed.

Most 
of the work comes at a time when 
other farm operations are alack ; and 
the soil, besides enrlehed, plows eas­
ier and Works up better during the 
whole of the next season, on necount 
of being porous by being (Covered with 
manure during the winter.

Time to Haul Manure.
When hauling manure from the sta­

ble to the Held, we plan to haul the far­
ther fields while the ground Is frozen, 
and close to the barn while soft and 
muddy.

There Is no reasonable excuse for 
n dairy farmer to allow more than one- 
third of his mnnurial fertility to wash 
away In a dirty, filthy harnyard. and 
spend one or two weeks during the 
busy season In the spring to haul It 
ncn>ss the muddy fields to get It on his 
land.

or Less Drying Up of Tis­
sues of the Plant.

(By C. B. WALPHON. Missouri College 
of Agriculture.)

I It Is commonly supposed that If I trees are given a sutliclently moist soil 
‘ during their growing period that their 

winter condition In this respect Is a 
matter of little Importance.

As n matter of fact, trees are giving 
off moisture at all seiisim» of the year 
though to a much less extent, of 
course, in cold weather, Huring the 
warm sunny days In winter there Is a 
consbieruble biss of moisture thr-tugh 
the twigs and except In very severe 
weather the nsits are able to furnish 
this loss though the soil about them 
be frozen. The ability to do this Is 
naturally les.s If the soli he dry or 
frozen very hsird. In that case the 
loss of moisture results In n more or 
less compUae drying up of the tls.sues 
of the plant and this often results In 
the death of the tree.

What Is known ns root killing may 
In some instances he ilue to the Im- 
imiture «>r unripe condition of the plant 
when winter begins, but In most cases 
root-killing follows dry seasons.

If the soli has been kept moist by 
cultivation or mulching the trees are 
safe but If the soil Is dry It should l>e 
tlioroughly wet before freezing and 
then mulched with old straw, chaff or 
atuble manure to prevent drying out.

The mulch delays freezing and this 
In Itself is an Important Item, as it Is 
the long continued frozeu state of 
werndy plants that Injures them to a 
fatal degree.

A moist soli, then, kept In an un­
frozen condition us long as possible Is 
the surest means to prevent winter 
killing of trees. ________

Prsvsnt This Lots.
Hats destroy grain when newly 

planted, while It Is growing. In shocks, 
stalks, mow, crib, granary, elevator, 
ear, or eblp.

College Show That Rotation 
and Manuring Pays.

Experiments nt the Enlvcrslty of 
MIs.sourl college of agriculture with va­
rious eroi>plng systems In rotation with 
and without manures have given the 
following re.sults:

1. Crop rotation has been as effl- 
rlent In maintaining a yield of corn 
during the 2S-year period ns the addi­
tion of -»oven tons of manure annually 
where com has been grown continu­
ously.

2. Very heavy applications of com­
mercial fertilizers on nil crops of a 
six-year rotation have maintained the 
corn yield nt approximately the same 
level ns the application of seven tons 
of manure annually, although the cost 
of fertilizer has exceede<l the value 
of the Increase, the manure has 
brought a net return.

3. Continuous timothy, manured an­
nually seven tons per acre for 2r) 
years, has brought the largest annual 
net return. per acre, of any of
the systems used, where both cost of 
prisluctlon and cost of treatment are 
considered.

On the last basis continuous timothy 
without treatment netted W.IO annu- 
all.v, a rotation of corn, wheat, clover 
nettetl $2.l»7 annually, without manure, 
anil $4.37 with seven tons of manure 
annually. Contlnunua com without 
manure lost $2.29 annually, corn nm- 
nuri'il, 41 cents annually, while con­
tinuous wheat heavily fertilized lost 
$11.30, and a six year rotation heavily 
fertilized lost $11.47.

4. All crop rotations brought a nri 
return; the manun»d rotations aver 
ng<Hl much higher than the unmanured. 
Thus, these experiments show that ro­
tation combined with manuring pay^

NO REMEDY FOR BLACKHEAD

keys, blackhead Is the most destruc­
tive. It Is notable that whenever tlie 
climate and range conditions are su(d) 
as to permit of the turkeys foraging

keted, cases of blackhead are Infre­
quent. No positive cure for blackhead 
has been found, hut free range and 
care not to overfeed are very Impor 
taut factors In raising turkeys sue 
cessfully.

AILING Into a foreign port at 
the break of day apitears to he 
a favorite custom with the av­
erage sea captain, and the occa­

sion to which we write was no exce|>- 
tlon. Fop several hours our ship'a 
Ciiurse had been guided hy fiashes from 
the frieiiilly lighthouse, and the latter 
we knew stissl on the Yucatan shore 
at Progreso. The morning broke calm 
uml ¡M-ucefully over the tro|dcal wa­
ters of the gulf, and soon the move­
ment of anchor chains uutumiitb'ully 
announced that the limit tuiil been 
reached—the limit of de*-p wutt*r—and 
five mile* away lay Progreso, one of 
the World’s most liiiiM)rtunt shipping 
centers of heiu,-quen or h«-mp.

Going ashore at I’rogrcso Is rather 
an exciting novelty If not a dunget iu.'- 
e\|K-rbuce, writes Willium .k. Ueid in 
the llulletln of the Piin-.Vliiei'e*iu 
I'lilon. The sou Is alive with sharks, 
iiiid they ure darting here and th.-re 
about tbe big ship, to the consterna­
tion of tbe stranger. Tbe eleiir waters 
wliicb blithe this shore seem to accen­
tuate tile size of tliesi- monsters, and 
while tbe visitor sbiidders the boat­
men on the shill's lender, us we ure 
bounding sliorewurd, uuiiouuce that 
urruugeiiieut* may then and there be 
made for a shark-tl.shiug excursion 
later In the day.

Progreso from the sea presents long 
row* of houses Ihinktsl on either end 
by mile* of sandy beacbes, while a 
tall lighthouse about tbe center of the 
|Hirt dominates the surroundings. The 

' general uppeuruuce is uttrucUve, and 
even more so when we notice tidy 
buildings and the cleanly clothing of 
even the laboring class. The time was 
.August when we arrived In Progreso— 
alMiut the very worst season of the 
year for the foreign visitor in Yuca­
tan ; but liusiness mutters do not wait 
for the must propitious occasions. A.s 
a mutter of fact, the winter season In 
the United States furnishes the best 
time climutlcully for visiting Yucatan.

Few Sight* to See in Progreeo.
Sightseeing In Progreso does not 

detain the visitor. Rut the port with 
Its 5.UOO peiqile Is usually a busy one, 
us the bulk of the vast henequeti crop 
passes via Progreso to world markets. 
The smaller ships culling fur cargo 
manage to draw much closer to port 
than the big ocean vessels; but when 
the long-tulked-of piers ure construct­
ed several miles out Into the roadstead 
the handling of the country's com­
merce will be greatly facilitated.

In the shipping season the town 
presents unusually active scenes with 
Us truck.s, mules, and men. One might 
imagine himself amid the cotton hales 
nt New Orleans, so mu*'h do henequen 
and ciUton resemble each other In the 
method of shipment and size of bales.

By and by the day grows warmer, 
and one is glad to board the train for 
Merida, 30 miles southward. Travel­
ing on this thrw'-fiMit gauge road Is 
chea;), being only about two cents n 
mile for the best uccoimnotlatlon of­
fered. Slowly through the suburbs trf 
Progreso our train steams, but sotm 
we are moving rapidly over a level 
coflntry with a dry and parched n;)- 
pearance, abounding In shrubs, cacti, 
and coarse grasses; hut to this condi­
tion Yucatan owes Us vast revenue ib"- 
rlved from the marvelous little maguey 
plant nml Its pnnluct. Here and there 
ure breaks in the barrenness and we 
catch sight of swamps with lilies nml 
other water plants, a' relief to look 
upon.

As our train proceeds, with stops 
nt little stations en route, the curs 
are better filled, and nt the same time 
opportunities ure afforded for getting 
close gllmpst's i>f tlu> heuetpien work­
ers ami their fields of maguey plants 
that lie In view from the cur wlndtiw. 
Long before sighting Merbla the land­
scape becomes dotted with windmills, 
and when finally the capital city Is 
reached one can almost lumgine him­
self in old Holland or Barbados, about 
the only difference ladtig that Yucatan 
has the modern-style mill. These wind­
mills explain that Merida, like other 
regions of the country, must pump wa­
ter fnim beneath the surface, so few 
are the lakes and streams.

Driving About Merida.
After being made comfortable in one 

of Merida's hot^la we start out to view 
the city. There is no lack of vehicles 
and the stranger la literally awamped 
with proffers of a “delightful drive.” 
Most of these small cartiagea, gener­
ally drawn by a single pony, have rub­
ber tires, and many are kept conspicu­
ously clean and Inviting looking, 
despite tbe dust of the lu b a rb a a  aec* 
U<NM of th* city.

Merida today claims fi2.0fl0 people; 
ami among Its residents are numerous 
families of wealth which have ac­
quired riehes in connection with the 
great Industry, the growing of the 
maguey uml the production of hene­
quen. Merida, while nut as old as the 
jMirt of dates from l.”>42, when a

I settlement was founde<l by Francisco 
Montejo on the site of tbe ancient 
Maya <Hty of Tlh<si. Tmlay one of the 
most interesting Ixiildings to l>e seen 
in Merida Is the cusa Ylontejo. still 
well preserved after weathering the 
sunshine ami storms of centuries. An­
other e<ilflce wbb'h every visitor 
shoubl s,.e is the l•uthedrnI whleh was 
Sturt.'ll III irs’.l and not completed for 

‘ nearly 40 years.
For th.ise fond of seeing ndlcs of 

bygone ages a visit to the niuseuiu 
will be full of Inter.'st. and esjieelally 
so if s«ime of the ancient Y'uc-utan 
ruins are to be see n and explore*!. In 
tlie fiirtiier one may Inspect articles 
iiti'l c'lrios tbat have been c-cdlectcsl 
fpim the ruins and pres«'rved—ri'ully 
a link coum-i'tliig the art and trinle of 
l*ast C'enturles with I*resent I>eol>les.

Merbl.'i. comnwrelully. Industrially, 
nml soiinlly has greatly linprovtsl dur- 

; Ing rec-ent years. Streets and avenues 
have lus*n paved with asphnlL ele«-- 
trlclty has been provldcsl, luhor-snving 
machln.'ry Intrcsluced, and iHherwlse 
life and conditions have been luodera- 
Ized.

Climatlciilly. Merida ia hot, hut 
healthful. During the hours of mid­
day the sun's rays ure extrerac-l.v uu- 
¡ileusunt and the stranger Is told to 
keep in the shade. Cool breezes from 
tlie surrounding seas, however, often 
temper the heat of the whole penin­
sula. The months of March and April 
are regarded as esjieclully trying to 
the newcomer In any part of Y'ucatan; 
winter hy fur Is the best s.*ason for 
visiting the country, unci during these 
months the excursion to the famous 
ruins existing in several different 
parts of the ixuilnsuia can be made 
with a fair degren* of comfort. The» 
temi>eriiture in Merida rangea from 
alsiut 75 degrees to BS di'grees Fahren­
heit.

Volan the Popular Vehicle.
The visitor In Merida for the first 

time will be interestcnl In a native ve­
hicle known as the “volan,” which 
might he aptly termed a half brother 
of the famous calash of (Juehec. The 
volan has two big whcH'ls and is usual­
ly drawn by three ponlea working 
iibreust; It Is provldecl with easy-rid­
ing springs, a thick mattress floor cov­
ering offers a soft seat on the floor of 
the vehicle, while a top with side cur­
tains protects the traveler from the 
sun's rays. Highways In Y'ucatan have 
not greatly Improved with the degree 
of the prosperity of the land, and the 
volan scH'ins to be a popular methiwl 
of cross-country transportation. The 
stranger out of curiosity. If for noth­
ing else, usually gen's for a ride In this 
rather novel moans of travel.

Mingling with the business men of 
Merida provides excellent opportuni­
ties for studying the commercial side 
of affairs; and I found many of these 
gentlemen willing to talk freely about 
Y'ucatan's future ombnik. One of the 
first things which seems to have Ira- 
pressc-d It.self uixm the nverage resi­
dent is the Improved condition provid­
ed for the laboring clns.ses, such as 
higher wages for work and generally 
more freedom of action than tn for­
mer years. Better wages out on the 
hencsiuen plantation is of course re- 
flcHíted In the business activities of 
Merida, for the latter Is not only the 
capital of the state but a place In 
which everything ctmters. The work­
ing day has been reducsl to eight 
hours, and for this time the henequen 
laborer Is paid the equivalent $1.50 to 
$3; five <lays the Y’ucatecnn works 
and two days of the week are reseri’ed 
for rest and recreation. On the larger 
plantations sclnads have b».en openetl 
at the exiiense of the landowner, and 
numerous Improved sanitary regula­
tions are In force.

If the stranger tarries In Merida he 
Is likely to have opinirtunltles for 
seeing something of the home life of 
the people. Even during a stroll along 
the best residential etreeta a glance 
Into open-door iwtlos reveals charm­
ing flower gardens and a degree of 
comfort and refinement not noticeable 
from outward appearnncee of the av­
erage private home. Many of Merida’» 
citizens* are hospitable to a marked 
degree, and when the foreign visitor 
find* favor and la Invited to the family 
circle ha la on the road to mi ay en> 
jg|»8bla fnaettona.

I’ nder the irene’-al capt.iin of 
••Kat̂ ■ all suit shoaUi be paeke.i to 
stand the trip. Food packed in suih 
flim.'V cortainers as shoe or hat box. 
IS wasted, if sent through the mail. 
Only the hoave'-t kind of carboard. 
or better still, li^ht weight wooden 
boxes should be used in packing eat­
ables.

Don’t sent liquids through the mail, 
unless is liquid proof containers 
Glassware must be in wood or double 
faced corrugated paste board boxes, 
well packed.

It s absolutely necessary to place 
the correct and complete address on 
every package. The address must be 
legible, and it must show the organi­
zation to which the soldier belongs 
.An address of simply Mr. John Smith. 
Camp Travis, Texas.”  is almost worth 
less, for there may be several John 
Smiths. But “ Private John Smith, 
Co. A., 359th Inf., Camp Travis, Tex­
as," enables the postoffice authorites 
to locate the party for whom the 
mail it intended at once. It ahould 
be remembered there are leas than 
a dozen cities in Texas with as large 
a population as Camp Travis and it 
takes the strongest kind o f coopera­
tion on the part o f all parties to in­
sure that mail matter reaches the 
soldier it was intended to reach

The poetoffice authorities permit 
requests “ Do not Open Until Christ­
mas,”  or words to that effect to be 
placed on the outside o f Pac .*• 
The name of the sender should also 
appes'.

Order has been issued by Division 
Headquarters »cqu' ing all luirDers 
enipicyed at *Ie \srious .sno.-s in the 
con.}' to wash tbe.r hand.» with soap 
and water before attendance upon 
each man. Towels used in a barf, r 
shop on one man, must not be used 
again until they have been laundried. 
All shaiong cups and shaving brushes 
must be scaled after each shaving.

Incidentally it may also be stated 
that in many of the organizations, m 
flot rate of $1.00 a month per man is 
made, which entitles the soldier to re­
ceive two shaves per week and two 
hair cuts per month. This arrange­
ment is not compulsory, but the 
cheapest of the service has caused 
practically whole companies to enter 
into such an agreement It may also 
be mentioned that since beginning 
life at Camp Travis, the general de­
sire for neatness and cleaniness in 
many of the soldiers has grown with 
rapid strides. A well trimmed head 
or hair and a cleanly shaven face are 
more in keeping with the uniform 
than a stubby grovrth of beard and a 
collection of disheaveled hair. No 
man can be a good soldier in every 
sense of the work and be slouchy in 
his personal appearance.

For the benefit of those who may 
visit relatives and friends at Camp 
Travis it should be sUted that the 
best time to come to San Antonio is 
on a Saturday. The next best time 
IS on Wednesday. The reason for 
this IS that on Saturday afternoons 
and Sundays the soldiers not on duty 
such as guard or the like— are free to 
Jo as they like. The «.me »  true on 
Wednesday afternoons. There is so 
much to learn that all the other time 
cf the soldiers is practically uken up 
m training. Christmas furloughs will 
be very few and given only in excep­
tional cases. W ar is no respector for 
holidays or feast days and every mo­
ment muct count for advancement in 
the making of a soldier.
