Good Praetica, When Not Carried to

Extremea, to Allow Colta to Rough

the best horse.». Some fiirniers allow’ 
their young horses to “rough It" 
through the winter and, although thIa 
Is a good practice when not carried to 
extremes. If the feeder la not careful 
It may give the colt a sethark which 
pernuinently retarda Ita devulopnient.

 ̂eeds that will promote growth 
should he sufifilled. Otiod, clean clover 
hay Is pulatuble and slightly laxative. 
Timothy hay commonly Is fed. Well- 
cured alfalfa hay free fnun dust la one 
of the best roughagea for growing, hut 
heenu*»** of its relatively high protein 
content It generally Is economical to 
»iipplemeat It with other roughage such 
as timothy, mixed hay, or corn fodder, 
liesldes leiahag variety to the ration 
such a nieth'Ml <>f feeding alfalfa would 
offset any likelihiHKl of kidney or 
howel Irregularities. Sheaf oats tan 
he usti! to good advantage to suppl*"- 
nient other roughage. The animala 
should not he allowed to gorge them­
selves on dry feed. They should he 
given only what they will clean up 
readily, hut at the same time enough 
feed should be supplied. Oats, corn 
and peas, preferaMy fed ground, are 
suitable grains. Ilran, ell laenl or glu­
tini feed will add protein and lend vari­
ety. Cottonseed meal should not be 
fell to foals. .Appropriate grain ra­
tions for the first winter a re : Two 
parts corn, five parts outs, three porta 
bran and one part oil m eal; or four 
parts out.s, one part coni und one part 
bran.

Silage should not he fed to foals to 
any considerable extent. Sliced roots, 
siirh ns carrots nnd sugar beets, ore 
very palatable nnd have a risditig ef­
fect on the digestive system. The
