This was borne out by 
evidence that lie was a witnes.s of 
wheat that fiad h*‘en in the ground 
four days tliat wa.s already hivaking 
tlirough, and that whleh had heen 
st*eded for u week was well aliove the 
ground, the tiehl being as greeii as 
a new pasture [dot. Kverywliere this 
comlition existed. It will be pleasing 
liiforniiition for those who Imve 
frienils In Western t'anada—In any 
part of it, no matter where they may 
be—to learn that conditions have 
opened tip in sindi a splendid way, and 
to he advised tliat the prospects \v*Te 
never hrigditer than now. Wlien It 
become.s known that conditions are so 
satisfactory, many who were waiting, 
uncertain what to do in the matter of 
moving, will douhtless now come to a 
decision. With the opening o f tliou- 
saiid.s of honie-teads, which took idaee 
on the 1st of May, there was a rash 
to take advantage «if the opiiortnnlty 
to secure liki a«Tcs of excellent land 
fr«'c, wltliln siK-aking distance of a 
railroad.
