A six man board of exam
iners will be appointed by the gov
ernor to act as a sort of supervis
ory board

None of the board members is
required to be a pracitioner of Lae
healing arts—no connection with
any school of medicine, Osteopathy
Chiropractic or any healing art
They will come from the staffs of
leading universities in the state
making for an impartial, qualified
board

As for procedure the board plans
to hold regular examinations
the six above fields of science
which are basic to all branches of
the healing arts. Before any appli
cant can practice he must pass
:)hlls examination according to the

Following the passage of
minimum standards test an appph
cant will go before the board
which examines the particular
branch of the healing arts which
he has chosen to practice. Thus a
doctor of medicine must qualify
further before a state board of
medical examiner and likewise a
chiropractor would qualify before
a board of chiropractic examiners
