CONFERENCES ON NORTH
ATLANTIC PACT BOOKEL

LONDON, Feb. 23 (UP)—Rer-
presentatives of the five western
union countries conferred on the
Atlantic® pact today and a confe-
rence spokesman reported some
points of the pact still were unac-
ceptable to all countries involved.

The spokesman said work on the
pact had “progressed a bit fur-
ther” since American Secretary of
State Dean Acheson conferred in
Washington with representatives
of the proposed treaty countries.

Washington, Feb. 23 (UP)—
Secretary of State Dean Acheson
and envoys of six other western
powers will hold an important
conference tomorrow about the
proposed North Atlantic Security

Pact, diplomatic sources said to-
day.

The conferees will include dip-
lomatic representatives of Canada,
Britain, France, Belgium, Luxem-
bourg and the Netherlands -the
nations now working with the
United States on the mutual de-
fense treaty.

Diplomatic observers here at-
tached special significance to the
session since it will be the first
chance Acheson has had to get
the reaction of the six foreign
governments to the senate's at-
titude on the pact.
