Ford Dispute 
May Go To Court

AL'tiTLS, Tex, Aug. 4 (L 'P )j 
— Oppoiing counsel indicated to-1 
day they may take a dispute over | 
whether unempiryment compen­
sation should be paid workers at 
the Dallas Ford plant into court.

The compensation it sought for 
the period from May 12 to June 
8. when employes of the assem. 
bly plant at Lallas were out of 
work because of u strike at the 
main Ford plant at Dearborn, 
Mi<?h.

Some 800 workers have made 
employment claims. Testimony I 
at the Texas Employment Comm-1 
ission’s hearing o f the matter was 
completed yesterday.

The question involved w e t  
whether jthe unemployment by 
the Dallas workers resulted dli^ 
ectly from a labor dispute.

The union (The CIO United Au­
tomobile Workers) contends that 
the Dallas union is ‘ 'autonomous " 
and the Dalla.s shutdown was not 
a result o f a labor dispute.

The employment commission 
gave the Ford company until 
Aug. 1.5 to file a brief and a un­
ion brief was expected to follow 
by a few days.

Roy Coffev o f Dallas, repres. 
enting the Ford Company, said 
he was prepared to go into court 
“ if the company desires.”

Harrv Clark of Kan.«as City, 
CIO official, indicated he also 
was prepared to take legal steps.
