PILOT CLAIMS HE WAS
CLEARED FOR LANDING

WASHINGTON, Nov. 8. (UP)
—Polivian pilot Erick Rios Bri-
doux has told friends he reported
engine trouble and was cleared
for an emergency landing when
his P-88 collided with an Eastern
Airliner here last week, it was
learned today.

Rios, who is hmpitalized with
injuries suffered in the erash that
claimed 55 lives, said he told the
control tower at National Airport
that his plane was losing power.

He zot instructions, he said, to
come in for a landing as soon as
another plane touched ground, He
began his approach after seeing
what he identified as a “twin-tail-
ed Cessna” hit the runway. He
said he took it for granted that
that was the plane he was ordered
to follow in. S
~ Rios said he did not see the
Bastern Airliner until a split-sec-
‘ond before the collision.
